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      How can we know the truth hidden in the Tabernacle?

      

      Only by knowing the gospel of the water and the Spirit, which is the reality of the Tabernacle, can we correctly understand and know the answer to this question.

      In fact, the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and the fine woven linen displayed on the gate of the Tabernacle, represent the work of Jesus Christ who came in the New Testament times to save humanity.

      Thus, the words of the Old Testament Tabernacle and the words of the New Testament are intricately connected like the finely woven linen.

      

      Therefore, if among those who have believed throughout history that Jesus is God or the Savior, there had been someone who confidently testified to the meaning hidden in the four colors shown on the gate of the Tabernacle, it would have truly been good.

      Such a person’s writings would have led us to know more concretely and clearly the salvation given to us by God through the remission of sins.

      However, until now, no one has clearly testified about the gospel of the water and the Spirit revealed in the Tabernacle.

      

      Jesus Christ came to this earth, was baptized by John, shed His blood on the cross, and saved us all.

      Without understanding and believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, none of us can know the truth revealed in the Tabernacle.

      Now, we must learn and believe in the truth revealed in the Tabernacle in order to meet the Lord.

      To meet the Lord, we must know and believe in the truth revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and the fine woven linen on the gate of the Tabernacle.

      I expect that the blessing that comes from the word of the gospel of the water and the Spirit revealed in the Tabernacle will come upon your hearts.

      In the Old Testament, God spoke to us about the tabernacle in two aspects: one was to establish His righteous law, and the other was to address the sins of those who had broken His law, so that He might become their God and they might become His people.

      To accomplish this, God established a sacrificial system through which their sins could be washed away.

      

      In this way, the message of the tabernacle is like a storehouse of hidden treasures prepared by God. To enter the gate of the tabernacle and receive the treasures God has prepared, one must first receive the remission of sins.

      To claim the treasures hidden within the tabernacle, one must be someone who has received the remission of sins through faith in the work of Jesus Christ, who became the atoning sacrifice.

      In other words, only those whose sins have been remitted can truly understand the truth of atonement contained in the message of the tabernacle.

      

      In this book, I would like to share the truth of salvation revealed in the gate of the tabernacle, which was woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, along with fine linen.

      The reason I am sharing this message with you is that one can receive the remission of sins by believing in the truth of salvation hidden in the four colors of the tabernacle gate.

      I sincerely hope that everyone who reads this book will come to believe in the work of Jesus Christ and receive the grace of salvation.

      

      The tabernacle and the various types of sacrifices offered within it were all sacrificial laws that God established for us. All of these were clear foreshadows of the atoning work of Jesus Christ, which was to be fulfilled in the New Testament.

      I sincerely hope that all of you will become those who are saved by believing in Jesus Christ—the Savior who came to this earth, took upon Himself the sins of sinners once for all, and became the atoning sacrifice.

      

      Even though we can clearly understand God's plan of salvation through the message of the tabernacle, many people still remain bound to man-made doctrines, unable to see the truth.

      Now is the time for us to reexamine the doctrines taught by medieval theologians and compare them with the true Word of God revealed in the Scriptures. We must cast aside doctrines that are not rooted in truth and place our faith solely in the work of Jesus Christ.

      Each of us must choose whether to build the foundation of our faith on the Word of God or on the ideas of theologians. We must turn away from the false beliefs—the untruths of theological ideas—we have learned until now.

      Now is the time to return to the faith that believes in the Word of God and to believe in this way. Only then can those who believe in Jesus today receive the remission of sins in their hearts through faith.

      

      The truth we come to know through the New Testament is that Jesus received baptism from John, and through it took upon Himself the sins of the world, then became the atoning sacrifice for us on the Cross. It is through faith in this Word that we are saved.

      Therefore, you must now set aside the theological ideas you have believed and followed until now, and please the Lord by having faith in the atoning work of Jesus as recorded in the Word of God.

      

      But why are the souls of so many believers today so dry and lifeless?

      If your heart feels barren like a desert even after believing in Jesus, it may be because you have overlooked the truth Jesus took upon Himself your sins and mine, and the sins of the whole world, by receiving baptism from John.

      Jesus received baptism from John in order to take upon Himself the sins of the world.

      However, those who believe in Jesus have overlooked the very ministry of Jesus’ baptism. This happened because people have been influenced by man-made theological ideologies.

      Therefore, now all who believe in Jesus must return to the written Word of Scripture and know and believe in the ministry of Jesus Christ’s baptism and His atoning work as the truth of salvation.

      From now on, everyone must return to the atoning work of Jesus, who became our atoning sacrifice, and move forward with faith that believes He has become the Savior of all people.

      

      From now on, we must live as those who believe in the atoning work of Jesus Christ.

      He received baptism from John—the representative of mankind—and was crucified, thereby becoming the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Through this work, He saves those who believe in this truth from all their sins.

      

      Therefore, we must believe in the work of Jesus Christ revealed in the tabernacle. That is, we must confirm and believe in the part in the New Testament where Jesus received baptism from John the Baptist, took our sins upon Himself, and became the atoning sacrifice, in order to be saved.

      We must understand the process by which Jesus accomplished our salvation. We must stand firmly on the sure Word of God and receive salvation by believing in our hearts.

      Each of us must confirm through the Word of God that Jesus became our atoning sacrifice, and then, through faith in that truth, become those who are saved.

      

      Human history often repeats the same mistakes. The theological doctrines established by medieval theologians were not all correct. In fact, many of their teachings were far removed from the Word of God, yet people were unable to let go of them—because there was no clear alternative to replace them.

      No matter what kind of theological doctrines they have made, if people say they know and believe in Jesus as their Savior, yet do not know the fact that Jesus received baptism from John, took the sins of the world upon His body, and became the atoning sacrifice for all people on the Cross—then what benefit can such faith truly bring to them?

      If we believe in Jesus without knowing this essential truth, what real benefit can such faith bring to us?

      

      Nevertheless, the fact that many still follow in the footsteps of the theological doctrines developed by those early theologians is evidence that the true gospel truth remains unknown to many.

      It is truly unfortunate that the erroneous doctrines of medieval Catholic theology are still widely prevalent within Christianity today.

      The doctrines of their theology in the past have brought about religious corruption for over a thousand years. Yet even today, many within Christianity continue to follow those same erroneous patterns of belief.

      As a result, theological ideas that are far removed from the Word of God have spread even more widely, causing the faith of many believers to drift further away from the truth of God.

      

      Even among those who say they believe in Jesus as their Savior today, syncretistic forms of faith are appearing more and more.

      Therefore, we must become people of faith who believe in the redemptive work of Jesus and uphold the 66 books of the Old and New Testaments as the truth of salvation.

      We must have faith that through believing in the truth—that Jesus received baptism from John and thereby took upon Himself the sins of the world—the sins of humanity have been eternally atoned.

      

      We must all return to the Word of God, receive the remission of sins in our hearts through faith in the atoning work of Jesus Christ, and live to give glory to God.

      What use is it if you and I claim to believe in Jesus as our Savior, yet do not believe in His atoning work?

      Now, let us follow and believe according to the written Word of God.

      If the Scriptures say that Jesus received baptism from John and took upon Himself the sins of the world, becoming our atoning sacrifice on the Cross, then we must believe it as it is written.

      If the Scriptures say that Jesus received baptism in the Jordan River to fulfill the righteousness of God, was crucified, and rose from the dead in order to become the eternal atoning sacrifice for us, then we too must believe exactly as the Word says.

      

      I strongly feel that in this age, those who believe in Jesus must undergo a reformation of faith. I believe that now is not the time for a reformation of religion, but the time to carry out a reformation of faith with true belief.

      There is now only one way to truly please our Lord: It is to reform our faith by believing in the Word of God.

      We must bring about this reformation by believing that the Lord became the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and that Jesus received baptism from John, taking upon Himself all our sins.

      

      This is the very time for us to return to the Word of God and give glory to Jesus— by becoming those who have received the remission of all their sins once for all, through faith in the Word of God that declares Jesus became the atoning sacrifice for us.

      It is also a time for us to fulfill the duties entrusted to each of us, while waiting for the return of the Lord through faith in the Word of God.

      In order to joyfully welcome the Lord when He returns in this end time, we must return to the Word of God and become those who pursue a pure and sincere reformation of faith.

      

      To bring about a true reformation of faith, we must return to the written Word of God in the Scriptures and once again believe in the redemptive work of Jesus. We must also have faith in the message of the Tabernacle and the sacrificial laws established by God, learning how our sins were removed through the laying on of hands upon the sacrificial offering. It is through this faith that we must believe in the atoning work of Jesus Christ.

      

      Today, those who believe in Jesus must carry out a reformation of faith by believing in the gospel that Jesus took upon Himself the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John, and became the atoning sacrifice for our sins on the Cross.

      We must rebuild the broken altar of faith. We must build a new altar of faith solely upon faith in the Word of God.

      We must pay close attention to the sacrificial law established by God, and through faith in His Word, receive the remission of sins and take part in the reformation of faith.

      Now, we must realize that our salvation is contained in the Word of God revealed through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and the fine woven linen at the entrance of the tabernacle—and through this understanding, bring about the reformation of our faith.

      We must all, by faith, take part in the reformation of faith by believing in the work of Jesus Christ—who, through His baptism, took upon His body the sins of the world and became our atoning sacrifice.

      

      Just as basic knowledge is essential in science, so must we, as believers in Jesus, accept and believe that the various sacrificial laws revealed in the Tabernacle were, in fact, atoning sacrificial laws established for our sake. We must receive in our hearts the faith contained in these atoning sacrifices.

      Through the many offerings given according to the sacrificial laws within the Tabernacle, God was foretelling the work of salvation that, in the New Testament era, would remove all our sins once for all.

      Therefore, we must believe in our hearts the sacrificial laws that God established, and with faith that the true sacrificial offering was fulfilled in the work of Jesus Christ, we must become those who walk the path of the reformation of faith.

      

      We must receive in our hearts the reason why our Savior, Jesus Christ, desired to be baptized by John the Baptist—to take upon Himself the sins of the world. We must believe in our hearts that Jesus became the atoning sacrifice for the sins of the world.

      We were born to bring joy to God. Therefore, we must become people who believe in the Word of God as written in the 66 books of the Bible, and through that faith, we must please God.

      

      We must now believe that the various sacrificial laws recorded in both the Old and New Testaments were established by God for our sake. We must also believe that all the sins in our hearts were transferred to Jesus through the baptism He received from John.

      We must have faith in Jesus as our Savior—believing that He became our atoning sacrifice by receiving our sins through baptism, according to the method God Himself established.

      We must believe in the law of salvation that God has established within His Word. We must believe that Jesus Christ received baptism from John in order to become our atoning sacrifice, and we must become people of faith who die and rise again with Christ.

      It is by believing in the Word of truth that we can receive eternal salvation.

      

      We must receive salvation through faith in the work of Jesus Christ, and we must become new creations in Christ to begin a new life of faith. We must also overcome by believing in the atoning work of our Lord, who became our atoning sacrifice.

      

      The blue, purple, and scarlet thread used in the gate of the Tabernacle contains the truth of salvation.

      We must become those who are saved by faith in the baptism of Jesus Christ and in the blood that He shed on the Cross.

      In the past, inside the Tabernacle, a sinner could receive the remission of sins by laying hands on the sacrificial offering—transferring their sins according to the sacrificial laws God had established—and then offering it to God. In the same way, today, we too can be saved from all our sins through faith in the Savior who became the atoning sacrifice for our sins.

      

      In the Old Testament era, the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, along with the fine woven linen used in the gate of the Tabernacle, foretold the way of the remission of sins.

      In the New Testament era, we can be saved by believing in Jesus as our Savior—who received baptism to take upon Himself our sins, was crucified, and became our atoning sacrifice.

      By believing in the work of Jesus, who bore the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John, we can receive the remission of sins in our hearts. Therefore, all of us can truly become born-again people.

      

      Now is the time for us to bring about a reformation of faith.

      This is because the theological ideas and doctrines established by medieval theologians have led people to accept falsehoods as if they were truth—teachings that are far removed from the truth of the remission of sins that Jesus gave us. Such distortions have continued for 1,700 years (AD 325–2025).

      The theological framework they constructed was none other than the Nicene Creed. However, the theology embedded in the Nicene Creed differs greatly from the Word of God. This is because it was formulated to promote a syncretistic religious ideology.

      

      Therefore, now is the time for us to bring about a true reformation of faith through faith in the Word of God.

      Will you join this reformation of faith by believing in the Word of truth revealed through the Tabernacle? If so, we invite you to visit our website, read the books related to the reformation of faith, and join us in living according to this truth together.

      

      Even today, many people still do not understand the truth contained in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine woven linen used in the gate of the Tabernacle.

      As a result, they are unable to believe even in the fact that they can be born again by faith in the gospel Word of God that leads them into the work of Jesus—who has granted us eternal remission of sins. It is truly heartbreaking that so many are unable to enter into the truth of the gospel.

      

      Therefore, we must forgive those who, since the medieval era, have tried to distort the Word of God with human theological ideas. And from now on, we must live as those who have received eternal remission of sins through faith in Jesus, who became the eternal atoning sacrifice for us, just as it is written in the Scriptures.

      If you believe in Jesus as your Savior, then you must also believe in His baptism and His work on the Cross, where He became the atoning sacrifice for your sins—and by this faith, be saved. I am confident that you will come to have this true faith.

      

      Through this Tabernacle sermon book, I earnestly pray that the will of God may be fulfilled here on earth. And I firmly believe that it shall be accomplished.

      Lord Jesus Christ! May they return to Your work, believe, and receive salvation! Amen.

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            THE SALVATION OF SINNERS REVEALED IN THE TABERNACLE

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 27:9-21 >

      “You shall also make the court of the tabernacle. For the south side there shall be hangings for the court made of fine woven linen, one hundred cubits long for one side. And its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets shall be bronze. The hooks of the pillars and their bands shall be silver. Likewise along the length of the north side there shall be hangings one hundred cubits long, with its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets of bronze, and the hooks of the pillars and their bands of silver. And along the width of the court on the west side shall be hangings of fifty cubits, with their ten pillars and their ten sockets. The width of the court on the east side shall be fifty cubits. The hangings on one side of the gate shall be fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. And on the other side shall be hangings of fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. For the gate of the court there shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen, made by a weaver. It shall have four pillars and four sockets. All the pillars around the court shall have bands of silver; their hooks shall be of silver and their sockets of bronze. The length of the court shall be one hundred cubits, the width fifty throughout, and the height five cubits, made of fine woven linen, and its sockets of bronze. All the utensils of the tabernacle for all its service, all its pegs, and all the pegs of the court, shall be of bronze.

      And you shall command the children of Israel that they bring you pure oil of pressed olives for the light, to cause the lamp to burn continually. In the tabernacle of meeting, outside the veil which is before the Testimony, Aaron and his sons shall tend it from evening until morning before the Lord. It shall be a statute forever to their generations on behalf of the children of Israel.”

      

      The length of the courtyard fence of the tabernacle is 100 cubits.

      In the Bible, one cubit is defined as the length from the elbow to the tip of the fingers, which is about 45 cm.

      Therefore, the fact that the length of the courtyard fence of the tabernacle is 100 cubits means it is about 45 meters, and the width being 50 cubits means it is 22.5 meters.

      Thus, we can see that the tabernacle, where God dwelled among the people of Israel in the Old Testament era, was of that size.

      • THERE IS A FENCE SET UP AROUND THE OUTER COURT OF THE TABERNACLE

      Have you ever seen a picture or model of the Tabernacle? When you look at the Tabernacle as a whole, it is divided into the courtyard of the Tabernacle and the Holy Place, which is the house of God.

      Inside the Tabernacle, which is the house of God, there is a small house called the Holy Place.

      The Holy Place is covered with a covering skillfully embroidered with cherubim in finely twisted linen and blue, purple, and scarlet yarn, a covering made of goats’ hair, a covering made of ram skins dyed red, and a covering made of sea otter skins.

      On the east side of the courtyard of the Tabernacle, there is a gate woven with blue, purple, and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen.

      

      When you go inside through that gate, you see the altar of burnt offering and the laver. After passing the laver, there is the Tabernacle. Inside the Tabernacle, it is divided into the Holy Place and the Most Holy Place, where the Ark of the Covenant of God is.

      And the courtyard fence of the Tabernacle has a total of 60 pillars and is hung with white linen curtains. On the other hand, the walls of the Tabernacle are made of 48 boards.

      First of all, we must understand the overall structure of the tabernacle so that we can know what God is telling us through the blueprint of the tabernacle.

      

      God dwelled inside the Tabernacle, which was made with 48 boards, and at night a pillar of fire and during the day a pillar of cloud stayed above the Tabernacle, showing the Israelites the presence of God, and the Most Holy Place was filled with the glory of God. God was in the Most Holy Place.

      In the Holy Place, there were the table of the showbread, the lampstand, and the altar of incense, and in the Most Holy Place, there were the Ark of the Covenant and the mercy seat.

      Only the priests appointed by God could enter and serve God with all the furnishings in the Holy Place, and only the high priest could enter the Most Holy Place once a year.

      This tells us that even in this era, only those who have faith like gold, believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit, can serve and live with God.

      

      What does the bread on the table of the showbread in the Holy Place mean? It means the Word of God.

      What does the altar of incense mean? It means prayer.

      In the Most Holy Place, there is the Ark of the Testimony, and the atonement cover made of pure gold is placed on top of the Ark. The cherubim spread their wings upward, covering the atonement cover with their wings, and their faces are turned toward each other, facing the atonement cover. That place is called the atonement cover, the place where grace is given.

      Inside the Ark of the Testimony are the two stone tablets engraved with the Ten Commandments, Aaron’s rod that budded, and a jar containing manna.

      And the Ark is covered with a lid (the mercy seat) made of gold, and above it, the angels look down toward the mercy seat.

      • WHERE DO THOSE WHO HAVE BEEN CLEANSED OF SIN LIVE?

      Those who have had their sins blotted out live in the Holy Place. The Holy Place is made with 48 boards, and all of them were overlaid with gold.

      Everyone, just think about it. If you saw not just one or two, but 48 boards covered with gold, how dazzling would the golden light be? In this way, the Holy Place where God’s presence dwells is a place where all the furnishings are made of gold and shine brilliantly.

      

      The altar of burnt offering and the laver in the outer court of the Tabernacle are all made of bronze, and the fence of the courtyard is made of linen curtains and pillars whose capitals are overlaid with silver.

      In contrast, all the furnishings inside the Holy Place are made of gold. The lampstand is gold, and the table of the showbread is gold. Because all the furnishings inside the Holy Place are made of gold, the Holy Place always shone brilliantly with dazzling golden light.

      This dazzling golden brilliance inside the Holy Place represents the life of faith that the saints—who have had their sins cleansed away—live within the church.

      The sinless saints who live by faith in the gospel of the water and the Spirit are like pure gold within the Holy Place.

      

      The life of these saints living in the Holy Place means being together with the church, receiving the Word of God through the church, praying to God, praising, and coming before the throne of God to receive grace every day. This is the life of faith in the Holy Place.

      Please remember that only those who have been saved by water and the Spirit and are righteous without sin can live this life of faith in the Holy Place.

      • GOD CLEARLY SEPARATED THE INSIDE AND OUTSIDE OF THE SANCTUARY

      Just as most houses have a fence, the courtyard of the tabernacle was also surrounded by a fence made of 60 pillars and enclosed with fine linen curtains.

      On the east side of the tabernacle courtyard, there was a gate made of blue, purple, and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen, so that anyone could easily recognize the entrance, and its width was as much as 9 meters.

      

      As we study the tabernacle, we must clearly understand what kind of brilliant faith God desires, what kind of faith those who are saved have, and how the Lord saved us through the materials used in the tabernacle.

      To learn about the brilliant, golden life of faith contained within the sanctuary, we must examine the laver, the altar of burnt offering, the fence in the outer court of the tabernacle, and all the materials used there, and understand the reasons for them.

      Through this, we can know what kind of faith is required for one to enter the brilliant, golden sanctuary.

      

      What is in the outer courtyard of the tabernacle? There is the bronze laver and the burnt offering altar. And there are sixty wooden pillars surrounding it, and a fence made of fine linen is stretched over those pillars.

      In the outer courtyard of the tabernacle, there is a fence, and there are sixty wooden pillars. The wood used for the fence pillars is acacia wood. The acacia wood used for the tabernacle pillars is firm in material, has strong reproductive power, and is very light.

      The pillars of the tabernacle made from such wood are about 2.25 meters high. Therefore, people of average height cannot look over into the inside of the courtyard fence from the outside. If someone deliberately brings something to stand on and looks over, they might be able to see inside, but normally it is not possible. This tells us that it is not possible to enter the kingdom of God by human effort.

      

      At the bottom of the wooden pillars of the outer courtyard fence of the tabernacle are bronze sockets, and at the top of the pillars are silver capitals.

      Since the fence pillars cannot stand by themselves, there are silver bands that serve the role of holding the pillars together. In order to hold the pillars securely, the silver bands connect the silver hooks attached to the top of the pillars and the bronze pegs driven into the ground, thereby firmly fixing the pillars.

      • WHAT WERE THE MATERIALS OF THE GATE OF THE TABERNACLE COURTYARD?

      The materials of the gate of the tabernacle courtyard were blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen.

      The gate of the tabernacle courtyard was about 2.25 meters high and about 9 meters wide, and it was a curtain woven of blue, purple, scarlet thread, and fine linen, hung on four pillars. Therefore, anyone who wanted to enter the tabernacle courtyard could easily find the gate.

      

      The materials of blue, purple, and scarlet thread used in the tabernacle gate represent that God would save us from all sins through the four ministries of His Son Jesus.

      The sixty wooden pillars with the fine linen fence in the outer courtyard of the tabernacle also precisely show how God would save you and me from sin through His Son Jesus.

      

      God clearly shows us the secret of salvation through the outer courtyard gate of the tabernacle.

      Let us look at the materials used in the gate of the tabernacle courtyard. It was woven with “blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen.” Everyone, these four threads are extremely important for us to believe in Jesus and receive salvation. If these materials were not important, the Bible would not have recorded them in such detail.

      All the materials used in the gate of the tabernacle courtyard were essential materials for God to save you and me. These four threads were necessary for God to save sinful people, and therefore, the gate of the tabernacle courtyard was necessarily embroidered with blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen.

      God determined it that way. Therefore, God showed Moses the model of the tabernacle on Mount Sinai and commanded him to make the tabernacle courtyard gate in this manner.

      • WHAT DO THE BLUE THREAD, SCARLET THREAD, PURPLE THREAD, AND FINELY TWISTED LINEN MEAN?

      In the door leading into the sanctuary, a curtain embroidered with blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen was used, and the veil between the sanctuary and the Most Holy Place was also made of these four threads.

      Moreover, the garments of the priests who served in the tabernacle were also made of blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen.

      So then, what do the blue thread, scarlet thread, purple thread, and finely twisted linen signify? What do these, which are absolutely necessary for our Lord to save us, clearly tell us? This is a part we must carefully examine.

      

      First, the blue thread speaks of the baptism of Jesus Christ. People who do not know about baptism do not know that the blue thread refers to the baptism of Jesus Christ.

      So, those who are not born again generally say about the meaning of the blue thread, “It means that Jesus Christ is God, King, and came in the flesh.” However, the Bible says that the blue thread is ‘the baptism that Jesus received to take on the sins of the world when He came to this earth.’

      Some people also say, “The blue thread simply means the Word.” However, the Word of the Bible clearly shows that the blue thread refers to the water baptism that Jesus received from John the Baptist.

      As I was looking at the Word regarding the tabernacle, I came to realize, ‘Aha, God wants to reveal to us the importance of the faith in the baptism of Jesus.’

      

      The outer robe that the high priest wears when offering sacrifices is also woven with blue thread. And on the turban that the high priest wears on his head, there is a gold plate attached, and the cord that ties this gold plate is made of a blue cord. On that gold plate is engraved the inscription “HOLINESS TO THE LORD.”

      We can clearly see that the blue cord tying the gold plate on the high priest’s turban represents the baptism of Jesus, which offers holiness to the Lord.

      

      In this way, God speaks to us about the salvation of truth through the blue cord that ties the gold plate on the turban. In other words, the connecting link that gives us holiness is blue, and this is the baptism of Jesus.

      Ordinarily, when we generally think of blue, we associate it with the blue sky and think of God, but blue does not simply mean God.

      Among the blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen, the blue thread means the baptism of Jesus Christ. In other words, the blue thread means that Jesus Christ received baptism and took upon Himself all the sins of every sinner in the world (Matthew 3:15).

      If Jesus had not received baptism to take on the sins of all people, none of us believers could have attained “HOLINESS TO THE LORD.” Without the baptism that Jesus received, we could never receive holiness before God.

      

      Everyone, do you understand the spiritual meaning of why God commanded that the gate of the tabernacle courtyard be woven and embroidered with blue thread? The gate into the courtyard, which leads into the tabernacle where God dwells, refers to Jesus Christ.

      Without Jesus Christ, no one can enter the kingdom of heaven. That the courtyard gate, which points to Jesus, was woven with blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen clearly shows that God wanted to reveal to us the truth that leads to salvation.

      Therefore, the blue, purple, and scarlet threads speak of the baptism of Jesus, His death on the cross, and that He, who is God, came in the flesh of man.

      The ministry of Jesus represented in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads gives us the faith by which we can come before the Lord in holiness.

      

      The purple speaks of the Holy Spirit and tells us that ‘Jesus is the King of kings.’ The scarlet thread speaks of the blood that Jesus Christ shed on the cross. The blue thread, as just mentioned, speaks of the baptism Jesus received from John the Baptist.

      Jesus, who is God, came to this earth clothed in human flesh, and by receiving baptism, took upon His body all the sins of sinners, and for all the sins of humanity, Jesus took the judgment and curse on our behalf and shed His blood—this is the spiritual secret contained in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads.

      

      Until now, you may have thought that the blue thread simply represented God or the Word of God. But now you must clearly understand. The blue thread speaks of the baptism of Jesus Christ.

      The baptism of Jesus, by which all our sins were transferred onto Him, is an indispensable and crucial truth in Jesus’ work that gives us the blotting out of sins.

      For this reason, even from the tabernacle of the Old Testament, God clearly spoke of the blue thread—that is, the baptism of Jesus.

      • THE BAPTISM THAT JESUS RECEIVED WAS TO TAKE ON OUR SINS

      The pillars of the tabernacle fence were made of acacia wood. At the bottom of those pillars were bronze sockets. And on top of those pillars were silver capitals made to cover them. This tells us that sinners must be judged because of their sins.

      Only those who acknowledge that they are sinners who, because of their sins, can only go to hell, can receive salvation. Those who do not acknowledge that they are sinners destined for hell cannot receive salvation. Such people can only receive eternal punishment, which is judgment, before God because of their sins.

      

      As it is written, “The wages of sin is death” (Romans 6:23), sinners must surely receive God’s terrifying judgment because of their sins.

      Therefore, a sinner must once, by faith, be judged before God regarding sin and then, by receiving God’s grace, come back to life. That is what it means to be born again by faith.

      The faith of the blue thread—that Jesus Christ took on all our sins through His baptism; the faith of the scarlet thread—that Jesus received judgment on the cross and saved all of us sinners from sin; this faith is what causes us to die to sin and be born again.

      You must know that for those who do not believe this fact and do not pass through judgment by faith, only eternal judgment awaits.

      

      The baptism of Jesus was precisely to take on all the sins of the world in order to save us sinners from sin. The baptism that Jesus received from John the Baptist was to take on all our sins.

      Jesus is God, but in order to save us, He put on a human body, received baptism from John the Baptist—the representative of all humanity—to take on all the sins of sinners, and offered His body on the cross, shedding His blood and receiving judgment on behalf of sinners.

      The gate of the tabernacle courtyard shows in great detail the work that Jesus did to become our Savior. Through the blue, purple, scarlet thread, and finely twisted linen of the tabernacle courtyard gate, God clearly tells us that Jesus became the Savior of sinners.

      

      The finely twisted linen signifies that God has given us the words of the Old and New Testaments, which are so detailed and perfectly matched.

      The finely twisted linen is woven so delicately, strand by strand. Through the finely twisted linen, God is speaking to us very specifically about the Word by which He saved us.

      

      When you look at a carpet, you see that various threads are woven together, strand by strand. In the same way, God commanded that the gate of the tabernacle courtyard be made by laying the finely twisted linen as the base and then embroidering blue, purple, and scarlet thread on top of it.

      This tells us that hidden within God’s detailed Word is the truth that Jesus, who came through water (baptism), blood (the cross), and the Holy Spirit (Jesus being God), is the door of our salvation.

      Now we can know the right faith concerning Jesus Christ as revealed in the delicate Word of God, receive God’s love, and fully receive salvation by faith.

      

      Jesus Christ did not save us in a rough or careless way. You can know this by looking at the tabernacle. Jesus saved sinners in a detailed, precise way.

      This fact can also be known by looking at the pillars of the fence. Everyone, why specifically is the number of pillars sixty? It is because the number 6 refers to man.

      In Revelation 13, the expression 666 appears, which is the number of the beast, and it says that the one who has wisdom understands the secret of this number.

      On the other hand, the number 3 is the number referring to God. The number 6 is the number of man. The number 666 means that humans act as if they are God.

      What is the desire of humans? Is it not to become a perfect, god-like being? To truly become a god-like being, one must be born again through faith in Jesus and, by this, become a child of God.

      

      However, instead of having faith in what Jesus has done, people act in proud evil by trying to become sons of God through their own efforts.

      It is for this reason that people reinterpret all of God’s Word according to their own desires and end up believing wrongly through human thinking. Rather than following faith, they follow their own desires and oppose God.

      Because of the desire to become perfect on their own, to perfect their own flesh, they ultimately become far removed from the complete Word of God.

      • THE WORD OF SALVATION REVEALED IN ALL THE MATERIALS OF THE TABERNACLE

      In order for Jesus Christ to save sinners and bring them into the sanctuary, all the furnishings and materials of the tabernacle were necessary. The burnt offering altar was needed, the laver was needed, the pillars and the bronze sockets and the silver capitals were needed, and the hooks and the silver bands were also needed.

      All of these are the furnishings outside the sanctuary, and the materials of all these furnishings were absolutely necessary to make each and every sinner into a righteous person.

      

      All of these are needed for a sinner to come in and live within the kingdom of God, but among them, the most important was the blue thread <the baptism of Jesus>.

      That is why blue, purple, and scarlet threads were used at the gate of the tabernacle courtyard. This speaks of the three ministries of Jesus that are absolutely necessary for us to believe in God.

      First, Jesus came to this earth and took on all our sins through His baptism.

      Second, that Jesus is God (the Holy Spirit);

      And third, that Jesus died on the cross to receive judgment for all the sins that were passed onto Him at the Jordan River through John.

      All of these are essential elements of faith for sinners to be saved from sin and become righteous.

      

      When we look at the Bible, we come to know, ‘The Lord is so detailed.’ We clearly come to know that it is God Himself who saved us so delicately, like finely twisted linen thread, one strand at a time.

      Moreover, God commanded to make the gate of the tabernacle court by embroidering blue, purple, and scarlet thread on a fine linen curtain that was 9 meters long.

      Therefore, no matter how far away someone was, they could accurately recognize the gate of the tabernacle when they looked at it.

      

      The white fine linen curtain on the fence of the tabernacle court represents God’s holiness.

      Therefore, the sinner comes to realize that they cannot dare to come close to the tabernacle.

      Thus, the sinner must know the fact that they can only enter into the tabernacle court if they receive salvation by believing in the work of Jesus revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread embroidered on the gate of the tabernacle court.

      In this way, God made it known to sinners that Jesus Christ, through the water, the blood, and the Holy Spirit, has blotted out all their sins and saved them.

      

      Not only that, but even the materials of all the instruments that make up the tabernacle, including the gate of the tabernacle court, also reveal God’s detailed word needed to make the sinner into a righteous person.

      God commanded to make the gate of the tabernacle court large enough so that anyone could find it, and because the gate of the tabernacle court was made as the word commanded—finely embroidered with blue, purple, and scarlet thread on the fine linen curtain—He made it so that anyone who saw the gate of the tabernacle court could clearly know the word of truth that makes sinners into righteous people.

      The gate of the tabernacle court tells us that we, who are like acacia wood, have been perfectly saved from sin through the blue thread (baptism), the scarlet thread (the blood of the cross), and the purple thread (Jesus being God).

      God set it so that only those who clearly believe this can enter the Holy Place, which is the house of God.

      • JESUS CHRIST SPEAKS TO US

      God tells us that in order to live a golden, splendid life of faith inside the Holy Place, we must come before the Lord with the faith that Jesus received baptism and washed away all sins.

      Therefore, God Himself showed Moses the blueprint of the tabernacle, had the tabernacle built through Moses, and allowed the people of Israel to receive the removal of sins through the system of this tabernacle.

      We must know and believe the faith that we must go through in the courtyard of the tabernacle before we can come into the Holy Place.

      God continues to speak in the courtyard of the tabernacle about the faith that Jesus saved us through the water (baptism), blood, and the Holy Spirit.

      The faith in the gate of the courtyard being woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, the laying on of hands by the high priest on the sacrificial lamb and the shedding of the sacrificial lamb’s blood, the faith in the high priest washing his hands and feet at the laver, the faith in the gospel of water and the Spirit—this is the pure gold-like faith that allows us to enter the Holy Place and live gloriously.

      

      God, through the tabernacle, has permitted all of us to receive the grace and blessings of salvation.

      Through the tabernacle, we can know the blessings that God has given to us.

      Through the tabernacle, we can come before the throne of God’s grace and know and believe in the grace of salvation that allows us to receive salvation once and for all.

      Everyone, do you understand?

      Through the tabernacle, we can see and believe just how delicately our Lord has saved you and me, how delicately He planned to save us, and how He fulfilled that plan to make us sinners into righteous people.

      

      Have you perhaps vaguely believed in Jesus until now?

      Are you perhaps believing that the blue means the sky?

      Are you only knowing and believing with the faith of purple and scarlet, that the King of kings, Jesus Christ, came to this earth and saved us on the cross?

      If so, now you must meet the true faith.

      You must clearly know the blue faith, the baptism of Jesus, and receive the immeasurable grace of salvation given by God.

      

      God did not save us by blood and the Holy Spirit alone.

      God clearly speaks of the blue, the scarlet, and the purple, and through these three threads He is clearly telling us how Jesus saved us.

      Our God has delicately shown the work of Jesus’ salvation through the tabernacle.

      God commanded Moses to build the tabernacle, and then, through this tabernacle, promised that God would save us in this way.

      And just as He promised, Jesus Christ came to this earth clothed in human flesh and, in the water of the Jordan River (blue), received baptism to take on the sins of the world.

      Through the baptism, Jesus actually saved sinners from all sins.

      That is why: how delicate, how precise, how certain the salvation we have received is!

      

      When you enter the Holy Place, you see the lampstand, the table of showbread, and the altar of incense.

      Before entering the Most Holy Place, where the Ark of the Covenant of God is, we who have been saved by faith are in the Holy Place where the lampstand, the table of showbread, and the altar of incense are.

      In that Holy Place, shining brilliantly with gold, we get to freely eat the bread of the Word and live. How blessed is this!

      Before going to the Kingdom of God, we, as those who have been born again by the gospel of water and the Spirit and have been fully saved, live in the church of God.

      The church of God that gives us the bread of life is the Holy Place.

      

      In the Holy Place, that is, in the church of God, there are the lampstand, the table of showbread, and the altar of incense.

      The lampstand was made by hammering one talent of pure gold into its base, shaft, bowls, ornamental knobs, and flowers.

      Just like this lampstand made from one hammered talent of pure gold, God is telling us that we, the righteous, must unite with the church of God.

      And on the table of showbread is placed unleavened bread that has no yeast mixed in, which means the nourishment of God’s pure Word, untainted by the evil and filth of the world.

      The Holy Place, that is, the church of God, spreads the pure Word of God without yeast, lives without doing evil before God, and lives with pure faith.

      In front of the Most Holy Place is the altar of incense.

      The altar of incense is the place to offer prayers to God.

      Through the instruments in the Holy Place, God tells us that when we come before God, there must be unity, faith in the pure Word of God, and prayer.

      Only the righteous can pray, because God listens only to the prayers of the righteous.

      And only the one who prays before God can meet God.

      

      In this way, the Holy Place tells us how glorious it is to have been saved in the church of God.

      The main materials used in the tabernacle — the blue thread <Jesus receiving baptism>, the scarlet thread <Jesus taking on all our sins through His baptism and dying on the cross, receiving judgment for sin>, and the purple thread <Jesus is God> — speak to us of the indispensable faith we must have.

      These three are everything in our faith.

      If we believe that Jesus is the Son of God and, as the very being of God, saved us sinners through the blue, scarlet, and purple thread, we can enter the golden, splendid Holy Place where God’s presence dwells.

      If one does not believe in the works of Jesus shown in these three threads, no matter how much they say they believe in Jesus, they cannot enter the Holy Place.

      Even if one says they believe in Jesus, not just anyone can enter the sanctuary.

      • THOSE WHO DWELL IN THE COURTYARD OF THE TABERNACLE WITH MISTAKEN FAITH

      Today, even while believing in Jesus and living a life of faith, there are many who cannot enter the Holy Place. There are many who want to be saved by believing roughly day by day.

      Those who think that just believing in the blood of Jesus Christ and that Jesus is God and the King of kings is enough to be saved are exactly such people. They believe in Jesus in a very simple way.

      They only believe in the blood of Jesus and go into the altar of burnt offering every day and pray blindly.

      ‘Today, too, I am a sinner. Lord, please forgive me. Lord, I am so thankful that You were crucified and died in my place. Oh Lord, I LOVE YOU!’

      After doing that in the morning and going back, when evening comes, they come again to the altar of burnt offering and say the same prayer.

      

      Those who believe in Jesus like this but, as sinners with sin in their hearts, commute back and forth every morning, every evening, every month to the altar of burnt offering are those who have not been born again and have fallen into the error of believing according to their own thoughts.

      

      They put the sacrificial offering on the altar of burnt offering, where the bright red fire blazes, and offer the burnt sacrifice.

      As the meat burns in the bright red fire, the smell of burning meat rises, and black and white smoke continuously goes up.

      The altar of burnt offering is not a place to weep asking for sin to be removed, but actually a place that reminds one of the fearful hellfire for sin.

      There, morning and evening, they go and say, “Lord, I have sinned. Please forgive my sin” and, feeling as if they have been forgiven by themselves, they return home happily.

      

      “♪I am forgiven, you are forgiven, we are forgiven♪.”

      They happily hum songs as they go back.

      But that feeling is only momentary.

      Before long, they sin again and say, ‘Lord, I am a sinner,’ and end up going again before the altar of burnt offering.

      

      Those who go to the altar of burnt offering as if going to work every day and return from it as if getting off work every day are still sinners every day, even if they believe in Jesus.

      Such people can never enter the holy Kingdom of God.

      

      Then who is it that, by faith, receives complete remission of sins and enters into God’s Holy Place?

      It is the one who knows and believes in the secret of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread that God has established.

      Such a person passes by the altar of burnt offering with the faith that believes in Jesus’ baptism, by which his sins were passed onto Him, and His death on the cross.

      And after standing before the laver, again reflecting on how all sins were passed on through baptism, and washing his hands and feet, he is able to enter into God’s Holy Place.

      The one who believes in the gospel of the water and the Spirit and has received the remission of sins enters heaven by faith — because he has passed the test of faith.

      

      I hope that all of you will know and believe that the blue thread in the Bible means the baptism of Jesus.

      Today, there are many people who believe in Jesus, but I have seen so many times that it is rare to find someone who goes as far as believing in the faith of the water <blue thread>, which is Jesus’ baptism.

      This is such a heartbreaking thing.

      Jesus did not just come to this earth as God and die on the cross — yet many people, leaving out the most important faith in Jesus’ baptism, believe only partially, and this is truly heartbreaking.

      Even now, I hope that all of you will know and believe in the faith of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and become those who enter the Kingdom of God.

      • THE BLUE THREAD, PURPLE THREAD, AND SCARLET THREAD, WHICH ARE THE MATERIALS OF THE TABERNACLE, REPRESENT, AND WE MUST BE SAVED BY BELIEVING IN THE LORD, WHO IS THE SUBSTANCE

      Our Lord has saved me and you. When we look at the tabernacle, we come to know how meticulously the Lord has saved me and you. We cannot help but be so thankful for that.

      I am truly grateful to the Lord who has saved us sinners from sin with the blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread, and who has also given us the faith to believe in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads.

      

      A sinner must pass through God’s fearful judgment of sin by receiving God’s grace. Otherwise, he can never enter the sanctuary. How can someone who has not passed through the judgment for sin open the door of the tabernacle and enter the sanctuary? He cannot enter.

      If such a person enters the sanctuary, he will be cursed to become blind. “Oh, it’s dazzling. But why can’t I see? When I was outside, I thought I would be able to see everything if I just entered the sanctuary. Why can’t I see anything and is it completely dark? When I was outside the sanctuary, I could see well.... They said it would be bright inside the sanctuary, but why is it even darker?”

      It is because they have been spiritually blinded due to lacking the faith to believe in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads. In this way, a sinner can never enter the Holy Place.

      

      Our Lord has allowed us to receive the blessing of living forever in the Holy Place without being blinded inside it.

      God precisely spoke of the way He would save us through the blue, purple, and scarlet threads, and the fine twisted linen used in the tabernacle, and according to that prophetic word, He saved us from all sins.

      The Lord saved us through water, blood, and the Holy Spirit so that we would not be blinded but could enjoy God’s brilliant grace and live forever. He saved us through the blue, purple, and scarlet threads and the fine twisted linen.

      The Lord told us that He promised through God’s delicate word and fulfilled that promise to save us.

      

      Do you believe that you and I have been saved by the delicate work of Jesus revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads and the fine twisted linen? —Yes!—

      Were you just roughly and carelessly saved? —No.— You cannot be saved without believing in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads.

      The blue thread does not refer to God. The blue refers to Jesus’ baptism in the Jordan River, by which He took on all the sins of the world’s sinners.

      

      However, even if one does not believe in the blue thread, which is Jesus’ baptism, they can still go to the altar of burnt offering inside the tabernacle. They may even be able to go as far as the laver placed after the altar, but they cannot enter the Holy Place where God is.

      The only ones who can open the door of the tabernacle and enter the Holy Place are God’s children who have fully believed in the gospel of water and the Spirit and have received the removal of their sins. However, no one who still has sin can enter the Holy Place.

      Without believing in the spiritual meanings revealed in these three threads, you cannot pass through the door of the Holy Place.

      Ordinary people usually think that just entering the courtyard of the tabernacle through its gate means they have been saved, but in fact, that is not salvation. Then, how far must one enter to be considered saved? It is not salvation just to enter the courtyard of the tabernacle; the one who enters the sanctuary where God is, is the one who is saved.

      • THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE FAITH OUTSIDE AND INSIDE THE TABERNACLE

      The altar of burnt offering and the laver in the outer court of the tabernacle are all made of bronze, and the fence is made of wood, silver, and bronze. However, once you enter the Holy Place, the materials change completely. Therefore, the characteristic of the Holy Place is that it is called the “house of gold.”

      The 48 boards of the Holy Place, made of acacia wood, are all overlaid with gold. The table of showbread and the altar of incense inside the Holy Place were also made of acacia wood overlaid with gold, and the lampstand was hammered out from one talent of pure gold. So, all the utensils inside the Holy Place are made of gold.

      

      On the other hand, what are the bases of the boards of the tabernacle made of? They are made of silver. The bases of the pillars of the courtyard fence were made of bronze, but the bases of the boards of the tabernacle were made of silver. Also, the pillars of the courtyard fence were wood, but the boards of the Holy Place were acacia wood overlaid with gold.

      However, what are the four bases of the pillars of the tabernacle entrance made of? They are made of cast bronze. While the bases of the boards of the tabernacle were made of silver, the pillars of the entrance of the tabernacle were made of cast bronze. What does this mean?

      It means that anyone who comes before God must pass through the judgment for their sins.

      However, if someone, being in a sinful state, reaches death and comes under God’s judgment, how can they come before God?

      If they die with sin still in their heart, they cannot come before God.

      

      Therefore, God used bronze as the bases for the four pillars of the tabernacle entrance. In other words, the use of bronze as the bases tells us that although we had to be judged for our sins, Jesus took on our sins through His baptism and was judged on our behalf because of those sins.

      We were those who had to be judged for our sins. But the sacrificial offering took all the judgment for those sins on our behalf. Someone died in our place so that we did not have to die. The one who received baptism to take on our sins and was judged and died on our behalf was none other than Jesus Christ.

      

      The faith represented by the blue thread is the faith that believes Jesus Christ took on all our sins through His baptism and blotted out all our sins.

      God the Father resolved all the sins of mankind by receiving the life of Jesus Christ—by transferring them to Jesus Christ and by judging Him on the Cross.

      Therefore, from now on, there is no longer any judgment we must face because of sin.

      The faith represented by the scarlet thread is the faith that believes in the blood Jesus shed on the cross. That faith believes that Jesus Christ took the judgment for our sins on our behalf.

      

      Only those who, by believing in Jesus’ baptism, pass all their sins over to Jesus, and by believing in the blood He shed on the cross when He was put to death in the flesh for all those sins, have received judgment for all sin — only they can enter the Holy Place.

      The reason why the bases of the entrance pillars of the tabernacle are made of bronze is precisely because of this. Therefore, we must believe in Jesus’ baptism, by which He took on all our sins, and in the blood of Christ, who was judged on our behalf.

      God determined that only those who have firm faith in the fact that Jesus Christ, who saved them from all their sins, is God Himself (purple thread), in Jesus’ baptism (blue thread), and in the fact that Jesus was judged on behalf of our sins (scarlet thread), can enter the Holy Place.

      God has permitted only those who, by putting their faith solely in what Jesus has done, have received judgment for their sins by faith, to enter the Holy Place.

      

      The bases of the pillars of the tabernacle were cast from bronze.

      The bronze bases carry the spiritual meaning that all sinners, born as descendants of Adam, must have the faith in the blue thread (Jesus’ baptism), the scarlet thread (Jesus being judged for sinners), and the purple thread (Jesus, who is God, has perfectly saved us from sin through water and blood), in order to be able to enter the Holy Place where God is.

      That the bases of the pillars were made of bronze speaks of the gospel of God, according to the word, “For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Romans 6:23), which declares that Jesus has blotted out all our sins through water, blood, and the Holy Spirit.

      • WE MUST BELIEVE IN THE WORD OF GOD AND NOT DISREGARD IT

      Just because you believe in Jesus does not mean you are unconditionally saved. Just because you go to church does not mean you are unconditionally born again.

      In John chapter 3, our Lord said that only those who are born again of water and the Spirit can see the kingdom of God. To Nicodemus, a leader of the Jews who believed in God well, Jesus said, “Are you a teacher of Israel and do not know about being born again? Unless a person is born again of water and the Spirit, he cannot see or enter the kingdom of God,” He stated clearly.

      A person who believes in Jesus can be born again only when he has faith in the blue thread <that Jesus took on all sins at once when He was baptized>, the scarlet thread <that Jesus died for our sins>, and the purple thread <Jesus is the Savior, Jesus is God, Jesus is the Son of God>, which represent the works Jesus has done.

      Therefore, all sinners must believe, through the blue, purple, and scarlet threads used in the tabernacle, that “Jesus is the Savior of sinners.”

      Because many people do not know or believe this, they cannot be born again even though they believe in Jesus, and they do not know the word of being born again.

      Our Lord clearly said that even if you believe in Jesus, if you are not born again, you can never enter the sanctuary, the Father’s kingdom, and you cannot live a proper life of faith.

      

      From a human perspective, we may think, “How nice would it be if everyone who believes in Jesus is born again?” Isn’t that so? “♫You are saved, I am saved, we are saved, jjan-jjan♫.”

      If just calling on the name of Jesus without knowing in detail about the work Jesus accomplished to save humanity, or even if just saying with words “I believe,” were enough to be saved, then people would consider believing in Jesus to be extremely easy and convenient.

      If their faith is correct, would we really need to evangelize?

      They think that just by calling on the name of Jesus they are saved, and since they are saved anyway, they believe they can still live however they want, taking salvation lightly.

      However, God has said that you can never be born again with such faith. Rather, He says that those who claim to be saved without knowing the gospel of water and the Spirit are workers of lawlessness.

      • BEING BORN AGAIN IS NOT OF THE FLESH BUT OF THE SPIRIT

      Jesus became a human and came to this earth to save us through the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      As we have heard by oral tradition, Jesus’ earthly father was a carpenter, and Jesus served under His carpenter father, working as a carpenter for 29 years.

      Just as Jesus had both divinity and humanity, we who are born-again righteous people also possess both natures. We have both flesh and spirit.

      Therefore, if someone says they believe in Jesus but their spirit has not been born again, that is not truly being born again. If there is someone who says they believe in Jesus while their spirit has not been born again, that person is like Nicodemus, who tried to be born again in a fleshly way, and they are never truly born again.

      Even though Jesus was the very essence of God, He came to this earth clothed in the weak flesh of a human. Therefore, when we say we are born again, it means that our spirit has been born again, not our flesh.

      

      If all the people who believe in Jesus now were really born again, I would probably have become known as a very gentle pastor.

      Why? Because now, as I preach with a desperate heart wanting those who do not know the truth to come to know it, I end up raising my voice and shouting, but before those who are truly born again, I would not have done that.

      I would probably have been known as a very kind, very polite, courteous, gentle, soft, and humorous pastor. If I wanted to, I could easily do that.

      It’s not that I lack the ability to instill in your hearts the thought, “Ah, that pastor truly resembles the holy and merciful image of Jesus.”

      But the human flesh cannot be changed, and just because someone’s flesh appears a little kind, gentle, and merciful does not mean that person is a born-again righteous person.

      One cannot be born again through the flesh. Only the spirit — the other nature that a person possesses — must be born again by believing in God’s Word.

      

      To believe in Jesus correctly, one must know the truth. “You shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free” (John 8:32).

      Only the truth of God can make us be born again, set our souls free from the bondage of sin, and make us be born again as righteous people.

      Only by knowing the Bible correctly, believing it correctly, and preaching it correctly can we enter the Holy Place, live a life of faith, and also approach the mercy seat in the Most Holy Place.

      The gospel of water and the Spirit, which makes our souls be born again, is the truth, and the faith that believes in this removes all our sins and allows us to live together with God within the world of faith.

      The gospel of water and the Spirit in our hearts enables us, as born-again children of God, to live happily with the Lord in the spiritual and light-filled world.

      

      Everyone, blindly believing in Jesus is not true faith.

      From a human point of view, I have many shortcomings. I’m not just saying that with words — when I actually try to do something, I realize very much how lacking I am.

      For example, when I prepare for the retreat so that the believers and new souls who attend can listen to the Word comfortably, receive much grace in their hearts, be blessed to be born again, and return with rest in both body and heart, I often find how many things I fail to prepare because I did not think ahead of time.

      Things that could have been done with just a bit more attention and care always end up being revealed when the retreat begins after the preparation period is over.

      Even when preparing for the retreat, if I had just given a little more heart and care, the congregation and new souls would have listened to the Word well, received salvation, and stayed well, but I think, “Why didn’t I think about and prepare for these things in advance?”

      Also, even when we gather and work all day for preparation, there are so many cases where the work is inefficient and the outcome does not match the effort, and I personally feel my shortcomings very much.

      

      “Why can’t I do this? Why couldn’t I think this far? Why can’t I do something that would only take a bit more care?” When actually doing the work of serving the gospel, I feel deeply how lacking I am.

      So, I come to know and acknowledge, “This is the kind of person I am. I am this lacking.”

      I think highly of myself in my heart, but it’s not just in words that I say I am lacking; I see that I cannot even do small things thoroughly and just do things roughly. When I look at myself, I really feel my shortcomings a lot.

      • WE OBTAIN HOLINESS FROM SIN THROUGH THE FAITH OF THE BLUE THREAD

      When a person thinks about themselves, they may feel as if they make no mistakes and do everything well. However, when they actually try doing something themselves, their true ability and shortcomings are laid bare. They come to see that they are truly lacking and that they are someone who inevitably commits sin.

      Also, when one is caught up in the thought that they are doing well, they fall into the illusion that they will enter the kingdom of God because they believe well. But the flesh is never transformed. There is no flesh that is not lacking, and it always commits wrongs and reveals shortcomings.

      If any of you have the thought that you can enter the Lord’s kingdom because your flesh does something well, know that whatever the flesh does well, it is of no use before God.

      The only thing that enables us to enter the Lord’s kingdom is the faith in the truth of the Lord’s salvation — the blue, purple, and scarlet thread. Because the Lord saved us with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, we can enter the sanctuary by faith.

      

      If God had not saved us through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, none of us would ever be able to enter the sanctuary. No matter how good our faith is, we cannot enter.

      Why? Because that would mean we could only enter if our daily acts or faith that come from our own flesh were good enough. If we could only enter the kingdom of God by having good faith every day, how could we, who have flesh, keep our faith good every day to enter?

      We cannot avoid committing sin every day, nor do we have the faith to turn back when we sin — then how could we possibly enter heaven by keeping our faith good every single day? That would mean we would need to pray repentant prayers without fail every day, fast, and be a holy body that does not commit sin at all — but who could possibly do that?

      

      If God had not saved us through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, there would be no one among us who could enter the kingdom of heaven.

      People are such that even if they have good faith for a moment, that faith soon disappears. As one repeats the cycle of having good faith and then losing it, in the end, they become confused as to whether they even have faith, and they lose even the faith they had at the beginning. Eventually, they end up becoming even more of a sinner despite believing in Jesus.

      But Jesus saved us lacking sinners according to His plan of salvation shown in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the finely twisted linen. He gave us the removal of sins.

      

      Only when one has this evidence can they attach the golden plate inscribed with “HOLINESS TO THE LORD” to the turban like the priest. And only then can they fulfill the duties of the priest.

      The people who can perform the priestly duty of testifying to others about “HOLINESS TO THE LORD” are those who have the evidence in their hearts that they have received the removal of sins through the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      On the turban that the priest wears, there is a golden plate, and what ties this golden plate to the turban is a blue cord.

      But why did God command that the turban be tied with a blue cord? Because what was absolutely necessary for our Lord to save us was the blue thread, and this blue thread speaks of the baptism that Jesus received to bear all our sins.

      If the Lord had not borne our sins and taken our sins away through baptism in the New Testament, which was in the form of the laying on of hands in the Old Testament, no matter how well we believe in Jesus, we could never obtain holiness before Jehovah.

      That is why He commanded that the golden plate be tied to the turban with the blue cord.

      And whenever people see the high priest wearing the golden plate inscribed with “HOLINESS TO THE LORD,” they can be reminded in their hearts that they must be made holy by receiving the removal of sins before God. And they come to think about how we can become holy before Jehovah.

      

      Then we also must think about this: How did we become righteous?

      Let’s look at Matthew 3:15, “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”

      Jesus saved all of us from sin by receiving baptism. Because Jesus received baptism and took on our sins, those who believe this are without sin.

      If Jesus had not received baptism for us, how could we possibly dare to say that we are without sin?

      Does merely thinking about Jesus dying on the cross and squeezing out tears that won’t come give us the removal of sins?

      Because it’s too difficult to feel sorrow just by thinking that Jesus died for us, many people end up crying while thinking about their grandfather or grandmother who passed away, or recalling how sad they were when they were sick, or when they were suffering during hard times.

      Even if they cry like that artificially or weep because they feel sorry for Jesus who died on the cross, sin can never be removed.

      

      Just as the golden plate engraved with “HOLINESS TO THE LORD” is tied with a blue cord, it is the baptism of Jesus that removes our sins and makes us holy.

      Because Jesus bore all our sins through His baptism, because God the Father laid the iniquity of us all on His Son, and because all the sins of the world were transferred to Jesus through baptism, our hearts have received the removal of sins.

      Even if we have no emotions in our hearts or our actions are lacking, because the Word of the blue thread that brings salvation is recorded here in the Bible, we have become righteous by believing this fact.

      When we look at our flesh, we cannot be confident, but in our hearts, we have the faith of the blue thread — that is, the perfect gospel of water and the Spirit, which tells us that Jesus bore all sins through baptism and received judgment on the cross. Therefore, we can confidently and boldly proclaim the gospel.

      Because we have the gospel of water and the Spirit, we can live with the faith of the righteous, and we also spread this faith of the righteous to others.

      

      I cannot express how thankful I am for the Lord’s grace. I am all the more grateful because our salvation was not achieved in a careless or superficial way.

      The salvation we have received is not a common salvation that anyone can receive without believing according to the law of salvation that God planned and accomplished.

      It is never the case that everyone who simply calls out “Lord, Lord” in their own way will be saved.

      It is because we have the evidence in our hearts that our sins have been removed through the gospel of water and the Spirit, by which the Lord saved us in detail with the blue, scarlet, and purple threads and the fine twisted linen, that we are so thankful for this great salvation.

      

      It is said that everyone who believes in the Son of God, Jesus Christ, has this evidence in their hearts (1 John 5:10).

      If there is no evidence in the heart, it makes God out to be a liar, so we must have the assurance of salvation in our hearts.

      Those who have the assurance of salvation can boldly provide the following evidence without feeling the slightest bit intimidated, even if someone challengingly and skeptically asks, “Show me the evidence that you are saved. You say you received the gift of the Holy Spirit when your sins were blotted out, so show me that evidence.”

      They can confidently testify as follows: “Within me is the gospel of water and the Spirit by which Jesus has perfectly saved me. Through this, I have received perfect salvation, so I am without sin.”

      

      If there is no evidence of salvation in the heart, then one has not received salvation.

      No matter how much a person says they believe in Jesus, if there is no evidence, that is not salvation.

      That is only unrequited love.

      “♫Why is it that my heart races, whenever I see her, whenever I see her, I must be in a one-sided love♫.”

      Even if one’s own heart trembles, if the other person has no reaction, that is exactly what a one-sided love is.

      The one who is the target of this one-sided love is like this: “♪Why is it that my heart does not race, even when I see that person, even when I see that person, I guess I do not love them♪.”

      No matter how the other person feels, it does not matter to them at all.

      Just as a person whom you cannot love won’t suddenly love you just because you look at them with a fluttering heart, with expectations, feeling love, and sending longing glances — in the same way, God will not embrace someone who has not received the remission of sins just because they look at Him with an anxious heart.

      That is exactly what a one-sided love is.

      

      To love God, we must love Him by believing in God’s Word within the truth.

      We must not love God in a one-sided love all by ourselves.

      We must tell Him about our love and then love Him after knowing whether He truly loves us or not.

      If the other person does not love you, but you give all your love to them, in the end, you will only end up with a wounded heart.

      

      The Lord has clothed us with the glory of being saved from sin so that we would not face the judgment of sin.

      He has allowed us to enter the kingdom of God, to live together with God, and has given us the gift of receiving the remission of sins before God by His grace.

      God’s salvation has brought us countless spiritual blessings of heaven.

      This one salvation that God has given us through the water, the blood, and the Spirit has allowed us to receive all the blessings that God gives.

      • THE SALVATION THAT JESUS HIMSELF MAKES FOR US

      Our Lord saved us with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      The Lord gave us a salvation made with three threads of different colors.

      This salvation of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread is the gift of salvation that God has given.

      This gift of salvation is what allows us to enter and live inside the sanctuary.

      

      The gospel of water and the Spirit has made you and me righteous, and it has allowed us to come to God’s church, to eat the bread God gives, and to live a pure life.

      It has allowed us to receive grace as we eat God’s spiritual Word inside the church.

      At times, by letting us come before the throne of God’s grace to pray, it has also given us the faith to take hold of the abundant grace that God pours down.

      Because of this one thing, salvation, such immense graces have become ours. That is why salvation is so precious.

      

      Jesus told us to build our house on the rock.

      This rock is the salvation that comes through the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Therefore, we must be saved and live a life of faith, be saved and go to heaven, be saved and enjoy eternal life, and be saved and become righteous.

      

      This world has now entered the last days.

      Therefore, in this age, people all the more need to receive salvation through the precise Word.

      There are some people who say, “Do we really have to know and believe in the message of the blue, purple, and scarlet threads? Can’t we be saved just by roughly believing in Jesus? If we are saved like that, isn’t that enough? Is it really necessary to talk about a life of faith?”

      However, the reason I repeatedly say this is because only those who have received the removal of sins in their hearts can live a life of faith.

      Because the heart of a person who has received the remission of sins is a holy temple where the Holy Spirit dwells, they must live a life of faith in order not to defile that holiness.

      

      The life of the righteous is on a completely different level from that of sinners.

      From God’s perspective, the life of sinners is below standard.

      The life of sinners is full of hypocrisy.

      Sinners put in a lot of effort to live in a way that fits the law on their own.

      They set rules for how to walk, how to live, how to speak, how to laugh.

      But this is far removed from the life of faith that comes from the faith of the righteous.

      The life of the righteous is vastly different from the life of sinners.

      God speaks delicately to the righteous: “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your strength, and love your neighbor as yourself” — this is the law of life that God has given to the righteous.

      

      It is fitting for us, the righteous, to love God with all our heart, with all our strength, and with all our mind, and to live following God’s will.

      And we must think of all the sinners of the world, our neighbors, as we think of our own bodies, and we must also preach to them the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      We must make many investments to save our neighbors.

      This is the life of a Christian.

      

      You cannot truly follow the life of a Christian with the mindset that it is enough if you just do not sin yourself.

      Before I was born again, I practiced a legalistic life of faith in a conservative Presbyterian denomination, so I followed this legalistic lifestyle very thoroughly.

      Nowadays, many people tend not to live that way, but because I had been practicing religious life since long ago, I was very accustomed to keeping the law in my daily life.

      Since the law said to remember the Sabbath day and keep it holy, I absolutely did not work on Sundays, and I was so thorough in keeping the law that I would not even ride in a car on Sunday.

      If, in this age, you were also forced to live that way, almost none of you would be able to properly live such a legalistic life — my life before being born again was that legalistic.

      But the legalistic faith and the faith of the righteous are completely different.

      

      Everyone, do you have the faith of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread?

      Because Jesus’ salvation was contained within those three threads, we can enter the sanctuary by faith.

      And even before we came to know Jesus Christ, when we were still weak, Jesus had already, about 2,025 years ago, received baptism, taken on all our sins, and died on the cross, receiving all the judgment for our sins.

      That is why salvation has been accomplished for us.

      • SALVATION FROM SIN IS DETERMINED IN JESUS CHRIST

      People who are not born again are like those who, when entering the Tabernacle, do not go through the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard but instead illegally climb over the fence to get in.

      “Why is the linen fence of the Tabernacle so white? It’s burdensome, really burdensome. Why not put some red color or some blue color on it? That’s what’s trendy these days, but why is this so white! This is just too special. And why is it so high? It’s 2.25 meters tall. I’m not even 2 meters tall, so how am I supposed to get in when it’s this high? Fine, let’s put up a ladder and climb over,” they say, and try to enter the Tabernacle courtyard.

      Such a person is someone who tries to enter by their own good deeds. By prayer, offering, charity, and patience, they climb up the fence of the Tabernacle courtyard, thinking, “No matter how bad I am, surely I can jump down from 2.25 meters,” and then they jump down.

      After climbing over like that and feeling pleased, they look back and see the altar of burnt offering. Looking ahead from the altar, they see the sanctuary, but what catches their eye first is the laver placed in front of the sanctuary.

      

      The height of the courtyard fence pillars is 2.25 meters, but the height of the pillars and the veil at the entrance to the sanctuary, where God’s presence dwells, is 4.5 meters.

      As for entering the Tabernacle courtyard, if you just have the desire to enter, you can go in by your own will. But even if you jump over the 2.25-meter fence and enter the Tabernacle, to enter the place where God’s presence dwells, you will face the pillars and veil of the sanctuary, which are 4.5 meters high. This is the limit of humanity.

      

      This means that when we first believe in Jesus, we may believe as a matter of religion.

      Also, some people can, by their own will, believe in Jesus as their personal Savior, or believe in Him as one of the four great sages.

      No matter how one believes, faith can be held in whatever way one chooses, but one cannot truly be born again.

      To truly be born again, one must pass through the gate of the blue, scarlet, and purple thread by faith.

      By believing that Jesus is our Savior, that He is the gate of truth, and that He saved us through the water, the blood, and the Spirit, we are born again before God.

      The faith that believes in Jesus’ work revealed in the three threads is the faith of water, blood, and Spirit.

      

      It is free to believe in anything else, but there is never any assurance that by believing in those things, one will gain salvation or receive great grace.

      Only this faith in the gospel of water and the Spirit is confirmed by God and allows one to receive the great grace and blessing of God’s salvation.

      The faith of the three colored threads, the faith in the gospel of water and the Spirit, is on a different level from other kinds of faith.

      The purpose of this faith in the gospel of water and the Spirit is to clothe us with God’s grace. Do you understand?

      

      When we think of the Tabernacle, do we just think, ‘It’s just a square on a flat surface, and there’s a house inside’? If you only think of it like that, it cannot become a beneficial faith for you.

      The tabernacle conveys to us the complete faith, and we must know that faith accurately.

      

      If you do not know the tabernacle well, you might think that the height of the sanctuary inside the 2.25-meter tabernacle courtyard fence would be about the same as the height of the fence itself.

      However, the height of the sanctuary is not just that.

      Even if you look at the sanctuary from outside the courtyard without entering the tabernacle court, you can see that it rises much higher than the courtyard fence.

      Although you cannot see all the way to the bottom of the sanctuary, the fact that you can clearly see the wall of the sanctuary shows that the sanctuary is taller than the tabernacle courtyard fence.

      

      Those who believe in Jesus and have entered through the gate of the tabernacle courtyard receive the washing of sins at the altar of burnt offering and the bronze laver, and then they must enter into the sanctuary.

      To enter the sanctuary, there must certainly be self-denial.

      The furnishings inside the sanctuary must be separated from all the furnishings outside.

      Do you know what Satan the devil hates the most? He hates drawing the boundary between inside and outside the sanctuary.

      But remember this.

      God surely works through those who set this boundary. God is pleased with those who set this boundary, and He pours out grace on them so that they can live with radiant faith inside the sanctuary.

      

      Believe that all the furnishings outside in the courtyard and all the materials used there were prepared and predestined by God for the remission of people’s sins.

      And if you believe this and, by faith, come into the sanctuary, God from that point on pours out even greater grace.

      • THE MERCY SEAT IS THE PLACE WHERE THE GRACE OF SALVATION IS RECEIVED

      On the cover that covers the Ark of the Testimony inside the Most Holy Place, two angels are stretching their wings toward each other and looking downward. The space between the two angels above the Ark of the Testimony is called the mercy seat, and it is also called the seat of grace.

      The mercy seat is the place where God bestows His grace upon us. On the cover of the Ark are the marks of the blood of the sacrificial offering on which hands were laid.

      This is because the high priest sprinkles the blood of the sacrifice seven times on this mercy seat when offering the sacrifice on behalf of the people of Israel. Therefore, God dwells upon the mercy seat and bestows grace upon the people of Israel.

      For those who believe this, God’s blessings, protection, and guidance begin. From this point on, they become true people of God and can enter into the Holy Place.

      

      Among the many Christians in this world, there are some who have the faith to enter into the Holy Place, while there are others who do not have the faith to enter into the Holy Place.

      What kind of faith do you have?

      We need the faith that draws a clear line of salvation and allows us to enter into God’s Holy Place. Only that can make you a person who receives great blessings before God.

      

      However, having such a heart is not so easy.

      Satan, the devil, hates when people draw a clear line of salvation, so he keeps trying to scatter this line.

      He says, “You don’t have to believe like that. Not everyone else believes that way, so why do you keep talking about it as if it’s so important? Just do it roughly.” In this way, he tries to scatter this clear line of salvation.

      Also, Satan, the devil, exposes the shortcomings of our flesh and makes them into problems.

      

      Everyone, do you want to become someone who listens to the deceiving words of Satan, the devil, who tries to distance us from God?

      Or do you want to become someone who repeatedly reflects on salvation every day, unites with the church, lives a life following God’s Word and praying, and lives receiving the grace that God gives?

      

      In fact, those who have received the removal of sins love to repeatedly reflect on salvation. They love to chew over the gospel of water and the Spirit every day.

      Isn’t that true for you? It is good to chew over it repeatedly.

      “Ah, we’ve already received salvation, and we’re talking about this again? Only the subject is different, and the way of telling it is different, but it’s all the same story. Ah, it’s tiresome.” Is there anyone like that?

      If I were talking about myself every day like that, it would be tiring, but what can we do when the Bible tells us to repeatedly reflect on our salvation every day?

      Both the Old and New Testaments speak about the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      If someone who preaches the Word of the Bible delivers something other than this, that is evil before God.

      

      All the words of the Bible speak about the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      ‘Salvation, life, faith, spiritual life, the battle with Satan the devil, the salvation of the soul’ — all of these are words related to the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      ‘Heaven, glory, grace, blessing, calling, gospel’ — if someone speaks of something other than these, that is precisely heresy and cult.

      It may look similar, but what is not the same is a cult.

      On the outside, it may look similar, but if the inside is different, that is a cult.

      

      Isn’t it so wonderful that the church of God truly delivers God’s Word every day, not the deceiving words of cults?

      It is a blessed thing to unite with the church of God, to hear and believe the pure Word of God.

      The church of God always preaches the gospel of water and the Spirit, making the saints think of God’s grace every day, pray to God, revere God, and live a life that does not follow evil.

      Everyone, doesn’t it feel good to hear and believe again the Word of truth that leads to the removal of sins? —Yes, it feels good.—

      Everyone, I also truly enjoy this feeling.

      

      If I were forced to preach something other than this gospel of water and the Spirit, it would truly be distressing.

      If I were forced to teach not the Word of salvation, but some other human-centered things, I would want to avoid it.

      Of course, it’s not because there’s nothing to talk about.

      If we were to speak of human things, there surely would be a lot to say, but for us who are born again, it is just unnecessary leaven.

      Only the gospel of water and the Spirit, through which Jesus, who is God, saved us, is the precious Word of God that still tastes sweet even if we chew it over and over again.

      There are so many other things that could be said, but I enjoy it the most when I talk about the gospel of water and the Spirit through which we have been saved.

      That is when I am the most excited.

      Because it is a time to reflect once more on old memories, to chew over again what the Lord has done to save us, to give thanks once more, and to eat the food of salvation once more — that is why talking about this salvation is the most joyful thing for me.

      

      I believe that you also like talking about this word of salvation the most.

      Although you may say with your mouths that it is the same thing every day, in your hearts, you actually think, ‘Well—listening to it again, it’s even better. At first, it felt a bit repetitive, but as I keep listening, there really is no other word worth hearing as much as this one. Today, I thought it might be a bit of a special message, but in the end, it was that same message again. Still, it’s good.’ I believe this is your heart.

      

      Everyone, the words I am delivering to you now are the words of Jesus. A pastor must speak the words of Jesus.

      Preaching the truth of water and the Spirit through the recorded words about what Jesus has done—this is exactly what the Church of God must do.

      

      We are now living the life of faith inside the church.

      We enter the sanctuary, light the lamp with seven branches made by hammering a talent of gold, eat bread in the house of pure gold, pray at the altar of incense, go out to pray in the temple of God, and live in the house of gold.

      This is the life of faith.

      

      You and I are now living the life of faith that God has given us.

      To receive the removal of sins and live the life of faith is to live inside God’s golden house.

      “Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is perishing, yet the inward man is being renewed day by day” (2 Corinthians 4:16).

      With the faith that believes in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen revealed in the tabernacle, our souls are living inside the brilliantly shining golden house of God.

      We give eternal thanks to God who saved us from all sin and judgment.

      —Hallelujah.—
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      < Exodus 25:1-9 >

      “Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying: ‘Speak to the children of Israel, that they bring Me an offering. From everyone who gives it willingly with his heart you shall take My offering. And this is the offering which you shall take from them: gold, silver, and bronze; blue, purple, and scarlet thread, fine linen, and goats’ hair; (and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins, and acacia wood, —ASV) oil for the light, and spices for the anointing oil and for the sweet incense; onyx stones, and stones to be set in the ephod and in the breastplate. And let them make Me a sanctuary, that I may dwell among them. According to all that I show you, that is, the pattern of the tabernacle and the pattern of all its furnishings, just so you shall make it.’”

      

      The Word in Exodus chapter 25 speaks about the materials of the tabernacle.

      I think that if I make a book about the Word of God’s planned salvation that appeared in the tabernacle and deliver it to many Christians around the world, it would be a tremendous confirmation of the gospel for many people.

      When people come to know the Word of truth revealed in the tabernacle, many confused aspects of their faith will be rightly organized through the Word of truth, and as the words of the gospel of water and the Spirit are confirmed, it will be of great help in their life of faith.

      • PITIFUL LIVES

      When we think about human life, it is truly pitiful. Human life seems to live briefly in this world like a wilderness and return to dust in vain, but because of their own sins, terrible suffering awaits them eternally.

      Many people live without any purpose during their time in this world and are heading toward hell without meeting God who gave salvation. This is human life.

      But if this is all there is to human life, how pitiful it would be!

      What would happen to such people if there were no Messiah?

      If human life were just thrown randomly into this vast world, wandering around without any purpose, and then disappearing into darkness, it would be truly pitiful and regrettable. Even when we look at the people close to us, we acknowledge that this is truly the case.

      

      When I was coming by car a little while ago, I saw an elderly man, about 60 years old, wearing a hat and walking along the roadway. His back view, with his head deeply bowed and shoulders drooping, looked extremely forlorn.

      When we honked our car horn, the old man turned around, and we immediately saw that his face was filled with deep sorrow. All of us in the car were for a moment lost in thought after seeing the old man’s expression.

      That old man was probably feeling the futility of life. His already empty life, upon meeting the bleak autumn, might have felt even more empty, experiencing the futility of life even more deeply.

      Not only that old man, but all people—all human lives—are in fact truly pitiful.

      

      Before we know it, we have aged so much, and what has filled our lives are the deeply carved wrinkles that tell of those difficult years. Many people have lived with difficulty without even having the leisure to look back at their past.

      All parents have lived with toil for their children and for their families, but in the twilight of their lives, there is nothing left, making them indescribably melancholy. Tears flow throughout their bodies due to their intense emotions.

      It is only when human life has flowed through much time and reached an age of maturity that they look back at their past and feel that this autumn atmosphere is just like their own condition.

      In this autumn when all the leaves of vegetation fall and only winter lies ahead, they recognize that their own lives will also disappear in the same way and regret it, but there is nothing they can do about it.

      Also, what awaits the life that goes without meeting the Messiah God? Those who go without meeting the Messiah are eternally pitiful.

      

      I too would have lived a really pitiful life if I had not met the Lord. If you all had not met the Lord, where would you have gone after living as pitiful people? In this world, there are too many people who have reserved unhappiness for themselves by not meeting the Lord.

      

      It is really regrettable that there are so many people in this world who have reserved unhappiness for themselves like this.

      A piglet can just grunt and think only about delicious food every day until it meets its end, but our human life is different from such pigs, so we must think while looking toward the eternal future.

      Most people meet their end with regret for themselves. They come to know that there is an eternal heaven, but because they have sins, they themselves acknowledge that they are too inadequate to enter that place.

      The fact that there are so many lives in this world who sigh and regret like this is too regrettable.

      

      When we think that most human lives cannot go to the good place that God has prepared, and really disappear from this world without fulfilling the purpose for which they were born, it is too pitiful and regrettable. That is why human life is said to be like hardship.

      People say that human life is like the hardship of living to survive in the wilderness. It is because humans are just born and struggle to survive in hardship until death, and then pass away.

      

      When we recall the fact that life is such, there is no doubt that explaining the truth of this tabernacle to all people and helping them meet the Messiah is an extremely important work.

      This is because God meets sinners in His house through the sacrificial offering He has appointed and gives them salvation from sin.

      The tabernacle is God’s house. God meets sinners in the tabernacle, which is God's house, through sacrificial offerings that have the grace of remission of sins.

      “But I will have you build a house for Me to dwell in, and there above the mercy seat inside the tabernacle, I will meet with you.” Therefore, all people can meet God only inside God’s house, the tabernacle.

      

      This faith that believes in the truth about the tabernacle is precious truth that cannot be exchanged for anything else in this world and cannot be bought with any price.

      We who have Christian faith believing in Jesus Christ as our Savior believe that knowing this tabernacle accurately and entering into an even more blessed path through faith is the way.

      • WE ARE LIVING WITH TRUE GRATITUDE BEFORE GOD

      There is much happiness in my heart wondering where there could be people living such blessed lives as we are.

      Although human life is truly pitiful, people live without knowing their own lives well.

      However, God wants to make them realize how stubbornly wrong they are living before God and to give them a repentant heart.

      But they do not listen to the precious gospel that God has freely given, and they try to live without opening their hearts even a little.

      

      When we look at Exodus, we see the ten plagues that God brought upon Pharaoh. The plagues that God brought upon Egypt were all ten plagues.

      God commanded Pharaoh to let My people who live in Egypt go. He commanded that if you do not do so, I will bring ten plagues upon you.

      But Pharaoh did not believe what God had said, was stubborn, and came to suffer all the ten plagues that God had promised. Pharaoh was being wrongly stubborn.

      Also, only after receiving all the punishment that God had brought down did he let the Israelites go, and this was because he was held captive by Satan. This speaks of the wrong stubbornness that is within each one of us.

      

      Such people cannot receive the remission of sins that God has appointed in God’s tabernacle and live with God by faith.

      Such people are so stubborn that they reject and do not believe God’s truth with stubbornness like whale tendons. Therefore, there are too many who cannot meet that God of truth and live as sinners and perish.

      I find that fact too sad. Many people are being too wrongly stubborn before God.

      When such people encounter some painful situation, they abandon their stubbornness for a while, but when the situation seems to improve a little, they again reject God’s will, do not believe in the Lord, and are stubborn, so they come to meet the second plague.

      When they meet a plague, they shrink back a little, but that is only for a moment, and soon they again do not listen to God’s word and challenge God.

      Thus they meet the third plague, and consecutively the fourth plague, fifth plague, sixth plague, seventh plague, eighth plague, ninth plague, and finally after suffering all the plagues up to the last plague, they surrender and perish.

      

      Because they do not believe in what the Messiah has done, there are many who suffer the torment of hell as the final plague. Thus human life is truly foolish. That is why all human life is truly pitiful.

      

      Although human life is pitiful before God, you should approach the word of the tabernacle knowing that being able to meet God in the tabernacle is a great blessing.

      

      After God told Moses to come up to Mount Sinai, He said, “Forbid the Israelites. Forbid the animals too.”

      God spoke the Ten Commandments to Moses at Mount Sinai. “You shall have no other gods before Me. You shall not make idols nor bow down to them. You shall not take My name in vain. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Honor your father and mother. You shall not murder. You shall not steal. You shall not covet”, and so on—God commanded ten things.

      Also, God spoke about what must be observed in daily life, and if you add all of that up, it becomes 613 things.

      

      “What to do when an animal is lost, what to do when someone else’s animal falls into a pit, do not commit incest, when you use a servant, use him for up to six years and set him free in the seventh year, and if the master gives a female servant to a male servant who came in alone and marries him off so that he has children, in the seventh year send him out alone as he came in alone.”, and so on—He gave 613 commandments.

      

      In this way, He spoke all the ethical laws we must observe in our lives, such commands, and all the laws of faith that we must keep before God. When combined, these are the 613 commandments and laws.

      • THE OFFERINGS THAT GOD REQUIRED FROM US

      God spoke through Moses, saying, “You go down to the foot of the mountain, gather the elders, and proclaim God’s commands.” So the Israelites heard those words of God and said, “All are right words. Therefore, we will all keep them”, and made an oath with blood.

      

      But this time again, God called Moses up to the mountain. And the word He spoke this time was to build the tabernacle.

      

      God spoke to the Israelites through Moses, saying, “Speak to the children of Israel, that they bring Me an offering. From everyone who gives it willingly with his heart you shall take My offering.” Speaking thus, He enumerated the offerings. “And this is the offering which you shall take from them: gold, silver, and bronze; blue, purple, and scarlet thread, fine linen, and goats’ hair; and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins, and acacia wood, oil for the light, and spices for the anointing oil and for the sweet incense; onyx stones, and stones to be set in the ephod and in the breastplate.”

      

      God required such offerings as gold, silver, bronze, blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread and fine twined linen, goats’ hair, ram skins dyed red, sea otter skins, and acacia wood, which is Israel’s acacia tree.

      

      There was a purpose for God telling them to bring such offerings. That purpose was for God to build a shining house without sin on this earth where God would dwell, to meet the Israelites and to take away their sins.

      However, this does not mean that God told them to bring money to build a visible church building today.

      God telling them to offer those offerings before Him meant that God would receive these and use them to build God’s house, which is a copy of salvation from sin.

      

      In fact, God received these offerings to deliver us humans from sin and to save us from judgment.

      It was so that God Himself would meet us pitiful human lives, wash away our sins, take away our sins, and make us God’s people.

      • THE SPIRITUAL SECRETS OF THE OFFERINGS THAT GOD TOLD THEM TO BRING

      We should think about this part in the text where God tells them to bring offerings.

      Then, by rightly knowing how God builds the tabernacle, we should examine our faith. Therefore, we should also know what kind of faith we should have before God today.

      

      First, He told them to bring gold, and then He told them to bring silver and bronze.

      Gold and silver were used for things like the pillars and bands of God’s house in the tabernacle, and the ark and lampstand inside it.

      While gold and silver were all used to build God’s house in the tabernacle, bronze was all used for things buried in the ground. Bronze was also used for the rings that connected the ram skins of the coverings of the tabernacle.

      

      Also, blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread were still used to build God’s house.

      The blue thread was used to make the outer garment of the high priest to wear, and the thread used to make the breastplate that held the twelve kinds of stones attached to the high priest’s chest was also woven with blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread.

      In other words, they attached twelve kinds of stones to the priest’s breastplate woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and hung it on the high priest’s chest.

      

      Also, blue thread was used as curtains in the tabernacle and was always used for the outer garment of the high priest who served God in the tabernacle and for connecting rings.

      

      Also, blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread were used for the curtains doors of the tabernacle.

      They were used for the door entering the tabernacle, the door entering the holy place, the door entering the Most Holy place, and also for the curtains of the ceiling inside the tabernacle.

      As a result, this means they were used for the remission of the sins of the Israelites.

      

      God told them to bring offerings, but what does this tell us? All those offerings were used for the remission of sins of the Israelites.

      The Israelites offered such offerings before God, but what kind of offerings, that is, what kind of work should we do before God now?

      We must have faith that believes in the truth revealed in the materials of the tabernacle by faith.

      

      Gold tells us to have faith that believes in God’s word without doubt.

      Silver speaks of the gift of salvation.

      He told us to have faith that believes in the gift of salvation which the Messiah gave entirely—the faith that the Lord bore our sins and was judged.

      And we must believe that the Lord performed the work of salvation with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, and completely saved us from all sins and from all judgment.

      

      Blue thread means that the Messiah came to this earth and was baptized to bear our sins,

      and purple thread means that Jesus Christ is the King of kings and God, and that He came to this earth wearing human flesh,

      and scarlet thread speaks of Him bearing all our sins and going to the cross to shed His blood and die for us.

      Jesus spoke of blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread. He bore our sins by being baptized, died on the cross, and rose from death to save us.

      Not only that, but the Lord fulfilled the fine twined linen—that is, what God had spoken in the Old Testament—exactly in the New Testament. So we must have faith that believes in the truth.

      

      The Lord today has removed the sins of all pitiful lives—yours, mine, and everyone’s—through the salvation shown in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and has required us to have faith in that gospel of truth.

      Therefore, when we look at these offerings that God told them to bring to build the tabernacle, we can really know why we must know and believe the gospel of water and the Spirit before God.

      We really come to know the reason why we must have faith in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread before God.

      

      What we should know through the offerings of the tabernacle is that Jesus Christ unilaterally took away our sins and spoke of our being delivered from sin and judgment by receiving through faith the gift of salvation that He gave us entirely.

      God entirely bore all our sins and received all the judgment for our sins, and He requires from us faith that believes in that.

      

      Therefore, through these offerings that God required from the Israelites, we must first know and have what kind of faith we should possess to come before God.

      The offering that God told them to bring, the offering that should be offered before God, the faith that God wants—such faith is faith that believes in the truth revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet.

      We should examine whether we have useless faith that is not such faith, and whether we have ignored the faith that is absolutely necessary for our salvation, and I hope that you will accurately see this and realize the necessity of having such faith.

      

      If we have neglected the faith that believes in the gospel of water and the Spirit that the Lord desired from us, shouldn’t we have it even now?

      If we have had wrong faith, useless faith, shouldn’t we abandon it even now?

      So we should truly meet God in God’s house, give thanks before God, and live receiving and enjoying all the blessings that God has prepared.

      Receiving the remission of sins according to God’s will, meeting with God, and living happily forever—we must rightly know that this is the faith that God is pleased with.

      We must have the right faith. The faith that God wants is all expressed in these offerings that God told them to bring.

      • GOLD, SILVER, AND BRONZE

      Now let us examine where gold, silver, and bronze were used in the tabernacle.

      In the tabernacle, gold was used for the lampstands, the table of showbread, the altar of incense, the mercy seat, and the ark, all of which were inside the holy place and the Most Holy. Gold speaks of faith that believes in God’s word.

      Bronze was used for the sockets that set up the pillars of the tabernacle, the pegs, and the altar of burnt offering. Some bronze is buried in the ground. The bronze that is buried in the ground speaks of judgment for sin, and bronze speaks of people being those who will receive God’s judgment because of their sin of not being able to keep the law.

      

      What is the spiritual faith regarding gold, silver, and bronze? It forms the foundation of faith in receiving the gift of salvation that God has given.

      Bronze speaks of the Lord coming to this earth and becoming the sacrificial offering of burnt offerings, fire offerings, or sin offerings performed in the tabernacle, thereby receiving the judgment for our sins in our place, since all people without exception are sinners who cannot perfectly keep the law and we should die because of sin.

      Because of the sin they committed, sinners brought an unblemished sacrifice to the tabernacle, and according to the sacrificial law that God established, they laid their hands on the head of the sacrificial animal (laying on of the hands) to transfer their sins, and the sacrifice that received those sins shed blood and died in place of the sinner.

      By doing this, the sins of the Israelites who had no choice but to go to hell because of the sin received remission, and they were able to escape judgment for sin.

      • LET US THINK ABOUT THE BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD, AND FINE TWINED LINEN

      These four colored threads were used for the door of the court of the tabernacle, the door of the holy place, and the door of the Most Holy.

      These four threads tell us the truth: that, according to the prophecy in Genesis chapter 2, the Lord would come as the seed of the woman; that our Lord came to this earth, was baptized, and died on the cross to save sinners from sin; and that the One who saves us is, in essence, God.

      These four threads were used not only for the doors of the tabernacle but also for the garments of the high priest and the ceiling of the tabernacle. This was the covenant that Jesus Christ would come to this earth and fulfill the ministry of blue, purple, and scarlet thread to save us from sin.

      And the Lord actually fulfilled this promise and saved us from the sins of the world.

      

      The most core point in the door of the tabernacle is the blue thread.

      What is the reason that Jesus Christ came to this earth as the Messiah and had to go to the cross? It is because He was baptized.

      Blue thread speaks of Jesus being baptized, purple thread speaks of Jesus being the King, and scarlet speaks of Jesus Christ being crucified and shedding His blood for us.

      Blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen are the materials of the gift of salvation by which Jesus Christ came to this earth as the Messiah and bore the sins of you and me.

      

      Many people in the world speak only of Jesus Christ being the Son of God and fundamentally God, and of His blood on the cross.

      In fact, God clearly spoke through the tabernacle that this alone is not the truth.

      The apostle Peter said in 1 Peter 3:21, “There is also an antitype which now saves us—baptism (not the removal of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God), through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.”

      

      Jesus Christ testifies that by receiving baptism, which is the sign that saves us, He fulfilled the promise of salvation and completely established the foundation of faith.

      Who is our Messiah? Messiah means savior, and it speaks of Jesus coming to earth and receiving baptism to bear all the sins of mankind, thereby taking away all the sins of you and me.

      

      God told them to weave blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen to make the door of the court of the tabernacle.

      There was a purpose for our Lord, who is the King of kings and the Master of heaven, to come to this earth wearing human flesh—to fulfill the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      The Lord came to this earth in the flesh and received baptism from John the Baptist, the representative of mankind, to fulfill all righteousness of God, and this was the same as the sacrificial offering in the Old Testament receiving the laying on of hands from the high priest and passing on the sins of the Israelites.

      

      That is, Jesus came to this earth as a sacrificial offering for the sins of all sinners in the New Testament era, just like the sacrificial offerings of the Old Testament, was baptized, was crucified, and was judged for the sins of the world.

      Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist as a sacrificial lamb and fulfilled the truth of the blue thread. Jesus was baptized and bore the sins of mankind once and for all.

      

      Most of those who believe in Christianity do not know and cannot believe in the baptism that Jesus received, which is the truth of blue thread, so they have not received the removal of sins once and for all, and thus they end up becoming worse people than those of other religions.

      If we cannot rightly interpret that Jesus Christ came to this earth and was baptized to take upon our sins, then those who believe in Jesus will lose all the foundation of their faith.

      

      The blue thread is precisely the way and truth that the Messiah came to this earth and bore the sins of the world.

      The reason Jesus Christ was crucified, shed blood, and died was because our sins were transferred to Him through baptism.

      Because Jesus took upon himself our sins through the baptism He received from John, Jesus was able to die on the cross like that, and His sacrifice on the cross for us did not become in vain.

      Jesus Christ, the Messiah, was able to complete our salvation by being baptized and dying on the cross, completely receiving the judgment for our sins.

      If Jesus Christ, the King of Kings, had come to this earth but had not been baptized by John the Baptist, the representative of mankind, to bear our sins, then no matter how much suffering and hardship He endured and died on the cross, His death would have been nothing but a death in vain.

      • TODAY’S CHRISTIANITY HAS LOST THE MEANING OF THE BLUE THREAD

      However, today’s Christianity turns away from the blue thread and has a strong tendency to interpret God’s word arbitrarily according to their own understanding, which will soon be judged as a great sin.

      

      The blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined white thread used for the door of the court entering the tabernacle speak of the truth of salvation that our Messiah Jesus Christ came to this earth wearing human flesh to save us from sin, and had to be baptized and die on the cross. Jesus bore all our sins.

      

      How did Jesus bear our sins? He bore them through the baptism He received from John.

      Only by bearing the sins of the world could Jesus become our true Savior. That is why the door of the tabernacle is woven with these four threads.

      This speaks of Jesus coming to earth, being baptized, shedding His blood on the cross, and rising from death—that this Jesus was God.

      

      In the Bible, fine twined linen is white thread, and it speaks of God’s word that God spoke prophetic words in the Old Testament and fulfilled those prophetic words in the New Testament.

      And the blue thread speaks of the Lord coming to this earth as a sacrificial offering and being baptized and taking upon our sins, as He promised to save us.

      Purple thread means that He who bore our sins was the very Creator who created us. As our God of salvation, He came to this earth to save His people from their sins and bore the sins of sinners.

      The door of the court of the tabernacle is made of this blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      Jesus is the door of salvation to enter the kingdom of heaven. That door is a door made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Jesus is the Savior of sinners. Jesus being baptized by John and crucified was the gift of salvation that saved sinners from sin.

      

      Because today’s Christianity does not rightly know the baptism that Jesus received, Christianity has failed to meet God completely and has thus fallen into becoming a worldly religion.

      Therefore, Christianity must now believe in Jesus Christ by laying the clear foundation of faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      That foundation of faith is faith that believes the Lord came to this earth and saved you and me from the sins of the world through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Jesus came to this earth and accomplished the gift of salvation through the baptism and the blood of the cross that saves us from sin.

      

      Specifically, Jesus came to this earth wearing human flesh, bore the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John and the blood of the cross, and died on the cross to receive the judgment for sin that you and I should have received in our place.

      Jesus, who saved us through water and blood like this, is fundamentally the Master of creation who made you and me, and is the very One who gave us the gift of salvation that saved you and me from sin.

      Jesus, who saved us from all sin and judgment, becomes our true Savior. The materials of the tabernacle spoke this to us.

      

      Therefore, by believing in the material of this tabernacle, our faith must become very clear.

      In believing in Jesus, who came as our Messiah, as our Savior, we must clearly and certainly believe in our hearts in Jesus Christ, who received baptism, received all judgment on the cross, and resurrected from the dead after three days.

      The Savior who gave us the gift of salvation from all our sins through the baptism Jesus received and the blood He shed on the cross was not just a human being, but was the Creator who created mankind and all things in the universe.

      We must confess our faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread. Without such a confession of faith, believing in Jesus as Savior makes no sense.

      

      Have you ever played a word relay game? It is a game where the first person receives a sentence and passes that sentence to another person only through lip movements.

      Like this, the second person who receives what word or sentence it is by looking at the lip movements of the person in front passes it to the third person in the same way, and when it is finally passed to the last person in this manner, the last person guesses the original sentence.

      If the relay started with the word ‘electric fan’, it begins to change little by little as it goes through two or three people. Eventually, the last person answers ‘donkey’.

      Christianity now has the wrong faith, just like the last person in a word relay game giving a completely wrong answer.

      

      Why is this so?

      Because they have not laid the foundation of faith on the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      Today’s Christianity has not laid its foundation on the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      If the foundation of faith is not accurate, no matter how much one believes in Jesus and tries to apply it to one’s life, it cannot be applied.

      

      When the Lord told them to bring offerings to build the tabernacle, He first told them to bring gold, silver, and bronze, and second, He told them to bring blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      Therefore, all the materials used in this tabernacle show us that Jesus saved us through the baptism He received from John, the blood of the cross, death, and resurrection.

      

      Blue thread was used not only for the door of the tabernacle but also for the garments of the high priest and for the ceiling of the tabernacle. This is the gospel that tells us how the Lord came to this earth and saved you and me from sin.

      This shows how important these four foundational faiths—blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen—are in our faith.

      We must clearly establish the foundation of our faith based on this word. Only then can we believe in God, receive the elimination of sins, and become workers who spread this faith, so that when the Lord comes, we can stand boldly before God with this faith as people of faith.

      

      In fact, the subservience to foreign powers still remains among people in our country, so they think that anything from abroad is better.

      When theologians say that foreign theologians have said something, they place great trust in those words and rely on them even more than God’s word. Now we must escape from such ignorance and become those who truly believe in God’s word and depend and rely on God.

      The baptism that the Lord received, the blood of the cross, and the truth that His origin is God have become the door of our salvation.

      

      Just as Peter confessed, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God”, if you believe in God and believe that Jesus, who is God, came to this earth to save us from sin, you must also know and believe that the Lord came to this earth, was baptized to bear our sins, died on the cross, resurrected from death, and became our true God of salvation.

      The baptism that the Lord received and the blood of the cross are the foundation of true faith that enables us to receive the gift of salvation.

      If we cannot believe in the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread according to God’s word, what kind of faith is that?

      • THE LAW IS A SHADOW OF THE GOOD THINGS TO COME

      The materials of the tabernacle show us that the Lord came to this earth wearing human flesh, was baptized, bore our sins, died on the cross to receive the judgment for the sins of you and me, and resurrected from death to become our Savior.

      The Lord promised in the Old Testament to give us the gift of salvation through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      The One who spoke that covenant was the King of kings and was Jesus Christ, who was baptized and shed His blood for sinners. That God came as the Messiah for you and me.

      The Lord came to this earth wearing human flesh like you and me, bore the sins of you and me through baptism, died on the cross, and resurrected from death to become our true Messiah and Savior.

      Therefore, we must know and believe this completely to lay the foundation of our faith. We must receive the gift of salvation by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      Gold, silver, and bronze were materials used in the tabernacle. These materials become the foundation of our faith.

      We were those who had no choice but to go to hell because of our sins before God. The Lord gave the gift of salvation to us who were such people—that is, to those who believe.

      The Lord became a sacrificial offering who was baptized by John and died on the cross, completely saving us from sin.

      

      We are those who only knew that we would receive judgment for sin because of our sins, but did not know how to have faith that blots out sin, and thus had no choice but to go to hell.

      However, within God’s house, there was the gift of salvation.

      Jesus came to this earth, took all our sins upon Him through baptism, and died on the cross, resolving all sins and judgments. This is the gift of salvation.

      

      God accomplished our salvation completely and we receive salvation from sin by believing in the gift of salvation that He gave us. That is why He told us to offer faith like gold, silver, and bronze before God.

      This is because He gave the gift of salvation to those who had no choice but to go to hell, and He completely saved you.

      Because the Lord came to this earth, bore all our sins, and received all judgment for us, truly saving us, we have completely obtained salvation before God through faith in that gift of salvation. In this way, Jesus Christ became our complete Savior.

      

      Therefore, we must stand firm with faith that believes in the gift of salvation. We must believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen because they are the gift of salvation.

      God hated believing blindly without knowing the word of the Bible.

      • GOATS’ HAIR, RAM SKINS DYED RED, AND SEA OTTER SKINS

      These materials were used as coverings to cover the tabernacle.

      They first covered it once with a covering woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, then covered it with a covering made of goats’ hair, then covered it again with ram skins dyed red, and finally covered it with sea otter skins.

      In this way, the tabernacle was covered with four coverings.

      

      The last covering placed over the tabernacle was sea otter skins. Therefore, what was exposed on the surface of the tabernacle roof was this dark sea otter skin.

      Sea otters refer to otters of the sea, and their skin size is about the size of a person or smaller, and their skin could serve as waterproofing to prevent water from seeping through. So they caught otters and made coverings from their skins to use as the topmost covering of the tabernacle.

      Because of this, the tabernacle was very unsightly in its outward appearance. The topmost covering had dark sea otter fur on it, so it was not very nice to look at.

      It is saying that when Jesus Christ comes to this earth for us, He will come in this way — in a form that has nothing desirable.

      

      Ram skins dyed red speak of Jesus Christ coming to this earth and being sacrificed for our sins, and goats’ hair speaks of Jesus Christ receiving baptism as a sacrificial offering, receiving our sins transferred to Him, and being sacrificed on the cross to save us.

      

      Therefore, these covering materials of the tabernacle are the foundation of our faith. This truth is absolutely indispensable material for such faith.

      Jesus Christ came to this earth as a sacrificial offering to give us the gift of salvation.

      The Old Testament sacrificial offerings without blemish that God appointed—goats, sheep, and cattle—received the laying on of hands, received the sins of sinners transferred to them, died and shed blood, and were burned, thereby eliminating all the sins of sinners and saving them.

      Jesus Christ died by shedding His blood because He came to this earth as a sacrificial lamb and our sins had been transferred to Him through the laying on of hands.

      Just as the sacrificial offering that received the laying on of hands was burned on the altar of burnt offering, Jesus was baptized and received the judgment for sin by shedding His blood and dying on the cross, thereby saving us from the sins of the world.

      

      Just as the blood of the sacrificial offering was applied to the horns of the altar of burnt offering and names were erased from the book of judgment before God, because Jesus received baptism and shed His blood, He completed eternal atonement with that blood and eliminated the sins of the world to save us.

      In this way, all the materials of the tabernacle speak of Jesus Christ and tell us that Jesus Christ saved us from the sins of the world in this way.

      From the Old Testament to the New Testament, the word that Jesus saved us from sin is truth without a single error.

      

      Today’s Christians do not believe that Jesus Christ came to this earth as a sacrificial offering and was baptized to bear our sins, but unconditionally believe only that He died hanging on the cross.

      Therefore, if we follow the faith of current Christians, it would be faith embroidered with scarlet thread and purple thread, excluding blue thread. For them, ignoring the covering made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, there is only the wrong faith that says they need only two things: ram skins dyed red and sea otter skins.

      

      When we look at many pictures of the tabernacle drawn by foreigners today, most of them are drawn so that we cannot tell where the blue thread is in the door of the court of the tabernacle.

      Because they do not know the gospel of water and the Spirit accurately, we can see that in the pictures they drew, the door of the court of the tabernacle is painted entirely in red and white. However, such faith is not faith that God acknowledges.

      In the door of the court of the tabernacle, blue thread was used the most, second was purple thread, then scarlet thread, and then white thread. Therefore, when we look at the door of the court, each of the four different colors should be visible at a glance.

      

      However, most people in the world believe without knowing the baptism that Jesus received, so they ignore the four threads used in the tabernacle and make the door of the tabernacle with only two threads.

      In this way, they are cunningly deceiving those who, as it is, do not know God well and do not know God’s word.

      These people are false prophets. Regarding this, Jesus said, “Satan the devil sowed tares in the field.”

      In the pictures of the tabernacle, they leave out the blue thread and become people who spread wrong falsehoods. Therefore, even though people believe in Jesus, they have sin, and even though they believe in Jesus, they fall into destruction because of their sins.

      

      We must have a clear foundation of faith. No matter how long you live a religious life on a faith that does not have a proper foundation, what benefit would there be to your soul?

      Wrong faith may collapse at any time. What use would it be to build a beautiful house on the foundation of wrong faith?

      No matter how well you serve God with a wrongly established foundation of faith, it is ultimately like building a house on sand, so when typhoons blow, winds blow, and floods come, everything will collapse and fall.

      

      But what about faith with a strong foundation of faith? It never collapses under any shaking. God said that a house built on the rock that believes in the truth woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen will not collapse.

      It is actually so.

      What is faith on the rock? It is faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. The faith of a person who built such a house of faith will not collapse in any situation.

      Therefore, this foundation must be extremely strong in our faith. If we believe without accurately knowing what the Lord actually did, that faith becomes false religious faith that God does not want.

      • ACACIA WOOD, OIL FOR THE LIGHT, SPICES FOR THE ANOINTING OIL, SPICES FOR THE SWEET INCENSE, AND ONYX

      The wood used for the pillars of the tabernacles inside the tabernacle, the altar of burnt offering, and the pillars of the sanctuary was all acacia wood. Acacia wood is a type of acacia tree found in Israel.

      Wood refers to us humans, and the fact that this wood was used for the altar of burnt offering where fire sacrifices are offered and for the pillars of the tabernacle means that we humans, like acacia trees whose roots are always buried in the soil, are fundamentally those who can only sin and can only receive judgment. People must acknowledge the fact that they are always unrighteous and can only sin.

      

      Oil for the light, spices used for the anointing oil, spices for sweet incense, spices for making incense to burn, and onyx are like faith offered to Jesus Christ.

      Jesus Christ is the Messiah who saved you and me. The meaning of the name Jesus is He who will save His people from their sins, and Christ means the anointed one, so Jesus Christ is God and our heavenly High Priest who saved us.

      The Lord came to this earth in flesh according to the will of God the Father, was baptized, went to the cross, and was sacrificed for all sins, giving us the gift of salvation.

      This heavenly High Priest’s duty that Jesus, who gave us salvation, took on was such a beautiful duty.

      • THE EPHOD AND THE STONES TO BE SET IN THE BREASTPLATE

      The stones to be set in the ephod and the breastplate are made up of twelve kinds of stones.

      The high priest put on undergarments, then put on a blue robe, and over that put on the ephod. He attached the breastplate to the chest of the ephod that was worn when offering sacrifices and set twelve kinds of stones on it.

      The office of the priest is to embrace all the tribes of Israel and all the nations of the world in his heart and go before God to offer sacrifices for them.

      Jesus, the High Priest of heaven, also embraced all the nations of this world in His heart and offered His body. He was baptized by John, took on the sins, and was sacrificed, thus offering Himself before God the Father for His people.

      The twelve kinds of stones attached to the ephod and breastplate speak of all the nations of this world, and the high priest who wore them speaks of Jesus Christ who saved all nations and embraced them in His heart.

      

      Our God told them to bring such offerings and build a sanctuary where God would dwell. There was spiritual meaning in God’s command to build a place where God would dwell with these offerings.

      The Israelites always had sin because they could not keep the law that God gave them. Therefore, God told them through Moses to build the tabernacle and gave them the sacrificial law to offer sacrifices in the tabernacle for the removal of sin.

      God received the offerings, had them build the tabernacle which is God’s house, and then had them offer sacrifices there according to the sacrificial law, thereby eliminating all the sins of the Israelites.

      In this way, God was able to dwell with the Israelites in the tabernacle.

      

      However, there are far too many Christians on this earth who do not believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      God told them to bring gold, silver, and bronze, so why do they not believe in that truth that gives salvation?

      Were we not those who would go to hell because of sin? Even though you and I are those who would go to hell, do you believe in Christianity like a worldly religion?

      If you have believed that way until now, you must repent and return to faith like blue, purple, and scarlet thread and linen.

      You must realize that you have sin before God’s majestic law, clearly recognize that you are destined for hell because of that sin, and believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      You and I are those who can only go to hell, but we must believe in the gospel of truth that the Lord came to this earth as the Messiah, received baptism for the sins of you and me, went to the cross and shed His blood and was sacrificed, thereby saving you and me from sin and judgment.

      Unless we believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, the foundation of our faith can never be completely established.

      • WE MUST THINK ABOUT THIS

      God told us to bring faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, but we must know whether we truly have faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, or whether we are only believing in the truth revealed in scarlet thread and purple thread.

      

      Perhaps we should examine whether we are offering God the faith that suits our own tastes.

      God told us to bring blue, purple, and scarlet thread, but are we perhaps offering faith like nylon string?

      “If we use those threads that God told us to bring in the tabernacle, they will rot when it rains. And you know, trying to prepare those things is too tiring. So why don’t you try nylon string? This is guaranteed for 50 years. And if you don’t touch it, it will last 100 years. And even if you bury it in the ground, it won’t rot for 200 years. It’s really strong, isn’t it?” Are we perhaps doing this?

      We must think about whether we are offering such self-intoxicated and superstitious beliefs to God from our side. And if so, we must repent. We must turn around.

      

      Among us, there are probably many who think they believe in God very well when they look at themselves. However, in reality, there are far too many people who know wrongly and believe wrongly.

      • MYSTICISM PREVALENT IN TODAY’S CHRISTIANITY

      People who usually believe in Christianity mostly believe in mysticism. Such people not only have no interest in what God’s word says, but also do not know it well.

      Since they do not know the word of truth that the Messiah gave anyway, they believe in and follow the Lord only by being faithful to their own feelings or emotions. And they think those feelings are truth.

      

      Because they earnestly pray to God alone and focus on being filled with their own emotions or feelings that they feel when praying, they cannot discern what true faith in believing in God is.

      This believing in emotions and feelings that one feels within one’s own thoughts is mystical belief. Those who believe in these feelings are mystics: Feelings that come when praying, feelings that come when praising, feelings when believing, feelings when doing dawn prayer, feelings that come when praying all night long, feelings that come when going to mountain prayer, feelings that come when committing sin, feelings that come when doing repentance prayer.

      Everyone, living a life of faith by holding onto some feeling that comes strongly—that is not the faith of those who have the faith in blue, purple, and scarlet that the Messiah spoke of.

      

      Generally, if we look at today’s Christian history, 99.9% is mystical belief. In other words, it would not be an exaggeration to say that all Christianity except the early church are mystics.

      Those who do not have the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet have feelings in their own way and mistake them for true faith. They say that they met God when they prayed, and that they felt really good when they praised.

      

      They say, “Gathering at praise meetings, everyone raised both hands together to repent of their sins, held onto the cross, and engaged in the movement to be filled with the Holy Spirit. At that time, their hearts were as hot as fire, and they really felt Christ to be very lovable. The blood that Christ shed felt so thankful in their hearts, and they believed so deeply that the Lord had washed away all their sins and therefore shed His blood, which made them feel so good.”

      Then, on a day when the emotion cooled, they say, “But now that feeling has all dried up, and there is sin in my heart.” Such faith is mystical beliefs.

      

      Regardless of denomination or sect, all Christians absolutely need faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread in their hearts. Those who do not know well the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet spoken of in God’s word are all people who have mystical and superstitious faith.

      Such people are like those who bring nylon strings instead of the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet before God. They bring out vain faith that God does not even look at, claiming it to be faith.

      

      If you go to the dockside, there are ropes for tying boats, right? Thick, bumpy hemp rope! The Lord told us to bring blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, but some people bring thick hemp rope and say, ‘Lord, please receive this faith.’

      And some people, when they go to the wharf, tie boats together like this, and they also offer to the Lord those steel cables that hold onto utility poles so they won’t fall down. Those steel cables are called wire, and they wind up a lot of wire, tie it up, carry it, and put it right before God saying, ‘Please receive this.’

      God told us to bring faith in blue, purple, and scarlet. He did not tell us to bring steel cables.

      But many people bring what seems better to them or what is easier to obtain. Some people come before God with wire, hemp rope, nylon string, or kudzu vines, but God receives only blue, purple, and scarlet thread as offerings.

      God has clearly determined, ‘The faith I receive is faith of blue, purple, and scarlet.’ Before God, we must bring faith of blue, purple, and scarlet.

      • HE WAS NOT A SAVIOR WHO RECEIVES JUST ANY OFFERINGS

      And when offering jewels before God, we must bring the 12 jewels that God has designated. Yet among people, there are those who bring copper or iron before God. Is Jesus a junk dealer who accepts everything? No, He is not.

      

      However, Jesus is not a junk dealer who accepts just any junk like this. He is not a junk dealer who accepts everything when you bring just anything. He is not a merchant who accepts broken nail heads when you bring them.

      Jesus is the Savior of mankind who wanted to perform the ministry of blue, purple, and scarlet thread for us, and to bestow mercy and true love on sinners by taking away their sins.

      That is why He is called the King of love. Our shepherd is really the King of love. Jesus is our true Savior.

      The faith that such a Lord wants from us has been determined to just a few things. When we believe and come before the Lord with only that faith He has designated, the Lord gives us the salvation He promised.

      

      However, among those who wrongly know and believe in the Messiah, we see that there are those who are truly stubborn, cunning, and malicious. Just as much as Pharaoh was stubborn before God.

      When God said to Pharaoh, “Thus says Jehovah: Let My people go”, Pharaoh said, “Who is God?” When they told him “God is such a One” and informed him of God’s existence, he should have calculated, quickly surrendered, and broken his stubbornness.

      If he really couldn’t believe it and had to be stubborn, it would have been better to endure once and then break his stubbornness when he met about two plagues.

      Pharaoh was stubborn and did not follow God’s word even after meeting the plague where all the frogs came up from the water and covered the entire country. How foolish and pitiful was this behavior?

      

      Lice swarmed all over Pharaoh’s palace. Lice were teeming in the garbage cans, swarming on the ceiling, swarming on the floor, swarming here and there, swarming in the blankets, swarming on the clothes, and when he went into the kitchen, lice were swarming all over the walls, yet Pharaoh still would not surrender.

      How could anyone live in a place swarming with lice? Then he should have said, “Oh, God is directly showing me that He is the King of kings because I did not listen to God’s word. Though I am a king of this land, I cannot compare to God. Though I am the king of the greatest nation on this earth and have the power to rule the entire world, God has greater power than I do, so He brought this plague because I would not listen to His word.” And he should have submitted.

      It would have been wise for him to calculate and quickly surrender. If he thought ‘I absolutely cannot do such things’, no matter how strong he was, he should have surrendered before God saying, “God, You are first, I am second, let’s do it this way,” but because he was stubborn, lice came to swarm throughout the entire country and all the people.

      

      Because of these plagues, all the people could not do anything. Everyone was so unbearable because of the lice that they had to go out hunting lice—how could they quietly do their work? To catch lice, they must have singed every house with torches, so there must have been many houses on fire, and the acrid smell of burning lice must have spread throughout the entire village.

      

      There are things humans can do and things they cannot do. Since God is the owner of all things, God is the One who controls life and death, fortune and misfortune, blessings and curses.

      If that is the case, we should not hold out before God thinking we are somewhat okay, but should think rationally and break our stubbornness. Among us humans, we can hold out against each other arguing who is better or worse, but we cannot do so before the Messiah.

      We must think about what kind of person I should become before God.

      We must think deeply about whether we will become those who hold out before God or those who are gentle and meek in heart. And we must reach the clear conclusion that we must become meek before God.

      Even if we show off in front of people and act with madness, we must become those who are humble in spirit before God.

      

      A person who says, “God, I was really wrong, only God is right” is a right person. That person is one who can be saved from a cursed life.

      For a life that departed from God because of sin to be embraced in God’s arms and eat honey is to be born again of water and the Spirit.

      In this world like a wilderness, what is there to hope for in a life that lives so vainly, drifts aimlessly in the barren field, and returns to a handful of ashes?

      The only way for that life that returns to dust, that life that will ultimately enter the pit of fire, to be saved is to believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit and receive remission of sin.

      Only the gospel of water and the Spirit is the way for a desperate life—which opposes God and will suffer eternal destruction because of sin—to receive that merciful love and salvation love before God and to be miraculously revived. Therefore, people must receive salvation.

      

      How can a person challenge God?

      When God tells us to bring such offerings, we must obey that word.

      Today, you and I must know and believe that this word to bring offerings means, ‘Ah, He is telling us to come before God with this kind of faith.’

      

      The high priest’s breastplate was set with twelve kinds of jewels. And it contained the jewels called Urim and Thummim, and with that, judgment is now made.

      This means that God's servants received light through the Holy Spirit within them and through God's word, so that they made right judgments.

      Now, before God, we must know that the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet is the true truth and the true salvation. This truth of blue, purple, and scarlet is truly the salvation that saves us, and nothing else is salvation.

      • ALL THE MATERIALS OF THE TABERNACLE ARE OFFERINGS RELATED TO SALVATION FROM HUMAN SIN

      But because people are foolish, they do not believe in the salvation of truth accomplished through blue, purple, and scarlet, and stubbornly resist for no reason—what happens then? They can never receive salvation. Before God, we must even cast away our own foolishness. And we must empty our hearts.

      Before God, we must cast away our own thoughts and stubbornness and offer our hearts by obeying God’s word. We must never crawl up before God asserting our own stubbornness.

      We may do so before creatures, but if we are those who believe in Jesus, we must not do so before God at the very least.

      But foolish humans defy before God and are gentle before people. This is wrong. Before God, we must prostrate ourselves flat and acknowledge that all the words God has spoken are right.

      

      And we must believe and rely on the word of salvation accomplished through blue, purple, and scarlet. —Faith is relying on God’s word by believing it.— When we prostrate ourselves flat before God, tell Him all our difficulties, and cling to Him saying, “Please help me”, God responds saying, “I have solved it this way and that way.” Then we humans must accept it saying, “Thank you.” This is faith.

      But they bring fishing line or wire before God instead of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, boast about it, and ask Him to accept it.

      “I have this kind of faith. I believe this firmly.”

      They bring whale tendon from somewhere and hold out a bundle before God, saying, “I have kept such firm faith.” — But this is not faith; it is challenging God.

      

      Before the Messiah, we must yield our stubbornness. We must humble ourselves before God. Before God, we must acknowledge ourselves. At every moment, we must acknowledge as God speaks and judges. That is the right faith of those who believe in Jesus.

      Following and believing according to God’s word is the right attitude and right heart of believers. Before God, we must do so.

      

      Of course, among people, we can boast of our good qualities to each other, compare, compete, and challenge one another. Though in God’s sight these are nothing more than comparing acorn sizes, people have no choice but to continue living that way.

      

      Everyone, even a puppy recognizes its owner and prostrates itself flat before its owner to follow. A dog truly obeys its real owner, understands its owner’s voice, and follows only its owner. When told “No”, even a dog immediately understands, bows its head, whines, and clings to the owner.

      How much more so if even animals do this—what about people? They bring faith made by their own thoughts to offer. They crawl up before God with their own thoughts, stubbornly resisting with wrong obstinacy.

      God has eliminated human sin through blue, purple, and scarlet like this, and says nothing to people except ‘You must believe only in what I have done’, yet people stubbornly resist and challenge God.

      The Lord told us to bring all our sins, and He eliminated all of them with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, giving us the removal of sin.

      As such, the Lord told us to have faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, but people do not believe this and defiantly talk back to their owner, and then curses come upon them.

      If we come before the Messiah not with the faith the Messiah wants but with faith He does not want, the Messiah becomes angry.

      They keep coming with stubbornness like whale tendon saying, “I have kept this kind of faith like this until now, so please praise me”, “I have kept the old faith like this, so please praise me”—would He praise them?

      

      Everyone, whale tendon may be useful for cooking, but before God, wrong faith like whale tendon is completely useless.

      God used blue, purple, and scarlet thread to eliminate our sins.

      He did not say He used only purple thread, nor did He say He used only scarlet thread, and He certainly did not say He used whale tendon. Just as there is no mention of Him using nylon string.

      In the house of God, within the law of salvation He gives us, the Messiah required faith of blue, purple, and scarlet.

      

      The word Christianity means a group that believes in and follows Jesus. Then we are also Christians.

      Even those who believed in Jesus as Savior but are not born again, those who have not received remission of sin, and those who do not have faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread—all of them, even though they believed in their own way, are Christians before God.

      But they are abandoned by God because they are religious people.

      

      Before God, we must be honest and acknowledge ourselves just as we are. At every moment, every minute and second, I must confess that I am one who should go to hell because of my sin.

      Before the Messiah, we must have faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread. It is right to believe that way.

      And when confessing at every moment, we must reflect on the work of the Messiah receiving baptism to deliver us from sin and being crucified to receive the judgment of sin, and acknowledge salvation at every moment. This is the faith that God requires of us.

      

      If we do not have such faith as the Messiah wants, we can never please God.

      Why? Because the Lord became our eternal Savior through blue, purple, and scarlet thread, on our part we need faith that believes in what God has done for us at every moment.

      Because we commit sins daily as we live, faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread is needed more every day, every moment.

      • IF WE OFFER THE MESSIAH WHAT COMES FROM OUR SIDE AND OUR ZEAL, WILL GOD BE PLEASED?

      If we bring earthly things to offer to God, not only will we be slapped on both cheeks, but it corresponds to a very great sin of challenging God.

      Such faith is the sin of rebellion against God. Even if we offer croaker before God because croaker is so precious among fish, it cannot please God and is never the right faith that receives praise before God. No matter how good brown rice oil we bring, God will not receive it.

      We must really have the faith that God wants and offer that faith before the Lord.

      

      We must have pure faith that purely believes and purely offers according to God’s word just as it is. While doing so, we must acknowledge what God has done at every moment and also acknowledge our own shortcomings.

      We must recall the many blessings that God has performed for us, and accurately know and believe what He has done for us and how He has met us.

      We must abandon all mystical beliefs, and we must have only that faith that believes the word that God has spoken.

      We must offer such offerings of faith before God. When we really bring right offerings of faith before God, God rejoices, meets us, and receives our faith. Also, at that time, God gives us all those blessings that He has determined and prepared for us.

      

      Therefore, as we look at the words, we come to think, ‘What really is the faith that God wants? What kind of prayer is the prayer that God wants?’ Then we come to know that it is prayer within faith.

      The Lord wants prayer within the faith that has received salvation by believing in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, within the faith that has received what God has given.

      If we try to bring our things before God to offer or to entrust, God will never receive them. We must know the fact that we absolutely must not do so.

      

      In the tabernacle, when we look at the word that says ‘bring blue thread’, some person recorded in his sermon collection that blue thread represents ‘Jesus is God’.

      Seeing that, I could immediately know, ‘You are truly a fraud. You are really not honest before God. And you have been deceiving until now. And you continue to deceive.’

      

      One of the things the Messiah did when He came to this earth is the ‘baptism’ that Jesus received from John to bear our sins. Precisely, blue thread represents the baptism that the Messiah received.

      

      What purple thread speaks of is that Jesus is the King of kings and He is our fundamental Creator. Jesus is our Master and the God and Savior who saved us from sin. Purple thread represents that.

      

      Scarlet thread is the blood that the Messiah shed on the cross.

      As God spoke, the Lord came to this earth wearing human flesh and bore all our sins through baptism, so He received judgment on the cross for the price of our sins and paid the price of sin in our place.

      Jesus received judgment in place of our sins. The Lord also shed His blood on the cross to receive our death in our place. In this way, scarlet thread represents the blood of the cross that the Lord shed for us.

      And to give us eternal life, the Lord rose from death and gave us salvation.

      

      What blue, purple, and scarlet thread represents is this truth of salvation of water and the Spirit that the Messiah gave us.

      The Bible clearly speaks. It does not say that this is right and that is also right as people think, but like a single-minded person, it speaks of only one thing—faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread, only the gospel of water and the Spirit—as truth.

      If it is not this faith, it is not the right faith that the Lord wants. If it is not the faith that God requires, no matter how much one believes, it is not salvation.

      From God’s side, “No, no, the faith I want is this. I received baptism and died on the cross for you. I received baptism to eliminate your sins. Because I bore your sins, I could receive judgment for sin for you and be crucified and die for you.

      I am your Savior, but I am fundamentally your God. I am the King of kings, but because I am also God to you, I came to this earth and accomplished everything.

      I want you to truly believe and acknowledge My authority in your heart, and really acknowledge Me as your God.”

      For such a purpose, our Lord gave us blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen. And He required such faith.

      

      We must really have faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      ‘There is still a lot of time left before the time comes, and life is still worth living, so what’s the rush? Cool wind still enters my nostrils and the sun is still warm, so what does it matter? Life is still worth living, so do I really have to believe that way? Whether I believe this way or that way, it’s all similar anyway!’ Are you not thinking like this?

      If you currently have other faith in your heart, you are absolutely not saved. Since there is still sin in that heart, you must turn your heart and return to faith that truly believes in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      The heart of a believing person and the heart of a non-believing person are different. God knows this and you yourself also know this. Therefore, you must turn around. ‘God, I really have sin. Please save me.’ If you turn your heart like this and hope for salvation, God also meets you with truth.

      • THE LORD HAS SAVED US FROM SIN

      When we bring offerings, God said, “Bring blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen in order.”

      Therefore, we must believe exactly as this word says.

      If we first believe in the blood of the cross and then believe in Jesus’ baptism, it may seem like believing, but in fact it is not believing.

      Because Jesus’ receiving baptism came first, He could be crucified and shed blood on the cross. He absolutely did not first shed blood on the cross and then receive baptism afterward. We can receive salvation only when we know and believe exactly as the word says.

      

      When the Lord came to this earth wearing human flesh and became thirty years old, He first received baptism to bear our sins. Then He carried the sin of the world, went to the cross, was crucified and received judgment for us, and then rose from the dead to become our Savior.

      Therefore, we must believe in what the Lord performed for us in the right order. We must believe that way. Only then can our faith stand as right faith and never be confused or shaken.

      And when preaching to others, we must preach that way and believe as God is pleased. We must believe as He has determined.

      

      Everyone, what offerings of faith does God tell you to bring? Does He not tell you to bring faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen?

      What kind of faith do you have? Are you perhaps believing in reverse order?

      If you believed in reverse, saying, ‘Whether I believe this way or that way, I believe. But I first believed in scarlet thread, not blue thread, then blue thread, then purple thread’, please believe again. The Lord absolutely does not acknowledge that reversed faith.

      

      The Lord is the God of righteousness and the God of truth. Therefore, He does not acknowledge wrong faith.

      If the order of our faith is wrong, faith cannot stand justly, so it is faith that cannot be acknowledged even if one wants to acknowledge it.

      Just as we cannot lay a foundation after we have finished building a house, the Lord could go to the cross because He took upon Him our sins through baptism. Therefore, we must believe exactly as the Lord spoke. That is laying the foundation and is right faith.

      Because the Lord saved us rightly, justly, and righteously, that order cannot be changed according to human thoughts.

      If we believe that the blood of the cross came first when we believe, and later believe that the Lord received baptism for us, that faith is wrong.

      And those who believe that way still have sin in their hearts. It is because the order is wrong that sin is not washed away. That is the amazing truth.

      

      Before God, you used to believe only in the blood of Jesus’ cross in the past. You believed, “Jesus shed His blood on the cross and received all judgment to eliminate my sins. So we obtained complete salvation. We obtained salvation through Christ who died for us on the cross. Now those who believe this have obtained salvation.”

      Then later you came to know the true meaning of Jesus’ baptism. So you add this truth of baptism on top of the faith you were wrongly believing at first.

      But what happens? Sin does not disappear. Because it became theory rather than faith, even though you know it in your thoughts, it did not become faith in your heart. Therefore, you must change quickly.

      You just need to change the order again. ‘When the Lord came to this earth and received baptism from John the Baptist at the Jordan River, He bore all my sins. Because Jesus received baptism, the sins of the whole world were transferred to Jesus, and if the sins of the whole world were transferred, my sins were also transferred.’ You must believe that way.

      ‘Hey, what’s the big deal? Whether you believe this way or that way, as long as you believe all four things, why are you so stubborn about insisting on that order?’ Some people might say this. If there are such people, keep this in mind. You must believe that Jesus could bear the sins of the world because He received baptism, and He could die on the cross for those sins.

      

      The Holy Spirit is absolutely not One who permits unrighteousness.

      The Holy Spirit, who is God, acknowledges that faith when we believe exactly as Jesus came to this earth and did His work.

      “You believe all four things like this. Amen. Whether you believe backwards or forwards, this way or that way, anyway you believed. Amen. Yes, you are My child.” The Holy Spirit does not do that.

      

      Jesus, who is the Messiah, came to this earth according to God the Father’s will and acted as the Father commanded Him. He lived His 33-year life that way and departed.

      The Lord came to this earth, received baptism, died for us on the cross, and rose again, completing our salvation and ascending to heaven. And He sent the Holy Spirit to this earth.

      

      The God of the Holy Spirit dwells in our hearts that have received remission of sin and acknowledges the faith of those who believe exactly in what the Lord did when He came to this earth.

      Therefore, we absolutely must not believe according to our own thoughts.

      You and I truly believe in Jesus well, but are we perhaps believing upside down or believing by changing the order? If so, we must believe rightly again.

      

      At that time, the Holy Spirit works in the faith of you and me. Though we are lacking, the Holy Spirit holds our hearts, stays with us, and gives us grace when we are lacking.

      The Holy Spirit gives us power. He gives us strength. He comforts us. He blesses us. He promises us the future. And to those of us who believe, He fills us with future blessings through our present faith.

      

      Believing in what the Lord has done, and His telling us to bring offerings—all of this speaks of such faith. We must believe that He saved us through water and the Spirit.

      All the materials in the tabernacle are important because all of this speaks of being born again through water and the Spirit. All things in the tabernacle are spoken of to tell us about the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Among them, what is the material most used especially to convey truth? What is it that we can encounter most when we look at the tabernacle? It is the sacrificial offering and the work of the high priest, namely the work that blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen does.

      

      This is because it directly speaks of Jesus Christ the Savior receiving baptism for us and dying on the cross.

      In the tabernacle there is gold, silver, and everything else, but ultimately all of these things speak of faith that believes in one truth. That is, they represent the gospel of water and the Spirit and speak of faith that believes in that truth.

      

      We must really have childlike faith before God. When a child is taught one thing, he believes it saying ‘Yes’.

      ‘The Lord received baptism and died for us on the cross. When the Lord received baptism, the sins of the world were transferred to Jesus, and at that time my sins were also transferred. Because the Lord took on the sins of the world through baptism, He carried all those sins and went to the cross. He carried not only my sins but the sins of the whole world and received judgment for us. I believe. Thank you. That’s right. Now I have no sin through faith.’ We too must believe that way.

      

      We really give thanks to God. God required such faith from us, told us to bring such offerings, and received such offerings to complete our salvation.

      He gave us this precious thing as a gift of grace without any price.

      We just need to receive it by faith. And we just need to offer this faith before the Lord. ‘God, I believe like this. The Lord came to this earth, received baptism, shed His blood and died for us, and rose again on the third day. I believe like this.’

      How perfectly does this faith match God’s heart? This is the faith that God wants. This is the kind of offering that God wants.

      

      God wants an offering that is voluntarily offered. He hates things that are given by force or that one makes and offers by oneself.

      He wants us to believe in what God has done exactly as it is, believe in what God has spoken exactly as it is, and come before God with faith that truly agrees with our hearts. Therefore, we give thanks before God.

      

      We truly believe in Jesus in the same way, serve Jesus in the same way, believe in the correct order, and serve with one heart. There is one faith, one baptism, and one God. We must believe and live this way.

      Let us believe this way with one heart and one mind, serve one another, serve the Lord in the same way, and go while serving the gospel.

      Let us receive power within that power the Lord gives, work, and when God calls us to come, let us go and enjoy eternal blessedness.

      If we meet Jesus our Savior and receive and enjoy the blessing of salvation, where could there be happiness greater than this?

      How happy would we be even while living on this earth?

      

      We must really live with such faith that unites our hearts and breathes together, at least among ourselves.

      We must have right faith before God, faith that agrees with God’s heart, faith that believes according to God’s will.

      Therefore, I hope that all of us will become those who offer the faith that God wants before God. Thus, I hope you will receive many blessings both spiritually and physically through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, which are the materials of true faith.

      • THE FOUNDATION IS VERY IMPORTANT IN OUR FAITH

      If we build the house of faith without clearly establishing the foundation of faith, the longer we believe in Jesus, the more sins accumulate, the more we have to pray repentance prayers, and the more we become hypocritical sinners.

      However, if we believe in the gift of salvation that the Lord saved us through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, we can become perfect children of God without sin in our hearts. We must believe in the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen to become children of God.

      

      A person whose foundation of faith is perfect carries out the duties of a priest in bright light at all times, even though he may have shortcomings. He really embraces all the people of the world in his heart, prays before God for the removal of their sins, and carries out the duties of such a priest who serves this gospel before God.

      

      A person whose foundation is not clear becomes a hypocrite the longer his faith lasts. And he becomes an evil person. He becomes a religious person. Just as it is said that you know a tree by its fruit, the fruit that such people bear is terribly dirty and hypocritical fruit.

      However, we born-again people do not act hypocritically. We are really truthful. Though everyone has shortcomings, we are really sincere. We acknowledge our weaknesses, acknowledge our wrongs, and always live in bright light.

      The Lord completely removed all our sins by being baptized to take away all our sins and by dying on the cross, so we have received the removal of sins through faith.

      Because our foundation of faith is perfect, though we are lacking and weak and commit sins, we are bright because we always have hearts without sin through faith.

      

      Because born again people actually have no sin, though they have shortcomings and sometimes go the wrong way, they do not go the wrong way that leads others to destruction or leads themselves to destruction.

      Though lacking, they take one step at a time further on the path that pleases God and serve the gospel more and more.

      Being able to have such a life of faith is possible because the Lord has completely saved us.

      

      If our Savior Jesus Christ had not perfectly saved you and me with these four kinds of thread, we would be those who could not receive salvation.

      Because He saved us, we have received salvation, and because of that, we believe, and because of that, we preach the gospel by faith, and because of that, we praise God by faith. We give thanks by faith, serve by faith, and follow by faith.

      We have become such people. It means that we have become those who please God by faith. It means that we have become those whose foundation of faith is firmly established.

      • WE MUST BECOME PEOPLE WHOSE FOUNDATION OF FAITH IS RIGHTLY LAID

      A person whose foundation of faith is not laid correctly must lay that foundation again.

      Therefore, Hebrews says these words. Let us look at the words from Hebrews 6:1-2. “Wherefore leaving the doctrine of the first principles of Christ, let us press on unto perfection; not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God, of the teaching of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.—ASV”

      This word speaks of that. ‘Why did Jesus receive baptism? Was this baptism the laying on of hands in the Old Testament? And will we rise again? What kind of judgment is eternal judgment?’

      He tells us to clearly know and clearly confirm such things, and to lay a solid foundation.

      Therefore, it is saying not to be shaken again because of this, not to do the work of laying the foundation again, but to have perfect faith and live a life of faith on the foundation of perfect faith.

      Faith that believes in blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen is perfect faith that the Lord has completely accomplished our salvation.

      We must stand firmly on this foundation of complete faith and continue to run. We must run the race of faith.

      

      Some people interpret this verse as saying that we must not say that sins were transferred through baptism and must not lay the foundation of faith again. But if we have laid the foundation of faith correctly, why would He tell us to lay it again?

      This means that those who do not have a foundation of faith should lay the foundation of faith, and those who have the foundation of faith should make their foundation even clearer and run forward toward what lies ahead.

      

      To save us, God commanded Moses to build the tabernacle and to receive offerings from the people, and He commanded the Israelites to bring gold, silver, bronze, blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread, fine twined linen, goats’ hair, ram skins, sea otter skins, wood, and so on.

      With those very materials, the Lord saved you and me from the sins of the world and gave us the gift of salvation.

      Actually, God told them to bring such offerings, told them to build the tabernacle accordingly, established the sacrificial law to be offered in that tabernacle, and completely eliminated the sins of the Israelites who offered sacrifices according to that sacrificial law.

      • IT IS BY FAITH IN THE BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD AND FINE TWINED LINEN, WHICH PREFIGURE THE PERFECT SALVATION ACCOMPLISHED BY JESUS CHRIST, THAT OUR FAITH IS PERFECTED

      If the foundation of faith is not firmly established because one cannot believe in the perfect truth accomplished by Jesus Christ, the assurance of salvation will continue to be shaken.

      If you do not have the knowledge, understanding, and faith that the Lord has completely accomplished salvation for you personally, you will become someone who strives to accomplish your own salvation.

      That is not perfect faith.

      

      Let us look at Hebrews 10:26-31.

      ‘For if we sin willfully after we have received the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and fiery indignation which will devour the adversaries. Anyone who has rejected Moses’ law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses. Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace? For we know Him who said, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. And again, “The Lord will judge His people.” It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.’

      

      The Bible says that if we sin willfully after receiving the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins. And it says that only fearful judgment awaits.

      Sinning willfully after receiving the knowledge of the truth refers to those who know the gospel of water and the Spirit but do not believe it.

      Therefore, we must surely know that the roof of the tabernacle was covered with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen and goats’ hair and ram skins dyed red and sea otter skins, and we must firmly lay the foundation of faith.

      

      The Lord promised to save us perfectly, and when the time came, He came to this earth in the flesh of man, received baptism to bear our sins, was crucified on the cross, and rose from the dead, and thus saved us perfectly.

      Therefore, we have been perfectly saved through faith in that Jesus Christ who perfectly laid the foundation of salvation.

      

      But those who know this but do not believe will face God’s fierce fiery judgment on the last day of judgment.

      They will suffer eternal torment forever with their flesh not dying.

      He said there will only be fierce fire, and He said the pain of hell is so severe that it is like salting with fire. He said there will only be a fearful expectation of judgment and fiery indignation which will devour the adversaries.

      

      If even breaking the law receives such fearful judgment, how much greater judgment awaits those who do not believe in the salvation that the Son of God has saved them?

      Therefore, we must believe in the Messiah Jesus Christ—He who came to this earth in human flesh, bore all the sins of you and me through the baptism He received from John, took on all the sins of the world, was crucified on the cross, received all the punishment for sin, rose from the dead, and is now alive as our Savior.

      • SO WE MUST HAVE THE FOUNDATION OF FAITH CLEARLY LAID

      Why did God tell Moses to build the tabernacle?

      If we examine each and every material used in the tabernacle one by one, all of them reveal the truth that Jesus Christ came to this earth wearing human flesh, was baptized by John the Baptist to bear sins, took upon Himself the sins of the world and died on the cross for us, rose from the dead, ascended and sat at the right hand of God the Father’s throne, and has now become our eternal God.

      The door of the tabernacle, the pillars, the bronze sockets—all of them show the truth of the gospel.

      The entire Old Testament speaks of the baptism that Jesus Christ received, His sacrifice, His status, and His ministry of salvation.

      

      From the Old Testament to the New Testament, the Bible speaks of the salvation that Jesus accomplished—blue, purple, scarlet thread and fine twined linen, that is, the gospel of water and the Spirit. Therefore, we who believe in that truth preach blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen whenever we open our mouths.

      So because we preach it so often and hear it so frequently, we sometimes forget its preciousness. However, how important is this truth of the gospel?

      Just as in the days of King Solomon, when precious gold and silver overflowed so much that they were used like stones, we may easily take the salvation lightly because we hear the word of truth every day in the church of God.

      But keep this in mind. Nowhere else but in God’s church can we hear this gospel of truth.

      Also, we must know that without salvation through this truth, we can never be saved and cannot make the foundation of faith firm.

      

      The faith by which you and I have truly been saved is that our Lord has perfectly saved us and laid the foundation of salvation with these four things: blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. I tell you once again that all of you and I must firmly believe this in our hearts.

      God made a promise, and according to His promise, He came to this earth as the seed of woman, was baptized to bear our sins, received judgment for sin on the cross, and rose from the dead to save us perfectly.

      Because this is an easy-to-say, easy-to-understand, simple but truly precious truth, we preach this truth every day.

      More pitiful than those who do not know this truth are those who are in God’s church but do not believe.

      

      If you have truly received the removal of sin, then though your thoughts may be wicked, your hearts are very gentle.

      However, hypocritical people who do not believe and have not truly received the removal of sin pretend to be very meek on the outside, but how cunning they are inside—they deceive God and many people every day.

      You and I must lay the foundation of faith accurately. And we must stand before God on the foundation of salvation that the Lord has surely laid, by faith in it.

      • FAITH THAT STANDS FIRM LIKE THE MATERIALS OF THE TABERNACLE

      Everyone, God told us to bring such offerings and build the tabernacle.

      Therefore, you and I must become people of faith who believe that Jesus Christ came to this earth and saved us from all sins like this.

      We must stand firm before God by having such faith that God acknowledges, like the materials used in the tabernacle.

      Do you believe? —Yes— Do you have such faith? —Yes⁠—

      In God’s church, we are still preaching the gospel of water and the Spirit. Because it is the foundation of faith, it is not too much to emphasize it every day.

      

      While countless churches and denominations in the world believe only in the blood of the cross without knowing the truth that Jesus was baptized and took over all the sins of the world, the Lord has enabled us to meet the truth among them.

      Everyone, the reason Jesus was crucified and pierced is because He was baptized by John the Baptist at the Jordan River. Because He received the sins of the world through baptism, He was crucified and pierced.

      Therefore, the faith of those who say they receive the remission of sin by believing only in the precious blood of the cross is fake faith that will collapse no matter how zealous and earnest they are.

      No matter how many people zealously proclaim ‘Believe in Jesus’ with loud voices in wide plazas, faith that cannot solve the sin in one’s own heart—faith that believes only in the blood of the cross while earnestly offering repentance prayers—is a poor foundation that will collapse when rain comes, floods arise, and winds blow.

      

      You too must have experienced religious life before being born again through water and the Spirit. But at that time, you would never have heard about blue, purple, scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Not only that, you would never have heard the gospel of water and the Spirit, and you would never have heard that all our sins were transferred when Jesus was baptized.

      I too had never heard specifically about the baptism that Jesus received, even until 10 years after I believed in Jesus.

      Even now, I know there are many throughout the world who want to know the truth but do not know it. So we must preach this gospel of truth to people all over the world so that they can hear the truth of water and the Spirit, and so that they can believe in their hearts and receive the washing away of sin.

      

      When a person believes in Jesus, truly knowing and believing blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen accurately is very important.

      Only when the foundation of faith is blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen can one stand surely and firmly by faith.

      If you have not believed in such truth until now, you can believe like this even now. Only by believing like this can one be perfectly saved and have one’s faith stand on a firm foundation of faith.

      • THOSE IN THE BORN AGAIN CHURCH OF GOD MUST ALSO MAKE THE FOUNDATION OF FAITH CLEAR

      In the Bible, it says that two men will be in the field; one will be taken and the other left (Matthew 24:40). While saying that we believe within God’s church, eating together, serving the gospel, and living together, is there anything more heartbreaking than if, in the end, someone ends up being left behind?

      

      Because faith is intellectual and gentlemanly, faith is not something that can be forced upon someone to have.

      When we hear God’s word in a gentlemanly manner, we must acknowledge that we are now hearing God’s word and purely accept that word and believe it in our hearts.

      Just as the Israelites listened to Moses with the attitude of hearing God’s word when they heard Moses speak, we also need the attitude of examining whether we are believing in that way when the word tells us so.

      

      We should think about it in a gentlemanly manner, and if the word says so, then we should believe like that. Should we believe through force and stubborn disregard for individual personalities?

      In fact, even if you force someone to believe, the listener does not truly believe.

      Before God, it becomes for each person as they believe. Even though we tell the same story several times a month, if they don’t believe, there is no other way but for them to go to hell.

      All people throughout the world are pitiful, but if someone is with us and still doesn’t believe, that person is more pitiful. If someone is in here and doesn’t believe and goes to hell, where could there be anyone more pitiful than that?

      

      Everyone, there were Jesus’ twelve disciples, and among them Judas did not believe that Jesus was the Savior. So Judas always called Jesus teacher.

      Peter also sometimes called Jesus teacher, but he believed and confessed, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God. You are the Son of God who came to take away my sins as my Savior. You are the God of salvation.”

      Peter’s faith was different from Judas’s faith. After Judas sold Jesus, he hanged himself and ended his life.

      In the end, Judas was with the other eleven disciples but failed to recognize and believe in Jesus Christ and went to hell.

      Peter was quick-tempered and very lacking, but he recognized Jesus and believed in Him, and through faith that Jesus Christ was his Savior, he received salvation.

      

      In this way, salvation depends on each person’s heart—whether they know and believe the truth in their heart, whether they don’t know and can’t believe, or whether they know but don’t believe.

      This is why we say that the foundation of faith must be firm and right.

      • HOW IS THE FAITH OF YOU AND ME?

      Is the foundation of faith of you and me firm? Is it clear?

      Do you believe that the Lord has clearly saved you? The Lord has clearly saved us through water and the Spirit.

      It is not our denomination that says this. God promised this in the Old Testament, and Jesus actually saved us like this in the New Testament.

      Jesus, as the King of kings (purple), came to this earth wearing human flesh, was baptized to bear the sins of the world (blue), carried the sins of the world and was crucified and died (scarlet), and rose from death to save us.

      He promised to do this in the Old Testament, and in the New Testament, our Savior Jesus Christ accomplished this work as promised and saved us.

      Do you believe? This is laying a firm foundation of faith.

      

      There are hundreds of millions of people who believe in Jesus throughout the world, but there are truly many people whose foundation of faith is not firm.

      Looking at many Christian books available in the market, we can see whether Christians have proper faith or not.

      The people who publish books are people at the leadership level in Christianity, and through the books they have published, we can know whether these people really understand these parts correctly.

      If that one leader does not know this gospel of truth or knows but does not believe, all the people under him will go to hell.

      But unfortunately, the reality is that not even one out of a million people knows the gospel of salvation that Jesus accomplished through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      That is why we, the few who know the truth, are now preaching the gospel to the whole world.

      

      God is working through us who are born again by faith. You and I who are born again are now proclaiming this gospel of water and the Spirit throughout the world, and if we do not proclaim this gospel, it seems like we would commit a great sin before God, so we cannot help but preach the gospel.

      Now, if we do not truly follow by faith and serve by faith for this gospel preaching, we commit a tremendous sin before God.

      Because if we know but do not proclaim, it is the sin of sending people to hell, and if those who know and believe keep their mouths shut, people will go to hell because they do not know, so we must preach as debtors.

      If we do not fulfill the mission that God has entrusted to us, they will protest against you and me.

      A watchman has the duty to inform that enemy forces are attacking, but what would happen if he does not perform that duty? We who knew and believed first must fulfill the duty of watchmen.

      

      We give thanks that the Lord has given us such a gospel and made us know this truth.

      When we know that those who know this truth and believe in this gospel of salvation throughout the world are truly rare, our hearts become even heavier.

      We are preaching the gospel of water and the Spirit to pastors and many church members throughout the world, and we confirm daily that there is absolutely no one who had known and believed this gospel of salvation before.

      Now, through us, those who preach the gospel of truth of water and the Spirit are emerging in various parts of the world. They too, like us, have a firm foundation of faith and are preaching perfect faith.

      If there were many people besides us who preach, we could take some rest and preach leisurely, but regrettably, there are almost no people throughout the world who know and believe this truth.

      Because the first button was fastened wrong in the Reformation, everything after that was fastened wrong. No matter how rightly the lower ones were fastened, because it was wrong from the beginning, the history of Christianity must be rewritten.

      

      We must firmly lay the foundation of faith and stand before God with complete faith, and we must strive to spread this gospel on this foundation of faith.

      When you and I live for the gospel, our hearts will get better on their own. When we live for the gospel, we are transformed into spiritual hearts. And when the Holy Spirit works abundantly in your heart, your heart becomes better on its own.

      However, if we receive the remission of sin and know the gospel of water and the Spirit but do not live for the gospel and only pursue our own flesh, we will live insignificant lives.

      We give thanks that God has given us such a precious gospel and give thanks for giving us salvation without price.

      I hope that you will examine your faith once again and receive the perfect gift of salvation in blue, purple, scarlet thread and fine twined linen.
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            THE GATE OF THE OUTER COURT OF THE TABERNACLE

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 27:9-19 >

      “You shall also make the court of the tabernacle. For the south side there shall be hangings for the court made of fine woven linen, one hundred cubits long for one side. And its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets shall be bronze. The hooks of the pillars and their bands shall be silver. Likewise along the length of the north side there shall be hangings one hundred cubits long, with its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets of bronze, and the hooks of the pillars and their bands of silver. And along the width of the court on the west side shall be hangings of fifty cubits, with their ten pillars and their ten sockets. The width of the court on the east side shall be fifty cubits. The hangings on one side of the gate shall be fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. And on the other side shall be hangings of fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. For the gate of the court there shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen, made by a weaver. It shall have four pillars and four sockets. All the pillars around the court shall have bands of silver; their hooks shall be of silver and their sockets of bronze. The length of the court shall be one hundred cubits, the width fifty throughout, and the height five cubits, made of fine woven linen, and its sockets of bronze. All the utensils of the tabernacle for all its service, all its pegs, and all the pegs of the court, shall be of bronze.”

      

      The words in Exodus 27:9-19 speak about the gate of the outer court of the tabernacle.

      In reality, if the length of the outer court of the tabernacle is 100 cubits, the total length would be 45 meters.

      According to the Bible, people in ancient times defined one cubit as the distance from an adult’s elbow to the tip of the fingers. Therefore, the length of the south side of the tabernacle is 45 meters, and the east side is 22.5 meters. The opposite north side is 45 meters, and the west side is 22.5 meters.

      To connect these, a total of 60 wooden pillars were used for the tabernacle.

      

      The outer court of the tabernacle in reality is reminiscent of a sheepfold. In fact, Jesus, who is our Savior, is the gate of God’s sheep and also the shepherd of the sheep. When we think of the pegs driven into the pasture, we are reminded of the Messiah, who is both the gate and the shepherd.

      

      In reality, the shepherd builds a pen by driving pegs to protect the sheep, creates a gate there, and protects the sheep through that gate. The shepherd not only becomes familiar with the sheep through the gate but also protects them.

      In reality, through the gate for the sheep, the non-sheep are separated and driven out. The shepherd distinguishes between sheep and wolves. Therefore, the sheep need a shepherd.

      However, in reality, among the sheep, there may be those who reject the shepherd’s guidance. Such sheep are not only in danger but also consider cliff paths as beautiful and good roads, entering the path of death without any doubt. This is because they refuse to listen to the shepherd’s voice and reject His guidance.

      In reality, the sheep are not only preserved in life by the shepherd but also feed on good feed and live their lives beautifully. In truth, our Shepherd is Jesus Christ, the Messiah.

      • WHAT ARE THE DIMENSIONS OF THE TABERNACLE COURT?

      The tabernacle court is 45 meters in length and 22.5 meters in width. The tabernacle court is surrounded by 60 pillars on all sides, and on the east side, there is a gate 9 meters wide. The height of the pillars is 2.25 meters, and the gate of the tabernacle court is made of a curtain.

      The material for the gate of the tabernacle court is woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine twined linen. God commanded that the gate of the tabernacle court be woven with these four threads: blue, purple, scarlet, and fine white linen.

      

      In this text, I would like to talk about the spiritual meaning hidden in the materials used for the gate of the tabernacle court.

      God spoke to the Israelites through Moses, commanding them to build the tabernacle.

      Why did God command them to build the tabernacle?

      The tabernacle is the dwelling place of God, and it was the place where people’s sins were washed away. In other words, God commanded the tabernacle to be built to remove the sins of the Israelites and make them His children.

      God specified the dimensions and materials for building the tabernacle. Therefore, no random materials could be used to build the tabernacle; only those designated by God were permitted.

      

      There are three gates in the tabernacle: the gate of the court, the gate of the holy place, and the gate of the Most Holy. For all these gates, God commanded that they be woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      The gates of the tabernacle were made of curtains, and all of them were crafted using blue, purple, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      

      The sockets supporting the pillars of the tabernacle court fence were of bronze, and the capitals of the pillars were of silver. White curtains were hung on the pillars, and there were silver bands to hold the pillars.

      When you open the gate of the tabernacle court and enter, there is the altar of burnt offering and the laver.

      After passing the altar of burnt offering and the laver, there appears another gate made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, which is the gate entering into the holy place.

      When you open that gate and enter, there is the sanctuary with the lampstands, the table of showbread, and the altar of incense.

      And when you open the gate of the Most Holy made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen and enter, there appears the Most Holy where God dwells, and inside it there is the ark and the mercy seat, which is the lid covering the ark where God bestows grace.

      The tabernacle consisting of the holy place and the Most Holy is covered by four layers of coverings. The bottom covering is woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, above it is a covering made of goats’ hair, above that is a covering made of ram skins dyed red, and on the outside is a covering made of sea otter skins.

      

      In the tabernacle, the priests offered sacrifices for the Israelites.

      The Israelites brought sacrificial offerings without blemish to the tabernacle according to the sacrificial law that God had established, laid hands on the head of the offering to transfer their sins, cut its throat, and received its blood.

      Then they gave the blood to the priest, and the priest took the blood and applied it to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, poured the remaining blood at the base of the altar of burnt offering, and burned the fat of the sacrifice on the altar of burnt offering.

      God received this sacrifice and remitted the sins of the people.

      The high priest offered sacrifices in the tabernacle once a year for the Israelites, enabling them to receive the remission of sin for one year’s worth of sins.

      Thus, there were various sacrificial laws for offering sacrifices in the tabernacle, but only one theme of the tabernacle is Jesus Christ. Everything in the tabernacle speaks of Jesus Christ.

      

      The gate of the tabernacle court was made by embroidering blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and its length was 9 meters.

      Therefore, to make the gate of the tabernacle court, these four threads were woven into a 9-meter-long fine linen curtain.

      They embroidered with blue thread, then with purple thread, then with scarlet thread, and then with white thread throughout the 2.25-meter height, creating a thick and strong curtain like a carpet that was 2.25 meters in height.

      This 9-meter curtain woven to a height of 2.25 meters was hung on the four pillars of the tabernacle court on the east side.

      So when people entered into the tabernacle court, they had to lift up the carpet-like curtain and enter.

      The gate of the tabernacle court is not made of wood like other ordinary gates. The pillars are made of wood, but the gate attached to those pillars was a curtain made by embroidering blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      You may have seen when a circus troupe comes to perform, they temporarily set up tents and make gates with thick cloth. Because the gate of the tabernacle court is thick cloth like such circus tent gates, one had to grab one corner of the curtain made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, lift it up, and then enter, not enter by pushing or pulling a rigid gate.

      This applies not only to the gate in the court of the tabernacle but also to the gate of the holy place and the veil of the Most Holy in the tabernacle.

      

      Why did God command that all three gates—the gate of the tabernacle court, the gate of the holy place, and the gate of the Most Holy—be made by weaving them with four colored threads: blue, purple, and scarlet thread and finely woven linen?

      We must clearly know God’s will regarding what God’s intention was in commanding them to be made this way.

      Looking at Hebrews, it says that all the good things of the Old Testament are shadows of Jesus Christ. Likewise, the gate of the tabernacle court is closely related to the baptism and crucifixion that Jesus Christ received and His identity.

      Therefore, when we look at the Old Testament and do not understand it well, we can look at the New Testament and know it.

      When we cannot see the substance, it is difficult to understand its shadow, but when we see the substance, we come to know, “Ah, this was that.”

      We must accurately know who the Savior of sinners that God prepared from the Old Testament is, know Jesus Christ who became the substance of the tabernacle, and believe the fact that His ministry saved us from all sins.

      

      Then who is the One who is the substance of the tabernacle and the Savior of sinners? It is Jesus Christ.

      If we examine how our Savior Jesus Christ came to this earth and how He saved us from sin, we will know that the truth that He saved sinners from sin with blue, purple, and scarlet thread is without error.

      

      To know the ministry of salvation that Jesus accomplished to save sinners, it is very important to know and believe the truth manifested in the colors used for the gate of the tabernacle court.

      The first thing to know when entering the tabernacle is that the gate of the tabernacle court is made of threads of four colors.

      And if we know the secret about this gate, we can clearly know all about the ministry of Jesus Christ.

      And by looking at the curtain woven with these four colored threads, we can clearly know how we should know and believe in Jesus, and what kind of faith is believing wrongly.

      • JESUS CHRIST, THE SUBSTANCE OF SALVATION

      Let us look at Matthew 1:21-23. ‘And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins. So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: “Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which is translated, “God with us.”’ The words of Matthew begin with “The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham.”

      

      Jesus Christ was born as a descendant of Abraham and David, belonging to the tribe of Judah, that is, the royal family, according to His fleshly lineage.

      When Jesus Christ was conceived in Mary’s womb, an angel appeared and said, ‘And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins. So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: “Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which is translated, “God with us.”’ Thus revealing that He is Jesus the Savior.

      

      This passage quotes from Isaiah 7:14, which was prophesied through the prophet Isaiah 700 years before Jesus Christ was born on this earth. “Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel.”

      God would come in the form of a man to dwell with us, and He would become our Savior. He prophesied that He would be born on this earth to save His people from their sins.

      Just as the prophet Isaiah prophesied that Jesus Christ would be born on this earth, Jesus Christ came to this earth.

      He was conceived in Mary’s womb by the Holy Spirit, and before He was born, He spoke to Mary through an angel in this way.

      Jesus Christ was born on this earth in a fleshly body to save His people in this world from their sins, and when He became thirty years old, He began His ministry of salvation to save us from sin.

      • JESUS CHRIST INDICATED THE TABERNACLE GATE THROUGH FOUR COLORS

      The colors of the threads are blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen (white cloth). These four colored threads were used for the tabernacle gate.

      This spoke of the four ministries that the Messiah had to accomplish by coming to this earth to save the spiritual Israelites from their sins and make them God’s people without sin.

      

      If we truly know that Jesus came to us as our Savior through four ministries, we believe in that Savior and have all our sins washed away. And it is certain truth that we will live for the spreading of the gospel of water and the Spirit for the rest of our lives and go to heaven because of that faith.

      Therefore, anyone must actually know and believe this word of truth that Jesus Christ the Messiah came with blue, purple, and scarlet thread to save us from all sins.

      

      Do you want to believe through the four ministries that the Savior performs and receive the remission of sin? Then you must learn about the tabernacle.

      Those who actually know these four ministries that Jesus performed will obtain the removal of sin through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen and will actually be born again as righteous people.

      

      The nation of Israel should have looked at the gate woven with four colored threads shown in the tabernacle gate and believed that the Messiah would come to this world in the future and fulfill these four ministries.

      • THE TRUTH THAT SINNERS MUST BELIEVE

      When we look at the white fine linen cloth hung in the tabernacle court, we come to realize how holy God is and would have known that we ourselves needed a Savior.

      In reality, all people who know God’s holiness could not help but say this. “God, I admit that I am such a lump of sin that I have no choice but to go to hell because of my sins.”

      When a person sees the white cloth hung on the tabernacle pillars, its cleanliness and overwhelming presence are so intense that they come to realize sin in their hearts and know that they are too inappropriate to live with God.

      Those whose hearts are not right will have their sins exposed whenever they come before God. Therefore, those who do not come before God came to avoid God for fear that their sins would be exposed.

      

      However, for people who actually have such sins, if they know the fact that purple, that is, their Messiah, solved all those sins with blue thread and scarlet thread, they will be able to come before God with great assurance of salvation and hope in their hearts.

      The four truths manifested in the tabernacle gate spoke of the Savior Jesus Christ coming to this earth in human flesh, bearing all the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John, and shedding His blood by being crucified.

      Therefore, those who rightly know and believe the truth of the four colors used in the tabernacle gate through the gospel of water and the Spirit will receive eternal remission of sin.

      Jesus the Messiah’s being baptized and crucified is the truth that completely saved us from all sins through baptism and the blood of the cross, which is the same salvation as the four colors of the tabernacle gate.

      

      The blue, purple, and scarlet thread and finely twined linen shown in the Old Testament tabernacle gate actually represented the ministry of the Messiah who saves from all the sins of sinners.

      The truth of salvation that God gave to mankind is manifested in blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and finely twined linen.

      Those who actually have sin in their hearts receive the remission of all their sins by believing in the truth of salvation manifested in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      Countless religions have emerged in this world. All those worldly religions create doctrines that make people strive to reach holiness that humans think up by themselves.

      However, no one can receive the washing away of sins from God through worldly religions.

      The reason is that they do not know that they themselves are lumps of sin and they believed in doctrines they created of salvation with their own thoughts.

      Because every person is a lump of sin who cannot become holy by themselves, no matter how much they try to eliminate their sinful nature, they cannot become holy.

      Therefore, all people absolutely need a Savior, that is, Jesus, who delivers them from all sins.

      We must realize the fact that there is no true Savior for mankind except Jesus Christ, this one Savior.

      

      Because it is unacceptable according to God’s law for sinners to enter God’s house, they had to know and believe the truth that the Messiah actually removed our sins.

      The gospel that removed people’s sins once and for all is the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Faith that believes in the doctrines of worldly religions will be judged for its sins in the future. The reason is that God is the epitome of holiness and the God of judgment.

      

      The truth manifested in blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen was realized in the gospel of water and the Spirit in the New Testament era.

      Have you ever read in the Bible that the tabernacle gate was made only with scarlet thread?

      You must know that the tabernacle gate is woven with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen (white cloth), and from this moment on, you must believe in the truth of salvation manifested in the tabernacle gate.

      God clearly commanded that the tabernacle gate be made by embroidering with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      However, many people mistakenly think that the tabernacle gate is woven only with red thread, and as a result, they could not realize the secret of the Lord’s four ministries. Therefore, even though they believed in Jesus, there was sin in their hearts.

      Now know and believe that your sins have been removed through the ministry of blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      The Lord has completely saved you from all sins through the ministry of salvation accomplished with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. You must know the fact that He removed your sins through these four ministries. Faith that does not know this fact and does not make the salvation of the removal of sin through the ministry of these four threads as its standard is not complete faith.

      

      Some people do not even know what the meaning of blue, purple, and scarlet thread used in the tabernacle gate is, yet they say the wrong thing that if you unconditionally believe in Jesus as Savior, you will be saved.

      When we ask the leaders in Christianity about Jesus’ four ministries, we see that there are many who do not know. We can see that they believe only in the ministry of scarlet thread, and if they believe in one more thing, they believe in the ministry of purple thread.

      However, the Lord completed the ministry of mankind’s salvation with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen. Therefore, we must believe that the Lord did the work of saving us through four ministries.

      The tabernacle gate is made conspicuously so that it is easy to find. Therefore, anyone who has a heart to know the truth manifested in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen shown in the tabernacle gate can know and believe it.

      

      How should you and I understand the truth of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen?

      If you asked someone this question because you wanted to know the truth of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen, you might hear this rebuke. “People shouldn’t try to know the Bible too deeply. That could lead you astray”, and you might be dismissed.

      Therefore, many people might abandon their curiosity about blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. However, if you do not realize the four ministries of the Messiah manifested in the tabernacle gate, you must realize that you are one who will never meet the Messiah.

      

      Those who are actually trying to meet the Messiah without realizing the role of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen are religious people who believe Christianity as a worldly religion within Christianity.

      For us to enter into God’s house, we must properly know the four truths of salvation manifested in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen shown in the tabernacle court gate.

      And by knowing that truth, we must also realize the salvation of the removal of sin that the Lord accomplished through the gospel of water and the Spirit in the New Testament era.

      

      God actually commanded Moses to weave the curtain of the gate in the tabernacle court with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Then what is the spiritual meaning of this word? Each color of blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread used in the tabernacle gate speaks of the ministry that Jesus worked to remove our sins.

      Therefore, these four threads have a deep relationship with each other. So those who pay attention to and believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit can believe through Jesus’ four ministries, which are the eternal removal of sin.

      

      Nevertheless, those who do not try to know and turn away from the truth of salvation manifested in the colors of blue, purple, and scarlet thread are expressing indifference toward the Messiah and become adversaries who oppose the Messiah.

      In reality, many people are making Christianity one of the worldly religions while being indifferent to the truth manifested in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      If they think indifferently about Jesus’ four ministries, they become evidence of bearing the fruit of worldly religious people who oppose Jesus.

      However, fortunately, there is still hope because there are still many in this world who are seeking the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      Everyone, if you know the spiritual truth of the removal of sin manifested in the tabernacle gate, you can receive all the spiritual blessings concerning heaven.

      In reality, because this faith is an essential process that must be known and believed to meet the Messiah, it must be reflected upon not just once but forever.

      If you are truly a Christian, you must take interest in these four truths that are Jesus’ ministry.

      

      Anyone who wants to enter into God’s house must offer praise to God by finding the truth revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      • THE MESSIAH WHO CAME AS THE FULFILLER OF PROPHECY

      God prophesied through His word that the Messiah would be born through a virgin’s body. “Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son” (Isaiah 7:14). Just as the Old Testament prophesied that He would be born in Bethlehem of Judea (Micah 5:2), the Messiah came to that land.

      The Messiah’s coming to this earth in human flesh was according to God’s word, as the fulfillment of the covenant to accomplish mankind’s salvation.

      

      Then at what point in human history did the Messiah come? When was the time that Jesus Christ came to this earth?

      It was during the time when Augustus (reigned B.C. 27-A.D. 14) ruled as the Roman emperor. Jesus came to this earth to be baptized by John and to be crucified and shed His blood on the cross, in order to deliver you and me from our sins and the judgment of sin.

      

      When the nation of Israel became a Roman colony and Augustus was the emperor of Rome, Jesus came to this earth as mankind’s Savior.

      Because the nation of Israel was a colony of the Roman nation, they had to follow Rome’s commands. At that time, Augustus issued the command, “Let the whole world be registered! Let the people of the nation of Israel return to their hometowns and all be registered in the census.” As soon as the emperor’s command was issued, the census began.

      Because it was a census to count the number of the Israelites, all the Israelites had to go down to their places of origin. From that time, the Messiah Jesus Christ was working in the history of mankind.

      • BEHOLD THE FULFILLMENT OF THE OLD TESTAMENT WORD!

      At that time, the Messiah was already conceived in the womb of the virgin Mary in the land of Judea.

      This Mary was engaged to Joseph. Both of these people were from the house of Judah, and it was just as God had promised that He would continue to have kings born only through this tribe of Judah among the twelve tribes of Israel.

      

      When the Roman emperor Augustus issued the command for the census registration, there was a full-term child in the womb of Mary, who belonged to the tribe of Judah.

      Now the time was fully come for that child to be born, and just then, due to the emperor’s command, each person of Israel had to go to their own hometown and respond to the census.

      Therefore, Mary, along with Joseph, was struggling to make her way to Bethlehem, her hometown, while being heavily pregnant.

      While going on the way, Mary felt unbearable labor pains coming and had to immediately find a room to give birth to the baby. However, there was no room anywhere, and Mary and Joseph had to enter a place where the horses were kept.

      When Joseph and Mary went up to Bethlehem to register for the census, at that time her days to give birth were fulfilled, and because there was no place to stay, she gave birth to baby Jesus in a place where animals were.

      

      In A.D. 1, Jesus was born in a manger. Almighty God came to this earth in human flesh.

      The stable where animals lived became the place where mankind’s Savior came. This speaks of Jesus being born there to become our Messiah, and all these events were planned works that God had planned from before the foundation of the world.

      We can know that Jehovah God moves the history of mankind, but that He Himself would come to save mankind from sin was something difficult to dare imagine, and therefore God made it so that anyone could know that He Himself would humble Himself and be born on this earth in a lowly body to save mankind from sin.

      

      Then why was He born in Bethlehem of all places? And why did He have to be born as baby Jesus in a stable? These questions may arise.

      Also, why was it when the nation of Israel was a colony of the Roman nation? However, we soon come to know that this was done under a meticulous plan for Him to surely deliver His people from sin.

      

      When Joseph and Mary were registering in their hometown, they had to present evidence that they were people of this hometown and accurately record their identity in the documents.

      There had to be evidence that their family had lived in Bethlehem of Israel for generations in order to be registered in the census of the nation of Israel. Therefore, they revealed who all their ancestors were and recorded in the census register which family they belonged to and what number child they were in that family.

      All of this could not be fabricated or omitted, so the identities of Joseph and Mary were accurately recorded in history, thereby making Jesus’ birth testified to in the history of mankind.

      All these things were God’s work to fulfill the prophecies manifested in the Old Testament words.

      

      Micah 5:2, “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you are little among the thousands of Judah, Yet out of you shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth are from of old, From everlasting.” When they arrived at the town of Bethlehem and the time for delivery was fulfilled, the Savior was born into this world. This happened because God did so in order to fulfill the prophecies of the prophets.

      I believe this shows God’s providence and the history of mankind according to the prophetic word to accomplish God’s work of removing mankind’s sins.

      The fact that Jesus had to be born in the small town called Bethlehem was to fulfill the prophetic word of the Old Testament.

      

      Already several hundred years before Jesus Christ was born in the town of Bethlehem in the land of Judea, God spoke the prophetic word through the prophet Micah. Looking at Micah 5:2, just as He promised, “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you are little among the thousands of Judah, Yet out of you shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth are from of old, From everlasting.” And also the prophet Isaiah 700 years before the Lord came (the entire chapter of Isaiah 53) spoke that the Messiah would come in this manner to become the Savior of sinners.

      According to the prophetic word that God spoke to the prophet Micah, Jesus Christ was born in Bethlehem, thus fulfilling that prophecy.

      

      This prophecy was fulfilled as a historical fact when Mary and Joseph returned to their hometown for the census. This was God fulfilling His word by making it so that when Mary arrived in Bethlehem, the time had come and she had no choice but to give birth to the baby.

      

      Here we come to see that God is the One who gives us prophetic words and fulfills them.

      We can know that Jesus Christ, who fulfilled the prophetic truth represented by the “fine twined linen” used for the gate of the tabernacle, is the One who accomplished the providence of salvation by God to save humankind from sin.

      

      Therefore, we can know that both the words of the Old Testament and the words of the New Testament are the Word of God.

      We can know and believe the fact that the Messiah controls and moves all history on this entire universe and on the earth. Just as God created this entire universe, we can know that God thoroughly governs all people, all history, and even all environments and has shown this to us.

      

      When baby Jesus came into this world and was born, there was no place for Him in the inn, so He had no choice but to be born in a stable where animals lived. This was God’s providence, and behind this were the prophetic words spoken through God’s servants.

      And we can see that God accomplished His will by having Jesus Himself born in this town called Bethlehem in order to fulfill all the prophecies that God had prophesied through His servants.

      Therefore, He showed us that nothing can be done according to anyone’s will unless God permits it.

      

      God showed us and made us believe that He caused baby Jesus to be born there when Mary and Joseph arrived in Bethlehem in order to fulfill the prophetic word that God Himself had directly spoken.

      

      We must believe that the One who moves this universal history is God our Savior who delivered us from sin. This truth is the Word that shows us that God claims all things because He is the owner of all things.

      

      The fact that Jesus was born as baby Messiah in this small town called Bethlehem proved that this event did not happen by chance, and that it was not artificially fabricated by manipulating the words of the Bible.

      God directly spoke the Word, and God also directly accomplished this work through Jesus.

      

      We must know and believe this. We must keep in mind and believe that our Messiah and our salvation are the truth fulfilled by blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      He showed us that our removal of sin is not accomplished by any chance of the world, but that salvation from our sins is accomplished by faith in the four ministries that Jesus performed for us.

      

      Also, this shows that Christianity is not one of the world’s religions.

      Usually, the founder of worldly religions are human beings, but Jesus our Savior, who is the head of Christianity, is God. This shows that the truth of Christianity starts from this fact.

      God is testifying that the Christianity we believe in is not a worldly religion.

      We can know and believe because all of this—that we truly receive the removal of sin by believing according to God’s will, in other words, that the Lord who is God gave us the gospel of water and the Spirit and we received the removal of sin—is based on facts.

      We must know in our hearts and believe in our hearts that the removal of sin is completed by faith through fearing God and obeying God’s Word.

      

      The birth of the Messiah on this earth was God the Father’s plan of salvation ordained from before the creation of the world for the salvation of mankind. Our salvation was completely planned within this.

      This truth clearly made us know that it was the substance of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that appeared at the gate of the tabernacle.

      Therefore, we must know and believe the salvation that came through the gospel of water and the Spirit as our removal of sin.

      Through this faith, you and I could be saved from all sins. We must believe that we are made perfect by the faith that believes in this truth, the Word of the gospel of water and the Spirit, and bow our heads in thanksgiving.

      • JESUS CHRIST, THE SAVIOR WHO SAVED US FROM OUR SINS WITH BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD AND FINE TWINED LINEN

      The ministry by which Jesus Christ saved sinners from sin consists of four things: blue thread (baptism), purple thread (Jesus is the King of kings, that is, God), scarlet thread (the blood of Jesus), and fine twined linen (the completion of salvation that saves all sinners from their sins through the gospel of the Word of the Old and New Testaments).

      Jesus became the Savior precisely through blue thread (the baptism that Jesus received from John), purple thread (Jesus is the King of kings), scarlet thread (the blood of Jesus), and fine twined linen (delivering sinners from sin through the Word of the Old and New Testaments).

      We must know that we can never obtain salvation from our sins and the judgment of sin unless we believe that Jesus, who came with water and the Spirit, saved us from sin through blue (the baptism Jesus received), purple (Jesus is God), scarlet (the blood of Jesus), and fine twined linen (Jesus who accomplished salvation through the Word of the Old and New Testaments).

      The Lord could not have become the perfect Savior of mankind without saving us from sin and the judgment of sin in this way.

      

      The Bible speaks about the gate of the outer court of the tabernacle. The gate of the outer court of the tabernacle, which is 9 meters wide, is made of fine linen and is woven with embroidery of blue, purple, and scarlet thread upon its base.

      

      We must spiritually understand the reason why blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen were embroidered to weave the curtain of the gate of the tabernacle.

      The gate of the court of the tabernacle was made with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen so that anyone could recognize its colors. God made it so that anyone could enter the shining house of God through that gate, and also so that anyone could easily find the gate of the tabernacle.

      

      The tabernacle refers to the shining house of God. Those who wish to enter the house of God must know the truth of salvation revealed in the court of the tabernacle.

      He said that those who ignore the holiness of the fine linen curtains hung in the tabernacle and entered through them while having sin are thieves and robbers.

      The gate that enters into salvation refers to Jesus Christ, and the fact that the gate is made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen shows that Jesus came to this earth as the Son of God, was baptized by John, was crucified and shed His blood, died and rose again to become our Messiah.

      God wanted to clearly show us the truth of salvation and the salvation of mankind through the words of the Old and New Testaments.

      Therefore, we can know the mystery of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that appeared at the gate of the tabernacle.

      God made it so that we can believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God who came to save us from sin and from the judgment of the world’s sin, and that He is the Savior who accomplished mankind’s salvation through the Word of the Old and New Testaments. We must believe this fact.

      

      We must actually know the truth of why the gate of the tabernacle was woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      What does the blue thread refer to? And what does the purple thread refer to, what does the scarlet thread refer to, and what does the fine twined linen refer to?

      When we know God’s plan, we can know that the ministry of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen is all of God’s plan of salvation toward us and the truth of eternal life, and by believing this truth, we receive the removal of sin and can enter the kingdom of God.

      Our knowing and believing the blue, purple, and scarlet thread means knowing the meaning of the baptism that Jesus received on this earth, the reason He shed blood on the cross, the identity of the Messiah who is God, and all the mysteries of the sacrificial law of the Old Testament and the gospel of water and the Spirit of the New Testament, and therefore believing in eternal salvation from sin.

      

      Actually, many people seem to know a lot about the tabernacle, but in reality, this was not the case.

      In reality, people do not know much about what the blue, purple, and scarlet thread that appeared at the gate of the tabernacle refer to.

      Therefore, people want to truly learn and believe because it is difficult for them to know the mystery of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that appeared in the tabernacle.

      However, since not just anyone could know that mystery, they are interpreting it wrongly in their own way with their own opinions.

      Actually, many religious leaders are understanding and interpreting this truth in their own self-serving way like sweeping something under the rug, and using it within religion.

      But God could no longer leave many of those in religion to just be deceived by false ones. Now He had to reveal the truth so that they could know clearly and accurately the meaning of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen used at the gate of the court of the tabernacle, and save them from all sins.

      

      Looking at the words in 1 John 5:6-8 in the New Testament, the Lord said, “This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not with the water only, but with the water and with the blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is the truth. For there are three who bear witness, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and the three agree in one.—ASV”

      The Lord came to this world in the flesh, take our sins upon Himself through baptism, and saved us by shedding His blood. That is why all the gates of the tabernacle were woven with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      

      First, what does the blue thread represent? It actually represents the truth that Jesus, who became the Savior of sinners, came to this earth and was baptized by John to take upon the sins of the world.

      It refers to the truth that the baptism that Jesus actually received from John when He came to this earth is the truth that took upon the sins of the whole world once and for all (Matthew 3:13-17).

      Actually, Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist, the representative of mankind, and took upon all the sins of the world. Since the sins of mankind actually passed over onto Jesus’ head, there is no sin in the heart of those who believe this.

      

      Actually, what does the purple thread used at all the gates of the tabernacle mean? Its meaning actually refers to the fact that Jesus is the King of kings. Actually, Jesus created the universe, and actually He is not a creature but the Creator, and actually He is the Savior of mankind who came to this earth.

      Actually, the Messiah Jesus Christ has already come to the world. And through the baptism He received from John in His own body, He took upon the sins of the world once and for all in His own body, and through His sacrificial death and resurrection by shedding His blood on the cross, He saved all His people who recognize, revere, and believe that He is the Messiah from all sins and the punishment of sin.

      

      Actually, Jesus is the absolute God and the absolute Messiah to us. Jesus is the absolute Savior.

      Actually, because Jesus took upon all our worldly sins through baptism, He was crucified and shed His blood and died for us, and by His resurrection, He not only washed away all our sins but also received the judgment of sin for us.

      

      The scarlet thread refers to the blood that Jesus shed on the cross, and its meaning was that He gave new life to us who believe.

      The scarlet thread, this truth, means that because Jesus Christ came to this earth and took on the sins of the world through the baptism He received, He was transferred those sins and received the judgment of sin on the cross in our place.

      And it says that He gave faith to those who had no choice but to die because of sin, and gave new life to those who are born again through faith.

      Actually, He gave new life to those who believe in the baptism and bloodshed that the Messiah received.

      What does the fine twined linen mean? It represents that God fulfilled in the New Testament the promise of salvation that He spoke of in the Old Testament.

      And the fact that in the New Testament Jesus took upon all the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John, and that He received the judgment of sin on the cross, refers to the fact that the Messiah fulfilled the promise of salvation that He covenanted to the Israelites and to us through His Word.

      

      Jehovah said, “Though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow.”

      Isaiah 1:18 “Come now, and let us reason together, saith Jehovah: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.—ASV” Also, in the sacrificial law of offering sacrifices in the tabernacle of the Old Testament, the sacrificial animal receiving the laying on of hands and taking upon the sins of the Israelites was a promise that God spoke to the Israelites and to us.

      In this way, the sacrificial lamb took on daily sins and yearly sins through the laying on of hands, and this method was a revelation of God’s promise to save us from sin.

      

      This is also a sign of the promise concerning the Savior who was to come.

      Therefore, in the New Testament, the Messiah Jesus Christ received baptism according to the Old Testament sacrificial law to take away all the sins of this world once and for all eternally, and this taking upon of all sins was the realization of the covenant.

      Actually, God made known to all of us that He is the God who speaks words of promise to us and fulfills them according to that promise.

      The baptism that Jesus received represents this truth that the God of covenant has fulfilled all covenants.

      • JESUS CHRIST WHO CAME WITH WATER, BLOOD, AND THE SPIRIT

      Why did Jesus receive baptism from John? The reason was to take upon Himself all the sins of mankind that you and I commit, and to receive the judgment for sin in our place.

      To remove the sins of all mankind, to become our true Savior, Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist, went to the cross, shed His blood and died, and not only washed away all our sins, but also received the judgment of our sins for us to become our eternal Savior.

      Jesus received the baptism from John, took upon Himself all our sins, and went to the cross bearing the sins of the world.

      Actually, because He was baptized and took upon Himself all our sins, because He bore the sins of the world, He could be nailed to the cross, pour out all the blood from the Messiah’s heart, and die for us.

      

      Isaiah 53:5 says, “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities.” The original sin that we inherited in our hearts from birth and the actual sins we commit throughout our lives were all taken upon by the Lord through baptism, and He received all the judgment for them. In this way, the Lord came with water and blood and removed our sins.

      

      What is Jesus Christ, our Savior and Messiah who actually bore and removed our sins, like? He is the Son of God who has the power of creation, who fundamentally created heaven and earth. And His essence is God.

      

      The words of the Old Testament testified more clearly about who He was. Genesis 1:1, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

      Who was the God of power who created all things in the universe by His Word? Jesus Christ the Messiah of sinners—He came with the water of baptism to save you and me from all the sins of the world, and came as the Savior who shed His blood on the cross to receive the judgment of all the sins of the world.

      Jesus saved us from sin and judgment with water, blood, and the Spirit.

      The Lord came as our Savior to take upon our sins and receive the judgment of sin for us. Do you believe?

      

      Actually, Jesus Himself is God. Actually, because Jesus Christ the Messiah is our God.

      The word “Jesus” means “For He will save His people from their sins”. The word “Christ” means “He becomes the King of kings”.

      Jesus is the Creator who made all things in the universe, the Absolute One, the Savior of sinners, and the King of kings who judges Satan.

      

      In reality, the Absolute One who is God made man in His own image, after His own likeness. But since we fell into our own weakness and into the great judgment of sin, the King of kings promised to save us from sin and came to this earth to accomplish His promise.

      And actually, He personally came with water, came with blood, and came with the Spirit to make us completely God’s people and to make us people without sin.

      

      In reality, the Messiah who is the Creator came to this earth in a human body to remove all our sins, and was baptized by John the Baptist, who is the representative of mankind and the last high priest, at the Jordan River, and took upon all our sins.

      And He died on the cross and received all the judgment of sin for our sins.

      Actually, because Jesus was such a Messiah to us, because He is our Savior and the Lord of our life, we could believe in Him and live again. Therefore, it was said that truly the Messiah became our God.

      That is why the gate of the tabernacle is woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and this was the mystery of water and the Spirit that delivers us from all the sins of mankind and from the judgment of sin.

      

      Actually, the Lord’s salvation of us from sin is absolutely not an uncertain truth.

      The Lord did not theoretically promise that He would roughly save us from sin and that we would be saved from sin just by roughly believing in Jesus as Savior. The Lord’s salvation of us with water and blood is real.

      Therefore, the Lord said to those who believe in Jesus theoretically, “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven.”

      

      Actually, false teachers are confident that they made people receive the Holy Spirit in Jesus’ name, cast out demons in Jesus’ name, and performed many mighty works. But the Lord says in Matthew 7, “I never knew you.”

      These words actually mean that among people who believe in Jesus, there are many who have sin in their hearts and go to hell under the judgment of sin.

      Actually, many people who believe in Jesus clearly say, “Jesus is our Savior. Jesus clearly saved us from our sins with the blood of the cross.”

      But in reality, they do not try to know that the Messiah took upon their sins through baptism and was crucified and shed His blood to take upon their sins and the judgment of sin, and they are believing just like worldly religions, so they go before God with sin.

      

      Therefore, they were rejected by the Lord because they did not believe according to this truth that says, “And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”

      Actually, whether they believed in Jesus or not, those who have sin in their hearts cannot enter the holy kingdom of heaven, and since they are also unqualified, they must acquire the qualification to enter the holy kingdom of heaven by believing in the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread on this earth.

      Making the gate of the tabernacle by weaving curtains with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine twined linen was the will of the Messiah.

      Those who have sin in their hearts and go to hell must believe this truth.

      

      They have sin because they believed in Jesus wrongly according to their own hearts without knowing the truth.

      This is because they do not believe according to the truth revealed in the materials of this tabernacle that God has appointed, but create doctrines with their own thoughts for their own salvation, and believe that they obtain salvation by reaching sanctification through repentance prayers and efforts to God within their own thoughts.

      

      In the world, there are many who say they believe in Jesus as Savior but actually do not believe in the baptism and blood that Jesus received. In this world, there really are many people who do not believe in the salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet thread but just believe in the blood of Jesus only, and think that if they have only this faith, they go to the holy kingdom where God is even if they have sin in their hearts.

      • THERE ARE PAIRED WORDS IN THE OLD TESTAMENT AND THE NEW TESTAMENT

      God says in Isaiah 43 that all of God’s words have pairs. Actually, all of God’s words have pairs.

      God told us to search whether the words of the Old Testament and the New Testament have pairs or not. Actually, if there is such a word in the Old Testament, there is actually a word in the New Testament that practically fulfills the word of the Old Testament.

      If in the Old Testament people actually laid hands on the sacrificial lamb and transferred their sins, in the New Testament also, Jesus Christ who is the Lamb was baptized to take upon the sins of the world, and that Word shows that He took upon the sins of you and me.

      

      Jesus came to this earth with water and blood as the sacrificial offering and as the Savior of sinners, and if He had not received baptism and taken upon the sins of the world, He would absolutely never have gone to die on the cross.

      The Lord clearly removed our sins with blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      All of this is what God promised with His Word: He came to find us with His Word and washed our sins, which were red like crimson, and made them white as snow with His Word.

      

      In reality, before we knew this truth, we were sinners who clearly had so many sins.

      Therefore, we have nothing to boast about before God. We not only have nothing to boast about before God, but we also have nothing to present before God. There is nothing to act smart about. Before God, we can always only say “Yes, that’s right. Yes.”

      “You are a seed of evildoing. You are a being going to hell.”

      “That’s right. Please save me.”

      “I have saved you like this with water, blood, and the Spirit.”

      “Yes, I believe.”

      We can only say, “Yes.”

      Going before God and saying, “I did this. I served the church like this, I believed in Jesus so earnestly, and I kept my faith with stubbornness like whale tendon.”

      Everyone, we cannot do that.

      

      Actually, how did the Lord remove the sins of you and me? He showed us that He removes them with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and with the Word of the Old and New Testaments.

      In the Old Testament, He showed us that He would remove our sins with blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and in the New Testament, Jesus came to this earth in human flesh, and when Jesus was thirty years old, He was baptized by John and took upon Himself all the sins of you and me, and shed His blood to bear the sins and the judgment of sin for us to become our Savior.

      The Lord took upon all the sins of the world once and for all by receiving baptism in Matthew 3:15. All our worldly sins passed over onto Jesus’ back.

      Jesus took the sins of the world upon Himself by being baptized, bore them to the cross, where He was nailed, shed His blood, and died. Then He rose again and completely removed all our sins. Therefore, Jesus Christ became our certain Savior.

      

      The righteousness of God that we received is the righteousness obtained by faith in Jesus Christ who came to this earth with water, blood, and the Spirit. It is salvation obtained from God, not salvation that we achieved through our own efforts. We have nothing to present before God.

      

      Actually, we are saved from all sins by faith in the ministry that Jesus Christ, who became our certain Savior, performed. Actually, sinners received the remission of sin by faith in the baptism and bloodshed that Jesus received.

      If Jesus’ salvation of us were 70% and our efforts not to sin were 30%, then we would have to do all-night prayers daily, repentance prayers, service, and make efforts so that we would become a little sanctified and our salvation would be completed little by little.

      However, the Apostle Paul said in Romans 7, “O wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death?”

      As the Apostle Paul said, we must believe, “I thank God—through Jesus Christ our Lord! There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus.”

      He says that Jesus Christ saved me 100% from this body of death. But who can condemn me from this body of death? No one can condemn me. Jesus Christ has already saved me 100% from the Lord’s side, regardless of my efforts.

      • YOU AND I WERE ALL SPIRITUAL PHARISEES

      You and I have known and believed in Jesus a little bit for a long time. We believed in Jesus as Savior even before we knew this gospel of water and the Spirit. I too was one who believed in Jesus for 10 years without being born again.

      

      Actually, when I first thought of and believed in Jesus as Savior, it was very refreshing.

      When I first started, it was so refreshing that I thought I would obtain salvation if I unconditionally believed that Jesus is the Savior, without knowing the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      

      Actually, when I first believed in Jesus, my heart was very hot and good.

      At first it was really good to believe in Jesus, but after about 5 years of believing in Jesus, I saw myself continually bound by actual sins and came to know myself as one who was not free from sin.

      During the 5 years of believing in Jesus, did I commit actual sins or not? That’s an obvious answer without asking.

      When I believed without knowing the truth, whenever I committed actual sins, I suffered and prayed repentance prayers and sometimes fasted for 3 days.

      Then my heart would feel refreshed for a while and I would sing praise, “♫Merciful Lord God♫.” After doing that, I would commit actual sins again. Because I was lacking and full of faults, I hated and sinned daily. But not even once were all my sins resolved refreshingly.

      

      After living this kind of faith life for 5 years and about 10 years, I was shocked to see myself and how many sins I committed.

      Actually, seeing myself committing tremendous sins daily, how sad and difficult it was, and when I stood before the law, how I discovered what a great sinner I was—as a result, I gradually could not stand before God at all, and consequently became a sinner who could not say that I knew Jesus properly and believed well.

      I became a sinner in my heart ten years after I had believed in Jesus.

      

      Actually, when I first believed in Jesus, I thought I was a person who believed well.

      But as time passed and I looked at myself, I only came to know more that I had nothing to boast about before God. I came to realize, “Actually, I am a Pharisee. Actually, Pharisees are not only in the Bible. I am a Pharisee.”

      

      Pharisees, when Sunday comes, walk around with their Bibles neatly tucked under their arms, and when they meet someone they know, they say “Hello” and “Hallelujah” in a voice pretending to be holy. And when they worship, whenever the story of Jesus’ cross comes up, they squeeze out tears and snot.

      Actually, I shed many tears while thinking of Jesus’ blood. I thought that was offering true worship.

      But all people, as they live in the world, discover themselves committing actual sins. Then they try repentance prayers again, and while it feels good when they pray repentance prayers, they have committed so many sins that later their repentance prayers eventually run out too. Later, they even speak in tongues and see visions, but it’s of no use.

      

      Eventually they come to realize that ‘people are worthless beings before God,’ and only later do they come to know that they are those going to hell because of their sins. But such people are fortunate.

      In fact, the longer people have believed in Jesus, the more they come to realize that they are lumps of sin, but Pharisees hide this so well and are so good at concealing sin in their hearts that they perform hypocrisy well enough to get recognition by those around them.

      Worldly religious people greatly respect each other, but no matter how much others respect and acknowledge them, before God they are nothing but lumps of sin committing sins daily.

      

      We too, when we did not know the truth, at first prayed repentance prayers well, but later prayed, “Lord~ what shall I do with this sin! Lord~ oh, there are too many sins. I have sinned again. Now it’s embarrassing to even speak of it.”

      Though it was just embarrassing, since it says that if we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to grant us remission of our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness, I prayed, “Lord, I have committed actual sins. Lord~~ please forgive me”, but still there was sin in my heart just the same.

      

      A person’s conscience scratches their heart by reminding them of their sins every time they bow their head to pray to God.

      When their own conscience says to them, ‘What prayer are you trying to make after committing so many sins!’ their heart condemns itself, making them very miserable.

      

      So later, having nothing to say, they cried out like wailing, “Lord~ Lord~.” Going to the mountains and shouting “Lord” three times became even more frequent. Since it was embarrassing in front of people, they would go up to the mountains alone late at night, enter caves, and scream “Lord~!!” However, that was just me having a fit by myself, and the sin in my heart was still there just the same.

      

      They comfort their own conscience by themselves, and even hypnotize themselves saying, ‘Now I have no sin.’ ‘Because the merciful God is so merciful, He removes sin like this, and you didn’t even eat while fasting and praying for 3 days, and you didn’t commit that many sins, so wouldn’t God have forgiven you?’

      But everyone, can you deceive your own heart by singing praise like “♫Merciful Lord God♫”?

      Can you deceive your own heart that has sin before God? It was absolutely impossible to deceive. No matter how much one’s position rises and receives much praise from people, since they commit actual sins and are not liberated from actual sins, they still have sin and eventually become hypocrites.

      There was just sin in my heart. No matter how much I talked about the blood of the cross, shed tears just thinking about the blood of the cross, and believed well, I still had sin in my heart.

      I lived according to all the rituals of Christianity, but there was sin in my heart. This is the religious life of Pharisees. There are truly many on this earth who have this kind of faith. They are within Christianity.

      • ALL SINS WERE REMOVED BY FAITH IN THE GOSPEL OF WATER AND THE SPIRIT

      Before I knew the gospel of water and the Spirit, before I believed it, all sins were in my heart.

      Before I believed this truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, there was sin in my conscience.

      “For the wages of sin is death.” Previously, if I spoke honestly before God, I had sin before God and was one going to hell because of my sins. Therefore, I was tormented because of my sins. And I was one going to hell both spiritually and physically under the judgment of sin.

      

      Previously, I led many people into Christianity and taught them. However, my conscience had sin, so I worked without being able to cleanse it. I could not deceive God about that.

      I acknowledged before God that I had sins in my heart and was one going to hell.

      

      I always had an unresolved question: ‘Why did the Lord receive baptism when He came to this earth?’

      I wanted to know why Jesus received baptism. Why? Why did Jesus have to be baptized?

      The baptism we receive is understood as receiving it as a sign of believing in Jesus, but I couldn’t understand why Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist. Why was He baptized? Why?

      

      So I asked many questions to religious leaders. “Pastor, I have one question I’d like to ask. May I ask? It’s a question about the Bible. In the New Testament times, Jesus was baptized by John, but I don’t really understand why He received it. Do you know, Pastor?”

      To that question, the pastor laughed and said, “Even Sunday school children all know that. How can you ask such a question without knowing? It’s in the original language and in Bible dictionaries too. Wasn’t Jesus baptized to show us an example, to show humility!”

      “No, Pastor, if it’s like that, even Sunday school kids would know. I looked it up in the original language and historically too, but baptism didn’t mean that. Wasn’t there a reason Jesus got baptized by John?”

      

      I kept asking questions. After I believed in Jesus, I began searching to know that reason. For several years, I had no choice but to search exclusively in this field. I looked through all dissertations and all Bible dictionaries.

      Even after searching, asking, and researching everything like that, there was nowhere that accurately explained the reason for the baptism that Jesus received.

      Like this, I struggled because I wanted to know the gospel of water and the Spirit revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      This was because I had so many questions about the baptism that Jesus received. After that, I was given the opportunity to read Matthew 3:13-17 and read it.

      

      Matthew 3:13-17, ‘Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him. And John tried to prevent Him, saying, “I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?” But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he allowed Him. When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him. And suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”’

      Reading this Word, I realized, “Ah~ this was it! The reason Jesus received baptism is that just as the sacrificial offering received the laying on of hands to take upon sins in the Old Testament, Jesus received baptism as the sacrificial offering! This was the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that appeared at the gate of the tabernacle!”

      

      Actually, John the Baptist was the Elijah whom God said He would send in the Old Testament. God said in the Old Testament book of Malachi that He would send Elijah before judgment comes, and looking at Matthew 11, it says that ‘the Elijah promised to be sent is John the Baptist.’

      So I understood that John the Baptist was the Elijah promised to be sent, but I could not understand why Jesus had to receive baptism from John the Baptist. Then I read again the words, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness... When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water... This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased”, and all my questions were resolved.

      “To fulfill all righteousness.” Jesus was baptized and accomplished this righteous work of saving all people from sin.

      

      “When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water.” Baptism was the same as the laying on of hands in the Old Testament. Just as the sacrificial offering received the laying on of hands within the sacrificial law of the tabernacle.

      The work of bringing the sacrificial offering before the altar of burnt offering, the sinner laying hands on it to confess his sins and transfer his sins to the sacrificial offering, the work of the high priest laying hands on the sacrificial offering to confess all the sins of Israel for the people and himself and transfer the people’s sins in their place, and the work of Jesus receiving baptism from John the Baptist in New Testament times—all these were paired words.

      Therefore, if Jesus received baptism (the laying on of hands), it was to take upon Himself the sins of the whole world and make all people sinless! It was only after seeing the Word of the gospel of the water and the Spirit that I came to understand this.

      

      It was only then that light entered my soul. I came to know that Jesus’ baptism received from John was actually a sacrifice to take upon the sins of this world once and for all.

      

      Actually, I cannot forget the Word about Jesus receiving baptism from John. Actually, I cannot forget that day when I realized that not only the sins of this world but also my sins were transferred to Jesus.

      I realized this truth and saw the change that occurred in my heart. My heart was like a lake, and the truth of Jesus’ baptism was like ripples spreading across that lake. The bright light of dawn that knows the truth of salvation came through the darkness.

      

      So I looked up the original text of the Bible. I looked up “for thus all righteousness” in Greek. That word was written as “οὕτως πᾶσαν δικαιοσύνην (houtōs pasan dikaiosynē)”. It was written as ‘for thus, appropriately, if not this then not, most fitting, in this way’.

      Jesus saved sinners from sin, Jesus received baptism and shed His blood to fulfill God’s righteousness, He took upon our sins through baptism. I knew ‘this was it, I had been wandering all this time because I didn’t know this,’ and all my questions ended.

      Since Jesus received baptism and took upon all sins, He went to the cross as judgment for sin and died by shedding His blood. This is the truth within the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      • THE BAPTISM JESUS RECEIVED IS BEARING THE SINS OF THE WORLD

      Actually, after reading Matthew 3:13-17, I couldn’t say anything for 30 minutes. I actually had sin, but Jesus was baptized and Jesus Christ said, “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness,” so I have no sin.

      Jesus received baptism, which is the blue thread of the Old Testament, from John, so He was crucified and shed His blood, which is the scarlet thread of the Old Testament. And Jesus was God. And He taught us the true truth of salvation through the Word of the Old and New Testaments. Jesus took upon the sins of all people.

      

      ‘Then do we have sin or not? When Jesus was actually baptized by John the Baptist, all people’s sins passed over, so did my sins pass over or not?

      Are the sins I committed when I was in my mother’s womb sins of the world or not? Are the sins I committed when I was one year old sins of the world or not? Are the sins from when I was one year old to ten years old sins of the world or not?’ I examined this thoroughly.

      To have right faith like this, we must examine the Word very clearly. The sins committed from one year old to ten years old are also sins of the world, and the sins committed from ten years old to twenty years old are also sins of the world. All sins committed from the age of thirty-one to forty years old and of course until death are sins of the world.

      Did the sins of the world pass over or not? It passed over.

      It is recorded that not only my sins were transferred, but the Lord took upon all people’s sins. ‘They transferred. If my sins transferred, do I have sin or not? I have no sin.’

      

      Actually, because Jesus received baptism from John, John the Baptist testified of Jesus, saying, “Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”

      “takes away the sin of the world”—Jesus took away the sins of all people living in this world from the beginning of mankind until the end of mankind by being baptized.

      He took away all the sins of all people who live from one year old to seventy years old, from one year old to one hundred years old, and even the sins of their descendants.

      Even after thousands or hundreds of millions of years, I came to know that the Lord took upon the sins of all these people by being baptized, bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, shed His blood, and received all the judgment for sin.

      

      I actually came to know and believe that ‘this is why Jesus rose from death and became our Savior,’ and all my questions came to an end.

      ‘Ah, the Lord took upon all sins by being baptized by John and shedding His blood on the cross. That is why He spoke of blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen at the gate of the tabernacle, and that is why in 1 John 5:3-5 in the New Testament it says He came not only by water but by water and blood.

      That is why it says that Jesus the Savior fulfilled all of God’s righteousness by receiving baptism. Ah! This was it, but people did not know this truth and did not teach it.’ This thought came to me.

      

      Actually, because God removed our sins with blue, purple, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, we have no sin.

      What kind of salvation from sin is it when people say out of human sentiment, ‘You believe in Jesus well enough, if you believe to that extent, it’s an A+?’ It is not people acknowledging us, but because God’s Word removed our sins with blue, purple, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, we become without sin by believing this truth.

      

      God’s Word says that He did not only remove my sins but also removed your sins.

      The Bible tells us that since the Messiah Jesus Christ removed the sins of all people in this world, now we receive the blotting out of sin if we just believe.

      Therefore, I was able to receive the removal of sin by water and the Spirit and enter the gate within the tabernacle by faith.

      • ACTUALLY, WHAT RELATIONSHIP DO ALL THE OBJECTS INSIDE THE TABERNACLE HAVE WITH US?

      It is a specific prophecy of our sins being removed.

      The pegs driven into the outer court of the tabernacle, the silver capitals placed over the pillars, sockets made of bronze, the making of the fillets and rings—all of these foreshadow the removal of our sins.

      Actually, the ministry by which the Messiah Jesus Christ saved us from sin is all contained in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      The curtains in the outer court of the tabernacle are hung with white cloth, fine linen curtains. The white fine linen curtains speak of God’s holiness. Because God is holy, sinners cannot enter into God’s embrace while having sin.

      So the Lord accomplished salvation from sin for us—what kind of salvation did He accomplish? It is revealed in blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread.

      Blue thread refers to the baptism that Jesus received when He came to this earth. Jesus took upon all our sins through baptism. Therefore, He washed away our sins. Because the Lord bore our sins through baptism, He was able to wash away the sins of all mankind.

      

      Purple thread means that Jesus is not a creature but the Creator and the Absolute One. The King of kings came to this earth in human flesh to take upon our sins.

      

      The scarlet thread refers to the fact that Jesus took upon Himself the sins of the world by being baptized, bore them, and shed His blood on the cross as the wages of sin for me and for you.

      The Lord became our true Savior by taking upon Himself our sins through baptism in His own body as a substitutionary offering, as a trespass offering, as a sacrificial offering for us, and by dying on the cross.

      Jesus completely paid the price for mankind’s sins by shedding His blood.

      

      Therefore, you must believe in Jesus’ baptism and the blood of the cross in order to be without sin.

      The Lord clearly had the gate of the tabernacle made by embroidering it with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine linen.

      One side was embroidered with fine twined linen, and embroidered with blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread to weave the gate of the tabernacle.

      

      Thus, the gate of the tabernacle represents the ministry of salvation by which Jesus removed our sins.

      The Lord came to this earth, was baptized to take upon our sins, and was judged by shedding His blood on the cross as the wages of sin, thereby washing away all our sins.

      Jesus was born on this earth to save us from sin, was baptized, took upon Himself the sins of the world, died for us on the cross, and rose from death to become our Savior.

      

      If we believe while leaving out even one of these, it is not salvation from sin. If the Lord had come to this earth and died on the cross without receiving baptism, that would not be the completion of salvation.

      If Jesus had died on the cross without taking upon Himself the sins of you and me through baptism, no matter how much you and I believe in Jesus, it would be vain faith.

      

      The Lord spoke toward this earth to really complete the removal of our sins meticulously and perfectly like the Word of the Old and New Testaments, and the Lord came and completed four ministries.

      Jesus received baptism from John and took upon Himself all our sins, and bearing all those sins, He went to the cross and received all judgment for the sins of the world.

      “For the wages of sin is death.” Jesus was baptized and died in place of everyone’s death. And He rose from death and is now seated at the right hand of the Father.

      We must have faith that believes in Jesus Christ who came to us with water and blood as our Savior. Everyone, do you believe? —Yes⁠—

      • THE COMPLETE FAITH WE MUST HAVE

      The gate of the court of the tabernacle consists of blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen. Anyone must have the faith that the Lord came to this earth and saved us from sin through these four ministries.

      If we believe that the Lord was born in human flesh on this earth, was baptized by John, died on the cross, and rose from death to become our Savior, we become children of God.

      Even if our deeds are lacking, even if our flesh is worthless, we become people without sin by believing in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen in our hearts.

      Therefore, the righteous become righteous only by faith. We put on God’s righteousness by believing in the salvation revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. We become children of God by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      Therefore, if we just roughly and carelessly know and believe in Jesus the Savior, even if we believe in Jesus the Savior for a thousand or ten thousand years, we will not be saved from our sins. We still have sin every day. Then we must cry every day and be cursed every day.

      When I think I did something a little well, I think ‘God must be helping me,’ but when something goes a little wrong, I think ‘Did this go wrong because I didn’t pay tithes? Did this go wrong because I didn’t keep Sunday? Since I sinned and didn’t serve God, it seems like God is striking me.’

      Everyone, this is dying trapped in the law. “Because the law brings about wrath.”

      

      If we truly want to have perfect faith, we must rightly know and believe in the four ministries of Jesus Christ who came with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      We must know the four truths that Jesus Christ gave. When we clearly know and believe these four truths, we can have truly perfect faith before God and become perfect children of God.

      By believing in these four ministries of Jesus, we become people without sin, so we are righteous without sin at any time without making resolutions, we are people of faith without sin without burning our will, and we are perfect children of God who are consistently clean as white snow without sin without making efforts.

      

      Actually, just as a weaned child plays and acts cute before its parents in the Lord, we have peace and tranquility in our hearts at any time by believing in this truth.

      Even if your deeds are lacking, you just need to believe in the ministry that the Lord performed in the Lord. This is because the more lacking a person is, the greater the Lord’s love feels.

      

      Everyone, are you still making a commotion trying to receive the remission of your sins because you do not yet have faith that believes in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen?

      Now, those who know this truth believe quietly without making a commotion to receive the removal of their sins.

      Those who have become children of God by faith are those who know Jesus Christ who came with water, blood, and the Spirit and truly believe in their hearts.

      They do not try to serve God through deeds, but first love God by faith and serve God.

      Because we believe, God meets with us and walks with us. Because we believe, we receive God’s help.

      Because we believe in Jesus who saved us with baptism and blood, we have become those who do God’s righteous work.

      

      We must know the truth that God made the gate in the outer court of the tabernacle woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread to give us certain salvation of the removal of sin, thereby making it our gate of salvation.

      Jesus came with water, blood, and the Spirit—that is, He saved us from sin with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that appeared at the gate of the Old Testament tabernacle.

      The Lord became the gate of salvation from sin for us. Thank you. We must know and believe in the four ministries of the Messiah who actually saved us from sin.

      • THE BAPTISM JESUS RECEIVED FROM JOHN IS THE SUBSTANCE OF THE BLUE THREAD THAT APPEARED AT THE GATE OF THE TABERNACLE COURT

      Let us look at Matthew 3:13 and onward. ‘Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him. And John tried to prevent Him, saying, “I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?” But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he allowed Him. When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him. And suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”’

      This time when Jesus was baptized was when Jesus was thirty years old since He was born from the body of the virgin Mary.

      The words “Then” refers to when both John the Baptist and Jesus were thirty years old.

      

      John the Baptist was born on this earth six months before Jesus, and he was the one who was giving the baptism of repentance to people as the representative of mankind on this earth.

      When Jesus became thirty years old, Jesus came to John who was baptizing at the Jordan River and wanted to be baptized.

      John the Baptist tried to prevent such Jesus. When he said, “I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?” Jesus said, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” John allowed Him, and Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist.

      When Jesus was baptized, the heavens were opened and there was a voice from heaven saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased,” and the Word records this fact.

      

      Here in Matthew 3:15, it tells the reason why Jesus was baptized by John. This truth refers to the blue thread of the gate of the tabernacle court.

      “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” The purpose of Jesus receiving baptism from John the Baptist was to take away the sins of sinners through Jesus’ ministry revealed in blue, purple, and scarlet thread. “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”

      

      Jesus Christ taking upon all people’s sins by being baptized by John the Baptist is God’s right love, and this accomplishes the work of saving all sinners.

      “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”

      Jesus was baptized to save them from the sins of the world so that they would not be judged because of their sins. So, “for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness”—Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist and took upon Himself all the sins of mankind and fulfilled all the righteousness of God.

      

      What is “all the righteousness of God”?

      Jesus said that the reason He was baptized by John the Baptist was to fulfill all the righteousness of the Father, and here we need to know exactly what all the righteousness of God means.

      ‘All righteousness’ means Jesus taking upon all the sins of mankind by being baptized by John. It means that Jesus took upon all the sins of the world once and for all by being baptized.

      Since the purpose of Jesus being born on this earth was also to remove all the sins of the world once and for all, Jesus being baptized by John was certainly the right thing to do.

      Fulfilling all the righteousness of God was to accomplish the right work of removing all the sins of the world—in other words, it was the work of accomplishing salvation.

      

      Jesus’ receiving baptism was God’s method to deliver us from sin.

      In order to eliminate our sins, God appointed John the Baptist as the representative of mankind and had him baptize His Son Jesus Christ to transfer all our sins to Him. That work was God’s work of mercy.

      God loved us and had Jesus be baptized by John to do the right work of removing our sins to make us His children. That is why when Jesus was baptized by John and came up from the water, God said, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” God the Father said, “My Son was baptized, and He bore all your sins.”

      

      When we look at the Greek original text of the words “for thus all righteousness,” it is “οὕτως πᾶσαν δικαιοσύνην (houtōs pasan dikaiosynē)”.

      The word “for thus” is “οὕτως (houtōs)” in Greek, and “all righteousness” is “πᾶσαν δικαιοσύνην (pasan dikaiosynē),” which means justice. Therefore, Jesus came to this earth and was baptized by John the Baptist in the most appropriate way, taking our sins once and for all and becoming a sacrificial offering to remove our sins.

      

      Because the Son of God was baptized for us and our sins were passed on to Him, He bore those sins and went to the cross, was nailed, and shed His precious blood to save us all.

      Jesus was baptized for our sins, was sacrificed by shedding His blood on the cross, rose from death, and saved us who believe.

      And He rose from death, completed salvation, sat at the right hand of God’s throne, and will come again when the time comes. This truth is the gospel of water and the Spirit and the core of salvation.

      

      Regarding the gate of the tabernacle court, Exodus 27:16 records, “For the gate of the court there shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen.” This means that the gate of the tabernacle court is made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      This was to tell us the truth that we enter the kingdom of heaven by faith in the gift of salvation.

      

      The blue thread embroidered on the gate of the tabernacle court speaks of our Savior Jesus Christ coming to this earth and receiving baptism to take upon all our sins.

      

      The purple thread means that Jesus Christ, who was baptized for our sins—His essence is the Creator who made the universe and was the Lord of you and me. Purple is the color of kings, so Jesus Christ is the King of kings and Lord of all.

      The word Christ means ‘anointed one,’ and only those who had the status of king, priest, or prophet could be anointed.

      Therefore, Jesus Christ came to this earth in human flesh, but His actual status was the King of kings.

      Jesus is the Lord and Creator who made this universe. Jesus was Almighty God.

      

      The scarlet thread embroidered on the gate of the tabernacle speaks of the sacrifice for sin—the King of kings came to this earth in human flesh, took upon all our sins through the baptism He received from John, went to the cross, and shed His blood.

      Jesus Christ was baptized and shed His precious blood and was sacrificed in place of the price of our sins. The scarlet thread represents the sacrifice of Jesus Christ’s bloodshed.

      

      And the fine twined linen speaks of God’s detailed Word of the Old and New Testaments.

      The Bible speaks of our salvation through the Word of the Old and New Testaments.

      God promised with His Word from the Old Testament that He would come as the Savior of sinners, and in the New Testament, Jesus Christ, who is God just as He promised us, came to this earth, was baptized, went to the cross, and shed His blood to be sacrificed for sin.

      

      Jesus Christ came to this earth to save us from sin and revealed the Word of His taking upon our sins through baptism as the blue thread, and revealed the Word that the One who received baptism was God as the purple thread.

      And the scarlet thread speaks of the fact that He came as our Savior, was baptized, bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, and shed His precious blood to save you and me from sin.

      The fine twined linen reveals that this salvation was made of God’s Word promised from the Old Testament.

      So, the gate of the tabernacle court is made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. Looking at the gate of the tabernacle court, it clearly shows and reveals how God saved you and me from sin and made us His people, so we must believe in the spiritual meaning of the four threads used in the gate of the tabernacle court.

      

      When the Bible speaks of the colors of the gate of the tabernacle court, it first mentions the blue thread. Usually, we might think it should be mentioned in the order of purple, blue, and scarlet thread, but it is not so—it is mentioned in the order of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      This shows the importance of the blue thread.

      Therefore, if Jesus Christ had come to this earth as our Savior but had not been baptized by John, we would not have been able to have our sins washed away.

      That is why Jesus, in order to save us from the sins of the world, was baptized by John according to the will of the Father and was crucified.

      

      Jesus is the Lord of the universe who created all things, and He is our God. He is the God who allowed you and me to be born on this earth, gave us new life, and rules over our lives.

      In order to save us from sin, He absolutely had to be baptized by the representative of mankind and take on your sins and mine. Therefore, Jesus Christ was baptized by John and became the true Savior for you and me.

      

      Jesus Christ came to this earth to save you and me from sin, and He was baptized to take on your sins and mine. Without the baptism He received, He could never have died on the cross.

      So, the gate of the tabernacle court shows exactly how Jesus Christ saved you and me from sin and reveals the method of that salvation.

      

      The colors of the gate of the tabernacle court in the Old Testament speak of how, in the future, Jesus Christ would come to this earth, be baptized by John, take upon Himself all the sins of mankind, and be crucified, thus bearing all the sins of humanity.

      When Jesus was baptized, the gates of heaven were opened, and God the Father said, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”

      The Son of God, Jesus Christ, is our Messiah and our Savior, but He was the Son of God and the very One who personally created the universe by His Word when He created the heavens, the earth, and all things in the universe.

      Therefore, only by Jesus receiving baptism could He become the true Savior for you and me.

      

      Jesus Christ, who created and governs the heavens, the earth, and all things in the universe, showed us certain salvation from sin.

      Because Jesus Christ came to this earth to take away your sins and mine, was baptized to take them upon Himself, and shed His blood on the cross, you and I have received true salvation.

      Jesus Christ is the Creator who rules over life and death, fortune and misfortune of you and me, and who caused the universe, the ancestors of you and me, and all mankind to be born on this earth.

      He is the main figure of the blue, purple, and scarlet threads, and the fine twined linen.

      

      He, who is God, personally came to this earth as the sacrificial offering for sinners. The Jesus who saved us was truly this God, our Lord, the Almighty, and the God of mercy.

      Because Jesus Christ took upon all sins through His baptism, He fulfilled all the righteousness of God, and therefore He bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, was nailed, and shed His precious blood.

      As shown at the gate of the tabernacle court, Jesus Christ became the sacrificial offering to take away your sins and mine.

      

      Therefore, not only the gate of the tabernacle court, but also the gate of the sanctuary, the gate of the Most Holy Place, and even the covering of God’s house, the tabernacle, were all woven and made with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Because Jesus Christ was baptized for you, all your sins and mine are washed away through faith in that.

      The reason Jesus was baptized was to fulfill all righteousness, and that righteousness was to take upon Himself all the sins of all people through baptism.

      Therefore, we simply need to realize, ‘Ah, at that time, my sins also passed over,’ and believe in this way.

      

      When we believe in Jesus, we should not just blindly and unconditionally say, ‘I believe.’

      Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life.” “I am the way. I am the way that leads you to heaven. I am the shepherd. I am the way, the truth, and I am truly the life that saves you,” Jesus says.

      Jesus Christ saved us from sin and became the Lord of new life for us.

      • HOW SHOULD WE UNDERSTAND AND BELIEVE WHEN WE BELIEVE IN JESUS?

      We can receive salvation from all sins only by believing according to the method by which He came to this earth and saved us.

      The word faith originally includes the meanings ‘to depend on,’ ‘to lean on,’ and ‘to entrust to’. When elderly people get very old, they entrust themselves to their children. This is because they cannot live by their own strength, and likewise, the reason we depend on God and live is because we cannot remove sin by ourselves.

      Even if we try not to sin by ourselves, we always live committing sins. Because we cannot escape from sin, we believe in Him and depend on Jesus Christ who came as our Savior by believing in what He did.

      

      By faith in the fact that He came to this earth, was baptized to take upon our sins, bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, shed the blood of salvation, and was sacrificed for sin, we obtain salvation.

      Jesus Christ who did that work is the Creator who made you and me and is our Lord. By believing that, you and I can receive salvation from sin. That Jesus Christ is our God of salvation and becomes the Lord of salvation.

      

      Therefore, we must know what kind of faith is right in believing in Jesus and receiving salvation.

      Jesus came to this earth about 2000 years ago to save you and me, as well as all the people of the world, from sin. When He became thirty years old, He was baptized by John the Baptist and took upon Himself all the sins of the world. We must believe this fact.

      We must believe that through the baptism that Jesus Christ received, not only all of one’s own sins but all the sins of the whole world were transferred, and that Jesus Christ already took upon Himself all the sins one committed in the past, present sins, and even sins to be committed in the future.

      

      However, many people ignore the fact that when Jesus was baptized, not only all the sins of this world but also all of their own sins passed over, and they only believe in the blood of the cross.

      But if these people also come to know that all the gates of the tabernacle were made by embroidering and weaving with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, anyone can easily discern what kind of faith is right.

      

      Jesus Christ came to this earth to save us and did not just roughly save us. He actually took upon all our sins through baptism, and because He was nailed to the cross and received all the judgment for sin, you and I who believe have been completely saved. Jesus Christ saved all mankind in this way.

      Therefore, the Lord said that whoever comes to Him and believes in Him, He will by no means cast out.

      

      When we say we believe in Jesus, it is not believing in His personality, nor is it only believing in His omnipotence, but we receive salvation by faith in the fact that although He is God, He came to this earth, took upon the sins of you and me by receiving baptism, and was sacrificed on the cross.

      When we look at the salvation shown in the tabernacle, we can clearly see what the right faith is in believing in Jesus Christ.

      

      Today there are many who believe only in the blood of the cross, crying out “♫The precious blood of the Lord~♫” with veins bulging in their necks, and zealously saying “I believe!” by themselves. No matter how zealously one believes in Jesus, by believing only in the blood of the cross, one can never escape from sin.

      

      Because we are beings who can never escape from sin throughout our lifetime, we absolutely need a Savior, and that Savior was Jesus Christ.

      Jesus Christ, who came to save you and me, is the Savior, the King of kings, and the Lord of you and me who created the universe.

      He came to this earth, took upon the sins of you and me through baptism, and died on the cross to wash away the sins of you and me.

      If we believe in Jesus Christ as our Savior, who took upon all our sins through baptism and received all the judgment for our sins on the cross, we receive salvation through that faith.

      This is clearly shown by the gate of the tabernacle court.

      • RELIGIOUSLY, PEOPLE WHO BELIEVE IN JESUS AS THEIR SAVIOR

      Today people say they obtain salvation by believing only in the blood of the cross, but this vain talk is exactly religious faith.

      They say, “When I prayed a repentance prayer, the Lord spoke to me in my heart through the Holy Spirit, saying, “Son, your sins are forgiven you.” How grateful I was when I heard that voice!” They speak like this, calling such faith their testimony.

      Everyone, we do not obtain salvation through emotions. We obtain salvation through knowledge, emotion, and will.

      We must know and believe how God, our Savior, saved you and me by what method, and thus obtain salvation.

      But what is religion? Religion is believing in what humans have made with their own thoughts.

      

      In the old days, my mother was the head chef in our house. Like Jacob mentioned in the Word, I was the kitchen assistant who followed around holding onto my mother’s skirt tail, asking “Mom, what shall we do?”

      When our mother washed rice and lit a fire in the furnace to boil water in the pot, I would wipe the table with a dishrag, set out the spoons and chopsticks, place the rice bowls, and then carry that meal table to the inner room.

      Our father, who was in the inner room, would make a coughing sound “Ahem~” and only show dignity while doing nothing. When father wanted water, he would go “Ahem~”, and when he wanted to smoke, he wouldn’t do it himself but would just make the coughing sound “Ahem~” once, and young me would fill tobacco in the pipe, light it, and bring it to father.

      Father’s “Ahem~” was like some kind of code—“Ahem~” meant water, “Ahem~” meant rice, “Ahem~” meant tobacco—everything was communicated with just one coughing sound “Ahem~”.

      Our mother and I were a fantastic combo. When we woke up in the morning, we would light the fire, set the table, and when the meal was finished, we would sweep the kitchen with a broom. When we finished that, everything was done.

      The broom that swept the kitchen floor clean like that sometimes became a god that granted wishes for some people. There were people who would say “Please, please” to a worn-out broom.

      Such things were commonplace in people’s lives, and not only that, when there were troubles in the house or neighborhood, they would call shamans to hold ritual ceremonies.

      People in the old days had pantheistic beliefs that there were gods in all things, so not only the broom that swept the floor, but also their old rubber shoes they wore, large rocks or trees in the mountains—anything that looked spiritually powerful could become a god.

      

      Now as times have changed, people are gradually escaping from such ignorance, but in those days, it was very common for all things to become gods.

      Therefore, what was most flourishing at that time was none other than shamanic rituals. When shamans perform rituals, they chant incantations that cannot be understood. “Dung-dang-dung-dang-dung-dang, may the day break, may the day break, when the day breaks it will be mine. Due to insufficient devotion, the pumpkin gourd burst open. Dung-dang-dung-dang-dung-dang”

      

      When such shamanic rituals took place in any house in the neighborhood, all the neighborhood people would gather to watch. Inserting money into the grinning pig’s head was the highlight of that time, and the shaman’s ritual sounds and intensity were often determined by how much money was inserted.

      

      There was a bachelor I knew before who was possessed by a virgin ghost. He said that because he had a virgin ghost inside him, he could cast out most ordinary ghosts.

      If there was a ghost bigger than himself, he might get strangled instead, but he said he could drive out most ordinary ghosts—he was none other than a male shaman. He would live ordinarily in normal times, but when someone asked him to perform a ritual, he would dress up in shaman clothes and put on a show.

      Because people have such hearts that believe in superstitions, they daily follow such religions that have nothing to do with God’s Word and come to believe in various miscellaneous things.

      

      People made religion. They made gods according to their own will like this.

      Because people have such nature, even when they believe in Jesus, they think ‘Jesus died on the cross for me’ and are so moved by it that they think only of that and believe unconditionally.

      And when they hear ‘Jesus is the Son of God. He is the Creator who made the universe,’ they like it so much that they believe unconditionally.

      They also say they blindly believe the words, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me,” and like the words.

      Because all of God’s words are without error, people simply think that Jesus is good when they hear such good words for the first time.

      

      However, Jesus comes to judge those who believe in Jesus but still have sin in their hearts. Also, Jesus comes again to take those who believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Today, most people who do not know the truth of water and the Spirit and believe in Jesus according to their own thoughts are said to realize that they are truly sinners who cannot live according to God’s law after about 10 years of starting their religious life.

      I also believed in Jesus unconditionally at first. “♫Good God~ my God, good Jesus~ my Jesus, Jesus of love~ my Jesus♫.” I was just happy like that, but after knowing Jesus, I came to know the law, and after knowing the law, I knew sin.

      After knowing sin, I came to know that there is judgment for sin, and as a result, the pain of sin followed, so as a way to solve that pain of sin, I earnestly did repentance prayers, fasting prayers, devotion, etc. However, in fact, such faith was like superstitious faith that prays for blessings to all things.

      I knew the law recorded in God’s Word, and by knowing the law I knew sin, and therefore my heart was so troubled, so I thought I had to do repentance prayers, and I felt emotional relief through earnest repentance prayers.

      But sin was still in my conscience, so I always found that my soul was bound by sin, and I suffered anguish.

      

      Like this, since my soul in the past was bound by sin, I did not come to know love after believing in Jesus, but rather, I came to know sin after believing in Jesus, and after knowing sin, anguish came. ‘Ah! I believed in Jesus too early.’ As a result, I came to regret having known and believed in Jesus.

      I couldn’t help but believe in Jesus, but even though I tried repentance prayers to solve being bound by sin, it was not fundamentally resolved.

      Ordinary people also sin but do not know well what sins they have committed before God, but when such people attend church, they hear the Word about the law and come to know what sin is and become trapped in sin.

      Then at first they try to solve sin emotionally through repentance prayers, but as time passes, they come to know “Ah~ I am bound by sin. I am one who must receive the washing away of sin.”

      

      However, no matter how much they do repentance prayers again and again, instead of sin eliminating, they come to know that sin becomes more clearly remembered and revealed.

      Then from that time on, that person’s religious life continues to be a very painful life due to sin. ‘No, it was good when I first believed, but I have believed in Jesus for 5 years and 10 years—how does it get worse? Why is it more painful?’

      And when they first believed, they had assurance of salvation, but now they come to know that they have no assurance of salvation. When that happens, people think ‘It must be right that I have sin even though I believe in Jesus,’ and eventually they become religious people who believe in Jesus by fitting into doctrines.

      Such people become religious people because they do not know the truth that Jesus completely saved them from sin through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. They say ‘I believe in Jesus’ but suffer because they have no peace in their hearts.

      Such people cannot change the God they believe in. Even if they try to believe in something else, they cannot change because they know that anything other than God is an idol.

      They cannot believe in other gods because they know that only Jesus is the Son of God, only He is God, and only He is their Savior.

      However, even while believing in God, because they do not know the truth, they live a life that is always painful due to sin.

      

      Therefore, they must know and believe in Jesus Christ who came with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Those who have become religious people know that Jesus is the King of kings, know that He shed His blood on the cross, and know that the Bible is God’s Word, but because they do not know that Jesus received baptism from John and took upon not only their sins but the sins of the world, even though they say they believe, they live as sinners and eventually go to the place where sinners go.

      Religious people who believe in Jesus do not know how Jesus took upon their sins, so like a blind person groping for and grasping an elephant’s hind leg, they believe according to how they feel at each moment, so they do not know where their faith went wrong and enter into confusion again.

      • THE FOUR COLORS USED IN THE GATE OF THE TABERNACLE COURT

      When you look at the gate of the tabernacle court, you should be able to see that it is woven with four kinds of thread. Blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen let us know how the Lord came to this earth and took upon our sins to save us from sin.

      Jesus was born on this earth, and when He became thirty years old, He was baptized by John, took upon all our sins, bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, and died, thus saving you and me.

      Only when you know this truth will you come to know and believe the truth of being born again by water and the Spirit.

      

      Everyone, how and from what sin did the Lord save you and me? You must know that the Lord saved you and me from all sins like this.

      The Lord came to this earth, took upon Himself our sins through baptism, was nailed to the cross, and received judgment for sin. He thus saved us from sin and death, which is the judgment for sin, and now He has risen and ascended to sit at the right hand of God’s throne and has become our eternal Savior who believe.

      We believed in that Jesus Christ and received the removal of sin. That faith is faith that believes in the baptism that Jesus received from John and the blood of the cross that He shed on the cross. Therefore, we who believe this truth have no sin.

      

      You and I do many things wrong in our conscience every day. We do many things wrong not only in our conscience but also in our deeds.

      Therefore, we have no choice but to believe in and give thanks to Jesus Christ who saved us from the sins of the world through baptism and bloodshed every day.

      Only those who know and believe that Jesus Christ took upon all our sins through the baptism He received when He came to this earth, that He took upon your sins, receive salvation from all sins and judgment.

      

      Fundamentally, although we are lacking in everything, because the Lord took upon the sins of you and me and shed His blood, we have the Word of evidence of receiving the remission of sin in our hearts. In other words, we have the assurance of salvation of being delivered from all sins by believing in God’s Word.

      This is because Jesus Christ took upon our sins through baptism to take away the sins of you and me and received all judgment for all sins by shedding His blood on the cross, so by believing in this Word, we have the assurance of salvation of receiving the remission of sin in our hearts.

      

      Therefore, “Though your sins are scarlet, they shall be as white as snow.” “Even in the storms of this world, our hearts are always at peace.” Because we have our Savior, our hearts are always at peace.

      Because our Savior Jesus Christ completely saved us with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, because He said that He saved us from sin with the Word of the Old and New Testaments, by believing in that Jesus Christ, we have received the removal of sin from all sins.

      

      Blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen let us know that we ourselves are those who have received the washing away of sin, and thus we become grateful to God.

      By depending on Jesus Christ and through faith, we have complete faith, become completely righteous, and go to the kingdom of heaven.

      

      The gate of the tabernacle court clearly and certainly shows and records that Jesus Christ came to this earth, was baptized, shed His blood on the cross, that He is God, and that He became the Savior of you and me. Do you believe in the recorded Word of God? —Yes⁠—

      • WHAT WILL BECOME OF US IF WE DO NOT BELIEVE IN THE TRUTH OF THE BLUE THREAD?

      Everyone, what would happen if we removed the blue thread from the gate of the tabernacle court and believed in Jesus as Savior?

      God commanded to weave curtains with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen and make the gate of the tabernacle court with those colors. If Moses had told the Israelites, “Weave and make it with purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen,” and if the Israelites had made it that way and completed the tabernacle gate, what would God have said?

      Would God have acknowledged it as the gate of the tabernacle? He would never have acknowledged it. Because God commanded to build the tabernacle gate with four colors, if it was not woven and made exactly as He commanded, it could never be called the gate of the tabernacle. Not even one thread of the four colored threads should be omitted.

      

      The gate of the tabernacle court must be woven and made with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen.

      This is because Jesus, who is God, came to this earth as a human as our Savior, was baptized to take upon the sins of the world in His body, died on the cross, rose from death, and washed our sins clean as white snow, we have been delivered from sin by depending on and believing in that Jesus Christ.

      The colors of the tabernacle gate tell us how we should believe in Jesus to receive salvation from sin.

      Those who believed in the truth revealed at the tabernacle gate have received salvation from sin. Their sins were washed away and became as white as snow.

      Jesus Christ washed away the sins of you and me clean as white snow. Jesus Christ became the actual Savior of you and me.

      

      This truth is the truth revealed at the gate of the tabernacle court.

      However, today many people believe in purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, but there are many who do not believe in the blue thread.

      I went to a Christian bookstore to write a book about the tabernacle. There were books about the tabernacle written by famous people, and some people avoided discussing this tabernacle court gate, while others said this.

      “What do the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen of the tabernacle court speak of? Blue is the color of heaven, speaking that Jesus is God. Then scarlet speaks of the precious blood that Jesus received on the cross when He came to earth. Purple thread means He is King.”

      This interpretation is completely wrong, far off from the correct answer.

      Everyone, in the tabernacle, that Jesus is God is spoken of by the purple thread. That He is the King of kings and Lord of all is all spoken of by the purple thread, so why would the blue thread speak of that again?

      Because they do not know the mystery of the blue thread, they could not speak properly about the blue thread.

      

      Because they only know the blood of the cross, they emphasize the scarlet thread. When you look at what they have drawn of the tabernacle gate, it is covered with white and red colors.

      Blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen—these four colors should all be clearly revealed at the tabernacle gate, but the blue thread is nowhere to be found, and they only used scarlet thread, white thread, and a little purple thread.

      

      Everyone, you do not know how many people in this world speak of nonsensical faith without even knowing the truth of the blue thread.

      How many people today say that they are saved by believing only in the blood of Jesus on the cross, not knowing that Jesus was baptized to receive the judgment for you and me and took upon Himself the sins of the world once and for all? Such people always have sin in their hearts.

      Such a person is a sinner today even if he believes, is a sinner tomorrow even if he believes, and suffers without being able to escape from the state of being a sinner until death.

      So some people say, “I confess that I am a sinner before God until death.” There are those who confessed that they were sinners and died gloriously.

      Is it right faith to be a sinner until death even while believing in Jesus like that?

      

      Then when do we become righteous by believing in Jesus? Isn’t heaven the place where people who have no sin by believing in Jesus’ baptism and blood go?

      Heaven is the place where the righteous, not sinners, go. Only the righteous who have been certainly saved from sin and have no sin can go to heaven, but those who believe in Jesus yet declare themselves sinners until death do not know blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, so even though they believe in Jesus, they have no assurance of salvation.

      

      Even while believing in Jesus and praying, they have no confidence in answers to prayer.

      They believe in Jesus but receive no help and no love.

      When they work zealously, they feel loved, but when they do not work zealously, they feel as if they are forsaken before God and feel as if they receive some kind of hatred.

      When they offer something before God and give much devotion, God seems to love them and give them many blessings, but when they cannot offer much from their side, they think that God does not love them.

      Also, when they encounter painful things, they think “Why does God make such things happen to me?” and think that He seems to hate them, so later they come to resent God and cannot believe in God.

      

      Such people eventually have their trust between God and themselves cut off.

      The faith of such people comes from their own thoughts and emotions, so it is very self-centered and dangerous faith, and therefore very wrong.

      We must abandon our emotions when we come before God.

      When we come before God, we must acknowledge that we are those who have no choice but to go to hell because of our sins, and we must come forward with faith that clearly believes in the truth that Jesus saved such people by receiving baptism and shedding His blood.

      Before God’s Word and the words of the law, and also in our own conscience, we must clearly acknowledge that we have received salvation from sin by faith that believes in this truth of the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      When we know, learn, believe, and depend on how and by what method God saved you and me from sin like this, we come to know that Jesus Christ has already become the true Savior of you and me.

      • WE CAN RECEIVE THE GIFT OF SALVATION ONLY BY FAITH

      Therefore, you and I must know that we are saved from our sins by believing in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, not by obtaining salvation because we did something well.

      We must know and believe that Jesus Christ clearly came with these four truths to save you and me from sin.

      Jesus Christ promised to come as the Messiah in the Old Testament, and just as He promised, He came to this earth, received baptism, and took upon the sins of you and me, the sins of all mankind, once and for all. And bearing those sins of the world, He went to the cross, was nailed, shed His precious blood, said “It is finished,” and died. We must believe this.

      And Jesus rose from the dead after three days, testified for 40 days, ascended to the right hand of God’s throne, and said He would come again as the Lord of the Second Coming.

      

      “I have certainly saved you with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and I will come again to take those who believe in this truth of salvation as it is.

      And to those who believe this truth, I will give the authority to become children of God. To those who believe this truth in their hearts, I will wash away their sins as white as snow, give the Holy Spirit in your hearts, and make you My children.” He said this.

      

      We must believe this Word. The Lord has already accomplished all this truth of salvation and is actually working among those on this earth. He protects those who believe according to this Word of truth and has become their witness.

      Therefore, you and I are saved through the Lord’s work of baptism and blood, and live the life of the righteous while dwelling in God’s grace, protection, and love.

      Through the work of salvation that saved us from sin with blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, we have simply received the remission of sin by faith and become righteous.

      Because He saved us, we are saved from sin through faith.

      

      When this book of the tabernacle that reveals God’s salvation is read by many people around the world, they too will obtain salvation from all sins by faith.

      Those who say they received the remission of sin only through the precious blood of Jesus will no longer be able to say a single word and will realize how false the things they have been saying all along were.

      They will no longer be able to say “This is salvation” with only incomplete truth. That is, they will absolutely not be able to say that one obtains salvation by believing only in the precious blood.

      

      In the tabernacle gate, there is the gospel of water and the Spirit, which is the clear Word of salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      This is clearly God’s Word that was promised and prophesied from the Old Testament, and in the New Testament, God accomplished salvation from all sins by being baptized and crucified just as He promised, so we simply receive eternal remission of sin if we believe in this gift of salvation with joy and gratitude.

      This is such an easy and perfect Word, and because it is truth that can absolutely never be known by all the knowledge in the universe, it must be believed.

      Because this is such a precious truth that we must not fail to know, the gospel of water and the Spirit is what you and I must believe without fail.

      By teaching the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen revealed at the gate of the tabernacle free of charge and easily, God has made us taste by faith such a precious gift of salvation whose value cannot be calculated.

      

      Both you who believe this truth and I give thanks before God who made us know and believe this gospel of truth.

      However, there are many in this world who teach and lead false ways without knowing the truth of true blue thread, purple thread, and scarlet thread, and we want to convey this truth to them as well.

      We preach this gospel hoping that those who suffer in their hearts because they do not know the truth will be freed from sin and enter into the gate of salvation by conveying this gospel of the water and the Spirit of truth to them.

      When we convey the truth of the tabernacle, those who believe will be saved, and those who do not believe will be judged because of their sins.

      If we want to believe in Jesus and be saved, we must know and believe the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      

      No one knows the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread from the beginning. God said, “And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free” (John 8:32).

      What is truth? Knowing and believing blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen properly is knowing and believing the truth.

      Why did He say that the truth shall make you free?

      How did you receive salvation from sins?

      Have you not only been saved from all sins by believing in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, but also have the Holy Spirit in your heart?

      Has sin been clearly eliminated from your heart and conscience? Can you be certain by faith from your heart that God is your Father?

      Because God acknowledges only those without sin as the Father’s children, He acknowledges only the faith of those who know and believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen embroidered on the gate of the tabernacle court.

      Sinners are not God’s children, and only those who believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit that God accomplished become children of God the Father.

      

      As we live in this world, there are many difficult, hard, lonely, and painful things, but we are happy because the Lord dwells with us.

      Though we are lacking, we live such a blessed life believing in the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread that has become God’s righteousness and spreading it to the whole world.

      

      Everyone, above all, I give thanks before God because of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      When I first believed in Jesus, no matter how earnestly I believed, I was so troubled because there was sin in my heart. This was because even though I believed, there was clearly sin in my conscience.

      To know whether one has sin or not before God, one can know by looking at one’s own conscience. In other words, a person who has sin recorded on the tablet of his conscience is one who has not yet received the remission of sin.

      If there is even a speck of sin in one’s conscience, that is evidence of not having received the remission of sin.

      When I had not yet encountered the gospel of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, when I did not know the truth of the water and the Spirit that resolves even the smallest sin in my heart, and when many questions and doubts arose in my heart, God met me through the Word of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      

      That Word is this. While I was reading Matthew 3:13-17, “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness”—when Jesus received baptism and came up from the water, He testified that thus all of God’s righteousness was fulfilled, and I came to know and believe that all sins were removed through Jesus’ baptism and all righteousness was fulfilled.

      When Jesus was baptized by John, all my sins clearly passed over to Jesus Christ and were resolved once and for all on the cross.

      All the problems and questions about why all my sins were not resolved even after believing in Jesus were cut off once and for all the moment I knew and believed the reason for the baptism that Jesus received.

      I was so grateful to the Lord who made me know and believe God’s Word of truth, the gospel of water and the Spirit, and actually receive the removal of sin.

      

      Everyone, the Lord came to find me through the recorded Word, and I received the remission of sin by faith in my heart through the Word of water and the Spirit.

      And now I have testified to many people about the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread through the Old and New Testament Word, and I am still conveying all these truths and mysteries of salvation.

      The true gospel is not human thoughts, doctrines, or emotional experiences.

      

      The Lord has removed the sins of you and me with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Now all people around the world will come to realize the certain truth of salvation through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and will know that this is the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Also, this is the absolutely necessary truth of salvation in the last days. This truth will be believed by countless people.

      This present age is a time when all human righteousness is being broken and human evil is pouring out. When circumstances become unfavorable for humans, the evil that is fundamentally within them pours out.

      How grateful I am, how precious it is that the Lord saved such people as you and me from sin with the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread—I truly give thanks for that certain salvation. It is so joyful and good.

      

      The world has now entered the last times that God foretold.

      In this time when even those who serve with zeal are becoming rare and even believers are withering, if one tries to be zealous with another gospel that is not the truth of water and the Spirit, one will only be wounded in heart.

      In believing the gospel of salvation, if one does not believe the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, there is nothing left in the heart and no fruit that appears, so one cannot help but be disappointed.

      

      The gospel truth revealed in the four threads that appeared in the tabernacle—blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen—is certain truth, so it becomes the best gospel for this dark world.

      That we know the truth revealed in the tabernacle and live receiving the removal of sin by faith is such a precious blessing, valuable gift, and great happiness for us.

      Because we serve truth and not falsehood, by knowing, believing, and serving the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen revealed at the tabernacle gate, we have great joy in our hearts forever.

      Do you also know the truth revealed at the gate of the tabernacle court? Know and believe it.
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        4. The Pillars of the Court of the Tabernacle

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            THE PILLARS OF THE COURT OF THE TABERNACLE

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 27:9-19 >

      “You shall also make the court of the tabernacle. For the south side there shall be hangings for the court made of fine woven linen, one hundred cubits long for one side. And its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets shall be bronze. The hooks of the pillars and their bands shall be silver. Likewise along the length of the north side there shall be hangings one hundred cubits long, with its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets of bronze, and the hooks of the pillars and their bands of silver. And along the width of the court on the west side shall be hangings of fifty cubits, with their ten pillars and their ten sockets. The width of the court on the east side shall be fifty cubits. The hangings on one side of the gate shall be fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. And on the other side shall be hangings of fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their three sockets. For the gate of the court there shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen, made by a weaver. It shall have four pillars and four sockets. All the pillars around the court shall have bands of silver; their hooks shall be of silver and their sockets of bronze. The length of the court shall be one hundred cubits, the width fifty throughout, and the height five cubits, made of fine woven linen, and its sockets of bronze. All the utensils of the tabernacle for all its service, all its pegs, and all the pegs of the court, shall be of bronze.”

      

      Here I will speak about the pillars, fine linen curtains, bands, hooks, bronze sockets, and bronze pegs in the court of the tabernacle mentioned in this text.

      The place where God dwells is called the tabernacle, and the size of the tabernacle including the court is about 45 meters north to south and about 22.5 meters east to west.

      The tabernacle is a small house with its roof covered by curtains, and its size is rather small. On the other hand, the court of the tabernacle is wide like a sports field.

      The height of the pillars of the fence around the court of the tabernacle is 2.25 meters on all sides, and they erected 60 wooden pillars and hung white cloth on all sides to make the fence of the court of the tabernacle.

      That fence was composed of wooden pillars, silver capitals, and bronze sockets. And they made two silver hooks on the silver capitals and used long silver bands to hold those pillars so they would not fall over.

      In order to hold those pillars so they would not fall over, bronze pegs were driven into the ground and silver hooks and silver rings were connected to them to secure the pillars.

      The pillars were made of wood, and fine linen white cloth was hung around the 60 pillars.

      • WHAT SPIRITUAL MEANING DO THE PILLARS OF THE TABERNACLE GIVE US?

      What do the pillars of the court of the tabernacle tell us?

      This also tells us how Jesus Christ saved each one of us from the sins of the world.

      And the wooden pillars of the court of the tabernacle speak of you and me, that is, people.

      What do the bronze sockets under the wooden pillars of the court of the tabernacle tell us?

      It tells us that people were beings who had no choice but to receive judgment for sin because of their sin, but have been saved from all those sins.

      Also, covering the wooden pillars with silver capitals tells us that He gave you and me the gift of salvation that saved sinners from sin through the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      And the act of connecting the silver bands to the silver capitals by attaching them to the bronze pegs with silver rings speaks of the gift of the removal of sin— that you and I were beings who had no choice but to die because of sin, but our Lord saved those who believe through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen—that is, through the gospel of salvation.

      

      Thus, the pillars of the tabernacle show the truth that the Lord came to this earth, was baptized by John, received judgment for sin with His precious blood on the cross, was sacrificed, and saved us from all sins.

      It showed the gift of the removal of sins that the Lord completely saved us from sins and made us God’s people.

      When we look at the fence stretched on the wooden pillars in the court of this tabernacle, it tells us that the Lord, in order to save us from the sins of the world once and for all through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, was baptized and shed His blood on the cross, and that He completely saved sinners.

      Because this truth that the tabernacle shows is so certain, I cannot help but be thankful and cannot help but preach it.

      • THE BRONZE SOCKETS UNDER THE PILLARS

      We must have faith that knows and believes that the base sockets of the wooden pillars erected in this fence are made of bronze.

      The capitals of those wooden pillars were all covered with silver, the connecting hooks were silver hooks, and the bands used in the fence of the tabernacle supported the wooden pillars from both sides.

      We are those who were born with all the evil sins in our hearts such as evil thoughts, murder, adultery, envy, strife, theft, and raving madness that come from the human heart as spoken of in Mark chapter 7.

      Therefore, God tells us that we are such people who have no choice but to live committing sins with such sins until we die.

      Even if we do not acknowledge it, we have no choice but to acknowledge that in reality our fundamental nature was such that we had no choice but to receive judgment because of sin.

      The pillars of the tabernacle are made of wood and the base sockets of those pillars are made of bronze. Bronze spiritually speaks of punishment for sin, that is, judgment. Therefore, the bronze sockets represent that we had no choice but to go to hell because of our sins.

      

      But the Lord saved us from sin through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Because the Lord came to this earth and received our sins through the baptism He received from John, because He bore our sins through this baptism, the Lord carried the sins of the world and went to the cross and received the judgment of being nailed.

      Silver spiritually represents the grace of atonement and redemption, and the silver capitals of the tabernacle pillars show this truth that Jesus Christ saved us through baptism and the blood of the cross.

      He saved us from all sins like this. It is so thankful.

      We were those who had no choice but to go to hell because of our sins, but this salvation by which the Lord delivered us from sin is the most precious, blessed, and valuable salvation in the world.

      We can only bow our heads and accept, believe, and give thanks for the gospel that saved us through blue, purple, and scarlet.

      God shows us through the materials used in the pillars of the court of the tabernacle that the Lord’s salvation is such a certain truth.

      

      All the mysteries of the materials concerning the tabernacle have been solved through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Without the gospel of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, the mystery of salvation from sin can never be solved—this is the truth.

      All the copies of the tabernacle, including the sacrificial law, are hidden within blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      In fact, you and I were such people who had no choice but to go to hell because of our fundamental sin before God.

      Honestly, we are those who commit sins daily, but the Lord eternally removed our sins through blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and by believing in that gift of salvation, we became those who received the remission of sin.

      We were able to become children of God because God completely saved us from sin, made us His children, and accepted us as His children.

      There is no other way for us to become children of God who are born again except through the salvation that God accomplished through blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      Because the Lord saved you and me from sin, we give thanks before God.

      

      We always judge ourselves at our own level—what sins we committed or didn’t commit, whether those sins are big or small, weighing the gravity of sins and forgetting our own fundamental nature. We are not sinners because we committed certain sins and somewhat okay people because we didn’t commit certain sins, but regardless of all this, we are those who had no choice but to go to hell because of our own sin.

      The Lord saved us from all sins through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      The Lord Himself came in the New Testament era exactly as He promised in the Old Testament scriptures, was baptized exactly as the word said to bear sins, took on the sins of the world and went to the cross and shed blood to pay the price of sacrifice for sin, thereby saving us from all sins and giving that salvation as a gift to you and me. Therefore, you and I received the gift of salvation from all sins by faith.

      • WHY IS WHITE CLOTH HUNG INSIDE THE PILLARS OF THE COURT OF THE TABERNACLE?

      There are a total of 60 pillars erected in the court of the tabernacle, and white fine linen cloth is hung on all of those pillars.

      The truth that this speaks of is that you and I are dirty beings who have been defiled because of our own sins, and therefore are such beings who deserve to receive judgment for sin and go to hell, but the Lord has cleanly washed away such sins of ours through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      In other words, it is speaking of the truth that Jesus was baptized by John and washed away our sins cleanly once and for all.

      When Jesus came to this earth and was baptized by John the Baptist, the representative of mankind, all the sins of the world were transferred to Jesus, and Jesus, who took on the sins of the world, was crucified on the cross to receive judgment for sin, shed all His blood, and died. And He rose from death and became our living Savior.

      That is precisely the gift of salvation accomplished through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and this is the perfect gift of salvation and the Lord’s love that cleanly washed away you and me from all sins, making us without blemish and without lack so that we could become God’s people.

      The Lord gave us the gift of salvation and made us who believe into God’s people.

      

      The white cloth hung on the pillars of the tabernacle speaks not only of God’s holiness but also of the holiness of believers.

      Therefore, if we want to become God’s children, we too must believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and have all our sins washed away to become holy.

      God says, “Be holy, for I am holy”, but how can we become holy through our deeds?

      Because we cannot help but commit sins no matter how hard we try, we cannot become holy through our own efforts.

      Our Lord completely saved such you and me through blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen. So you and I have completely become the people of God.

      The only way we can become holy from all sins is to believe in God’s gospel—there is no other way.

      • BRONZE PEGS DRIVEN INTO THE SAND

      Bronze pegs are driven at the ends of the silver bands that hold the pillars of the fence of the court of the tabernacle from both sides.

      Both ends of the bands are connected to bronze pegs and silver capitals, and this represents that we are those who had no choice but to receive judgment and go to hell because of our sins, but God gave us the gift of salvation that enables us to receive salvation from sin, making us God’s holy people.

      Because God made us His holy people through such grace of salvation, we really cannot help but praise God and cannot help but be thankful for the grace that God has bestowed upon us. Also, through this word of truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, we cannot help but not only believe in and praise God but also preach.

      Is there really a day when we do not commit sin even for one day? There is not. Even those who believe in God’s word and are born again by grace also commit sins.

      If someone is even slightly aggressive toward us and not favorable, we curse and hate them. Because we cannot just tell those who interfere with God’s work and oppose God’s word to be blessed and live well.

      If there is anyone who harms God’s servants or saints even a little, we cannot endure it and must pour out our anger to feel satisfied, but is doing this really the right thing? It is not right, but as the saying goes, ‘The arm bends inward’, so we act that way because that’s how we are wired.

      Even if we are lacking, we are okay among ourselves, but sinners who reject the gospel and have nothing to do with the righteous, and those who oppose the gospel deserve to receive the punishment of hell.

      

      God also makes such judgment. He says that those who do not accept God’s love will surely go to hell.

      God does not give such people only temporary pain, but He creates hell and gives them eternal torment. That is the wrath of God. We also believe this. If they do not stand on God's side or if they oppose Him, He sends them straight to hell.

      

      Because we also resemble God’s character, we cannot tell those who oppose the gospel to be blessed. We also believe in God’s righteousness that God will surely send such people to hell.

      In fact, if we set aside God’s gift of salvation and look at our sins before the law, we would really have no choice but to confess that we also cannot be called God’s people and are people who have no choice but to go to hell.

      We are such people, but the Lord gave such us the gift of salvation to be delivered from sin and made us God’s people who resemble God’s character.

      Therefore, we who resemble God’s heart have no choice but to hate those who oppose God’s word and do not stand on God’s side.

      

      What gift of salvation has God given us?

      He gave us the gift of salvation from sin accomplished through the four threads shown at the gate of the court of the tabernacle—blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Then how can we not praise God?

      How can peace not dwell in our hearts?

      We have received true salvation. Our salvation is not just made of gold and silver, not like mist or morning dew that exists for a while and then disappears, but we have received eternal and complete salvation.

      God loved sinners so much that He gave the grace of salvation as a free gift and clothed us who believe with it.

      Just as all the utensils that touched the ground in the tabernacle—bronze pegs and bronze sockets—are made of bronze and the pillars are covered with silver capitals, we are fundamentally those who have no choice but to go to hell, but we became God’s children by receiving the gift of salvation that the Lord gave.

      Each and every one of you and me received salvation by faith. Then how certain is the salvation from sin that we received?

      This is a gift that God bestowed, and it is certain salvation, blessing, and gift that can never be changed. Because we know this, we can give thanks before God.

      It is certain that the salvation from sin that you and I received is God’s gift. The salvation we received is not such imperfect salvation that disappears when we are lacking and weak.

      For you and me, the Lord came to this earth and gave us the gift of salvation through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. Therefore, those who believe in it become those who have received salvation from eternal sin.

      Because the salvation by which the Lord saved sinners from sin is so perfect, and because He bore all our physical lacks, weaknesses, and faults, He made us complete people who have nothing more to do with sin.

      Those who clearly know and believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen become those who have received eternal salvation.

      

      Everyone, how precious and valuable is this gift of salvation that God has given us? I am really thankful for how much this gift of salvation gives rest to our hearts, comforts us, and blesses us.

      The Lord gives rest to our hearts. That is why the Lord said, “Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11:28).

      I really give thanks that God gave me the gift of salvation from sin and that I became one who received the gift of salvation. I believe that not only I, but all of you are also very precious before God.

      God saved you through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. God said that He gave the gift of salvation to those who believe this word, and because you also believe this word, I think and believe that you are also very honorable people.

      

      These days, we often get very exhausted because we do God’s work beyond our own strength. At such times, I have no other way to comfort you except by eating delicious things together physically.

      Also, because we know that no matter how much we try to comfort one another physically, it does not become comfort, we are comforted through reflecting on the certain gift of salvation that the Lord, who is truly our comfort, has given us. We find peace that the world does not know, and we also comfort one another.

      By believing in the spiritual truth that God has already given in our hearts, we receive comfort and satisfaction in it.

      Because we are those who will receive great reward and great blessing in that gift of salvation that God gave, we have peace that the world does not know in our hearts and are those who have received blessings that the world does not know.

      

      When we are too exhausted, we think of the special and precious gift of salvation that God has given us, enjoy a special peace of mind, and do all things with the strength the Lord gives us.

      Of course, even if we rest and play all day long, there is nothing but playing soccer, eating delicious food, and chatting to our heart’s content, but when we meet each other and fellowship face to face and hear each other’s voices, that also becomes joy.

      

      How complete a gift of salvation God has given to each of you individually—this is really a great gift of salvation that the world does not know. There are some people who do not believe in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen but claim with religious zeal that they themselves have no sin, but such people’s emotion quickly disappears.

      The peace made by one’s own thoughts disappears like morning mist when one commits a little sin and circumstances become a little difficult, but those who believe in the salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that the Lord gave have peace in their hearts that the world does not know—peace that shines brighter the more difficult it becomes.

      Even when we are trampled on, slandered, and suffer pain, we still have the unchanging gift of salvation that the Lord gave in our hearts, and because of that gift of salvation, we still have completeness and gratitude in our hearts.

      We are those who have received complete salvation—we can never return to Egypt again, never return to being those who will be judged in sin again.

      God has given blessings so that we who know and believe in the gift of salvation that God bestowed upon us can always give thanks completely by faith before God. That is why we give thanks to God by faith.

      

      What are we before God that He gave us such certain salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet? I am so thankful.

      What am I that the Lord loved me and clothed me with great grace and made me preach the precious gospel? I am so thankful.

      When I give thanks for the great grace of the blessing of salvation that God gave and express that heart, I feel that my vocabulary and expressive ability are truly lacking.

      Even if I give great thanks daily to the Lord who made me live only for God and for the gospel, I really cannot thank Him enough. I have no choice but to give thanks eternally.

      

      We are those who believe in the salvation represented by blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen.

      Jesus was born on this earth for you, was baptized by John when He was thirty years old and bore all your sins once and for all. He bore the sins of the world and died on the cross, shedding His blood, and rose again and is now seated at the right hand of God.

      That Jesus Christ gave the eternal and perfect gift of salvation to those who received the gift of salvation of truth by faith.

      Therefore, unless we betray that faith on our part, the salvation we received once never changes eternally.

      No matter what lacks we may have, no matter what weaknesses we may have, we have become His people who are clothed with the complete gift of salvation.

      • THE WHITE FINE LINEN HUNG ON THE PILLARS OF THE TABERNACLE

      Everyone, please think about the fine linen curtains. Fine linen curtains are not nylon but cloth made by twisting white linen threads together.

      Fine linen curtains made by weaving well together like a carpet are cloth woven together with white threads.

      If white cloth were hung in the sandy desert of the wilderness, it would quickly become dirty.

      Then would God have hung white cloth like that impractically without knowing that it would quickly become dirty?

      God commanded them to hang white cloth in order to show it to those who accept by faith the gift of salvation that He gave. This was to make us clearly know and engrave in our hearts that He had completely and cleanly saved us from all judgment.

      God made us hang white fine linen curtains so that we could see this and be saved by faith and praise God eternally and be really thankful.

      Through the fine linen curtains, the Lord gave us the gift of salvation so completely. The salvation that the Lord gave us is salvation like white fine linen cloth.

      

      Our fundamental appearance is dirty and ugly, having no choice but to go to hell because of sin. We are the kind of people who must wash and change our clothes three or four times a day and change the clothes of our hearts three or four times a day. But the Lord made our hearts completely white.

      The Lord made such people as us into complete people of God.

      How broad and great is God’s power—He made us sinners who are ugly, dirty, and always live getting dirty into completely holy people through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      

      Today, you and I who believe in this gospel of water and the Spirit are those who have received the complete gift of salvation from God. We are those whose all sins in our hearts have been washed white as snow.

      Do you have sin in your hearts? —No.— We have become just like the white and clean cloth hung on the fence of the tabernacle. That is exactly you and me.

      Our fundamental nature was such that we had no choice but to receive judgment because of sin, but our receiving salvation was not because we did not commit sins, nor because we had much ability, but just as silver bands were hung on bronze pegs and connected to silver capitals, we received salvation by grace through being clothed with God’s power.

      We were really those who had no choice but to go to hell and receive judgment, but through faith in God’s clothing us with the gift of salvation, we became God’s people who received salvation. This is the truth revealed in the fence of the tabernacle.

      

      The 60 pillars of the tabernacle speak of us people. They point to each and every one of us.

      We were those who could not become God’s people and could not enter God’s house, but God gave such us the gift of salvation.

      The Lord came to this earth and made and accomplished the gift of salvation, and gave that gift to you and me, so that we would know that truth and through faith become God’s people who are completely saved before God and can never be cursed again.

      

      What an amazing blessing this is! We are like the pillars of the court of the tabernacle—we would fall down if we were alone, but the reason we are saved from sin and do not fall is because those who believe in the complete blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen that God gave are united together in grace.

      First, we must have faith that believes that we ourselves are such awful people who have no choice but to go to hell, but the Lord cleanly washed away our sins through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and cleanly received all judgment for sin and completely saved all of us.

      And with that faith, we have become those who can stand before God at any time, praise God, do God’s work, and always be thankful because of that gift of salvation.

      

      Sometimes our flesh becomes tired and we fall down. Although we have faith in our hearts that we are saved from sin and judgment, even after receiving salvation, there are times when we feel bored and struggle with thoughts of why we must live like this.

      Although we sometimes have such thoughts, the reason we can live firmly without departing from God’s presence after receiving salvation is that we always acknowledge and reflect on the fact that our fundamental nature was such that we had no choice but to receive judgment because of sin, and through this we come to feel even more gratitude for the gift of salvation and the grace of salvation that the Lord gave, and we can stand with firm faith.

      We are always lacking, but we can always be thankful before God, cannot be arrogant even a little, and can always be thankful for becoming God’s children through the gift of salvation and stand firmly before God to fulfill the priestly duties.

      What makes us firm like this and stand solidly in faith is only through receiving that great gift of the grace of salvation that God gave.

      When we know our own fundamental nature and acknowledge that because of it we had no choice but to go to hell and were fundamentally dirty people who would have nothing to say even if we died twice because of sin and were subjected to the punishment of death, we come to receive with gratitude in our hearts the faith of the remission of sin that God gave through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and we come to serve the Lord.

      

      When we know and realize how thankful this salvation of truth is and accept it in our hearts, our faith becomes unshakable. It becomes firm.

      No matter what tricks anyone pulls, even if they try to persuade us saying that we are made complete by the blood alone, our faith does not shake.

      Originally, we humans are seeds that have no choice but to go to hell, but by believing in the certain truth that the Lord saved us through blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen, we can boldly defeat falsehood and stand by faith.

      ‘What? We were saved by the blood of the cross alone? If we take away the blue grace of salvation that the Lord gave us, we have nothing good about us or anything to boast about, so what nonsense is that?’ We can defeat falsehood like this.

      However, if we depart from the grace of salvation that the Lord gave, we cannot see our own appearance and become conceited and arrogant, falling into being evil people.

      By seeing our own appearance, the gift of salvation that God gave us feels even greater.

      Therefore, we have become such beings who always rejoice, pray without ceasing, and give thanks in everything.

      

      The reason we can really stand firmly before God is because we believe that the Lord received the judgment for our sins in our place, just as the silver bands hold the fence of the tabernacle and are connected to the bronze sockets.

      Therefore, even when we are about to fall, we become complete because of the silver bands that hold us up. Just as connecting links were firmly attached to each silver band, we do not fall, because we have both a heart that knows and acknowledges what kind of people we are, and the grace that saved such people as us through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Because of that, we do not fall to this side or that side but stand upright.

      Because of that complete gift of salvation that God gave us, because of God’s righteousness, we cannot fall forward or sideways but stand firmly on the bronze sockets.

      When we daily reflect on the fact that we received salvation from that position where we should receive judgment, we come to stand firmly and solidly with constant gratitude. Do you believe? —Yes⁠—

      

      The gospel of water and the Spirit is a tremendous truth of salvation.

      Even if you graduate from numerous theological colleges or theological graduate schools in the world, this is a truth that you will never know.

      And because this is foundational faith and fundamental faith, all theology learned without knowing the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen is ultimately a house built on sand that collapses and falls down.

      You must have a solid foundation of true faith.

      • WHAT IS THEOLOGY?

      Everyone, there are largely two streams in theology, which can be divided into theocentrism and humanism.

      In theological seminaries, they teach these two things. Believing according to the word is theocentrism, and believing by adding human thoughts is called humanism. These people have no particular interest in what the Bible is saying, but gain strength or receive criticism depending on what some authoritative person claims and what kind of people follow.

      Theology based on humanism can never be called proper theology.

      

      However, people who usually study theology claim that only the theology they majored in is right.

      Even now there are many people who attend Seventh-day Adventist churches, and people who attend Sabbath churches consider the Sabbath important.

      Presbyterian churches only talk about the five major doctrines of Calvinism.

      Arminianism says that although God saved us, humans must also believe it on their part. In some ways, Arminianism can be seen as somewhat close to the Bible.

      Rather, when you look at the doctrine of Calvinism, which is theocentric, you can see that it is very superstitious and fatalistic faith.

      Because they claim predestination and the doctrine of election as truth, saying, “Before you were born, God decided to make some people His people and some were already excluded. There is only God’s choice.”

      Such claims are very far from God’s word.

      Like this, when you compare the denominations that are considered very orthodox in the world to God’s word, you can see that they are very different from the truth.

      Of course, even if some parts may be close to approximation, the theology that denominations are teaching is not right before God.

      Among the wrong doctrines, even if they are close to God’s word by 1%, you can clearly see that too many parts are far from God’s word.

      • THE WASHING AWAY OF OUR SINS IS A GIFT FROM GOD

      God has granted the gift of salvation to those who believe. The fence of the tabernacle is made of wooden pillars. Silver capitals were put over those pillars, and bronze sockets were placed underneath them.

      Also, silver bands were made and connected with silver hooks and bronze pegs. And wooden pillars were erected with intervals between them, and white fine linen curtains were hung on those pillars.

      Because the pillars were firmly tied with silver bands and fine linen curtains so they would not shake, they cannot lean to the side or be moved. After bronze pegs were driven on both sides of those fine linen curtains that really seemed to have no strength, and bands were placed on both sides to set them up firmly, pegs were driven in a straight line on this side.

      When white cloth is hung on wooden pillars that are firmly driven like this, no matter how much you want to move the cloth somewhere else, it cannot move because the cloths pull each other.

      Like this, God’s righteousness has made us people of firm faith who can never be moved again.

      God gave such complete salvation to us as a gift. Then how thankful we are! So you and I became those who are saved.

      

      So when I look at Christians in this world, I find them really pathetic, ridiculous, and deplorable.

      Because I see that while they say they believe in God and preach the word, they do not have even the most basic foundation, I feel regrettable and frustrated.

      These days, it is said that students in our country have weak foundations in learning. They took the college entrance exam this time, and contrary to expectations that scores would rise, it is said that the average scores of many students decreased.

      While current students’ scores dropped, it is said that students retaking the exam actually had their scores rise significantly. It is said that such results came about because students increasingly neglect the basics and do not try to learn the fundamentals.

      

      This phenomenon is the same not only in high schools but also in universities. They should strengthen the foundation and pass on advanced knowledge so that students can study professional fields and go out into society to live social lives in the future, but they are not doing so at all.

      The reason I am talking about this now is that just as you cannot get good results in the world if your foundation is not solid, faith in believing in God will also collapse if there is no foundation.

      That true faith is faith that believes in blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen. Without this faith, everything else is nothing.

      When people first believe in Jesus, they rejoice saying they have no sin and show enthusiasm, but after just a little time passes, their own righteousness runs out, their joy disappears completely, and they become so drained of strength that they eventually give up even believing in God because of the sins they commit.

      

      Are there any people with physical disabilities among you? If there are people who have some difficulty with their legs, it would be quite a challenge for them to climb stairs.

      So if such people are struggling alone, wouldn’t it be appreciated if someone helps and supports them from the side? However, there are also people who get angry when you try to help them. “Leave me alone. I’ll go up by myself.”

      When I look at people with physical disabilities, I see that some people’s hearts have hardened—perhaps because of their own difficulties. So they tend not to accept other people’s kindness as simple kindness but distort the meaning and accept it that way.

      Actually, there is no need to have such an inferiority complex about having a disability. Although there are some inconveniences in living, disability is not a sin.

      However, because of the various obstacles that come from that physical disability, they experience numerous inferiority complexes and eventually often end up closing their hearts as well. If someone has a disability, they should acknowledge what is difficult for them, seek help where needed, and do what they can.

      

      When I have something I don’t know or need help with, I ask other people and seek help. Because I don’t know well, I ask and say please help me.

      So when someone who knows tells me or helps me, I express gratitude.

      Just because we are physically lacking doesn’t mean our hearts should also become disabled, but we should know our own insufficiency and believe in the Lord’s gospel of water and the Spirit that made that insufficiency complete—the salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen—and accept it by faith.

      And we should boast and give thanks for everything within the Lord’s gospel.

      Since we received the gift of salvation that God gave by faith, we should be thankful. We should enjoy rest in this, love in this, and unite in this.

      

      Today, many people believe in Jesus but their faith wavers here and there because they have a weak foundation regarding the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      The Lord saved you and me through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. We know that this alone is the truth and received the gift of salvation by faith to become complete.

      We were originally those who had no choice but to go to hell, but because God gave us the gift of salvation and completely saved us, we became God’s complete children.

      Now, because we have already become those who received the gift of salvation by faith, if we have faith saying ‘I am one of God’s people’ and live within the boundary of that faith, that life is life in the Lord and is tremendously successful faith.

      

      After I was born again, two kinds of feelings arose in my heart that I had never experienced before. In the past, I did hypocritical love—pretending to love humans unconditionally while actually hating them in my heart—but now I truly came to love humans with my heart.

      Because God gave us the gift of salvation, this gospel is so precious that all those who believe in it appear as precious people and are so lovely. Even if I don’t want to love them, I cannot help but love them.

      

      The second thing is that I pay attention to other people’s feelings in a way I never did before. In the past, regardless of what state the other person was in, if I couldn’t accept them well, I used to rebuke them, but now I see what kind of weaknesses a person has and sometimes cover them appropriately and sometimes admonish them appropriately—what this means is that a heart that seeks their benefit before God arises.

      Those who have weaknesses or lacks tend to have their hearts hardened easily, so I help them subtly without them noticing in parts where they need help, and because there are also parts where I shouldn’t help while pretending to help, I become conscious of people’s weaknesses.

      Because humans are inherently weak beings, I become conscious of that, but within faith, I am very firm and bold.

      In some aspects, a person is so weak that we should not rebuke them, and in other situations, there are cases where we should admonish them strongly rather than being lenient with them, but when seen within faith, everything is so certain, perfect, accurate, and firm, and it is all within love.

      When looking at fleshly things, only parts to worry about are visible.

      Because humans are originally such weak and lacking beings, if we start worrying with that flesh, anxiety and worry would never leave us for even a moment.

      But when we stand in the perfect faith that God gave, worry and anxiety disappear, and because Jesus saved us who are so lacking and full of faults through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen and uses us for the Lord’s good work, this comfort of faith makes us firm more than any other comfort.

      

      The comfort of the heart comes from accepting the gift of salvation that the Lord gave in our hearts, thinking about it, and being comforted by faith, while any other fleshly comfort is only temporary.

      That doesn’t mean fleshly comfort is unnecessary, so both of these are always needed for us.

      But what is certain is that because people are weak, Jesus Christ came to this earth and completely saved us.

      When Lazarus died, it is said that Jesus groaned when He saw Lazarus’s sisters Mary and Martha and the people of that town weeping and grieving.

      Jesus groaned physically at how miserable it is for people to die like this because of sin.

      However, because the Lord came according to His Father’s will, He said, “I am the resurrection and the life” (John 11:25) and raised those who would die because of sin.

      

      You and I also have two aspects—spirit and flesh. So when it is too difficult physically, we should receive some comfort physically, and spiritually we must also have faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      Also, because of the gift of salvation that God gave us, we rejoice by faith and cherish the gift of salvation. And by knowing once again that we are those who received such a precious gift, we come to have hearts that rejoice in Christ. Thus we come to give glory to God.

      

      Like the pillars of the tabernacle, God has firmly established each one of us in faith and made us live by faith.

      Therefore, even when our fleshly insufficiencies come up daily, we know that we are those who deserve judgment and come to feel deeply in our hearts how precious God’s salvation is.

      Now you will also know the truth of salvation revealed in the fence of the court of the tabernacle.

      

      Now you will also open the gate of the court of the tabernacle in the middle of the east side of the fence and enter into the tabernacle.

      When you open the gate of the court of the tabernacle and enter, there is something you meet in the court of the tabernacle—what do you meet first? You meet the altar of burnt offering. When you pass the altar of burnt offering by faith, the laver comes out, and after passing the laver, you finally enter into God’s house.

      When seen by faith, all of this becomes very easy.

      Although the word of the tabernacle seems like it would be very difficult, in fact, for you and me who have a solid foundation of faith, it is very easy because we see it within the standard of faith we already believe.

      However, just because it is very easy does not mean its value is low at all. Because its value is so great, it is made easy so that anyone can know it easily.

      But God made it invisible to the eyes of those who are not born again so that just anyone cannot interpret this word about the tabernacle according to their own thoughts.

      Therefore, even theologians, if they are people without a foundation of faith, not one of them can speak the accurate spiritual meaning of why the gate of the court of the tabernacle is made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, nor do they know it accurately.

      

      Blue thread speaks of the baptism that Jesus received. He bore all our sins through the method of baptism.

      Scarlet thread speaks of the sacrifice of His death when Jesus Christ bore our sins by receiving baptism and died on the cross to receive judgment.

      Purple thread represents that Jesus is God.

      Fine twined linen is the word of promise that Jesus made to us humans as God.

      However, those who cannot believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit and are not born again cannot speak accurately of the truth that God revealed at the gate of the tabernacle like this.

      

      God promised to Adam and Eve and also to all God’s servants, saying, “I will come with water, blood, and the Spirit to save you”, and according to that word, Jesus Christ came to this earth, was baptized by John the Baptist, died shedding blood, and then rose again to save us.

      Fine twined linen represents the promise of God’s word and the fulfillment of the word.

      Blue, purple, and scarlet thread speak of the baptism that Jesus Christ received, that Jesus Christ is our God, and also that Jesus Christ carried the sins of the world and shed blood on the cross to receive all the judgment for our sins.

      And it speaks of Jesus Christ rising from death to save us.

      This truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread is the eternal truth of salvation that cannot be disputed by any other.

      

      God has given you and me the gift of salvation. In other words, a silver capital was placed on the pillar.

      We must always remember that we are those who received the gift of salvation from God. Because we received the gift and became righteous, became those without sin, and became God’s people, we are absolutely those who cannot boast of anything else apart from God’s gift.

      If there is one thing we can boast of, it is only that Jesus Christ saved us from sin through the only, good, and precious gospel of water and the Spirit—us who had no choice but to go to hell. That is, it is only that we became God’s children who have faith in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      We must live by the faith that the Lord gave us the gift of salvation so that we became complete, and that we became God’s people through the Lord. We must always live by such faith today, tomorrow, and at all times. Do you understand?

      

      I believe that it is very timely to preach the word about the tabernacle in this present age.

      There was a time when many people were confused because of the nonsensical pre-tribulation rapture theory, and just as God timely had us preach the word of Revelation at that time to make people abandon wrong faith and have true faith, I consider it very appropriate to preach the faith of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen at this time.

      Because we received the gift of salvation from God, I believe that delivering this certain gift of salvation to people is the happiest thing. I give thanks to God.
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            FAITH MANIFESTED AT THE ALTAR OF BURNT OFFERING

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 27:1-8 >

      “You shall make an altar of acacia wood, five cubits long and five cubits wide—the altar shall be square—and its height shall be three cubits. You shall make its horns on its four corners; its horns shall be of one piece with it. And you shall overlay it with bronze. Also you shall make its pans to receive its ashes, and its shovels and its basins and its forks and its firepans; you shall make all its utensils of bronze. You shall make a grate for it, a network of bronze; and on the network you shall make four bronze rings at its four corners. You shall put it under the rim of the altar beneath, that the network may be midway up the altar. And you shall make poles for the altar, poles of acacia wood, and overlay them with bronze. The poles shall be put in the rings, and the poles shall be on the two sides of the altar to bear it. You shall make it hollow with boards; as it was shown you on the mountain, so shall they make it.”

      

      This evening, I will speak about the altar of burnt offering.

      The altar of burnt offering was the place where the people of Israel brought a flawless offering that God had appointed, when they realized the sins they had committed after breaking the 613 laws of God and the commandments they were to keep in their daily lives before God.

      The people of Israel laid their hands on the head of the flawless offering, cut its throat, received its blood, applied the blood to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, poured the remaining blood on the ground, and burned the flesh of the sacrificial offering on the altar of burnt offering to receive the removal of their sins.

      • WHAT DOES THE ALTAR OF BURNT OFFERING SPIRITUALLY MEAN?

      The altar of burnt offering was a shadow of our Savior Jesus Christ.

      Just as the sacrificial offering without blemish received the laying on of hands at the altar of burnt offering and was sacrificed by shedding blood, Jesus Christ came to us as the Son of God and received judgment for all sins.

      Just as the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament had to receive the laying on of hands, take over all sins, and shed blood, Jesus Christ received baptism from John, thereby taking over the sins of the world and shedding His blood on the cross as judgment for those sins.

      In this way, the altar of burnt offering represents that Jesus Christ received baptism to bear all our sins, died on the cross, and rose from death to save us.

      

      The Israelites offered sacrifices to God at the altar of burnt offering in order to receive remission of sin.

      

      When we look at the words in Leviticus chapter 4, it speaks of the part where, if an anointed priest, a leader, or a common person commits a sin, he brings a sacrificial offering before God, lays his hands on the head of the sacrifice, kills it, takes the blood to the altar of burnt offering, and offers it to God, thereby receiving the remission of sin.

      

      In fact, this altar of burnt offering was a place where the Israelites offered atonement sacrifices every day, so there was not a single day when it was not busy. The Israelites who wanted to remove the sin prepared a sacrificial offering without blemish and offered it as a sacrifice on the altar of burnt offering.

      The sinner laid hands on the head of the unblemished offering to transfer all their sins, and for the judgment of those sins, he cut the throat of the sacrificial offering, causing all its blood to flow out and the animal to die.

      Then, the priest applied the blood of the sacrificial offering, which he had received from the sinner, to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and burned the fat of the sacrificial offering on the altar to offer it before God. Thus, the Israelites received the remission of sin.

      

      Even when the leaders of the Israelites, the high priest, an ordinary priest, those among the congregation who were of the rank of the elders, or the entire congregation committed a sin, they still had to bring a sacrificial offering such as a calf, a goat, or a ram, without fail, and offer a sacrifice to receive the remission of sin.

      The Israelites had to lay hands on the offering, kill it, offer it by burning it before God, apply the blood to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and pour the rest on the ground to perform the sacrifice for the remission of sin.

      When the congregation sinned, they offered a sacrificial offering as a burnt offering; when the leader who guided the congregation sinned, they also offered a burnt offering; when a common person sinned, they also offered a burnt offering. At all times, many people came to the altar of burnt offering with sacrificial offerings, laid hands on them, took the blood, and had to offer it to the priest.

      

      Originally, the person who committed the sin laid hands directly on the head of the sacrifice, but when the entire congregation of the Israelites sinned, the representative elders came out and laid hands on the sacrificial offering.

      When a sinner offered a sacrifice, they had to bring a sacrifice without blemish before God, and they had to lay hands on that sacrifice without blemish for the sin to be transferred.

      That is why in the sacrifice, no part whatsoever should be left out when offering the sacrificial offering. Of course, the sacrifice without blemish that had hands laid on it had to have its throat cut and shed blood to die for the Israelites. So when offering sacrifices at the altar of burnt offering, a sacrifice without blemish was absolutely necessary.

      Thus, at the altar of burnt offering, the smoke of burning meat and wood never ceased, and the horns and the floor of the altar of burnt offering were always soaked with blood. The altar of burnt offering was a place of remission of sins where sacrifices were offered to wash away the sins of the people.

      

      The altar of burnt offering, the place where sacrifices were offered and the smoke never ceased, was square with a width of 2.25 meters and a length of 2.25 meters, and a height of 1.35 meters. And in the middle, a grate was hung to place the meat on, and when fire was kindled under it, smoke arose and the meat was burned.

      That was the place where meat was burned and offered before God.

      • ALL THE UTENSILS USED AT THE ALTAR OF BURNT OFFERING WERE MADE OF BRONZE

      The tools used for clearing the fire at the altar of burnt offering, such as those for removing ashes and containing ashes, were all made of bronze.

      The altar of burnt offering itself was also made by overlaying acacia wood with bronze, so the altar of burnt offering and all its utensils were crafted to be covered with bronze.

      

      The bronze of the altar of burnt offering holds a clear spiritual meaning. Bronze speaks of the judgment for sin before God. Therefore, the altar of burnt offering is a place that clearly shows that a person with sin must receive judgment for that sin.

      Before God, there is always judgment for human sin.

      The altar of burnt offering was the place where the sacrificial offering was burned by fire to be judged for sin, and the altar of burnt offering and all its utensils were made of bronze, which means that there will definitely be judgment for all sins.

      

      Moreover, the meaning of this altar of burnt offering includes the concept of ascending. People are always bound to be judged for their sins and are destined to die because of their sins. However, the altar of burnt offering shows that by bringing a sacrificial offering and performing a sacrifice, one can have their sin washed away, receive the remission of sin, and live again.

      Here, the altar of burnt offering and the sacrifices offered on it all speak of the baptism and shedding of blood that Jesus Christ received, which took away the sins of those who believe. Therefore, the faith of offering a sacrificial offering at the altar of burnt offering leads to the faith in the baptism and blood of Jesus Christ in the New Testament era.

      

      When we believe in Jesus Christ as our Savior, we must offer to God the faith that believes in the baptism and blood of Jesus as our remission of sin. This faith is connected to the faith of opening and entering the gate of the court of the tabernacle made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen in the Old Testament.

      • ALL THE OFFERINGS SACRIFICED AT THE ALTAR OF BURNT OFFERING SYMBOLIZE JESUS CHRIST

      What did Jesus Christ do when He came to this earth? We sinned before God and broke the law and commandments, so we had sin, but to remove all those sins, Jesus Christ was baptized by John, bore the sins of the world, and shed His blood on the cross.

      Just as the sacrificial offering at the altar of burnt offering received the laying on of hands, had sins transferred to it, was killed, and its meat was burned, Jesus Christ came to this earth and took on all of our sins by being baptized, so He could shed His blood and die on the cross in our place.

      The Lord was nailed in His hands and feet and shed His blood, so instead of us being judged for our sins, He took all of the judgment for our sins.

      Jesus Christ came to this earth as a sacrifice without blemish to remove our sins, and according to the purpose for which He came, He was baptized by John and shed His blood on the cross, thereby saving us from all of our sins and judgment.

      

      What did Jesus Christ, who is the substance of this altar of burnt offering, do when He came to this earth? Jesus Christ was baptized by John, took all of our sins upon Himself, was crucified on the cross, died, and rose from death to save us. The Lord came to this earth, accomplished certain salvation, and ascended to heaven.

      • WE WHO HAVE NO CHOICE BUT TO SIN EVERY DAY AS WE LIVE

      In fact, you and I sin every day. As the altar of burnt offering carries the meaning of ascending, since we always sin, we must always offer sacrificial offerings before God. Therefore, the smoke of judgment for our sins always ascends before God.

      Is there even a single day when you live perfectly without committing sin?

      The priests, exhausted and worn out from ceaselessly performing sacrifices to take away the numerous sins of the Israelites, continued to offer sacrifices until they said, “Let us stop for today.”

      Because the people violated the law and sinned before God every day, they had to offer sacrifices every day.

      

      Moses, representing the Israelites, conveyed the 613 laws and commandments of God to the people. At that time, in Exodus chapter 19, the Israelites pledged, “We will do all according to the word.”

      God said to the Israelites, “If you keep all the law and commandments, you will be My possession, and I will make you a kingdom of priests. And I will protect you.”

      Therefore, the Israelites desired to truly acknowledge and believe in the God who appeared to Moses and spoke to them through Moses as their God, and they wanted that God to protect them. Moreover, the Israelites wanted to keep all the words that God had spoken, not only to become God’s special possession before Him but also to become a kingdom of priests of God.

      Thus, they sought to keep all the commandments of God that He had given to them.

      

      Did God Already Know That the Israelites Would Sin? Yes, He did. Therefore, God called Moses up to Mount Sinai, showed him the tabernacle, instructed him to build it, showed its pattern, and had him construct it accordingly. And within that tabernacle, God established the law of sacrifices to be offered to Him.

      When the Israelites wanted to offer sacrifices before God, they had to bring a sacrifice without blemish, such as a bull, a sheep, a goat, a turtledove, a pigeon, a grain offering, or flour, as a sacrificial offering. For most offerings, except for a few, God established the law that they must lay hands on the sacrifice to transfer their sins (Leviticus 1:1-3).

      The Israelites laid hands on the sacrificial offering to transfer their sins, cut the neck of the sacrifice, took the blood, and gave it to the priest. The priest then took the blood of the sacrifice, applied it to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, poured the remainder on the ground, cut the sacrificial offering into pieces, placed it on the altar of burnt offering, and burned it with fire, so that their sins could be washed away.

      When burning meat before God, not only the meat but also all the fat attached to the entrails or the membrane of the liver of the sacrifice had to be removed and burned before God. Thus, the sins of the Israelites were eliminated.

      

      God knew that the Israelites would sin and established the law of sacrifices to wash away all their sins, and He also designated the sacrificial offerings to be used in those sacrifices. Although the Israelites always sinned, they could always receive the remission of sin and walk with God.

      God led them to offer sacrifices before Him so that He could dwell among the Israelites.

      • WE WHO HAVE NO CHOICE BUT TO SIN ALWAYS

      In fact, when you and I look at ourselves, we can realize that we are only capable of sinning all the time. We always live committing sins at any moment. Whether due to our weakness, our many faults, our greed, our strength, or various other reasons, we commit many sins. Among those who believe in Jesus as their Savior, there is no one who does not sin.

      

      Even though we believe in God and yet continually sin, the way for us to be washed away from all our sins and obtain salvation is to believe in the baptism and the blood on the cross of Jesus Christ, who came to this earth through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, just like the sacrificial offering at the altar of burnt offering.

      Since Jesus took our sins upon Himself by being baptized, shed His blood on the cross, and died to pay the price for our sins, how can we not receive the remission of sin through faith? Through the salvation of our Savior Jesus Christ, you and I were able to receive the remission of sin once and for all by faith.

      

      Indeed, although we always sin, we could be freed from all sins through the salvation accomplished by the baptism and blood of Jesus Christ when He came to this earth.

      The Lord bore our sins through baptism, took on the sins of the world, went to the cross, was nailed to it, and completely delivered us from sin.

      The Lord received baptism for our sins, was crucified on the cross, took all the judgment for our sins, and rose from death, thereby completely saving us who believe in this truth.

      Although we are those who have no choice but to receive judgment for sin, through the salvation and merciful love given by Him through blue, purple, and scarlet thread, you and I have received salvation by faith. God has saved you and me from sin. We have obtained salvation from all sins by believing in Him.

      The altar of burnt offering demonstrates this.

      

      When you enter the tabernacle, you might think there would only be beautiful sights, but when you actually step into the court of the tabernacle, that is not the case.

      The square altar of burnt offering, made of bronze, gives a sense of danger as if it could spew fire at any moment. The altar of burnt offering, made from bronze, awaits the sinner, and its floor is completely covered in blood, so anyone can feel that there was a judgment of sin there.

      Since it is a place where sinners offer sacrifices every day, the smell of burning meat and wood permeates the air, assaulting the nose. Beneath the altar of burnt offering, blood flowed like a river.

      Whenever the Israelites sinned, they brought a sacrificial offering to the tabernacle, laid hands on it to transfer their sins, slaughtered its neck, took the blood, and handed it to the priest. The priest then applied the blood to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, poured the remaining blood on the ground, cut the meat of the sacrifice into pieces, placed it along with the kidneys and fat on the grate, and burned it with fire.

      Blood initially flows red, but as it gradually congeals, it becomes sticky like congealed blood. In fact, when you enter the tabernacle, you will see terrible blood.

      

      Every time the Israelites violated God’s commandments, they came to acknowledge through the altar of burnt offering that ‘I am one who deserves to die like this.’

      This is because God made a covenant with them through blood. “If you keep the law, you will be My people and a kingdom of priests, but if you fail to keep it, just as this sacrificial offering dies, so too must you die.” This covenant was established with blood.

      Therefore, the Israelites accepted as an undeniable fact that if they sinned and violated the law, they had to shed blood.

      

      In fact, not only the Israelites but all who believe in God had to offer the blood of sacrifice for their sins.

      Before God, if anyone has sin in their heart, whether small or great, it shows that they must receive judgment for that sin.

      Although the law that the wages of sin is death applies to all people before God, there were not many who believed in this law of God’s righteousness.

      

      The altar of burnt offering tells us, according to the law that the wages of sin is death, that Jesus Christ, through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen manifested at the gate of the court of the tabernacle, saved us from sin and judgment.

      Since we always sin and must receive judgment for our sins, He came to this earth in human flesh for our sake, received baptism from John to bear all the sins of humanity in His body, took on the sins of the world, was crucified, shed His blood, endured severe suffering and humiliation, and was sacrificed, thereby saving you and me from all sins.

      

      Now that He has sacrificed His body to save us, we could receive salvation from all sins through faith.

      For those who have no choice but to die due to sin, Jesus Christ bore all sins through baptism, died on the cross, and rose from death, thereby saving them from all sins and judgment. When we look at this altar of burnt offering, we come to have such faith.

      By seeing that sacrifices were always offered at the altar of burnt offering, we come to know and believe that although we must die for the sins we commit every day, instead of a sacrificial offering, the Lord came Himself and accomplished our salvation.

      Jesus saved us by receiving baptism, shedding His blood on the cross, and rising from death.

      

      Therefore, God the Father accepted a sacrificial offering in place of the Israelites receiving judgment for their sins and eliminated all their sins.

      The sins of the Israelites were transferred to the sacrificial offering through the laying on of hands, and then the blood, meat, and fat obtained by killing the offering were presented before God, and through this, the sins of the Israelites were removed. Through that sacrifice, our sins were cleanly washed away.

      That was indeed God’s mercy and God’s love.

      • GOD DID NOT DEAL WITH US ONLY ACCORDING TO THE LAW

      If God enforced it according to the law that He gave to you, me, and all the Israelites, how many people on this earth would be able to live and breathe?

      If God dealt with us solely according to His law, we would not be able to live properly even for a single day. Far from lasting 24 hours, many of us would die within just a few minutes. Some might die within an hour of the 24 hours, others within 10 hours—the only difference is the timing, but ultimately, we are all destined to die that way anyway.

      People cannot live for such a long, long time—like 60, 70, or even 80 years. All people will be judged before long.

      

      Think about what happened in your life this morning.

      A son, who played late into the night, has a hard time getting up in the morning and tosses and turns in bed. His mother tries to wake him up, and it’s like a battle breaks out in the morning. Annoyed by his mother’s wake-up calls, the son shouts and makes a fuss from the start, saying he can’t stand the sound of her waking him up.

      The mother, irritated by her son’s behavior, shouts, “Look at what this little brat is saying. Get up quickly!” and spanks his bottom.

      In the end, both the mother and the son have sinned before God, and because of that sin, they must face judgment before God and cannot live even this day fully.

      

      However, God did not deal with us solely according to His righteous law. Instead of judging us by His just law, God prepared a sacrificial offering on our behalf to fulfill that righteous law.

      God allowed the sin to be transferred to the sacrificial offering through the laying on of hands, the blood of the sacrificial offering to be offered in place of our lives, and the life of the sacrificial offering to be accepted instead. Thus, He granted remission of sin to the Israelites and all of humanity, saved us from all sins, and gave us life. Moreover, He saved those who believe from sin and made them His people.

      In this way, God made the Israelites priests of His kingdom.

      

      Here, the sacrificial offering refers to Jesus Christ Himself. Jesus Christ became such a sacrificial offering for the sins of you and me, bearing all sins through baptism, shedding His blood on the cross, and dying to save us who must receive judgment for sin.

      God sent His only Son, who came to this earth in human flesh to save us from sin according to the Father’s will, received baptism, and became a sacrificial offering.

      Jesus, through the baptism He received from John, bore all the sins of humanity, took on the sins of the world, was crucified on the cross, shed His blood as a sacrifice, died and rose again, thereby completely saving you and me.

      

      When we hear the message of salvation—that Jesus received baptism on our behalf, died on the cross, and rose again after three days—it truly brings deep emotion to the hearts of you and me.

      The One who is without sin received baptism to take on our sins in our place, and as the price for those sins, He endured all kinds of persecution, humiliation, pain, suffering, and ultimately death that we should have received, thus delivering us from sin. If you do not believe in this truth, it is gravely wrong.

      • WE MUST BELIEVE IN THE SALVATION MADE OF BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD

      If Jesus received baptism to bear our sins and the judgment for our sins, and was sacrificed on our behalf to save you and me from sin, we must have a faith that says, ‘Thank You’ to Him.

      While we are easily moved by hearing mere love stories, life stories, or idle tales, why are our hearts toward God so cold like ice? Because the grace of the Lord, who received baptism and died on the cross for us, is so immense, there are those who, like beasts, fail to feel it and thus do not give thanks to the Lord.

      Jesus Christ, the Son of God, came to this earth and became a sacrificial offering for you and me, taking our sins upon His body through baptism, offering His body on the cross to be sacrificed, being struck on the cheek, stripped of His clothes, enduring suffering and humiliation, thereby saving you and me from sin. Yet, if we hear this and still do not give thanks through faith, it is truly regrettable.

      

      Jesus Christ came to this earth to save you and me from sin, judgment, punishment, and hell. That is why He saved you and me. Do you believe this? —Yes⁠—

      Through that faith, we have become children of God. That is such a great emotion and a grace that cannot be expressed in words.

      

      Because Jesus came to this earth, was baptized, and was sacrificed, you and I were saved from all sins.

      “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities” (Isaiah 53:5).

      We sin throughout our entire lives. To save us, who must inevitably face judgment, from sin, judgment, destruction, and curse, the Lord left the throne of heaven and came down to this earth.

      He bowed His head to John, was baptized, took on the sins of the world, suffered greatly on the cross, poured out all the blood from His heart, died, and rose from death. Thus, He became a sacrificial offering for us, and He became our true God of salvation.

      

      Do you think about that fact and keep it deep in your heart? As you listen to the Word, it is fitting that you believe in your heart and be deeply moved by the fact that Jesus Christ truly came to this earth in human flesh, was baptized to save His people from their sins, died on the cross, and rose again.

      If we truly know that we were those who had no choice but to go to hell, we will know deep in our hearts how great an emotion that salvation is and how thankful it is.

      We wanted to believe in God and wanted to become God’s people, but there was no way for us to do so. Therefore, for you and me who truly wanted to receive the remission of sin, He came to this earth, was baptized, died on the cross, and rose again after three days.

      

      Without such sacrifice from Jesus, how could we have obtained salvation? It would have been absolutely impossible.

      Without His baptism and the blood of the cross, without the salvation of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen manifested in the tabernacle, salvation for us would be nothing more than a midsummer night’s dream.

      If it had not been for the sacrifice He endured, we could not escape from sin, could not avoid punishment for sin, and would have entered into the eternal unquenchable fire of hell to suffer eternal torment. But He was sacrificed for you and me like the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament and saved us.

      • THE SPIRITUAL MEANING MANIFESTED IN THE ALTAR OF BURNT OFFERING

      The altar of burnt offering is an altar measuring 2.25 meters in length and width and 1.35 meters in height, made of acacia wood and overlaid with bronze.

      When the Israelites laid hands on the sacrificial offering to pass on their sins, killed it, and offered it before God, the priest placed the meat on the altar of burnt offering and burned it along with the fat, and the blood was applied to the horns of the altar of burnt offering and poured on the ground.

      Whenever we look at this altar of burnt offering, we truly see ourselves as those who were trapped in judgment from which we could not escape. And just as the sacrificial offering dies in this way, we come to know that we too are those who must die because of sin. Moreover, the people of the Old Testament also came to have faith that the Messiah would come to this earth in the future and would be judged and die for their sins in this way, thereby removing their sins.

      The altar of burnt offering shows that just as the sacrificial offering received the laying on of hands from sinners or the high priest and had the sins of the people transferred to it, Jesus Christ the Savior, who came as a sacrificial offering, was baptized by John, the high priest of humanity, just like the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament, and died on the cross to save you and me from all sins.

      This is the spiritual meaning manifested in the altar of burnt offering.

      • THE SALVATION OF BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD FULFILLED IN THE NEW TESTAMENT

      Everyone, we must never forget the blue thread, purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen used in the tabernacle.

      The fine twined linen is the Word of the Old and New Testaments, the Word in which God promised from ancient times to come personally as our Savior, and according to that promise, Jesus Christ came to this earth.

      The blue thread represents that He bore our sins through baptism when He came to this earth. He was baptized as promised to come to save us from sin and judgment.

      To bear the sins of you and me, and the sins of all people in this world, He was baptized by John and took upon Himself the sins of the world once and for all. We must never forget this.

      If we forget that He came as a sacrificial offering and received baptism to bear the sins of you and me, there is no salvation.

      

      As we live in this world, there are many times when we live in self-conceit. It is the human heart that wants to boast about ourselves to our heart’s content, even if we cannot listen to others’ boasting.

      There was a moment when I began to boast about someone other than myself, and that was when I became grateful to Jesus for being saved through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. I began to boast about Jesus.

      I speak and boast about how Jesus came to this earth and was baptized to take away our sins in order to remove our sins. That is why I never forget that Jesus could be crucified on the cross and that the Lord saved us, and I always boast about it and spread it, giving all the glory to God.

      

      However, there are far too many people in the world who claim to believe in Jesus but preach the word excluding baptism, or who use Jesus’ name to boast about themselves.

      There was someone who said he spends 400,000 won a month on living expenses. He brags about this as if it were a great boast, saying that he lives on 400,000 won a month for living expenses, and that wherever he goes, the saints give him everything, so he doesn’t need to take money with him.

      Isn’t the saints’ money still money? Is that not money, and only his money is money? He says that when the saints give him travel expenses and such when he goes somewhere, he doesn’t take money with him when he goes anywhere. He says, ‘God, please give me travel expenses! Lord, I believe!’ and then a saint appears and gives him money generously.

      What do you think when you see those who speak as if this is a great boast?

      

      Looking at the Word from Matthew 3:13, ‘Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him. And John tried to prevent Him, saying, “I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?” But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he allowed Him. When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him. And suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”’ This is the Word about when Jesus was baptized.

      When Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist in the water of the Jordan River and went into the water and came up, the door of heaven opened and the voice of God the Father was heard: “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” At that time, John the Baptist was greatly surprised.

      

      John the Baptist was surprised twice at this Jordan River.

      He was surprised because Jesus came to him and wanted to be baptized by him, and he was surprised because after the baptism, the door of heaven opened and the voice of God the Father was heard saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”

      

      What is the reason Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist? Here in Matthew 3:15, the reason is answered.

      Let me read from Matthew 3:15-16, ‘But Jesus answered and said to him, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he allowed Him. When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him.’

      

      In Matthew 3:15, Jesus tells the reason He was baptized by John who baptizes.

      Jesus is the High Priest of heaven and the only Son of God, and He came to this earth to save us, His people, from sin. Jesus came to this earth as the sacrificial offering who bore our sins, suffered the sacrifice for our sins, and paid the price for our sins. Therefore, Jesus wanted to be baptized by John.

      

      But why did He receive baptism specifically from John the Baptist?

      Because John the Baptist was the greatest among those born of women and the representative of humanity on this earth.

      In Matthew 11:11 and 12, it says, “Among those born of women there has not risen one greater than John the Baptist.”

      This John the Baptist was God’s servant prophesied in Malachi during the Old Testament times. “Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and terrible day of Jehovah come—ASV” (Malachi 4:5).

      John the Baptist was the Elijah whom God promised to send.

      

      Why did God call John the Baptist Elijah?

      Elijah was a prophet who, when the Israelites of his time were serving idols, clearly showed the Israelites who the true God was and brought them back to God.

      At that time, there was a god called Baal that the Israelites served as if he were God, and Elijah showed the Israelites whether Baal was God or whether Jehovah God was God.

      Through faith and sacrificial offerings, he showed who the true living God was, and thus he was a prophet who brought the Israelites who were serving idols back before God.

      Therefore, as God concluded the Old Testament, He made the promise to ‘send Elijah’. Because all people made in God’s image were going on the wrong path of serving idols and serving demons, God said He would send His servant to lead them before God.

      The one who was to come is John the Baptist.

      

      Looking at the Word in Matthew 11:13-14, “For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. And if ye are willing to receive it, this is Elijah, that is to come.” The Elijah who is to come is John the Baptist.

      In verse 12 it says, “And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and men of violence take it by force.”

      And in verse 11 it says, “Verily I say unto you, Among them that are born of women there hath not arisen a greater than John the Baptist: yet he that is but little in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he.”

      

      Therefore, the fact that among those born of women there has not risen one greater than John the Baptist means that God established John the Baptist as the representative of humanity. God caused John the Baptist to be born on this earth six months before Jesus. And God prepared John the Baptist as the last prophet and priest of the Old Testament.

      Therefore, as the high priest of the earth, John the Baptist baptized Jesus and passed on all the sins of humanity to Him.

      In other words, the reason John the Baptist baptized was to do the work of transferring all sins. The reason Jesus Christ was baptized by John the Baptist was to pass on all the sins of humanity through that baptism.

      

      So in Matthew 3:15, it says, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then John permitted Him, and Jesus was baptized.

      It was fitting because Jesus had to receive all sins through John the Baptist in order for all righteousness to be fulfilled.

      • IN THIS WAY, THE LORD SAVED SINNERS THROUGH THIS METHOD

      “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”

      “All righteousness” refers to righteous work, and “for thus” refers to the method of accomplishing righteous work.

      The Messiah who came to save humanity from all sins, our Savior God, Jesus Christ who came as a sacrificial offering, in order to bear the sins of you, me, and all people of humanity, had to be baptized by John the Baptist, who was the representative of humanity, the greatest among those born of women, and the last priest of the Old Testament, and take upon Himself all the sins of humanity upon Himself.

      Only by taking upon Himself sins upon His body could Jesus become a sacrificial offering for all people of humanity. Because it had to be done this way, the word “for thus” is used.

      

      “For thus” is the Greek word “Οὕτως (Houtōs)”, which means “most appropriate”, “in this way”, or “this way and no other way”. The word “Οὕτως (Houtōs)” means exactly that.

      In order for Jesus Christ to come as our Savior and take upon Himself the sins of you and me and of the entire world, He absolutely had to be baptized by John the Baptist, the representative of mankind.

      Only by receiving the transfer of sins through this method of baptism could Jesus Christ accomplish the work of saving us from sin righteously. That is why Jesus received baptism.

      

      When Jesus was baptized by John, this baptism is exactly like the laying on of hands in the Old Testament. It was the laying on of hands performed in front of the altar of burnt offering in the Old Testament times to transfer sins to the sacrificial offering.

      Jesus Christ came to this earth and fulfilled through baptism the promise of the laying on of hands from the daily sacrifice where a sinner laid hands on the head of the sacrificial offering to transfer his sins, and from the yearly sacrifice on the Day of Atonement on the 10th day of the 7th month where the high priest laid hands on the sacrificial offering to transfer the sins of the Israelites once and for all.

      Jesus was baptized like the laying on of hands in the Old Testament, and took upon Himself all the sins of the world, washing away all sins. And because He took upon Himself all the sins of mankind, He was punished for sins and sacrificed Himself on the cross in our place.

      Therefore, Jesus Christ could become our true God of salvation.

      • WE MUST TRULY ACKNOWLEDGE OUR APPEARANCE

      Therefore, we really must acknowledge that we are those who have no choice but to die and be judged because of our sins. We must know and feel this.

      And we must know that our Savior Jesus Christ came to this earth and was sacrificed for us to save us—that is, through His ministry of being baptized, dying on the cross, and rising from death to save us, He washed away all our sins and completely saved us from sin.

      And we must believe that Jesus gave us the gift of salvation, completed salvation, and gave that completed salvation to us as a gift. Jesus fulfilled all righteousness so that we could obtain salvation simply by believing, simply by accepting.

      

      To make us know this, the gate of the court of the tabernacle was made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen. This is also the reason why, when you open the gate of the court of the tabernacle and enter, you see the altar of burnt offering first.

      All the sacrifices offered at the altar of burnt offering are examples of the method of salvation by which Jesus Christ saves us.

      The sacrificial offering that is sacrificed at the altar of burnt offering receives the transfer of the sinner’s sins through the laying on of hands, and in place of that sinner, it bleeds from its neck, cries out ‘baa’, and dies, pours out all its blood, and the remaining meat is burned. The remaining blood was applied to the horns of the altar of burnt offering and sprinkled on the ground—this was the method of sacrifice.

      All of these sacrifices are exactly the method by which Jesus Christ becomes the Savior of you and me. Jesus Christ showed through the sacrifices that He would come to this earth and save us in this way.

      

      The sacrificial offering offered at the altar of burnt offering must receive the laying on of hands. Therefore, the tabernacle speaks of the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Jesus Christ came to this earth and received baptism in His body to bear the sins of our humanity. Baptism is the sign of salvation that He received to become a sacrificial offering for all sinners in this world before God the Father.

      

      Now we come to have certain faith through this tabernacle.

      Just as the sacrificial offering received the laying on of hands and took upon itself the sins of the Israelites, and because it bore that person’s sins, it had to be sacrificed in their place, so Jesus Christ came to this earth to bear the sins of you and me and to become a sacrificial offering for the sins of you and me. By becoming a sacrificial offering, He saved you and me from all sins and all judgment, and we have come to rightly believe in that salvation of love.

      Through faith, we come to give thanks and repay God for that salvation of love He has given us.

      

      No matter how much knowledge one may have about the tabernacle, it is of no use if one does not believe. Therefore, we must know and believe how important the baptism that Jesus Christ received is.

      The tabernacle has three gates, all of which were woven in the order of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      People depict the gate of the court of the tabernacle differently because they do not know that truth, but according to God’s Word precisely, the 9-meter-wide gate of the tabernacle had to be made with each of the four threads occupying 2.25 meters respectively.

      Even in the order, the blue thread must be embroidered first, then the purple thread, scarlet thread, and fine twined linen in that order. Only when made this way can it be called a properly made gate of the tabernacle.

      This is because this is the exact gate of the tabernacle that God commanded to be made in the Old Testament times.

      

      Looking at pictures of the gate of the court of the tabernacle today, we can see that it is entirely dominated by red color. The scarlet thread occupies about 4/5 of it, the rest is occupied by white thread, and the blue thread is made barely visible, so the gate of the tabernacle appears entirely red.

      Did God make the gate of the court of the tabernacle, the gate of the sanctuary, and the gate of the Most Holy with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen for no reason? There was a reason why it had to be made that way.

      No matter how much He came to this earth as the Savior of humanity, wearing human flesh and being born through the body of the virgin Mary, if Jesus Christ had not been baptized to take upon Himself the sins of you and me, Jesus Christ would not have become the true Savior of you and me. Also, if He had not been baptized, He could not have gone to the cross to be nailed and die for us.

      Therefore, the blue thread had to be embroidered first, and its significance was also weighty.

      • WHO SHOULD WE BELIEVE?

      We must believe in Jesus Christ who saved us from sin. We can truly be born again when we believe in the salvation that Jesus Christ, the Son of God who becomes our Savior, has given us.

      When we believe in the Son of God as our God of salvation, when we believe in the truth that He came to this earth and received baptism for you and me to bear the sins of you and me once and for all and was judged on the cross, we obtain true salvation.

      Because Jesus Christ could not bear the sins of you and me except through baptism, He had to bear sins in exactly that way and could go to the cross to shed His blood and die for us.

      Therefore, we must never ignore this truth.

      No matter how much He is the Son of God and no matter how much He came to this earth as our Savior, if He had not been baptized to bear our sins, the salvation of you and me could not be found in this world.

      

      Let us suppose that you are a person who owes a considerable debt. But someone says to you, “Don’t worry. I’ll pay it back for you. Don’t worry. I’ll solve it for you.”

      Let’s say there is a person who continues to say every time you meet, “Don’t worry, I tell you, I’ll solve it for you”, and scolds you asking why you can’t believe. In reality, he says to you every day, “I’ve paid it all back. Just believe”, but if he has not actually paid it back, no matter how much you believe, could you be freed from that debt? —No.—

      No matter how confidently that person says, “If you believe in me, that debt is all solved”, if the debt has not actually been paid, the debt is still there intact, and that person is only deceiving me.

      If you even ask, “How exactly did you pay it back?” he says, “Why are you so doubtful? Just believe unconditionally! I told you I paid back all your debt. You just need to believe, but you’re doubting—that’s not right.” Let’s say you believe him completely.

      No matter how much you believed that person, if that person did not actually pay back your debt, his words become lies.

      • THIS IS THE FAITH OF TODAY’S CHRISTIANS

      “Jesus shed His precious blood to save you from sin. He took the judgment for all sins. So He saved you.” This is how they speak.

      And when many pastors preach this way to their congregation members, if someone among the congregation says, “But I still have sin,” they say, “It’s because you lack faith. Believe, believe, your not believing is sin!”

      “I don’t know why I can’t believe.” “I believe, but I don’t know why I have sin. I really believed.”

      “Your faith is insufficient. Believe more. Go up to the mountain and believe while fasting and praying. Believe while starving yourself.”

      “Can’t I just believe while eating?”

      “No. Believe while starving yourself.”

      

      Everyone, what is wrong when they tell you to believe without solving your sins, rebuke you for not believing, you try to believe but can’t believe well, and even when you really believed, your sins are not solved?

      Because they do not know that Jesus Christ was baptized to take our sins upon Himself, they do not have faith. Because you believed in something vain, no matter how much you believe, your sins cannot be solved.

      Does faith come if you believe unconditionally without any confirmation that it has been solved? It does not. When you know and believe how it was really solved and what He solved, complete faith comes once and for all.

      ‘Though I doubt You, what You have already solved is so certain. No matter how much I try not to believe, that salvation is so certain that I have no choice but to believe. Thank You for solving my problem.’

      Even though you may doubt at first, the evidence that He saved me is so certain that you can no longer doubt.

      Jesus clearly showed us the receipt of water, blood, and the Spirit, which is the sign of salvation and the evidence that He saved us. “I have paid for you like this.”

      Only when we see that receipt showing He paid all our debts does true faith finally come.

      

      While claiming to believe in God, while saying that Jesus Christ who is God is our Savior, while claiming to believe in the Savior, you cannot believe because there is no assurance of how He saved you and no receipt showing how your sins were paid for and eliminated.

      Those who believe without seeing the receipt may seem to have good faith, but in fact, that is blind faith. It is fanatical faith.

      • DO YOU PERHAPS CONSIDER FANATICAL FAITH TO BE GOOD FAITH?

      Everyone, would it be good if a pastor with fanatical faith forces fanatical faith on others?

      “Believe. Receive fire. Fire, fire, fire, Spirit like fire. Fill us with fire, fire. I believe the Lord will give you blessings. I believe He will make you rich. I believe He will give blessings. I believe He will heal your diseases”, and when they make such a commotion, the audience’s ears become ringing and their hearts start pounding.

      With the finest sound equipment installed, the sound reverberates thunderously, “Fire, fire, fire”, and the audience’s hearts pound from that magnificent sound.

      Then, swept up in emotions as if strong faith is coming, they cry out desperately, “Please come upon us.”

      

      At that time, when the pastor says, “Let us pray, I believe the Holy Spirit will come upon us abundantly at this time”, he stirs up the emotions of the audience. Soon after, the praise band begins to play, and people raise their hands, becoming enthusiastic as if caught in a sudden shower, with their emotions reaching a peak.

      At such times, he says, “Let us give offerings”, and “Especially tomorrow morning, God wants to receive special offerings. Let us offer special offerings before God.” Then people, in their intense emotions, unknowingly empty out all the money they have and don’t have.

      False pastors prepare spacious pulpits where there is never a lack of space even when money is piled up abundantly, and they place dozens of offering bags in front of it. When the band plays and people’s hearts become excited, they send offering ushers among the audience.

      

      False pastors use lies that giving much offering brings blessings and methods that stir up emotions to make people cry and give money. This causes people to lose reason and perception and, overcome by emotions, unknowingly offer money.

      This is not based on God’s Word, nor is it preaching, but fanatical and blind behavior close to fraudulent acts. Thus, pastors with fanatical faith stir up people’s emotions intensely to fulfill other purposes.

      

      If we know that the Lord received baptism to bear our sins and believe in that Jesus Christ as our Savior, we are quite calm except for being moved in the center of our hearts. The one thing that moves us is that Jesus bore our sins through baptism for you and me and was nailed to the cross and died.

      When we think that Jesus, who is God, bore our sins through baptism and died as the price for those sins, we are really grateful and filled with joy. We receive deeper emotion than any love confession that touches the heartstrings, more than any precious diamond gift in the world.

      

      However, that emotion does not last very long either. While we can be intoxicated with emotion for some time, when we sin daily and become truly ashamed before Him, we become embarrassed and hide our faces.

      ‘Jesus received judgment and died on the cross for such people as us, so why do I sin every day?’ So we become too ashamed to be moved and rather become too embarrassed to come before God.

      Therefore, God taught us about the altar of burnt offering. The sacrificial offering offered according to the sacrificial law at that altar of burnt offering was Jesus Christ our Savior.

      Therefore, the altar of burnt offering showed that Jesus would come to this earth and actually save us through blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen.

      God wanted us to see the altar of burnt offering and receive salvation through faith in it. Do you believe? —Yes⁠—

      • WHAT SHOULD WE DO IN THIS AGE?

      There are really many things we must do in this age. Because there are many who are following Jesus without knowing and believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit manifested in the tabernacle. There are many things we must do to make this truth known to them.

      We must spread the truth to those throughout the world who do not know the truth of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, so that they may receive salvation from the fire judgment of hell to which they must go.

      Therefore, we must make books to send throughout the world, and there are so many things to do—from revising and editing the books, to earning money for printing and sending them to each country.

      

      So when you look at how the saints and ministers live, you don’t know how busy they are. Evangelist Ahn, who is working together with me, is also working without a moment’s rest. All the members and workers of God’s church become very weary in body from living so busily like this.

      Marathon runners say that when they run 42.195km, at a certain point they become so out of their minds that they don’t know whether they are running or doing something else, and I think we have reached that point while running for the gospel.

      Living for the gospel is like a marathon runner running a long distance without stopping toward the finish line. Since the race of the gospel continues toward the day we go to God’s kingdom, everyone lives with such difficulty.

      

      However, because the Lord is within us, because we have the gospel of water and the Spirit, because we have faith that believes the Lord saved us with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, because we believe in such clear truth, we gain new strength.

      Because He gave us the gift of salvation, you and I have received the gift of salvation. Therefore, the hardships of the flesh do not feel great enough to trouble us.

      Rather, the more difficult it becomes, the more new strength the righteous gain. We really give thanks to the Lord.

      

      We feel spiritually, in our hearts, in our thoughts, and actually in our circumstances the new comfort that the Lord gives us and His being with us. Because we feel that He helps us, holds us, and is with us, we become even more grateful.

      We can do all things through Him who gives us strength. Therefore, we make daily confessions of faith that if the Lord does not give us strength, we can never do anything.

      Jesus Christ was not only baptized for us but also was crucified for us, was sacrificed, died, and rose from death to become our true Savior. Whenever we see the altar of burnt offering, we are reminded of this.

      

      The altar of burnt offering was made of acacia wood and covered inside and outside with thick bronze. The height is about 1.35 meters, and at about the middle point, around 67.5cm, a bronze grate was hung. So they placed meat on it and burned it.

      Whenever we see the altar of burnt offering, we must see the appearance of you and me. Also, we must see that Jesus Christ was baptized in His flesh to bear our sins and received judgment for our sins by shedding His blood on the cross.

      You and I were really those who had no choice but to die before God because of sin and judgment. You and I were those who had no choice but to die because of sin and judgment and receive eternal curse.

      However, like the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament, we have received salvation through Jesus Christ who came to this earth as an eternal atoning sacrifice for us, was baptized, and died for us.

      

      While the sacrificial offering would be pretty and cute when alive, how miserable would it be when it receives the laying on of hands, receives the transfer of sins, has its throat cut, sheds blood, and dies? That we who deserved to die so miserably have escaped judgment is truly a tremendous blessing.

      Such a blessing was possible because the Lord gave us the gift of salvation. As manifested in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, Jesus Christ came to this earth in the flesh and saved you and me with baptism and the blood of the cross, giving us the true gift of salvation.

      God has given you and me the gift of salvation—do you believe it with your heart? Do you believe the gift of salvation, the love of Jesus? —Yes⁠—

      We really must have such faith.

      

      When we see the altar of burnt offering too, we should know, ‘Jesus Christ saved me like this. He was sacrificed like this to give me the gift of salvation. Just as the sacrificial offering receives the laying on of hands, just as the sacrificial offering sheds blood and dies, He endured such suffering to give us salvation. He saved us from sin’, and we must believe with our hearts before God and give thanks with our hearts.

      

      God wants us to receive by faith the gift of salvation and love that God has given us. He wants us to believe with our hearts the salvation of baptism and the blood of the cross that Jesus accomplished by coming with water and blood.

      I hope you will truly receive the gift of salvation with your heart by believing the Lord’s love with your heart. Do you receive it with your heart? —Yes⁠—

      • WHO WOULD BE SACRIFICED FOR YOU LIKE THAT?

      I have seen a tract that said, “Who would die for you? Who did you meet today and receive comfort from? Jesus Christ was sacrificed for you. Doesn’t this comfort your heart?”

      Really, who would be baptized on your behalf to take upon Himself your sins in order to remove your sins and die on the cross for you? Who would shed all the blood in their body and die to show their love? Who would endure such sacrifice for me?

      Your relatives? Your children? Your parents? No.

      God who created you, that God came to this earth wearing human flesh to save you from sin, was baptized to bear your sins, was nailed to the cross and shed His blood to receive judgment for your sins, became your true Savior, rose again from death, and is still alive today, giving you salvation and love as a gift.

      Do you truly want to receive this salvation of love with your heart? —Yes⁠—

      Everyone, do you truly believe with your heart? —Yes⁠—

      

      All who believe will receive Him, and all who receive Him will obtain salvation. To receive Him is to accept the salvation and love He gave for us.

      Through believing with our hearts that love, that salvation, that washing away of sins, that bearing of sins, that judgment for sins, we obtain salvation. This is the faith that receives the gift of salvation.

      

      All those things about the tabernacle represent Jesus Christ.

      God does not require any sacrifice from us. God simply tells us to believe with our hearts the gift of salvation that He has given us.

      “I came to this earth to give you the gift of salvation, received the laying on of hands like the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament and received the transfer of sins, and like this sacrificial offering, I miserably received judgment for sins for you. I saved you like this.” The tabernacle tells us this.

      

      No matter how much God has saved us like this, no matter how much He has loved us, no matter how much He has given us the gift of salvation, it is useless if we do not believe. Just as salt must be put into the pot with the lid opened to make food salty, salvation is also of no use to you and me if we do not believe with our hearts.

      If we do not give thanks with our hearts for the gospel of water and the Spirit and do not accept it with our hearts, Jesus’ sacrifice becomes worthless.

      Only when we know what sacrifice and love Jesus our Savior who is God has given us and accept it with our hearts and give thanks does salvation become yours.

      If you do not accept it with your heart but only understand it with your head, it is of no use. No matter how much the soup boils vigorously, if you only think ‘I should put salt in, I should put salt in’ but do not actually put it in, the soup cannot become salty.

      You are saved only when you accept and believe with your heart that the Lord, like the sacrificial offering sacrificed at the altar of burnt offering, was baptized and sacrificed for you and me, thereby saving you from sin.

      When He gives you the gift of salvation, please receive it with gratitude. When the Lord says He has completely saved us, then it is right for us to believe that way.

      

      Everyone, did God’s heart that loves you love you so haphazardly and carelessly? It was not. The Lord’s love was perfect love.

      The Lord saved you and me perfectly and flawlessly. He perfectly bore all sins through baptism for you and me and perfectly died on the cross for us, so we cannot have any doubt about that love. He has so perfectly saved us and given us the gift of salvation.

      We must accept the gift of salvation that God has given us.

      

      Let’s say I have a very precious handkerchief made of gold in my hand right now.

      If I throw it to you as a gift, you would unconsciously stretch out your arm and try to catch the golden handkerchief. Wouldn’t you? How simple and easy is it that if you just stretch out your hand and catch it in your hand, this expensive golden handkerchief becomes yours?

      If you just open your heart and transfer all the sins of that heart to Jesus through baptism, you can easily receive the remission of sin and fill your empty heart with truth.

      The Lord said He gives salvation as a free gift like this. Salvation is something you just need to stretch out your hand and grab.

      

      If we have received salvation as a gift, we do not need to pay even a penny. And if we have received it from One who delights in giving, the person who receives it with gratitude is blessed.

      The one who joyfully accepts God's love is clothed in His love, and such a person is the one who loves the Giver. Because it pleases the heart of the one who gives. Accepting the gift is doing well.

      When you accept the gift of salvation that God has given you, the true gift of salvation becomes yours.

      If you do not accept it with your heart, no matter how much you try, the gift of salvation will not become yours.

      

      I also accepted that gift of salvation. ‘The Lord received baptism like this for me. By receiving baptism like that, He received judgment for all sins. The Lord’s receiving baptism was ultimately for me. Thank You so much.’ I believed like that.

      Therefore, I have no sin now. I have received the remission of sin perfectly. If you also want to receive the remission of sin and be saved, accept it now.

      

      I always think about this gift of salvation that I have received. Even at this moment, if I think about it once more, I will know that there is nothing else I can do but give thanks for the salvation the Lord has given me.

      Because this salvation of love is in my heart, I can never forget it.

      When I first accepted and believed the gospel of water and the Spirit, which is the truth manifested in blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twined linen, and received the remission of sin, I was really grateful, but even now after several years have passed, I still have the same grateful heart and feel newness every day.

      Jesus came to this earth to save me, was baptized to bear my sins, and died on the cross to receive judgment for my sins.

      When I knew that it was for me, I immediately accepted it and made it mine. I always realize that this was the best thing I did while living in this world and was the wisest and smartest action.

      Therefore, I believe that the Lord truly loves and cares for me, and I confess that I believe He did so because He loves me. “Lord, I give thanks to You. Just as You loved me, I also love You.” Making such a confession is great joy for those who are born again.

      

      The Lord’s love never changes forever. Just as His love for us never changes forever, our love for Him can never change forever either.

      Sometimes when we are sick and struggling, our hearts may go wrong and we may forget that love and feel like betraying Him.

      However, even when we have such severe headaches and are in so much pain that our minds become confused and we can only think of the pain, God holds us with His single-minded devotion so that we cannot forget the Lord’s love in our hearts. God loves us forever.

      The Lord’s coming as a creature for us was because He loved us even to the point of dying for us.

      Now believe in that love with which God loves you. And accept it. Everyone, do you believe?

      We give thanks that the Lord saved us from sin with such love.
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        6. The Laver in the Court of the Tabernacle

        (Exodus 30:17-21)
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            THE LAVER IN THE COURT OF THE TABERNACLE

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 30:17-21 >

      “Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying: ‘You shall also make a laver of bronze, with its base also of bronze, for washing. You shall put it between the tabernacle of meeting and the altar. And you shall put water in it, for Aaron and his sons shall wash their hands and their feet in water from it. When they go into the tabernacle of meeting, or when they come near the altar to minister, to burn an offering made by fire to the Lord, they shall wash with water, lest they die. So they shall wash their hands and their feet, lest they die. And it shall be a statute forever to them—to him and his descendants throughout their generations.’”

      

      In Exodus 30:17-21, there is a passage about the laver made of bronze.

      When you open the gate of the tabernacle court and enter, you first encounter the altar of burnt offering, and next there is the laver. When you pass the altar of burnt offering in the tabernacle court and encounter the laver, you have come one step closer to the house of God by that much.

      The laver was made by collecting and melting the bronze used in the mirrors of the women who served at the door of the tabernacle of meeting (Exodus 38:8). Because there was no glass at that time, they made mirrors using bronze and polished them until they became smooth and shiny to see their own faces reflected in them.

      When this tabernacle was being built, when Moses told the people to bring bronze to make the laver, the women brought their mirrors.

      Therefore, the Bible records that the laver was made from the mirrors of the women who served at the door of the tabernacle of meeting. The bronze that was gathered in this way was melted to make a large vessel for holding water, and that is the laver.

      Then why did God tell Moses to make the laver?

      The laver is a bronze vessel that holds water, and it was made to wash away filth with water.

      When the priests were doing the work of offering sacrifices in the tabernacle court and became dirty, they went to the laver and washed their hands and feet.

      • THE LAVER IN THE COURT OF THE TABERNACLE

      Material: It was bronze, and water was always filled inside it.

      Spiritual meaning: Bronze speaks of the judgment for all sins of mankind.

      Jesus was baptized by John to bear the judgment for all sins of mankind and took upon Himself the sins of the world.

      Therefore, the meaning of the laver tells us that all our sins are washed away by faith, believing that all our sins were transferred to Jesus through the baptism that Jesus received.

      The priests who served in the tabernacle also washed their hands and feet clean at the laver before entering the tabernacle to avoid death.

      Bronze speaks of receiving all judgment for sin, and the water of the laver speaks of the baptism that Jesus received from John to bear the sins of the world.

      In other words, the laver speaks of the fact that Jesus took upon Himself all sins and bore the judgment for those sins.

      The water in the laver signifies the blue thread of the tabernacle in the Old Testament and the baptism Jesus received from John in the New Testament (Matthew 3:15, 1 Peter 3:21).

      

      The laver speaks of the baptism that Jesus received, and it is a place to confirm the faith that believes in the truth that Jesus took upon Himself and washed away once and for all not only mankind’s original sin but also the actual sins committed in daily life through the baptism He received from John the Baptist 2,000 years ago.

      Even today, there are the righteous in this world who have been born again by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit. They are those who have received the removal of sin by faith, believing that all their sins have been remitted through the ministry of Jesus manifested in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      However, even the righteous who have received the removal of sin inevitably commit sins daily because their flesh is insufficient, and these are called actual sins.

      The place that the righteous who have received the removal of sin seek to resolve their actual sins is precisely the laver.

      Whenever the righteous commit actual sins, they go out to the laver in the tabernacle court and wash their hands and feet with water, so that they can confirm by faith in the written Word of God the fact that Jesus has already taken away all the actual sins they have committed.

      

      In the Bible, water sometimes refers to the Word of God, but the most important meaning of water is that it speaks of the baptism of Jesus.

      Ephesians 5:26 says, “that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word,” and John 15:3 says, “You are already clean because of the word which I have spoken to you.” The laver gives the holy saints who have received the removal of sin assurance that no matter how insufficient their flesh may be, the Lord has washed away all their sins with water. Therefore, the water contained in the laver speaks of the baptism that Jesus received.

      1 Peter 3:21 says, “There is also an antitype which now saves us—baptism, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.” Therefore, the laver is a place to confirm one’s salvation before God both when being saved and after being saved.

      

      The saints who have been saved from sin by faith receive grace through the laver (the baptism of Jesus) and bronze (all judgment for sin by God) and faith that believes Jesus has delivered them from sin.

      Even if one is weak and makes frequent mistakes to the extent that one cannot call oneself righteous when looking at oneself, one can still be assured of being a perfectly righteous person by reflecting again on the faith that believes in the baptism of Jesus (His bearing of sin, water) and His shedding of blood on the cross (judgment for sin, bronze).

      We can always become the righteous without sin by faith in the Word of God that has already saved us all from all our sins and the judgment of sin.

      The Word of God that we have believed is the Word that Jesus bore our sins through the baptism He received from John in place of all the judgment for sin that we ourselves should have received, and shed His blood on the cross to completely save us from sin.

      God placed the laver in the tabernacle court so that we might have assurance by faith that ‘we ourselves are those who have been saved from sin under any circumstances.’

      • HAVE YOU BEEN DELIVERED FROM ETERNAL ACTUAL SINS?

      After sharing the Passover bread and cup with the disciples during the Communion, Jesus washed their feet with water.

      Jesus wanted to wash the feet of Peter and the disciples with water before He went to the cross.

      Since Jesus had already borne all the sins of the disciples through the baptism He received from John, He wanted to teach the disciples the truth of the laver.

      Jesus said that He would be baptized and hung on a tree as the Passover lamb to pay the price of sin (blood). Therefore, Jesus’ twelve disciples did not become sinners again even though they were insufficient after believing in Jesus.

      The fact that Jesus washed their feet confirmed to them the Word of truth that Jesus had already washed away all their sins.

      Therefore, the disciples were always able to preach to all people in the world that Jesus is the Savior and the gospel of water and the Spirit that He had already accomplished (Hebrews 10:1-20).

      The laver not only makes the righteous who have been saved from all sins by believing in the truth remember Jesus’ receiving baptism, but also gives them assurance of salvation that God Himself has saved them through His Word.

      • THE SIZE OF THE LAVER WAS NOT RECORDED IN THE BIBLE

      While the sizes of all other things in the tabernacle are recorded, the size of the laver is not recorded.

      This shows that God’s Son Jesus bore the sins of the world through the baptism He received, and what He took upon Himself was infinitely great.

      This speaks of the infinite love of Jesus who saved us from sin and judgment. The fact that the size of the laver was not determined represents the immeasurable great love of God.

      Human beings continue to live committing sins in this world. Jesus received the baptism given by John, bore all the sins of the world, and was crucified and shed His blood to eternally remove all our sins.

      

      The laver was made by melting the mirrors of the women who served at the tabernacle (Exodus 38:8).

      This means that the Word of God shines the light of salvation upon sinners, driving away the darkness in them and making them bright.

      We must know that God made the laver to personally wash away our sins.

      This Word of truth shines upon the sins deeply hidden in people’s hearts, eternally washes away their sins, gives them the removal of sin, and makes them the righteous.

      In other words, the laver serves to surely testify to the truth that Jesus Christ has completely saved us sinners through the Word of God.

      • THE LAVER WAS ALSO MADE OF BRONZE

      Do you know what the bronze used to make the laver signifies? Bronze speaks of the judgment for sin that we should receive.

      To speak more specifically, it speaks of Jesus bearing all our sins through His baptism and receiving judgment in our place.

      Originally we should have received judgment because of sin, but through the water contained in the laver, we can confirm once again that our sins have been washed clean.

      Those who believe in this truth have already become those who have received judgment by faith, so there is no longer any judgment for them to receive.

      

      The laver is saying to us, “Your sins have already been washed clean with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, and you have been completely saved from sin. You have been made clean.”

      In other words, the laver becomes assurance to the righteous who have received the removal of sin that their sins have been washed away and they have been saved.

      The altar of burnt offering signifies judgment for sin, and the laver is related to the blue thread among the materials of the tabernacle, which tells us that Jesus bore our sins through baptism in the New Testament.

      

      After opening the gate of the tabernacle court and entering, passing the altar of burnt offering, and then passing the laver that is encountered next, one enters the holy place.

      Those who can enter the tabernacle where God dwells must be those who have definitely passed through the altar of burnt offering and the laver. Those who have received the removal of sin by believing in the truth of the laver in the outer court of the tabernacle can enter the holy place.

      

      If a person tries to enter the holy place by his own strength, fire will come out from the holy place and burn him to death.

      Even Aaron’s sons were no exception to this, and Aaron’s sons were also actually killed.

      Those who do not know God’s righteous bearing of sin and judgment and ignore this truth are killed because of their own sins.

      Those who do not believe in the extremely detailed salvation from sin and try to enter into the kingdom of God by believing according to their own thoughts will surely receive judgment by fire because of their own sins. Such people have only going to hell left as a result of the judgment of sin.

      

      Jesus completed our salvation from sin with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen so that we could enter into the holy place where God dwells.

      We receive complete salvation from all sins by believing in this truth.

      God spoke in detail in the Bible and predestined from before the foundation of the world the truth of the blue thread (the baptism Jesus received), purple thread (God becoming man), and scarlet thread (Jesus’ death on the cross) to save mankind from sin, and saved all sinners from sin through the ministry of Jesus manifested in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread exactly as He had planned.

      

      1 John 5 in the New Testament says, “This is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. It is water and blood and the Spirit,” and “He who believes in the Son of God has the witness in himself.”

      What is the evidence of being saved? Believing in the gospel of water and blood and the Spirit is the evidence of being saved, and believing in this truth is the evidence of believing in the Son of God.

      In other words, only the gospel of water and the Spirit that we believe is the evidence that washed us from sin and made us God’s people.

      The only way for us to receive salvation from all sins, enter into the holy place, eat the bread of life that God gives, and live in grace is to believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      We must now receive salvation by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit that washes away all sins and live our life of faith in union with God’s church.

      It is thanks to the truth of the gospel of water and blood and the Spirit that we can live as the righteous who eat the Word of God in God’s church, unite with God’s church, and pray prayers that God hears.

      When we believe in this truth, we become the righteous who receive grace before God and live with faith in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      The life of faith that only God’s people can live comes about through believing in water and blood and the Spirit.

      We receive salvation from all sins by faith that believes in our hearts in the baptism Jesus received, His death by shedding blood, and that Jesus is God.

      The faith that has enabled you to live in God’s church is faith that believes in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      

      Today many people say, ‘You just need to believe in Jesus. Why do you talk about such difficult things? Don’t say useless things and just believe moderately.’

      They may see us as ‘people who say useless things,’ but what is certain is that if you believe in Jesus without receiving the remission of sin, you must receive eternal judgment.

      Faith that does not completely believe in the gospel of water and blood and the Spirit is fake faith and wrong faith. In fact, it is not believing in Jesus as Savior.

      

      If I try to win someone’s favor by unconditionally saying “I believe in you” without knowing that person, would that person be pleased and think, ‘This person really believes in me?’

      Rather, they would be puzzled and say, “Do you know me? No matter how much I think about it, I don’t know you.”

      No matter how earnest the look in your eyes, if you say again “But I still believe in you” to make that person feel good, would this person be pleased? It is more likely that you would appear to be a spineless flatterer who tries to please others by reading their moods.

      

      God also does not delight in those who believe blindly in this way.

      When we say ‘I believe in God, I believe that Jesus is the Savior of us sinners,’ we must know and believe how and by what method Jesus dealt with the sins of sinners.

      Like a person without character, we can never receive salvation by believing blindly.

      We receive salvation when we know exactly how Jesus removed our sins and believe.

      When we say we believe in someone, true faith means believing because we know that person well and find them trustworthy. Saying we believe without knowing well is either lying or doing something foolish that will lead to betrayal by others.

      Therefore, when we say we believe in Jesus, we must know how Jesus removed our sins. Only then can we go to heaven as born—again children of God without being abandoned by the Lord in the end.

      

      The true faith that sends us to heaven is faith that believes in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      In other words, believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit that saved us with water (Jesus’ baptism), blood (Jesus’ death), and the Spirit (Jesus being God) is true faith.

      We must know and believe how great the grace is with which the Lord delivered us sinners from sin. Because believing in that truth will lead us to salvation.

      Whether a person’s faith is complete or incomplete is determined by whether that person knows the truth or not.

      You can truly believe in Jesus as your Savior only when you believe in your heart in the gospel of water and the Spirit of Jesus.

      The faith that believes in Jesus, who has washed away our sins through the gospel of water and the Spirit, as our Savior is the true faith that has saved us from sin.

      • THE LAVER IS THE CONFIRMATION OF SALVATION THROUGH WHICH PEOPLE’S SINS WERE REMOVED

      The laver contains water.

      There is a laver right in front of the holy place, and this laver is a place where we reflect on and confirm through faith that our sins have been washed away. The laver is the assurance that all the sins of believers have been washed clean.

      Just as the priest who served in the holy place went to the laver and washed his hands and feet when he committed sin and became defiled, so too those who have received the washing away of sins by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit have their sins washed away when they commit sin by remembering and confirming again through the Word of God that Jesus has already removed even those defiling sins and finished all judgment.

      

      We become defiled because we cannot help but live committing sins as we go through this world. With what must we wash all these sins that make us defiled? We wash away our sins with faith, believing that about 2,000 years ago Jesus Christ, the King of kings, came to this earth in human form to save sinners, bore the sins of sinners 소 rough baptism, and shed His blood on the cross to remove all the sins of sinners.

      Only when there is faith that believes in the truth that Jesus received baptism and bore all sins can one receive the remission of sin and wash away all one’s actual sins.

      Only when you have faith in this truth that God has already washed away all my sins with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, can you also wash away all your own actual sins.

      • YOU MUST HAVE FAITH THAT KNOWS AND BELIEVES IN THE TRUTH OF THE LAVER

      Without faith that believes in the laver, one can never enter into the holy place where God dwells.

      Our human deeds can never be perfect at any time. Because we are insufficient, we sometimes commit sins.

      However, because the Word of God is perfect, the salvation that God has given us is also perfect.

      Because God has washed away our human insufficiencies with perfect salvation, we can boldly enter into the holy place by faith.

      Those who have not passed through the laver can never enter into the holy place.

      Faith that believes in the truth that Jesus already came to this earth about 2,000 years ago and cleanly removed all the sins of this world through the gospel of water and blood and the Spirit prophesied by the blue, scarlet, and purple thread enables one to enter into the holy place.

      Without faith that the Lord has already cleanly removed all sins, one cannot enter into the holy place.

      Just as one cannot enter into God’s holy place without faith that believes in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, so today we also cannot believe in God’s Word in God’s church, go before God’s throne of grace to pray, or enjoy a blessed life with God’s servants and saints while receiving grace from Him if we do not believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      When there is faith that God has already saved me from sin with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread, we come to live hearing and believing God’s Word together with the members in God’s church and praying to God.

      

      The laver is the final confirmation that we are saved from sin.

      God placed water in the laver right in front of the holy place to give the confirmation of salvation to those who believe in the gospel of the remission of sin.

      This laver washes away cleanly the defiled consciences of the righteous who believe.

      Let us look at 1 John 2:1-2. “My little children, these things I write to you, so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. And He Himself is the propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only but also for the whole world.” Amen.

      

      If we sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous.

      Jesus washes the defiled hearts of the righteous clean with water.

      Before going to the cross, at the Last Supper, Jesus gathered His disciples and poured water into a basin to wash the disciples’ feet.

      “I had already taken upon myself all the sins you would commit in the future when I was baptized, and I will be judged on the cross in your place. I have borne and removed even those sins you would commit in the future. I have become your Savior.” To tell them this, Jesus washed the disciples’ feet at the Passover Last Supper.

      To Peter, who refused to have his feet washed by Jesus, He said, “What I am doing you do not understand now, but you will know after this.” Jesus wanted to become the complete Savior of those who truly believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Jesus has become the eternal Savior for those who believe in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      • THE PURPOSE OF USING THE LAVER

      The laver was used to wash away all the defilement of the priests when they performed the work of offering sacrifices to God inside the tabernacle.

      The laver was necessary for the priests to wash away the impurities that got on them when they killed sacrificial offerings, received blood, and cut them into pieces in order to offer sacrifices to God to remove the sins of the Israelites.

      When the priests became impure while offering sacrifices, they had to wash with water, and the laver was the place to wash away all those defilements.

      

      When we commit sins spiritually or physically, when we become defiled by breaking the commands that God has forbidden, we must wash away all defilement cleanly with the water contained in the laver.

      Even if the priest did not want it, when unclean and dirty things touched his body, he had to wash with water to cleanse the impure parts of his body.

      In this way, when all people who believe in God came into contact with dirty and unclean things, they used the water of the laver for the purpose of washing away all those dirty things.

      

      The water of the laver was given for the purpose of washing away dirt. Therefore, the laver contains God’s mercy. The meaning of the laver was not an optional matter that people could choose to believe or not believe, but it was an essential matter that those who believe in Jesus must believe.

      

      It is characteristic that while God set the specifications for all things in the tabernacle except the laver, telling how many cubits the height, length, and width should be, He did not set specifications for the laver.

      This represents the boundless love that the Messiah bestowed upon us who commit actual sins daily.

      In the Messiah’s love, there was baptism in the form of the laying on of hands that washed away all our sins.

      When they became dirty while performing priestly duties, they would need to use much water to wash, so the laver would have to always be kept filled with water. Therefore, the size of the laver needed to be made according to that need.

      Since the material of the laver was bronze, every time they washed with water, they would think about the judgment for sin while looking at the bronze.

      

      The priests who served in the tabernacle washed all the dirty things that stuck to their bodies with the water of the laver.

      If bronze represents God’s judgment, then water represented the washing away of sin.

      Hebrews 10:22 says “washed with pure water,” and Titus 3:5 says “through the washing of regeneration.” In this way, the New Testament also speaks much about the part of washing away defilement with water.

      

      If the priests and Israelites in the Old Testament washed what became defiled in their lives with the water of the laver, then all the actual sins that we Christians commit in our lives now can be washed away by believing in the baptism that Jesus received.

      The water of the laver in the Old Testament showed that the Messiah came to this earth and washed away all the sins committed in the world through the baptism He received from John.

      

      God speaks through the Bible. The sins committed by the Israelites and priests in the Old Testament and the actual sins that people commit in the New Testament era were transferred to Jesus once and for all through the baptism that Jesus received from John.

      Looking at the words from Matthew 3:15, when Jesus received baptism from John, He said, “Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” By receiving baptism in the form of the laying on of hands from John, the representative of mankind, just once, Jesus received the transfer of all the sins of all mankind upon His body.

      

      Therefore, all of us human beings must have the dirty sins of our hearts cleanly washed away by faith, believing the fact that all our sins committed throughout our lifetime have been transferred to Jesus through the baptism that Jesus the Messiah received.

      Those who believe this fact believe that they have already transferred all their sins to Jesus through faith, and believe that the Son of God bore the sins of the world, was crucified and shed His blood, became a perfect sacrificial offering, and delivered themselves who believe in this truth from all sins.

      Do you believe in your heart? —Yes— Those who truly believe that the Messiah became our sin offering have received eternal salvation.

      • ACTUAL SINS CAN ALSO BE RESOLVED BY BELIEVING IN THE BAPTISM THAT JESUS RECEIVED

      How does the Bible say that all actual sins of mankind can be washed away?

      Just as the priests in the Old Testament washed away sins with the water of the laver, in the New Testament we receive the remission of all the actual sins we have committed through faith that believes Jesus bore the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John and fulfilled God’s righteousness.

      In the end, all sins are washed away through faith that believes in the truth.

      

      When the Israelites offered sin offerings before God, they brought sacrificial offerings such as lambs or goats without blemish to the tabernacle, laid hands on the head of the sacrifice, confessed their sins, and transferred all their sins. Then they killed the sacrificial offering that had received the transfer of all sins, received its blood, applied it to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and poured the remaining blood on the ground.

      In this way, even the sins of a whole year of all the Israelites received removal once and for all by faith through the great Day of Atonement sacrifice.

      As a result, we receive the removal of sin by faith in exactly the same way as the sin offerings of the Old Testament—that is, by believing in the baptism and the blood of the cross of the Messiah who came to remove our sins.

      

      The laying on of hands in the Old Testament is the same as the baptism that Jesus received in the New Testament.

      Our Messiah received baptism from John and died on the cross, thereby taking upon Himself and washing away all our sins.

      The Messiah saved us completely from all sins through the merit of the baptism He received from John and the blood He shed on the cross, so now what more is there for us to do to receive the remission of sin?

      What we must keep in mind is that even though we are weak and commit sins daily as we live, we also receive the washing away of those sins by believing in Jesus who came with water and blood.

      We believe in God, yet because of our insufficiencies, we fall into our weaknesses and commit sins. However, our God, who knows all our insufficiencies and weaknesses, sent the Messiah to this earth exactly as revealed in the Old Testament scriptures, made Him bear the sins of mankind through baptism, and sacrificed Him to save us.

      

      God placed the altar of burnt offering and the laver in the court of the tabernacle to allow all actual sins committed daily to be washed away before entering the holy place, which is God’s house. However, this does not mean that one washes away one’s actual sins daily through repentance prayers.

      Rather, faith that believes in the baptism that the Messiah received and the blood He shed on the cross daily washes away all sins.

      God has ordained that even after the righteous believe in Jesus, for all the mistakes, sins, and wrongs they commit, they should receive cleansing by believing in the baptism that the Messiah, who is the owner of the laver, received.

      

      Today many people, when believing in Jesus, think that they blindly bundle together the washing away of sins and His receiving all judgment for all sins.

      However, because we are weak and commit actual sins daily, the washing away of sins and the judgment of sins must be divided into two parts.

      The baptism that Jesus received from John was His taking upon Himself our sins, and His death on the cross was His receiving judgment for those sins that He bore for us. Both of these were for saving us from sin.

      Therefore, the problem of actual sins committed daily must be resolved by believing in the baptism that Jesus Christ the Messiah received. The baptism and the cross—these two combined to accomplish one complete salvation. This is the truth of complete removal of sin.

      We must think about and believe in the gospel of salvation that resolves us from all our sins by dividing it into baptism and the cross.

      

      When the priests killed sacrificial offerings inside the tabernacle, dirty things got on them and blood splattered. You can’t imagine how much dirty things got on their clothes.

      The priests had to wash away all that defilement, but if there were no water in the laver in the tabernacle court, they would never be able to wash. If there were nothing to wash with water, there would be no one as dirty as the priest.

      No matter how much he was the high priest, no matter how much he was a person who had received remission of a year’s worth of sins, if he did not wash the worldly defilement that got on him each time with the water in the laver, he would have no choice but to live with defilement.

      That is why God placed water in the laver inside the tabernacle.

      Even though the high priest might have all kinds of defilement on his body, because there was a laver in the tabernacle court, he could always become clean.

      Even a person who has received remission of a year’s worth of sins becomes clean by washing away the sins committed daily in this way. God ordained that the priest who offered sacrifices in this way should wash away all defilement at the laver.

      Therefore, you and I who live in the New Testament era must know and believe why God placed the laver in the tabernacle court and why He placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place.

      • WHY DO WE NEED THE LAVER?

      The truth about the laver was spoken of in John 13.

      After Jesus had dinner with His disciples during Passover, He began to wash the feet of all His disciples, starting with Peter.

      Jesus told Peter to extend his foot so that He could wash Peter’s feet. Peter declined when Jesus was about to wash his feet.

      “I should be washing Jesus’ feet, so how can the Lord wash my feet?”

      In Peter’s thinking, it was absolutely not proper for a teacher to wash a disciple’s feet.

      “How dare I ask my teacher to wash my feet? I cannot do it.” Peter firmly declined Jesus’ service.

      At this time, the words that Jesus spoke to Peter are very meaningful.

      “What I am doing you do not understand now, but you will know after this.” The meaning of these words is this:

      “You cannot possibly understand now why I must wash your feet. But this will be the key to resolving your actual sins. You will commit many actual sins in the future, but I have already taken upon myself even your actual sins through baptism, and now I must shed blood on the cross because of those sins. So you must know and believe that I am the Messiah who has borne even the actual sins you will commit in the future.” He said this.

      In Peter’s thinking, it seemed that the Messiah Jesus washing his feet was absolutely not ethically proper behavior, so he declined, but the Lord said, “You will know after this” and washed Peter’s feet.

      

      “Anyway, unless I wash your feet, you have no part with Me. You do not know now why I am washing your feet. But after I am crucified and ascend to heaven, you will know why I washed your feet. Since I am your Messiah, I have already borne through baptism even the sins you will commit in the future and have become your Savior by becoming a sacrificial offering for your sins.”

      

      As the Lord said, Peter did not understand at that time, but after the Lord was resurrected from death, he later came to know this fact. Truly, that event was one that removed even his actual sins.

      

      Peter realized. ‘Jesus washed my feet so that I would have faith that even the actual sins I commit in the world have all been borne by Jesus the Messiah through the baptism He received from John the Baptist! Even this sin of mine has been borne through the baptism that the Messiah received! Jesus bore all sins through baptism and went toward the cross carrying the sins of the world, was nailed to the cross, and received judgment for all sins! And He was resurrected from death and truly saved all mankind completely from all sins!’

      Peter came to know and believe this only later.

      Therefore, Peter says in 1 Peter 3:21, “There is also an antitype which now saves us—baptism (not the removal of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God), through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.”

      

      In the Old Testament, when the high priest offered the great Day of Atonement sacrifice before God to receive remission of a year’s worth of sins for the sinners, the high priest had to personally lay hands on the sacrificial offering representing the Israelites, confess saying “The Israelites have committed such and such sins,” and transfer the sins to the sacrificial offering.

      The sins were transferred to the sacrificial offering through the same method of laying on of hands as the form of baptism that Jesus received.

      In the Old Testament, because the sacrificial offering received the transfer of the Israelites’ sins through the laying on of hands, it had to shed blood and die.

      A knife came to the neck of the sacrificial offering and immediately all the blood in the sacrificial offering’s body flowed out. After that, the priest removed the skin of the sacrifice, cut it into pieces, and offered its flesh by burning it with fire before God.

      

      Like the sacrificial offering of the Old Testament, the Messiah came to this earth, received the transfer of sins through the laying on of hands, shed His blood on the cross, and died for us.

      Therefore, today you and I will receive complete removal of sin by believing in the baptism that Jesus Christ received and the blood of the cross.

      And we must wash away our daily sins by faith, believing that even all those actual sins committed in daily life have already been washed away by the baptism our Lord received and the blood He shed on the cross.

      We must have faith that knows and believes in this truth.

      Only when we have faith that believes Jesus took all our sins upon Himself through baptism and washed them all away can we be saved from all our actual sins.

      And whenever we commit actual sins, we must have faith that believes in the gospel of water and the Spirit. Therefore, salvation from all sins is restored by reflecting on the fact that Jesus has already completely removed even those actual sins through baptism and the cross.

      

      Jesus the Messiah received baptism from John to bear all the sins of mankind, thereby bearing the sins of mankind once and for all.

      God sent His only begotten Son to us to remove all our sins, and had John give baptism to the Messiah to transfer all the sins of mankind, so that God’s Son Jesus would bear all sins.

      In fact, you and I become righteous by being saved from all actual sins and from the judgment of sin through knowing and believing in the baptism that Jesus Christ received.

      Through knowing and believing in Jesus’ baptism, we are able to receive complete washing of the sins we commit knowingly and the sins we commit unknowingly because of our weakness as we live in the world. Therefore, Jesus received baptism for us.

      

      Because Jesus has already removed even the sins that the righteous who have received the remission of sin commit daily in their lives, God permitted the laver so that the righteous who have received the removal of sin through water and blood and the Spirit may be cleansed from actual sins daily by faith that believes in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      Therefore, God made the laver by collecting and melting the hand mirrors used by the women who served at the tabernacle of meeting. This is because hand mirrors serve the role of reflecting one’s appearance.

      When we commit actual sins and fall into despair because of weakness, we must go to the laver and wash our hands and feet.

      The laver serves the role of reminding us that Jesus received baptism from John and bore all the sins of mankind once and for all.

      The Lord had the women’s hand mirrors melted to make the laver, had water placed in it, and permitted all the defilement of hands and feet to be washed clean with that water in order to teach this to the righteous who have received the removal of sin.

      

      We believe that Jesus is the Son of God, the Creator, and the Savior of mankind.

      And we believe that the Messiah Jesus Christ came to this earth in human flesh and received the transfer of all our sins to His body through the baptism He received from John.

      In other words, whenever we commit actual sins in this world and fall into weakness, whenever our own weakness is revealed, we must rather remember the fact that the Messiah came in the flesh, was baptized and died, and has already removed all our sins.

      If there is no faith that remembers and believes this, no matter how much one has received the removal of sin, one will inevitably be bound by actual sins and return to the former state of having sin.

      Therefore, we must believe daily that all those sins committed due to our own weakness and insufficiency have already been transferred through the baptism that Jesus received.

      We must daily remember, believe again, and confirm that the Messiah bore and washed away all sins through the baptism He received from John.

      

      Everyone, without the faith that believes Jesus was baptized by John to take upon Himself the sins of the world and shed His blood, there would not be a single person on this earth who could believe in Jesus and receive complete washing of sins.

      And whether one has received the removal of sin or not, there would not be a single person who does not commit actual sins while living in the world. Therefore, if one does not believe in Jesus’ baptism, everyone would become sinners with sin.

      If that were the case, God’s righteousness would not have been fulfilled.

      That is why God gave us His Son, had His Son receive baptism from John, and gave Him up to the cross to shed His blood.

      

      If we believe in Jesus Christ as our Messiah, we must believe the fact that all the sins of mankind were transferred to Jesus through the baptism that Jesus Christ received from John, and that Jesus Christ bore the sins of the world, went to the cross, was nailed, shed His blood, and received all judgment.

      We receive the removal of sin by believing in the baptism and blood that Jesus Christ received. By believing in this truth, we have received the removal of all sins.

      We have reached righteousness by believing in God’s love with our hearts.

      Our hearts are clean and pure without sin. However, our flesh still has insufficiency. Therefore, we must daily remember the baptism that Jesus received and always reflect on that faith.

      Whenever our insufficiency and weakness are revealed, whenever evil thoughts arise and we are defiled by actual sins, whenever we act wrongly, we must recall that Jesus has already taken upon Himself all those sins through the baptism He received from John, and our hearts must become pure again through believing in this. The Lord is pleased with this.

      

      When we commit sins, we must first acknowledge the sins we have committed before God, saying ‘I have committed such sins.’

      And after that, we must have faith again that believes in the fact that all those sins were transferred to Jesus through the baptism that Jesus received.

      We who have been made clean through the merit of the baptism that Jesus the Messiah received must wash away our actual sins daily by faith that believes in that merit.

      Therefore, we must absolutely keep in mind and believe the fact that we can wash away all our sins of the past, present, and future through the baptism that Jesus Christ received.

      

      We have learned through the Word why God placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place.

      God placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place so that when we come before God, we would come with clean bodies and hearts.

      Even though the righteous have received complete removal of sin through the baptism and the cross of Jesus, when they commit sin while living—whether they want to or not—because their flesh is weak, there is defilement attached to their hearts. So when they pass by the altar of burnt offering and come before God, they must wash that defilement clean at the laver.

      Because we cannot come before God if we have even a speck of defilement, God placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place so that we could wash with water and enter before God as clean people.

      • WHAT KIND OF CONSCIENCE IS A GOOD CONSCIENCE BEFORE GOD?

      Jesus washed away all the sins of mankind through the baptism He received from John in the Jordan River.

      We always come before God with a good conscience through faith that believes He has also washed away all those sins we commit daily.

      The Lord received baptism from John to bear the sins of you and me, and all the sins of you and me were transferred to His body. Because Jesus took upon Himself all our sins, Jesus had no choice but to die on the cross.

      However, if we ignore and do not believe in what He has done, that conscience becomes an evil conscience. That is why we must believe. We must become those with a good conscience before God.

      Although we cannot live 100% perfectly physically, we must become those who have a good conscience in God’s sight.

      

      Jesus came to this earth and was baptized by John to bear and remove not only our original sin but also our actual sins—all sins.

      Jesus, who was baptized by John the Baptist, washed away all our sins once and for all.

      Yet what makes us so great that we do not believe? With what audacity do we not believe? What makes us think we are so good and virtuous that we do not believe? To truly become a good conscience before God, we must wash away all our sins through the baptism that Jesus received from John.

      To do this, we must become those who believe in our hearts that Jesus took upon and washed away all the sins we commit throughout our lifetime through baptism. That is why our Messiah Jesus was baptized by John before going to the cross.

      

      Jesus said to the woman caught in the act of adultery, “Neither do I condemn you, neither do I judge you.”

      Why? Because Jesus had already taken upon Himself the sin of her adultery through baptism, He would also be judged for that sin Himself.

      “You are one who should be judged because of your sins. But believe in the baptism I received and be washed of all your sins. And be saved from all your sins by faith. Be saved by faith from the judgment of all sins and be washed away of your sins. Receive the washing of the sins of your conscience by faith and drink water that will never make you thirsty again.”

      

      Today, we who have been born again by faith believe that Jesus is the Savior who saved us from sin.

      Do you believe that Jesus bore and washed away all the sins of the world by being baptized? Our Lord was baptized and thereby washed away the sins of you and me.

      We can come before God with a good conscience. Why? Because our Lord took on all our sins and washed them away by being baptized for us, bore those sins, was crucified and judged, and rose again from the dead.

      Jesus came to this earth long ago and, through His 33 years of life, took upon all our sins through His baptism and washed them all away.

      The Lord bore and washed away not only our original sin but also all our actual sins, and received all judgment for sin in our place, thereby making us righteous people who are born again before God.

      We can call God our Father and approach God by believing in the Lord.

      Therefore, the conscience of all who do not believe in the Lord is evil. Those who believe in their hearts in the ministry of Jesus’ water and blood and the Spirit are those who have a good conscience.

      

      Please believe in the role of the laver. Thus, please become one who possesses a good conscience.

      Please know and acknowledge all the facts about why the laver was absolutely necessary, why the laver had no specifications, why He placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the entrance to the holy place, why He made the laver of bronze.

      God made the laver without setting specifications to wash away the sins of the conscience of you and me.

      God placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place so that by bearing our sins, He would enable us to come before God as holy people.

      The fact that He melted bronze mirrors to make the laver and filled it with water was so that we would realize through the law how sinful we are and believe in Jesus’ baptism to receive the removal of sin.

      Our God prepared the laver so that we could wash with water all the sins we commit throughout our lifetime.

      

      Our Messiah Jesus came to this earth, was baptized by John, and was crucified to receive all judgment for our sins.

      Do you believe? Christians who believe in Jesus must know why Jesus had to be baptized by John and why the laver in the court of the tabernacle absolutely had to be there.

      Also, just as the priests of the Old Testament were cleansed and came before God by washing with the water of that laver, Christians as well as all people who live in the New Testament era must be cleansed of all sins by the baptism that Jesus received and come before God with a good conscience.

      

      Let us all live by faith, praising God with a good conscience without sin, and giving thanks and glory before God.

      I hope you will become people of such faith who have hearts of gratitude to Jesus who gave us complete salvation.

      God has saved those who have such faith from all sins and from the judgment of sin. We give thanks by faith to God who saved us.

      • WHAT DO THE BRONZE USED FOR THE LAVER AND THE WATER CONTAINED IN THE LAVER MEAN?

      The bronze and water of the laver are certainly giving us great spiritual meaning.

      The water speaks of the baptism through which Jesus Christ bore our sins.

      When the Lord came to this earth, He came through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, and among these, the blue thread speaks of Jesus being baptized. Our Lord came to this earth as Savior and was baptized to take upon Himself all of our sins.

      The water of the laver speaks of Jesus bearing the sins of the world through baptism.

      And because Jesus was baptized by John, He could take upon Himself all the sins of all mankind, go to the cross, be nailed in both His hands and both His feet, and receive punishment for sin.

      Therefore, all things in this tabernacle are a copy of Jesus. That is, it is a copy of the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      

      When the Lord came to this earth, He came through the blue thread and purple thread and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      When the Lord came to this earth as Savior, there was something He absolutely had to do, and that was to receive baptism from John.

      Just as it is said that “Water is also an antitype which now saves us,” because the Lord bore all our sins by receiving baptism, He placed water in the laver.

      The fact that He placed water in the laver made of bronze speaks of the Lord being baptized to bear our sins on behalf of us who had no choice but to go to hell because of sin, and being crucified to receive judgment for our sin.

      

      Jesus came to this earth, received baptism from John the Baptist, and bore all the sins of mankind.

      And He carried the sins of the world and was nailed to the cross. The Lord went to the cross, was nailed in both hands and both feet, and there He suffered countless humiliations, being spat upon, despised, and stripped of His clothes.

      The Lord endured all that suffering and, while dying, finally cried out, “It is finished!” The Lord accomplished all righteousness, removing all sins through baptism and the cross.

      

      The God of salvation came to this earth and was baptized to take upon Himself the sins of you and me. Water is an antitype that saves us.

      Jesus took upon Himself our sins by being baptized and was crucified, and received all judgment for all the sins of you and me, thereby giving us salvation.

      That is why God placed the laver between the altar of burnt offering and the holy place.

      God spoke through the laver about the fact that the Lord came to this earth and did two things to remove our sins—namely, taking upon Himself our sins and receiving judgment for our sins, thereby saving us.

      

      In fact, Jesus’ ministry to remove all the sins of mankind removed all the sins of this world through these two ministries: water (baptism) and bronze (judgment).

      Through these two ministries of Jesus, all our sins were washed away and we no longer receive judgment. We are saved by believing in this fact.

      We are saved from all sins because of these two things that the Lord came to this earth and did for us.

      Because the Lord did this work, we have been saved, our sins have been washed away, and we are saved from all sins without being judged for our sins. The Lord did that work.

      When the Lord came to this earth, He came with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      

      Just as the Lord came with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, the Lord has actually come to you and me today through the Word.

      The Lord had God’s servants record and preserve all the Words of the Old Testament and New Testament, which are the Words of life.

      And when the time came, He developed printing technology and had this printed, and today He has revealed the Words of the Old Testament and New Testament to you and me.

      The Lord saved us with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen. In other words, He showed us that the Lord came to us through the Word, washed away our sins by receiving baptism, and saved us by being crucified on the cross and receiving judgment for our sins.

      The Word testifies that He saved us in this way.

      

      The Lord came to you and me through the four ministries of the Lord manifested in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen. We receive salvation through these four ministries of the Lord.

      Jesus Christ is the King of kings, the Creator, our Master, the Savior of you and me. He is the Judge. He is God. He is the Absolute.

      That God came to this earth and, to remove our sins, was baptized to take upon Himself our sins and was nailed to the cross to be judged for sin. He accomplished it all.

      The Lord taught us through the Word that He is our Savior through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      Therefore, we come to know and believe the fact that the Lord saved us in this way through the Word of God.

      

      We meet the Lord and come to know the Lord by believing in the Word.

      Through the baptism He received and the blood of the cross, we receive washing from all sins and receive salvation.

      We must know how clearly and certainly the Lord spoke to us through the tabernacle.

      In this age, many people think that to meet Jesus, one must have mystical belief. Therefore, when believing in Jesus, they hope to pray earnestly and speak in tongues saying ‘lulula’. Because they think that only by doing so can they meet Jesus.

      However, in fact, one can never receive God through such things. God will never meet us in such ways.

      God meets us not through mysticism or charismaticism, but through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      Now I hope you will become those who have met God by knowing and believing in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      • OUR LORD HAS MET US WITH THE BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD AND FINE TWISTED LINEN

      We can meet Him because of these four ministries of Jesus, and by meeting Him, we can know and believe in the ministry through which He saved us.

      We come to know that He has completely saved us, that He has accomplished all righteousness, and that He has given us the gift of salvation, and we come to know this through none other than the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Through the Word of God, we come to know how God loved us and how He saved us.

      

      In this way, we meet God through the Word of God.

      It is right that we meet God by believing in the Word of God.

      Therefore, the apostle Peter says, “Having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever” (1 Peter 1:23).

      

      Through the Word of God, we come to know who He is, how He saved you and me, how much He loved us, and how He gave us the gift of salvation. Therefore, we come to believe in our hearts.

      

      We cannot meet God, receive the removal of sin, or receive love without going through the Word of God.

      Only when you and I know and believe through the Word of God that we have saved through the baptism that Jesus Christ received and the blood of the cross do we receive certain salvation. If one believes in Jesus as one's Savior without knowing baptism and the cross through the Word, that faith is false faith.

      The Lord has clearly revealed Himself to us with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen and has made us believe. Is that so, everyone? —Yes⁠—

      • TODAY, MANY PEOPLE TREAT THE WORD OF GOD LIGHTLY BECAUSE OF SUPERSTITIOUS FAITH

      Many false preachers preach only, ‘Let us live righteously,’ regardless of the Word of God, as if they had laid out God’s Word merely for show.

      And they talk only about the blood of the cross for receiving salvation, and then mistakenly believe that one must do mountain prayers or fasting prayers for a secondary, physical experience of meeting God.

      Although this is really a very wrong belief, they believe it so firmly.

      They say, “Because I was distressed by my sin, I prayed all night saying, ‘God, I have sinned. But I believe in the Lord who shed His blood and died for my sin,’ and I received forgiveness. One evening, I felt uneasy in my heart because of my sin, but I prayed all night, and by dawn, the sin in my heart was washed away like white snow, and my heart felt refreshed. So I was born again at that time.”

      Everyone, such thoughts and beliefs are nothing but ignorant and absurd human ideas that make the Word of God useless.

      Remember that God said He will punish those who deceive people with such nonsensical mystical words and lead others into the flames of hell many times more severely.

      “My ear hurt so much. But I believed the Lord’s word that if I believe, I will be healed, and though it hurt, I endured saying ‘I believe.’ When I believed like that, my ear stopped hurting.”

      “My stomach hurt so much that my belly ached, and when I ate food, my stomach twisted. So I said ‘Lord, I am in pain, but I believe Your word’ and ate food, and my digestion improved.”

      

      What is all this? These are cases that come from false mystical belief, not from meeting the Lord through the Word.

      These cases are false belief, not faith through the Word. This is a mystical belief, not receiving answers to prayers through the Word.

      It is not believing in God through the Word, but believing in illusions with emotions and experiences.

      What is truly regrettable and sad is that there are many such mystics among Christians.

      Believing in Jesus recklessly with one’s own thoughts, emotions, or experiences while putting the Word of God aside is nothing but superstitious faith.

      Those who say they believe in Jesus without believing according to the Word must examine whether they are possessed by demons.

      They say things like ‘I met Jesus while praying,’ ‘I had a dream and Jesus appeared,’ ‘I prayed earnestly and my illness was healed as if washed away,’ but what is certain is that this is definitely not faith given by God but false faith given by Satan the devil.

      

      The Lord teaches us and meets us through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      In the way the Lord appears to us in this age, does He appear during prayer or in dreams, wearing shackles, with large iron masses on both feet, bleeding profusely, wearing a crown of thorns on His head, and making clanking sounds while saying, “Child, I suffered like this for you, so what will you do for Me?”

      Yet after having such dreams, there are many people who make decisions before God saying, “God, I will become Your servant and serve the Lord. I will build a prayer center here. I will build a church here. I will carry a cross on my back for my entire life and go on evangelistic tours throughout the nation and the world.”

      

      We actually often see such people on the streets or in public places, and they are invariably mystics who say they saw the Lord in a dream or heard the Lord’s voice during prayer and promised to live that way.

      The Lord works through the Word, not by appearing during prayer or in dreams to give words.

      They say that if you think a lot, you dream a lot. If you spread your wings of imagination too much about Jesus and have too much unrequited love, thinking too much, you will have such dreams.

      

      Growing children are in a period when cells are being generated, so no matter how much you tell them to stay still, they cannot stay still. And at that age, they dream so often of falling from high places that when they wake up in the morning after having such dreams at night, there were times when they felt their height had grown rapidly.

      That is what dreams are. Just as when you fall asleep while thinking deeply about something, you dream of being absorbed in that work even in your dreams, the subconscious appears in the world of dreams.

      Therefore, if you think a lot, you also have many strange dreams, but these are all merely expressions of physical changes or the subconscious that have nothing to do with faith.

      

      Therefore, if you think a lot about Jesus who shed His blood on the cross, Jesus appears in dreams wearing a crown of thorns.

      It is fortunate that you at least had a dream about Jesus, but there are also foolish people who try to give up everything to live their lives that way, saying that Jesus appeared bleeding profusely and said, “What will you do for Me? You should live a life of poverty for Me throughout your lifetime, do not possess anything for Me.”

      Are there those who have become frightened by dreams, or have had something that seems very serious happen to them, or whose lives have been changed by a dream they once had? That is mysticism.

      

      God meets us through the Word. He is not one who meets us through dreams or visions during prayer.

      The Word of God is recorded in the Words of the Old and New Testaments. When we hear the words of those who deliver this Word and receive the Word into the spirit of our mind, our spirit meets God through the Word. We meet only through the Word.

      

      We also come to know through the Word that Jesus bore all our sins through baptism, and we come to believe in our hearts by hearing the Word.

      The answer to why Jesus had to die on the cross is also in the Word. Because Jesus received baptism and bore our sins, He died on the cross and saved us.

      Through the Word we come to know God and come to believe through the Word. Also, we come to know through the Word that Jesus Christ is God, and we come to believe through the Word.

      • IF THERE WERE NO WRITTEN WORD OF GOD, HOW COULD WE COME TO BELIEVE IN GOD?

      If there were no Word of God, how could we meet and believe in Jesus who removed our sins?

      Without the Word of God, our faith is nothing. We could say “I think this way,” expressing our own thoughts, but that is not truth, and if what is not truth occupies the heart, truth cannot enter into the heart.

      It is right to say not ‘I think this way’ but ‘The Bible says this’.

      When we read the Bible, the truth that God has spoken enters the heart and changes all the thoughts we originally had.

      

      What is the faith you have in the gospel of the water and the Spirit based on? Is it your own thoughts? Or did you become a born—again person by knowing the facts through hearing the Word and believing?

      You became one who believes with the heart through the Word and became one who met God with the heart. That is why the gate of the tabernacle court was woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      

      The water contained in the laver signifies the baptism through which Jesus Christ bore all our sins.

      “For thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” We came to know through the Word of God the baptism through which Jesus bore the sins of the world.

      Because we came to know this fact through the Word about Jesus’ baptism that bore all the sins that you and I commit throughout our lifetime, that Word gave us faith in baptism in our hearts.

      We come to know the truth manifested in the laver through the Word.

      

      We can know through the Word of God that the laver was made of bronze.

      In the Bible, bronze signifies judgment. Therefore, the meaning manifested in the laver made of bronze serves as a mirror that reflects ourselves—in other words, when we see ourselves before the law, we are those who cannot help but be judged.

      That is why the laver was made from the mirrors of the women who served at the tabernacle of meeting.

      The Lord came to this earth, was baptized, and died on the cross to save us who could not help but be judged because of sin.

      We come to know through the written Word of God that because the Lord was baptized, He bore all our sins and went to the cross to receive judgment for sin, and we receive salvation by accepting this into our hearts and believing.

      Everyone, have you received salvation? —Yes⁠—

      

      In a certain denomination that believes in mysticism, one must know exactly what month and day one was saved.

      And one minister of that denomination testified before many church members that he went to a mountain to pray, came to realize that he was nothing, and believed in Jesus to receive salvation.

      That is certainly emotional false faith that has nothing to do with fine twisted linen. The faith he has is faith that has nothing to do with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      The salvation that denomination teaches has nothing to do with salvation that comes from the Word of God, and is merely something they created themselves.

      

      Everyone, you can hypnotize yourself. If you insist ‘I am without sin’ and think it repeatedly, you will be hypnotized and become without sin yourself.

      If you chant such incantations as if giving yourself suggestions, you really come to feel as if you have no sin, but such feelings never last long. So before long, you have to hypnotize yourself again. ‘I am without sin. I am without sin.’ You have to hypnotize yourself again.

      How self—centered, untruthful, ignorant, and superstitious is such belief?

      

      Fine twisted linen represents the Word of God in the Old and New Testaments.

      The fact that the gate of the tabernacle court, the gate of the holy place, and the gate of the Most Holy were all made of blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen means that the Old and New Testaments record that Jesus becomes the door of our salvation and becomes our Savior.

      Therefore, how clear a truth is this salvation that God has spoken of! I really give thanks before God.

      That is why when I pray, I do not try to stir up emotions or make a fuss. I just pray with a heart that entrusts and depends on everything before God.

      “God the Father, please help us. Please let us preach the gospel to the whole world. Please protect our fellow workers and all the saints. And please give us workers who can serve the gospel, let this gospel be spread, let believers understand and know the Word, and give them faith to believe.” I only pray like this, and I do not pray all night long by laying down a cushion and crying ‘uh~ uh~’ while stirring up emotions.

      

      No matter how hard one tries, if no true emotion arises, then stirring up feelings by pitifully thinking about the death of one’s father or recalling what one’s mother said, and offering a fabricated prayer out of that, is like filth that makes God nauseous—something detestable to Him.

      Is it good faith to think of Jesus dying on the cross and stir up emotions again, crying ‘uh~’ and ‘I believe’? Thinking of the sins one has committed and stirring up emotions saying ‘Lord~ I have sinned, Lord please let me live rightly’—if you deliberately stir up your own emotions, emotions will arise.

      Many people cry like that by stirring up emotions, and because it relieves a lot of stress, their hearts feel refreshed, and they think this is faith.

      Such emotional faith is somewhat tiring, but because there is a momentary refreshing of the heart, they continue their religious life in that way.

      • I HOPE YOU BELIEVE THAT THE LORD CAME TO US WITH THE BLUE, PURPLE, AND SCARLET THREAD AND FINE TWISTED LINEN

      The Lord came through the Word. Therefore, do not wait for your senses, but listen to what the Word of God says. Whether you believe that Word in your heart or not—that is what matters.

      In prayer, do not try to immerse yourself in emotions. Moderately abandon emotions. There are truly many deceivers in the world who target emotional people and approach those who like overly emotional and touching things.

      When you follow emotions, you very often lose the intellectual part. For example, there are many gatherings called ‘Great Spiritual Revival Meetings,’ and when you go and see them, stirring up emotions greatly is commonplace.

      We who have been born again through the Word of truth cannot hold such revival meetings that stir up emotions, even if we try. This is because preaching the Word of God is not about stirring up emotions like the world’s great spiritual revival meetings.

      Because I was born again through the Word of truth, I have parted ways with the emotional aspect.

      

      We righteous people who hear the Word of God, use knowledge, and believe with our hearts absolutely do not like stirring up emotions.

      We preach the Word of God as it is, understand it as it is, quickly discern it, and believe the truth. Because we who know and believe the truth of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen have the Holy Spirit in our hearts, we know that what is stirred up by our emotions is not faith, so we accept only true truth in our hearts.

      

      Jesus came with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen. How amazing is this fact that the Lord came with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen?

      How amazing is the love with which the Lord saved you?

      Through Jesus’ four ministries revealed in God’s Word, Jesus bore all your sins through baptism and saved us by going to the cross and saying “It is finished.”

      Do you believe in your heart? —We believe⁠—

      Those who preach the gospel must preach the Word of God composed of the Old and New Testaments like fine twisted linen, and the content must be the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      And those who hear must sincerely accept and believe it in their hearts.

      • THE WATER IN THE LAVER WASHES AWAY OUR SINS

      Jesus took upon Himself all our sins through baptism and washed them all away.

      The baptism Jesus received refers to the water in the laver, and it washes those of us clean who were destined for hell because of our sins and allows us to come before God.

      Because Jesus took upon Himself all sins through baptism and washed them away, He could go to the cross, suffer all pain and suffering, and die by shedding His blood.

      Jesus’ baptism and the cross testify that He received all judgment for all our sins. Jesus accomplished all our salvation through baptism and the cross.

      

      It is never through repentance prayers that sins are washed away. Our sins have all been washed away because Jesus already received baptism and bore our sins for us.

      We hear this Word and our sins are washed away by believing in what Jesus Christ has done.

      We are freed from judgment for all sins by believing in the Word that Jesus Christ died on the cross and received judgment for sin.

      Thanks to the judgment that Jesus received for us, we have received all the judgment for sin that we should have received through faith. We have really received salvation by faith. In some ways, salvation is so simple.

      We are saved by believing in the gift and love of salvation through faith, but if we do not believe, we cannot be saved.

      • WITHOUT SALVATION ACCOMPLISHED BY GOD, THERE IS NOTHING WE CAN DO TO RECEIVE SALVATION

      We are those who cannot do anything unless God saves us. Just as the Lord determined to save us in this way from before the foundation of the world and accomplished salvation, everything depends on what God sets His heart on.

      God the Father determined to save us through His Son and the Holy Spirit, and when the time came, He sent Jesus Christ to this earth. When Jesus became thirty years old and the time came to accomplish that work, God had Jesus receive baptism, die on the cross, and rise from the dead to save us.

      Therefore, we learn and know what the Lord has done through the Words of the Old and New Testaments and receive salvation by believing in our hearts.

      Being saved by believing in our hearts means that we accept and believe in this ministry of Jesus in our hearts.

      

      Everyone, do you believe that these Bible Words are the Word of God? This Bible is God who has existed from the beginning and His Word.

      Through the Word of God—the Words of the Old and New Testaments—we can know and meet God.

      And through the Words of the Old and New Testaments, we can know and believe that He saved us with the blue, purple, and scarlet threads and fine twisted linen.

      Also, those who actually believe can testify that there is definite power in that Word because they have received salvation. Now, instead of judging and measuring the Word of God with this and that and our own narrow thoughts, we must know exactly how God saved us according to the Word of God.

      Now I hope you will hear and believe the Word of blue (baptism), purple (Jesus is the King of kings), scarlet thread (the cross), and fine twisted linen (the Word of God in the Old and New Testaments) through the Old and New Testaments.

      You can never be saved by putting the Word of God aside and constantly finding fault with and weighing the Word of God with your own standards throughout your lifetime.

      

      If you acknowledge that you really do not know the Word of God well, you should listen carefully to the words of those who knew, believed, and were born again in the truth before you.

      Whether they are ministers or a worker, you should listen to the Word of God they deliver, and if it is really right before the Word of God, you should acknowledge it as ‘right’ and believe it in the heart.

      Those who deliver the message do not deliver it because it is easy to deliver, but because it is right before God to really deliver the Word of truth, they deliver the gospel of water and the Spirit, which is the right knowledge they have before God—the truth of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      No matter through whom we heard it, if it is really the Word of God, there is nothing wrong with it, not even one jot or one tittle, so we have nothing else to do but just say ‘yes’ and believe.

      

      We must believe the Word of God. What does believing mean? It means accepting. It means depending.

      Because the Lord received baptism for us, we transfer our sins to the Lord by faith and depend on the Lord.

      “Did the Lord really do that and really save me? I depend on You. I believe.” Believing like that is true faith.

      

      Among those who study theology in the world, it is difficult to find people who know and believe rightly.

      They are blocked from the gate of the tabernacle court even before coming to the laver whose specifications were not determined, and they cannot even enter the tabernacle court.

      When they preach about the tabernacle, they intentionally try to skip over the gate of the tabernacle court, and when they publish books about the tabernacle, they strangely draw pictures from an angle that hides the large gate that occupies 9 meters among the pillars in the tabernacle court.

      

      There are some who boldly preach about the gate of the tabernacle court, but they do not know the essence of the blue thread, so they say ‘blue is the color of heaven.’

      Therefore, they say that the blue thread is the heavenly color that represents Jesus being God, and the scarlet thread speaks of Jesus shedding the blood of the cross on earth, thus very cleverly avoiding the truth of the gate of the tabernacle court.

      What is purple? Purple speaks of the King of kings and that Jesus is God. The purple thread has already perfectly shown that Jesus is God, so much so that there is no need to say that blue is the color of heaven.

      Blue represents the truth that Jesus came to this earth and was baptized by John to bear all the sins of mankind once and for all, but because the world’s theologians do not acknowledge Jesus’ baptism, they do not know blue and cannot preach it, so they only speak in vain.

      Those who cannot believe in Jesus who came with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen and have not been born again are spiritually blind because they do not know that Jesus bore all sins through baptism and received judgment.

      Therefore, they cannot interpret the Word, so they roughly interpret it with their own thoughts in a self—serving manner and have turned the Word of God into religion.

      They teach, “Believe in Jesus. Then you will receive salvation. And from now on, live a good life.” They have turned faith in Jesus Christ into religious life that focuses on deeds.

      

      Because people know well that they cannot live a good life no matter how hard they try, they are deceived by words that encourage human will to try to live a good life.

      Religion is always like ‘if you do it, you can achieve it’ or ‘try to become holy.’ All religions have in common that they highly value human thoughts, efforts, and will.

      What about Buddhism, which we can see most closely? It emphasizes endless human effort and will, saying ‘do not kill, cultivate the way and accumulate good deeds,’ and tells people to strive to become holy by themselves, which has similarities to Christian doctrine.

      The reason Christianity and Buddhism seem so intimate, though they appear to be at completely opposite extremes, is because they are all religion.

      

      Religion and faith are very different.

      True faith is acknowledging and accepting by faith in our hearts the gift that has saved us entirely through God’s righteousness.

      Faith is receiving the removal of sin by believing in our hearts that the Lord came to this earth and was baptized to take on our sins, and also was crucified and received all judgment for our sins.

      Faith is believing in the Word that the Lord saved us with water and blood, saving us from all sin and judgment. Do you believe? —Yes— We must believe with a true heart.

      • GOD HAS ALREADY SAVED YOU AND ME FROM SIN

      Therefore, we only need to believe and accept that Word of salvation in our hearts. That is true faith, and nothing else is important before God.

      Because God loves you, God sent His only begotten Son to this earth, had Him baptized to take upon Himself your sins, had Him crucified to shed His blood, had Him judged and die, then raised Him from death to save you from all sins.

      But if you do not believe that, what would God’s heart be like? If you want to become children of faith who satisfy God’s heart even now, you must believe in the gospel of salvation through which God removed all your sins through His Son and saved you from sin.

      You must believe in your heart and confess that faith with your mouth in thanksgiving. If believing in your heart does not work well, clearly confess with your mouth. If you confess ‘I believe,’ faith that was not there will arise. Faith belongs to those who take it.

      

      Let us suppose there is a real diamond ring here.

      When I told several people that this is really a diamond and I would give it to you as a gift, suppose some of you absolutely cannot believe it is a real diamond and refuse to receive it.

      In fact, it is a real diamond, but because that person does not believe, for that person it is not a diamond, and he has lost the real diamond.

      Faith is like that. If the Absolute had proven with words why this is a diamond, then there would be those who believe in the power of that Absolute and believe it is a diamond. They are those who have faith.

      “I find it hard to believe the fact that this is a diamond, but since You, the Absolute, say it is a diamond, I believe.” When he confesses like that, he becomes a person of faith and the diamond becomes his as promised.

      

      On the other hand, there is also another kind of faith. Some diamond is not real, but being captivated by its color, one mistakes it for a diamond and believes it.

      In fact, it is not a diamond, but through faith in the words of one who gives false testimony that it is a diamond, one believes it is a diamond as firmly. This fake diamond is like a real diamond to him. But in fact, what he has is fake.

      

      God said, “You shall have no other gods before Me.”

      God’s Word is God, and He said that unless one is born again of water and the Spirit, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

      Unless one passes through the gate of the court of the tabernacle woven with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen, he cannot enter into the court of the tabernacle, and those who do not wash their hands and feet clean at the laver cannot enter the sanctuary.

      Since this Word is the only truth, everything else is fake. Only faith that believes in truth is real faith, and faith that believes in anything else is fake faith.

      No matter how firmly one believes, what is not God’s Word remains not God’s Word until the end.

      When Jesus says that He has removed your sins through baptism and the blood of the Cross, you just need to believe. Since the One who said He did so is God, that faith is real.

      If the Lord really did not do so, then since the Lord did not do it, if you believe so, there would be nothing wrong with your faith.

      On the other hand, if the Lord clearly did so but you cannot obtain salvation because you do not believe, that is clearly your responsibility.

      Therefore, all we need to do is believe. We must believe in the Word that God speaks through the church. Do you believe? —Yes⁠—

      

      What is the Word that God’s church preaches? It is the Word of Jesus Christ who came with blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen.

      The church preaches all of God’s Word, the fact that Jesus is God, that Jesus received baptism to bear our sins, and that He received all the judgment for our sins on the Cross.

      Faith that believes in that truth that He saved us in this way is the faith of the real diamond that God guarantees.

      

      When we know the will of God and the spiritual meaning revealed in the tabernacle and speak about it, it is this simple, but if we do not know this and only pursue intellectual things such as how big the tabernacle’s exterior dimensions are, what the Hebrew original word for tabernacle is, and where the origin of the tabernacle comes from, we will gain no benefit and only get a headache.

      

      Believe in the baptism of Jesus. Jesus was baptized that washes away all the dark and filthy sins in our hearts.

      Baptism has the meanings of washing away sin, to pass over, to be immersed, to be buried, to be transferred, to be covered. Because Jesus received such baptism for us, all your sins have been passed on to Jesus.

      Now those who do not believe in this truth of salvation will be put to death and go to hell. “So they shall wash their hands and their feet, lest they die. And it shall be a statute forever to them—to him and his descendants throughout their generations” (Exodus 30:21). If you do not believe, it is a curse. If you do not believe, it is hell. If you do not believe, Jehovah’s curse and destruction will come upon you and you will enter the eternal pit of fire.

      

      “They shall wash their hands and their feet, lest they die” is what God said to the high priest, saying it is a law to be kept forever throughout their generations.

      Whoever wants to believe in Jesus as their Savior must believe in the baptism that Jesus received and the blood of the Cross.

      Faith is taking. When I believe in my heart and accept it, salvation becomes mine. The truth becomes beneficial to us when we believe it.

      We must believe in what God has said. There is no greater obstacle in the heart than not believing.

      

      God commanded that when the priest comes before God, he should wash his hands and feet clean at the laver and then come forward, but today it is difficult to find people who have such faith of washing hands and feet at the laver. All those who do not have the faith revealed in the laver will be put to death before God.

      Everyone, believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit in your heart to obtain cleanliness before God, escape death, and receive the kingdom of God as a gift. When you go before God, no matter how much you insist that you believed, you will be judged for not believing the truth when the opportunity came. I hope there will be no one who is put to death for failing to believe the truth.

      

      Everyone, where will those who have sin in their hearts go because they do not believe in the truth of salvation that Jesus removed your sins through baptism and the blood of the Cross?

      Do you believe? We must give thanks to the Lord for saving us from sin and judgment through the laver.

      “And the Lord said to Moses, ‘Cut two tablets of stone like the first ones, and I will write on these tablets the words that were on the first tablets which you broke. So be ready in the morning, and come up in the morning to Mount Sinai, and present yourself to Me there on the top of the mountain. And no man shall come up with you, and let no man be seen throughout all the mountain; let neither flocks nor herds feed before that mountain.’ So he cut two tablets of stone like the first ones. Then Moses rose early in the morning and went up Mount Sinai, as the Lord had commanded him; and he took in his hand the two tablets of stone. Now the Lord descended in the cloud and stood with him there, and proclaimed the name of the Lord.       • WE NEED TO KNOW EXACTLY WHAT KIND OF GOD THE GOD WE BELIEVE IN IS

      Let’s look at Exodus 3:13-16.

      ‘Then Moses said to God, “Indeed, when I come to the children of Israel and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they say to me, ‘What is His name?’ what shall I say to them?” And God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM.” And He said, “Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, ‘I AM has sent me to you.’” Moreover God said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to the children of Israel: ‘The Lord God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is My name forever, and this is My memorial to all generations.’” Go and gather the elders of Israel together, and say to them, ‘The Lord God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob, appeared to me, saying, “I have surely visited you and seen what is done to you in Egypt.”’ Amen.

      • WHAT KIND OF GOD IS YAHWEH (LORD) GOD?

      The word “Jehovah” is “Yahweh (LORD)” in Hebrew, and the word “Yahweh (LORD)” means “the self-existent one.” God is not a created being, but the self-existent one, the Creator who made the entire universe.

      

      Let’s look at Exodus 6:2-7. “And God spoke to Moses and said to him: “I am the Lord. I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name Lord I was not known to them. I have also established My covenant with them, to give them the land of Canaan, the land of their pilgrimage, in which they were strangers. And I have also heard the groaning of the children of Israel whom the Egyptians keep in bondage, and I have remembered My covenant. Therefore say to the children of Israel: ‘I am the Lord; I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, I will rescue you from their bondage, and I will redeem you with an outstretched arm and with great judgments. I will take you as My people, and I will be your God. Then you shall know that I am the Lord your God who brings you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians.”

      Verse 3 says, “I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name Lord I was not known to them.”

      In the past, God did not reveal His name as the LORD. That is why He was simply called God.

      However, God wanted to make His name, the LORD, known to all people in the world in order to accomplish the work of saving the Israelites. “I am the LORD. I am Yahweh. I am the self-existent one.” God wanted to reveal Himself in this way.

      

      God, as the self-existent one, is “the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.”

      He has been alive and existing since a very long time ago. In other words, God is saying that He lives and exists forever.

      God allowed the descendants of Abraham, the Israelites, to serve as slaves in Egypt for 430 years, and then promised to bring them out and lead them into the land of Canaan.

      Just as He promised, 430 years later, the LORD God appeared and told Moses to deliver the Israelites from Pharaoh.

      “I am the LORD. I am the self-existent God. Let my people go.” For His people, He revealed Himself to Moses and commanded Pharaoh.

      The LORD God knew that the Israelites were suffering under hard labor. Because He knew that the Israelites were groaning under oppression, He promised to save and deliver them.

      

      God made a promise to Abraham, and 430 years later, He came to the Israelites and revealed Himself to them.

      “I am the LORD. I am God. I have come to fulfill the promise I made to your ancestor Abraham 430 years ago, that I would lead his descendants out of Egypt into the land of Canaan. Go and tell Pharaoh this. And I know all the suffering you are going through.” This is what the LORD God said.

      

      In fact, we must know God as the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.

      Also, God becomes the God of you and me, but what is His name? It is Yahweh. That means ‘the One who exists by Himself.’

      He existed before the creation of the world. He existed even before the universe and all things were made, and He is the One who exists by Himself; He was not made to exist by anyone, but He is the One who exists by Himself.

      • WE MUST CLEARLY UNDERSTAND THE MEANING OF GOD’S NAME

      In fact, God is the One who exists by Himself, and it is important to know and believe that He is the One who actually created us, rules over us, and saved us from our sins.

      In fact, Yahweh God created this whole universe and still exists even now, so we must believe in that Yahweh God as the absolute God.

      

      You and I, like the people of Israel, also believe in God and have received God’s commands before God.

      Just as the people of Israel could not keep all the laws, we also cannot keep the law. That is why we also, before God, because of our sins, are beings who have no choice but to receive the fearful judgment of sin before God.

      In fact, all of us are such beings that, because of our sins, cannot avoid the judgment of sin that God brings.

      

      That is why what we need before God is to offer the atonement price (ransom) to pay the price of our lives. In order for ourselves to be saved from sin, we also had to offer to God the Father, by faith, the price of the atonement for life, which is equivalent to our own lives.

      In fact, before the self-existing LORD God, by offering the price of one’s own life, through that sacrificial offering, God’s justice had to be fulfilled, the judgment for sin had to be fulfilled, and God’s merciful love had to be fulfilled.

      In fact, only by offering the atonement for life for sin can the relationship between God and humans be reconciled. It is by faith that we can be saved from all sin and judgment.

      

      In fact, that is why whenever we go before God, we must acknowledge that we are beings who, because of the sins we commit before God, have no choice but to receive the judgment for sin and the punishment for sin.

      In fact, when we believe in God as our Savior, we must know and acknowledge that because of the sins we have, we have no choice but to be judged and go to hell, and we must believe in the Messiah, who paid the price for our sins and saved us from sin and judgment, as our Savior.

      When we go before God, we must go with the faith that believes in the baptism of Jesus Christ and the blood shed on the cross, which are the sacrificial offerings for our sins, and believe in Him as the Messiah.

      We must acknowledge that we became sinners before God because we could not keep the commandments that God commanded, and we must believe that Jesus Christ, the Messiah, saved us from sin.

      

      We must acknowledge that we were beings who could not avoid receiving punishment for sin before God. Therefore, we obtained the qualification to receive the blessing of the blotting out of sins that Jesus Christ gave, and therefore, we laid the foundation of faith to receive the blotting out of sins and receive God’s mercy.

      

      God, in order to make people His children, made them according to God’s image and allowed them to be born weak for a little while, and because Adam sinned, He made us, who were born as descendants of Adam, automatically become sinners.

      

      We were beings who, because of sin, had no choice but to receive judgment, but God, to fulfill His will, sent His Son to carry out the removal of sins for us.

      Because the Son of God, Jesus, following God’s command, received baptism and went to the cross and died for us, Yahweh God, through the baptism His Son received from John and by passing over the sins of the world through that baptism and through the blood of the cross, saved us from all sins and took upon Himself all the judgment for our sins, and clothed us, who believe this, with new life.

      

      Jesus was a sufficient sacrificial offering so that, by believing in the baptism and blood that He received, we might gain new life, be saved from all sins, and become children of God.

      We must have the faith that receives salvation from all sins and becomes God’s people by believing in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the finely twisted linen. In fact, only those who have this kind of faith become God’s people — this is the absolute truth established by God.

      • THE GODS SPOKEN OF IN ALL THE RELIGIONS OF THIS WORLD ARE ALL MADE BY HUMANS THEMSELVES

      Except for Yahweh God and Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit, all are worldly gods that humans themselves have made.

      Among the things that exist in this world, there is nothing that exists by itself except for God. That is why Yahweh God said, “I am the One who exists by Myself.”

      

      In fact, is there even one among the things of this world that exists by itself?

      Even Buddha of Buddhism was born from his mother’s womb, so he is a created being made by God; Confucius as well, Mencius as well, all were born from parents, and so they are all created beings made by God.

      Even the Buddha statues symbolically carved in Buddhism are merely things made by humans using stones or metals that God had created and put there.

      The sun, the moon, the stars, the water, the sea, the air, the galaxies of the heavens — all are things made by God.

      There is not a single thing in the world that was not made by God. Even the spiritual beings called angels were made by God.

      

      Only the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, whom we believe in, is Yahweh God, who exists by Himself.

      Yahweh God is the God who was not made by anyone. He alone is the One who exists by Himself, He alone is the One who created the universe and all things, and He is the One who made you and me.

      Only Yahweh God, within His will, planned to save us from sin and make us into His people.

      

      Because God planned it that way, He made us be born into this world crying, made us return empty-handed, and allowed us to live suffering in this world so that we would have no choice but to meet God, no choice but to seek Him.

      

      In fact, when we say we believe in God, we had to acknowledge that we are such beings who, because of our own sins, because of breaking and not keeping God’s commands, have no choice but to receive before God the punishment of death, the punishment of hell, and the punishment of terrible suffering.

      We must acknowledge that we were sinners who had no choice but to receive the fearful judgment of sin and go to hell, and we must believe in the Messiah, Jesus Christ, as our Savior.

      • YAHWEH GOD IS OMNISCIENT AND OMNIPOTENT

      We must know that only God is truly the omniscient and omnipotent God who created us and governs this world.

      And after that, before that God, one must acknowledge what kind of sinner they are; they must acknowledge that they are such beings who, because of their own sins, have no choice but to receive the fearful wrath of God.

      And in fact, to be saved from all those sins, one must know and believe the truth that by faith in the sacrificial offering established by God, by laying hands on the head of that offering and transferring one’s sins, all sins are resolved.

      In fact, we must believe the truth that although we had to be judged for our sins and die, that sacrificial offering, by receiving baptism and accepting our sins, could wash away our sins.

      In fact, we must acknowledge and believe that God, who is able to do all things, saved you and me, who could not help but go to hell, from all sins through the sacrificial offering. Such a person is the one who believes in Jesus Christ, the Messiah.

      

      In fact, when we say we believe in the Messiah, believing blindly is not right faith.

      When we say we believe in God, we must believe with a basis. There is a basis for the power of truth that God revealed Himself and said, “I am the One who exists by Myself, I am Yahweh.”

      

      The people of Israel could not fully keep the law that God commanded them. This word is actually a command given to you and me today as well.

      If we truly want to believe in God, and if we want to become descendants of Abraham by faith, we must acknowledge and accept the 613 laws and commandments that God has commanded not only to the descendants of Abraham but also to all humanity.

      We must also acknowledge that the command that the wages of sin is death comes upon us just as it is.

      

      We must believe that God removed our sins through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread. To do so, we must set out to seek the truth of salvation by which the Lord saved us from sin and judgment.

      

      Even though we could not keep God’s solemn command, if one does not know that they are a sinner and does not acknowledge that they are someone who will receive the judgment of sin, that person cannot believe in the Messiah.

      Even though God has actually recorded our sins in the book of judgment, if one has sin in their heart yet believes they will go to heaven, that person is someone who changes God’s law on their own and commits the sin of speaking God’s name in vain.

      Such a person will never be saved from their own sins. Such a person, because of their own sins, is someone who will eternally receive the judgment of sin and the punishment of hell. Whether they believe God’s word or not, because they do not acknowledge God, it is so.

      That person must quickly repent. They must turn away from their unbelief.

      

      God, even at this moment, is in the hearts of you and me and exists by Himself in all this space. And He knows all about us.

      

      God is alive, yet some people do not believe and there are some people who mock that God.

      In fact, all of us are those who need a sacrificial offering because of our sins. That is why God had us bring the sacrificial offering and offer the atonement sacrifice at the altar of burnt offering in the tabernacle, according to the law of salvation established by God.

      

      In fact, God is the One who exists by Himself. He existed in the old days, and He exists even now.

      In the past, to the ancestors of our faith, He was still alive, appeared, and spoke; and even now, to us, He is alive, speaks, appears, works, leads us, and rules over us.

      • TRUTH THAT MUST NOT BE FORGOTTEN

      We have received the removal of sins, but there is one thing we must never forget at any time.

      In fact, we ourselves were those who could only forever be judged, but because our Lord received baptism and shed blood on the cross, we, by believing this truth, were saved from all judgment of sins.

      Until the day we stand before the Lord, we must not forget this truth and must hold it in our hearts with faith.

      Even when we go to heaven and praise God, we must hold this gospel of salvation in our hearts and believe it.

      All of us were those who could only forever be cursed and receive judgment for our sins, but we must believe and give thanks that our Lord saved such as us with the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and is the Savior who gave us eternal life.

      

      We must forever acknowledge and believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      What happens if we do not acknowledge the fact that we were beings who could only forever be judged because of our sins?

      There would be no reason to praise God.

      In fact, the Lord saved us, who were such beings who could only forever be judged because of our sins.

      That is why the Lord was baptized and shed blood for us, that is why we must believe and praise, and that is why we must preach the gospel of the water and the Spirit. That is it.

      Those who believe in the baptism and blood that Jesus received to blot out our sins have a heart that praises God.

      Because the Lord saved us from sin and death, we praise daily with faith.

      

      The problem is that there are truly many people who misunderstand Jesus and know only half.

      They are people whose consciences are seared, who, even while committing enormous sins, do not even know that they are sinning.

      In fact, a person who, while committing sins, does not know that it is sin — that person is a sinner.

      

      In fact, we are weak beings who have no choice but to sin, but whenever we sin, we must acknowledge before God that we have sinned and believe in the baptism and the blood of the cross that the Lord received — that is, the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      Therefore, we actually acknowledge before God that we are sinners. And indeed, by believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, we breathe a sigh of relief. We actually gain peace in our hearts by believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      

      In fact, for a person of faith to have no sin does not mean that they do not acknowledge their sin even while committing sin.

      One who believes in the gospel of the water and the Spirit does not mean that they sin and yet do not acknowledge it as sin.

      Although we have actually been saved from all sins by believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, we still acknowledge the sins we commit as sins.

      

      What we must never forget is that we were fundamentally such beings who could only forever be judged because of our sins, but we believe that our Lord saved us from all sin and the judgment of sin through His baptism, the blood of the cross, and His resurrection.

      Indeed, we must never forget but believe and praise forever that the Lord saved us through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      We must remember our old selves — we must remember that, in fact, we were beings who could only forever be judged because of sin, and we must praise the salvation of the removal of sins that God has given and give thanks daily for the great grace of salvation.

      This faith is precisely the faith that believes in the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      • EVEN NOW, YAHWEH GOD IS ALIVE

      Just as Yahweh God became the God of Abraham and Isaac and Jacob, He becomes the God of you and me who are living.

      God is not a God of confusion. God is not the God of Christians who zealously make noise, but He is the God of those who believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      We have the faith of those who say ‘yes’ by faith before the word of God. God is our God.

      When God actually says to us, ‘You had no choice but to go to hell,’ we say, ‘Yes.’ When He says, ‘You will commit sins until you die of old age,’ then we say, ‘Yes, that is right.’ And when He says, ‘But I saved you with the blue thread and purple thread and scarlet thread and the finely twisted linen,’ then we say, ‘Yes, that is right.’ Those who always say ‘yes’ before God in faith become God’s people.

      We give thanks for the grace of our God who saved us like this through the gospel of the water and the Spirit.

      

      We must surely believe and acknowledge by faith that the Lord saved us from sin with water, blood, and the Holy Spirit and made us people of the kingdom of God.

      The gospel of the water and the Spirit is the gift of salvation by which the Lord saved sinners from sin, and we must give thanks that by receiving that gift of salvation, we became God’s sinless people by faith.

      We were, because of our sins, actually those who had no choice but to go to hell, but by believing that the Lord saved us eternally through the gospel of the water and the Spirit, we praise forever.

      Indeed, while remembering that we were bronze — that is, beings who had no choice but to be judged — we must praise that God who saved us from sin with the blue, purple, scarlet thread and the finely twisted linen that God has given.

      And we must give thanks by believing in the truth of the gospel hidden inside the blue, purple, and scarlet.

      Yahweh God is the God of all humanity. And He became the God who is the Savior of all humanity.

      We must all believe in Yahweh God as our own God.

            WHY GOD CALLED MOSES ON MOUNT SINAI

          

        

      

    

    
      < Exodus 19:1-6 >

      “In the third month after the children of Israel had gone out of the land of Egypt, on the same day, they came to the Wilderness of Sinai. For they had departed from Rephidim, had come to the Wilderness of Sinai, and camped in the wilderness. So Israel camped there before the mountain. And Moses went up to God, and the Lord called to him from the mountain, saying, ‘Thus you shall say to the house of Jacob, and tell the children of Israel: “You have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles” wings and brought you to Myself. Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a special treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. And you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation. These are the words which you shall speak to the children of Israel.”

      • WHY DID GOD CHOOSE THE PEOPLE OF ISRAEL?

      Today I read Exodus 19:1-6.

      Although the part I read is short, the amount I want to speak about is much.

      I also want to speak about the truth contained from Exodus 19 to 24.

      The time when God spoke the words of Exodus 19:1-6 was at the point when it had been three months since the people of Israel had escaped from Egypt.

      

      God had the people of Israel pitch their tents in front of Mount Sinai and called Moses to go up Mount Sinai.

      And through Moses, God spoke two things that He wanted to tell the people of Israel.

      “Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a special treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. And you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.’ These are the words which you shall speak to the children of Israel.”

      The reason God called and established the people of Israel was to make them His own possession and to make them priests of God’s kingdom.

      

      This was the purpose for which God delivered the people of Israel from the land of Egypt.

      The method by which God would make the people of Israel His own possession was to save the people of Israel from sin through God’s law and the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle, washing away all their sins and making them God’s people, thereby making them a kingdom of priests.

      Therefore, the people of Israel had to clearly know this and restore the faith that God desired.

      After God delivered His people from Egypt in order to make them a kingdom of priests for the kingdom of God, He gave them the law and the 613 commandments and had them build the Tabernacle.

      

      If they do not believe in Jesus Christ, who came as the Messiah, they must turn back and believe.

      Jesus, who is the substance of the sacrificial offerings spoken of in the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle, washed away all the sins of all humanity through the baptism He received from John and the blood of the cross.

      Therefore, the people of Israel, as descendants of Abraham, must surely accept the truth that the God who brought them out of Egypt had them receive the washing away of all their sins through the sacrifices of the Tabernacle, and through this, made them God’s people.

      At that time, since the people of Israel could not keep the law established by God, they had to have their sins removed by offering sacrificial offerings to God according to the sacrificial system He established.

      These sacrificial offerings of the Old Testament were the shadow of Jesus Christ, the Savior who has saved today’s humanity from sin.

      

      The people of Israel still believe that Moses is the greatest prophet among the prophets. That is correct.

      However, because they do not believe in Jesus Christ as the Messiah who saved them from all sins, they do not acknowledge the words of the New Testament as the word of God, and they acknowledge only the words of the Old Testament as the word of God.

      But they must believe and never forget that Jesus is not only a prophet greater than Moses, but He is the High Priest of the Kingdom of Heaven and the Messiah whom the people of Israel have been waiting for and hoping for.

      Now they must realize, by believing, that the substance of the sacrificial offerings revealed in the Tabernacle is the Messiah.

      • GOD GREATLY HIGHLIGHTED MOSES BEFORE THE PEOPLE OF ISRAEL

      Why did God so greatly elevate Moses?

      The reason was to make the people of Israel accept and believe that all the words God spoke to Moses were the words of God.

      In other words, it was to make them believe that all the words Moses received from God and delivered to the people of Israel were indeed the words of God.

      God called Moses up to Mount Sinai to make him appear great before the people of Israel. This situation caused the people of Israel to fear both Moses and God, and the people who saw Moses speaking with God came to believe in Moses.

      God spoke with Moses like a friend.

      

      For this reason, the people of Israel were made to firmly believe that the words Moses delivered were truly the words of God spoken to the people of Israel.

      However, because the people of Israel regarded Moses as so great, they ended up making the great mistake of not accepting Jesus Christ, the Messiah, as their Savior in their hearts.

      In the end, the people of Israel did not properly recognize the Messiah and came to reject His love of salvation.

      Now, they are faced with the great task of accepting Jesus Christ, the Messiah, who is incomparably greater than Moses, as their Savior in their hearts.

      • GOD COMMANDED THE PEOPLE OF ISRAEL TO BUILD THE TABERNACLE OF GOD AND OFFER SACRIFICIAL OFFERINGS

      God, through Moses, gave the people of Israel God’s law and commandments, and also told them to build the Tabernacle.

      In the Tabernacle, God showed through the sacrificial system His mercy-filled love that truly removed the sins of the people of Israel.

      God, through the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle, washed away the sins of the spiritual descendants of Abraham so that they would be without lack to be made God’s people.

      

      God gave the people of Israel the two tablets of stone on which the Ten Commandments were engraved, and the Ten Commandments consist of four commands to keep between God and man, and six commands to keep between humans.

      God also gave the people of Israel, besides the Ten Commandments, hundreds of commandments to keep in their daily lives.

      

      The reason God gave them so many laws and commandments was to show in the hearts of the people of Israel that only God is the absolute and perfect God.

      For you and me, who believe in Jesus as Savior, the spiritual people of Israel, there can be no other god besides God.

      Before the people of Israel entered the land of Canaan, God, in order to clearly teach them the truth that Yahweh God is the one and only God, spoke the law to Moses at Mount Sinai, and when they broke God’s commands and sinned, He had them offer sacrificial offerings in the Tabernacle according to the law set by God so that they would receive the removal of all their sins.

      • THE ISRAELITES RECEIVED THE LAW AND COMMANDMENTS FROM GOD

      Let’s look at Exodus 24:3-8. ‘So Moses came and told the people all the words of the Lord and all the judgments. And all the people answered with one voice and said, “All the words which the Lord has said we will do.” And Moses wrote all the words of the Lord. And he rose early in the morning, and built an altar at the foot of the mountain, and twelve pillars according to the twelve tribes of Israel. Then he sent young men of the children of Israel, who offered burnt offerings and sacrificed peace offerings of oxen to the Lord. And Moses took half the blood and put it in basins, and half the blood he sprinkled on the altar. Then he took the Book of the Covenant and read in the hearing of the people. And they said, “All that the Lord has said we will do, and be obedient.” And Moses took the blood, sprinkled it on the people, and said, “This is the blood of the covenant which the Lord has made with you according to all these words.”’

      

      When God gave the law to the people of Israel through Moses, He established it with blood.

      In other words, God’s law was a law of life.

      God spoke the law of life, and the people of Israel were to believe His word.

      

      Therefore, Moses told the people of Israel to bring the blood of the sacrificial offerings for the burnt offering and the peace offering.

      And God had Moses gather the people and read aloud to them the law and commandments, which became God’s covenant, and then He asked them,

      “Will you live by faithfully carrying out all that I have commanded you?”

      At that time, all the people of Israel, with one voice, promised that they would keep everything.

      

      “Then I will protect you and make you a kingdom of priests,” God promised them.

      And the blood of the burnt offering and peace offering was sprinkled on the people. This showed that when a person commits sin, they must be washed through the sacrificial offering.

      

      We must cherish and accept the word spoken by God as the word of life.

      When Moses took the blood of the sacrificial offering and sprinkled it on the people, saying, “This is the blood of the covenant which the Lord has made with you according to all these words,” it meant that God’s word was the word of life, and if a person could not keep it, he must lay his hands on the sacrificial offering to transfer his sin, kill the offering, and offer the sacrificial blood to God for his sin.

      

      What we must know is that in God’s law, there is surely a punishment for the sins we commit, but there is also the sacrificial system for the washing away of sins.

      Therefore, when we face God’s law and commandments, we must recognize and accept in our hearts that within them there is a sacrifice that brings about the removal of sins. This faith is essential.

      If we keep God’s law, there is blessing, but if we do not keep it, we cannot help but be cursed, so we must believe that we must always wash away our sins with a sacrificial offering.

      Therefore, the one who has sinned had to lay his hands on the sacrificial offering to transfer his sins, receive the blood of the sacrifice, and offer it to God, so that by faith he could have his sins removed.

      We must know and believe that the law and the sacrificial system given by God are the law of life by which we receive new life from God.

      

      Therefore, while the law of God teaches people about sin, the gospel of the water and the Spirit is the truth that shows all of us that Jesus Christ, through the baptism He received from John and the blood of the cross, has removed all our sins and saved us from all the sins of the world.

      

      In the old days, when patriarchs made a promise with each other, they would bring a sacrificial offering. They would bring a sheep or a goat or a cow, kill it by cutting its neck in front of them, and make a covenant with its blood.

      This meant, “If you do not keep the promise made with me, you will be put to death like this.” In other words, the covenant was established with blood.

      In this same way, God also established His law for us with blood.

      If you failed to keep the 613 laws and commandments, you would have to die for that sin, but God said, “Through the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle that I have promised you, offer the sacrifice by faith and receive the removal of your sins.”

      

      If we take the word of God’s law lightly and do not accept it, we will not be able to escape the wrath that comes from God because of sin.

      However, if we offer the sacrificial offering as God has established, God receives the sacrificial offering as the payment for our sins and removes all our sins.

      We must believe in this law of life and salvation, that God promised to remove the sins of all the people of Israel through the sacrificial system spoken of in the Tabernacle, and receive the removal of sins in our hearts.

      Anyone who takes God’s law lightly is excluded from the merciful love of God, so we must believe that the law and the sacrificial system are the truth of salvation, as precious as our own life.

      Therefore, Moses read the covenant established by blood and sprinkled the blood on the people of Israel, making the promise by blood.

      Therefore, if we do not keep this law established with blood between God and us, we must know that we are those who deserve to die, and for this reason, it is absolutely necessary that we believe in Jesus Christ, who is the sacrificial offering for the burnt offering and the peace offering, along with the law, and receive the removal of all our sins.

      

      We all must know and believe the truth that we can receive the removal of all our sins by offering the sacrificial offering according to the sacrificial system revealed in the Tabernacle.

      Therefore, God is clearly teaching the removal of the sins of mankind through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the finely twisted linen.

      In order to remove the sinner’s sins, by laying hands on the sacrificial offering, the sinner’s sins were transferred to the sacrificial offering through the laying on of hands, and that offering was put to death, shedding sacrificial blood; the blood was applied to the horns of the burnt offering altar, and the remaining blood was poured onto the ground.

      This sacrifice was the sacrificial offering that was absolutely necessary according to the law of sin and death. Therefore, we must accept by faith the promised removal of sins through the sacrificial offering that takes away sins.

      God gave us the law of salvation by giving the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle, so that we might believe in God’s word and receive the removal of all sins.

      We must receive the blessing of the removal of sins given by God by accepting into our hearts the two laws that God established for mankind, that is, the law and also the law of salvation.

      • HOW CAN WE BE SAVED FROM ALL OUR OWN SINS?

      God showed, through the sacrificial laws given to Moses, that the Israelites could be saved from all their sins only by offering sacrifices according to this law and by believing that their sins are removed through this sacrificial law.

      If we know and acknowledge the sacrificial law established by God and believe, God will accept our faith and save us from all our sins.

      God has already saved all mankind from sin, so those who believe receive the blessing of being saved from all sins.

      God has made us know the ordinance of salvation through the sacrificial laws set by the Absolute One.

      If a person neither knows nor believes in the truth that Jesus Christ, through the baptism He received from John and the blood of the cross, has washed away human sins forever, that person will be destroyed. We must believe in the merciful love of God.

      

      God grants us salvation inside the Tabernacle through the sacrificial laws, and the method was that a person’s sins were transferred onto the head of the sacrificial offering by the laying on of hands.

      Therefore, we must believe in the merciful gospel of God, which allows the person who believes this truth to be washed clean from all sins.

      A person who does not acknowledge the law and the sacrificial laws before God can never receive eternal removal of sins, but the one who believes in the merciful gospel of God can receive eternal removal of sins.

      

      God knew that man would sin and, to remove those sins, commanded that sacrificial offerings be presented before Him.

      Therefore, God said that when a sinner offers a sacrificial offering, “An altar of earth you shall make for Me, and you shall sacrifice on it your burnt offerings and your peace offerings, your sheep and your oxen. In every place where I record My name I will come to you, and I will bless you.”

      The burnt offering that the people of Israel offered to God was in the form where the sinner would lay his hands on the head of the sacrificial offering to transfer his sins to the offering, receive its blood, apply it to the horns of the altar of burnt offering, place the meat on the altar, and burn it with fire.

      In other words, God was telling them to offer the sacrificial offering of salvation by believing in the law of salvation He gave to us with the heart.

      The offering God desired was not a ritualistic offering, but an offering where one truly believes in their heart that they are someone who can only go to hell and transfers their sins by faith onto the sacrificial offering.

      The Lord received baptism from John and shed His blood on the cross to remove our sins. The Lord determined to remove our sins by the method of sacrifice, just as with the burnt offering and sin offering in the Old Testament.

      God ordained that those who offer the burnt offering and fellowship offering by faith would obtain salvation from all sins.

      This sacrificial offering of faith established by God foreshadowed the sacrifice of salvation in which, in the New Testament era, Jesus Christ came to this earth, received baptism from John, bore the sins of the world, and shed His blood on the cross to save all mankind from sin.

      

      By believing this truth in our hearts, we become children of God.

      Exodus 20:25-26 says: “And if you make Me an altar of stone, you shall not build it of hewn stone; for if you use your tool on it, you have profaned it. Nor shall you go up by steps to My altar, that your nakedness may not be exposed on it.’”

      We must pay attention to the words spoken in verse 25 here. “And if you make Me an altar of stone, you shall not build it of hewn stone; for if you use your tool on it, you have profaned it.”

      If you build an altar, do not build it with dressed stones, but build it with uncut stones just as they are.

      • WE MUST ABANDON DOCTRINAL FAITH

      In Exodus 20:26, it says, “Nor shall you go up by steps to My altar, that your nakedness may not be exposed on it.”

      This is God’s warning not to offer worship before Him through human-made religious faith.

      Everyone, all the religions of the world were made by humans.

      Step 1, step 2, step 3, step 4, step 5 — people who have not been born again have created religions that claim one becomes holier step by step like this.

      God, knowing that people, being born as descendants of Adam, could not keep God’s law because of sin and, because of that sin, had no choice but to die, established the sacrificial laws of the Tabernacle to save all people from the sins of the world.

      

      Therefore, we must accept the merciful gospel of the removal of sins, the salvation determined by the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen shown at the gate of the Tabernacle.

      We must truly believe in the truth that Jesus Christ came to this earth and accomplished all this work as revealed exactly through the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen at the gate of the Tabernacle, and thereby saved us from sin.

      However, those who have a religious faith are trying every day to receive forgiveness for the sins they commit.

      Those who have such faith are trying to receive forgiveness by praying prayers of repentance, and in the end, they are trying to become righteous through the doctrine of sanctification.

      This is the vain doctrinal faith created by humans.

      The very act of trying to meet God through human effort is arrogance itself, and that is the very reality of the evil created by humans.

      

      A person must acknowledge that they are someone who can do nothing before God to remove their own sins.

      We are beings who, from the moment we are born into this world, cannot help but commit personal sins, and because of this, we are always committing sins.

      No matter how much God tells us through the Law not to sin, a person is someone who cannot help but commit sins that go against the Law.

      We must confess that we are sinners before God’s Law.

      And we must believe in our hearts the truth of salvation, that God saved us from sin through the work of Jesus revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen.

      

      There is no other way except to believe in God’s Word, which says that the Lord, to save all of us sinners from the sins of the world, became the sacrificial offering and received baptism, which is the same as the laying on of hands, and saved us from the sins of the world.

      God said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me” (John 14:6).

      By acknowledging the word of God’s Law, we become sinners through faith, and by believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, we become people who have been saved from sin.

      This is the true faith and truth of believing in God.

      

      Therefore, we must surely believe according to the law of the removal of sins that our Lord has established to save us from sin.

      Christianity is not a worldly religion but the truth of salvation built on the foundation of faith in Jesus Christ, who is revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen.

      • THROUGH THE WORD WE READ TODAY, WE MUST UNDERSTAND WHY GOD HAS CALLED YOU

      We must understand the fact that God has called you and me in order to make us His own possession.

      You and I cannot become God’s people through human effort or zeal.

      You and I became children of God by believing in the truth that Jesus came to this earth to save us from the curse of the Law, the punishment of hell, and destruction, that He received baptism from John, shed His sacrificial blood, and thus perfectly saved those who believe from their sins.

      The Son of God, the Messiah, came to this earth in human flesh, received baptism, bore all the sins of all humanity at once, and went to the cross bearing the sins of the world, where He was nailed and shed His blood to fulfill God’s Law that “the wages of sin is death”.

      Jesus, who came as the Messiah, became a sacrifice in place of your sins and mine, died, and was resurrected from death, thus becoming the Savior of those who truly believe in their hearts.

      

      God says that He has given humanity perfect removal of sins through the blue, purple, and scarlet yarn and fine twisted linen.

      The Lord asks us, “Do you believe in My work, that I came to this earth, received baptism from John, and shed My blood on the cross to remove your sins?”

      Before God, our only answer is “Yes.”

      In order for us to obtain salvation, there is no other way except faith in the removal of sins that God has accomplished.

      Even today, you and I, all the people of the world, and the people of Israel must understand why God had to call Moses up to Mount Sinai and speak to him in that way.

      

      God told us to “build an earthen altar” of faith.

      We must be saved from all our sins by faith in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, which is revealed in the blue, scarlet, and purple thread that God has given us.

      What is the name of God? It is “Yahweh.” God is “the One who exists by Himself.”

      Then how did that God come to us? He came through baptism and the blood of the cross.

      The Lord came to this earth clothed in human flesh, received baptism from John, bore all the sins of humanity, and was nailed to the cross and sacrificed for us.

      Because this is real, and only by believing it can we be saved from the sins of the world, God speaks to us about the faith revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen used in the gate of the Tabernacle courtyard.

      True faith is believing in the truth of the removal of sins that God has given us by denying and acknowledging one’s own thoughts — because we have nothing to boast of before God.

      

      We must properly know and believe in the foundation of the faith by which we believe in God.

      God spoke to the people of Israel about this foundation of faith, and He speaks to us as well.

      Even now, you must know and believe the truth revealed in the colors of the Tabernacle courtyard gate, which are the foundation of faith.

      If you do not know this foundation of faith and are simply going to church, then there is no reason to attend.

      We must believe in the true God.

      He received baptism to take upon Himself our sins and shed His blood on the cross in order to save you and me from sin.

      

      The true spiritual people of Israel must restore the broken sacrificial law through the gospel of the water and the Spirit and receive salvation from sin by faith.

      You and I also must know the gospel of the water and the Spirit revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and firmly rebuild the foundation of the faith of the removal of sins.

      We must give thanks to Jesus with faith.

      

      God sent Jesus Christ, who came with the blue, purple, and scarlet threads, together with the word of truth, to save us—who could not help but go to hell—from our sins.

      The Lord saved us from sin through the four ministries shown in the blue, purple, and scarlet threads and fine twisted linen, and we give thanks to the Lord by accepting this truth in our hearts and believing in His merciful love.

      If we properly know and believe the reason why God called Moses up to Mount Sinai, we can say that we have properly laid the foundation of the faith concerning true remission of sins.

      You and I must know and believe why God called Moses at Mount Sinai. It was to remove the sinner’s sins through the sacrificial offering and make them children of God.

      

      You will come to encounter even more of God’s merciful love through the truth shown at the gate of the tabernacle.

      What I hope for you is that you will accept God’s merciful love by faith and become God’s people who have been saved from sin.

      < Genesis 15:1-21 >

      “After these things the word of the Lord came to Abram in a vision, saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Abram. I am your shield, your exceedingly great reward.’ But Abram said, ‘Lord God, what will You give me, seeing I go childless, and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?’ Then Abram said, ‘Look, You have given me no offspring; indeed one born in my house is my heir!’ And behold, the word of the Lord came to him, saying, ‘This one shall not be your heir, but one who will come from your own body shall be your heir.’ Then He brought him outside and said, ‘Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to number them.’ And He said to him, ‘So shall your descendants be.’ And he believed in the Lord, and He accounted it to him for righteousness. Then He said to him, ‘I am the Lord, who brought you out of Ur of the Chaldeans, to give you this land to inherit it.’ And he said, ‘Lord God, how shall I know that I will inherit it?’ So He said to him, ‘Bring Me a three-year-old heifer, a three-year-old female goat, a three-year-old ram, a turtledove, and a young pigeon.’ Then he brought all these to Him and cut them in two, down the middle, and placed each piece opposite the other; but he did not cut the birds in two. And when the vultures came down on the carcasses, Abram drove them away. Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, horror and great darkness fell upon him. Then He said to Abram: ‘Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a land that is not theirs, and will serve them, and they will afflict them four hundred years. And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward they shall come out with great possessions. Now as for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a good old age. But in the fourth generation they shall return here, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete.’ And it came to pass, when the sun went down and it was dark, that behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces. On the same day the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying: ‘To your descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the River Euphrates— the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites, the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, the Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.’”

      • THE FAITH OF ABRAHAM BELIEVING IN GOD’S WORD

      I respect the faith of Abraham shown in the Bible.

      When we look at Abraham’s faith, we can see all the journeys of faith that followed the word of the LORD, so we cannot help but respect that faith.

      God blessed Abraham. “I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed” (Genesis 12:3). God especially loved Abraham enough to become Abraham’s God.

      

      After God rescued Abraham from Ur of the Chaldeans where he had lived in the past, He appeared to him and said, “Do not be afraid, Abram. I am your shield, your exceedingly great reward.”

      The God of Abraham promised him all blessings, being his shield and giving him a reward.

      God gives the same blessings He promised to Abraham to anyone who has faith like Abraham’s.

      

      God appeared to Abraham and spoke to him like this. “I am your shield, your exceedingly great reward.” When God spoke like this, Abraham said, “Lord God, what will You give me?”

      What Abraham said to God was not from a doubtful or skeptical heart questioning what God could give him, but from a sincere heart desiring to receive blessings from God.

      What was the blessing that Abraham hoped for? “What will You give me? I have no children, so my heir will be Eliezer of Damascus, a male servant, and he will inherit all my property and become my adopted son. God, what will You give me?”

      Here, we must understand Abraham’s feelings. Those who do not intentionally have children may not fully realize the earnestness of someone who does not have a child.

      Just as God gives all blessings to His children, people who resemble God’s image also have an earnest heart to give the best things to children who resemble themselves.

      Therefore, when Abraham said before God, “My servant will become my heir,” we can see how great his desire was to receive blessings before God.

      God said to Abraham, “That is not so. The one who will come from your own body will be your heir. The one who will be born through your wife’s body will be your heir, not your male servant Eliezer.”

      

      And God took him outside and told him to look up at the sky and see the stars. Abraham looked at the stars in the sky. In the sky, countless stars and the Milky Way were beautifully spread out.

      God said, “Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to number them.”

      Then Abraham said there were too many to count.

      God promised him, “I will make your descendants as numerous as this.”

      

      Abraham believed the word that God had promised him.

      Therefore, he truly became the ancestor of faith who believes all the words of God.

      God counted his faith as right, saying, “It is right. Your faith is right. You truly believe what I have told you. Therefore, I will bless your descendants to be as numerous as the stars in the sky.”

      • GOD COMMANDED ABRAHAM TO OFFER A SACRIFICE AND PROMISED THE LAND OF CANAAN

      God led Abraham out of Ur of the Chaldeans in the land of Egypt and promised to give the land of Canaan to Abraham and his descendants.

      Then what is the evidence that God will fulfill this?

      God said to Abraham, ‘So He said to him, “Bring Me a three-year-old heifer, a three-year-old female goat, a three-year-old ram, a turtledove, and a young pigeon.”’

      This showed that in the future Abraham’s descendants would offer sacrificial offerings to wash away their sins, and through that faith, they would be allowed to enter the land of Canaan.

      

      When Abraham fell into a deep sleep, the LORD appeared to Abraham and promised, “Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a land that is not theirs, and will serve them, and they will afflict them four hundred years. And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward they shall come out with great possessions. Now as for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a good old age. But in the fourth generation they shall return here, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete.”

      

      God promised to make the people of Israel prosper in the land of Egypt and then lead them to the land of Canaan.

      And to do so, He determined that they would offer sacrifices inside the Tabernacle to remove their sins.

      To show that He would fulfill this promise, God made a torch pass between the pieces of the sacrificed offerings that Abraham had offered to God.

      

      Thus, the promise that God would make Abraham and his descendants His people was made through the sacrificial offerings and the promised sacrifice for the removal of sins.

      God promised Abraham, saying, “To your descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the River Euphrates— the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites, the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, the Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.”

      The reason God promised this was to show that He would wash away the sins of Abraham and his descendants through the sacrificial offerings.

      The process of how the word God promised to Abraham was fulfilled is well shown in the history of the Old Testament.

      

      Joseph became the prime minister in Egypt and led Jacob’s entire family to multiply in the land of Egypt (Genesis 41:37-45, Genesis 47).

      However, after the Pharaoh who knew of Joseph’s achievements in Egypt died, the next Pharaoh who ascended to the throne began to oppress the Israelites who were flourishing, and eventually made the Israelites slaves in Egypt and subjected them to forced labor (Exodus 1:8-14).

      

      Nevertheless, the Israelites continued to prosper, and accordingly, Pharaoh imposed even more labor on them.

      As the Israelites suffered under slavery in Egypt for four hundred years, they finally began to seek a savior.

      At that time, God used Moses to lead the Israelites out of the land of Egypt (Exodus 14:21-25).

      To the Israelites who escaped from Egypt, God gave them the law of the tabernacle sacrifices through Moses so that by offering sacrifices before God, their sins would be washed away.

      The Israelites received the Law from God (Exodus chapter 20) and the sacrificial regulations of the Tabernacle (Leviticus chapters 1-4).

      Through the Law and the sacrificial system of the Tabernacle, the people of Israel came to know the sacrificial offering that would one day save them eternally from their sins, and God blessed those who believed in that truth to become His people and to become a kingdom of priests.

      

      In the end, we can see that God fulfilled the promise He made to Abraham — to make his descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and to give them the land of Canaan — through the sacrificial offerings.

      When the Israelites came out of Egypt, the number of Israelite men aged twenty and over who could fight in battle was 600,000.

      God was the God who surely fulfilled the promise He spoke to Abraham.

      God saw the faith of Abraham, who believed the word He had promised, and He acknowledged his faith.

      God saw Abraham’s faith and blessed him.

      The reason God loved and blessed Abraham was because of his faith in God’s word.

      Because Abraham believed God’s word, God saw his faith and was pleased.

      God, through Abraham, established the nation of Israel, and through the sacrificial offerings they offered, intended to specifically fulfill the circumcision He promised to him.

      

      We see that Abraham was acknowledged as righteous in his faith by offering sacrificial offerings to God.

      This faith also allows us to have all our sins removed, not by works, but by believing in God’s word.

      Through the sacrificial offering, God granted the blessing of the land of Canaan as a spiritual circumcision that cuts off sin to those who, like Abraham, believe in God’s word.

      Therefore, God desires from us today the same faith that Abraham had — the faith that believes in the word God has spoken.

      God wants you and me today to receive the removal of sin in our hearts through faith in God’s word like Abraham, and to inherit the kingdom of God.

      God wanted to make those who believe into His eternal people through the baptism Jesus Christ received to remove our sins and through His sacrificed blood.

      

      Just as Abraham was able to receive many blessings by believing in the word that God had spoken, today you and I also are shown that we can receive blessings by having the faith that Abraham had.

      God called Moses up to Mount Sinai and gave him the Law and the sacrificial law, and He blessed those who believe in God’s word to become God’s people.

      God has also spoken this to all people living in this age. God has made those who became sinners by not keeping the Law into His people by removing all their sins through the sacrificial offerings of the Tabernacle, so that those who believe may become God’s people.

      God has allowed us to receive eternal blessings through the faith of believing in the truth revealed in the Tabernacle.

      Therefore, we must become God’s people through the faith of believing in the sacrificial law that God has given.

      We must believe in our hearts that God has shown us Jesus Christ through the Tabernacle and has given us salvation, and only by this faith can we receive many blessings.

      • JUST AS ABRAHAM BELIEVED IN GOD’S WORD, WE ALSO MUST BELIEVE BASED ON GOD’S WORD

      Abraham was not blessed because he performed some good deeds, but he was blessed through the faith of believing in God’s word.

      God has made us know our sins through the Law, and through the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle, He allowed the sins to be passed onto an unblemished lamb or goat by the laying on of hands, and by offering its blood before God, He made it so that all sins would be removed.

      In the same way, Jesus Christ came to this earth, received baptism from John to take upon Himself your sins and mine, was crucified to receive judgment for sins, and was resurrected from death to remove all your sins and mine.

      By believing this fact, we receive the removal of all sins and become children of God. The Bible says that only those who believe this truth in their hearts receive all blessings from God.

      We must have the most precious word of salvation in the world by believing in God’s word.

      

      If we do not have faith that believes in the word of God, we are nothing. Because we believe in the word of God, we preach the gospel, we serve, and we follow God.

      If we do not believe in God’s word, we can do nothing, and even if we do something, we will not be acknowledged by God.

      It is an obvious fact that without the faith of believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, we cannot receive blessings before God.

      

      When we look for the reason why Abraham was a man of faith before God, we come to know that he was blessed because he believed the word that God had spoken.

      Today, if you and I also believe the word of God recorded in the Bible, we will have the same faith as Abraham and receive many heavenly blessings.

      This is not a difficult thing. In order to receive the evidence that we are people of God, it is not to zealously act for God, but to believe the word of God in our hearts.

      

      God promised Abraham with His word, promising that He would give the land of Canaan to his descendants. Such a blessing has been fulfilled for us who believe.

      

      All people living in this age must, by believing in the fact that the four ministries of Jesus, which were revealed and prophesied in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen used in the Tabernacle, have saved us from all sins, receive the removal of sins, become children of God by faith, and possess heaven by faith.

      

      All the words of God are not vain words, not even one, and since all belong to faith, they are words worth believing and are also truths that must absolutely be believed.

      We must surely know and surely believe this truth of water and the Spirit. The reason is because it is an absolute truth.

      Do you believe? —Yes— If you believe in your heart, you will confess with your mouth, and if you confess with your mouth, you will be acknowledged as righteous before God. That is why faith is extremely important.

      It is extremely important to believe the word of God in your heart. It is not believing the words of man, but believing the written word of God that is extremely important, and it is not believing with thoughts or emotions, but it is important to truly believe the word of God in your heart.

      That is why the servants of God and those who came before are preaching the word of God.

      

      God established the covenant with Abraham and his descendants through circumcision and gave them the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle in order to speak to them about Jesus Christ, the Messiah, who would come into this world and remove all sins through His baptism and the blood of the cross.

      This was so that, by believing in Jesus Christ, they would be able to enter the Kingdom of God.

      

      I believe in the word of God’s covenant. It is not only Abraham who was blessed by believing the word of God, but all of us also receive the same blessings as Abraham by believing the word spoken by God.

      I believe that God established the Tabernacle to save us from sin.

      God led the descendants of Abraham to Mount Sinai so that the people of Israel would offer sacrificial offerings inside the Tabernacle.

      We must know and believe that all these truths are the providence of God.

            THE PROMISE THAT GOD ESTABLISHED AS THE COVENANT OF CIRCUMCISION IS BEING FULFILLED FOR US TODAY AS WELL

          

        

      

    

    
      < Genesis 17:1-14 >

      “When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, ‘I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. And I will make My covenant between Me and you, and will multiply you exceedingly.’ Then Abram fell on his face, and God talked with him, saying: ‘As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, and you shall be a father of many nations. No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your name shall be Abraham; for I have made you a father of many nations. I will make you exceedingly fruitful; and I will make nations of you, and kings shall come from you. And I will establish My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after you in their generations, for an everlasting covenant, to be God to you and your descendants after you. Also I give to you and your descendants after you the land in which you are a stranger, all the land of Canaan, as an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.’ And God said to Abraham: ‘As for you, you shall keep My covenant, you and your descendants after you throughout their generations. This is My covenant which you shall keep, between Me and you and your descendants after you: Every male child among you shall be circumcised; and you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and you. He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised, every male child in your generations, he who is born in your house or bought with money from any foreigner who is not your descendant. He who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money must be circumcised, and My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant. And the uncircumcised male child, who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant.’”

      

      The covenant of circumcision that God made with Abraham in Genesis 17 was showing the spiritual circumcision inside the Tabernacle, in which a sinner laid hands on the sacrificial offering to pass over their sins and cut off the sins.

      In other words, even in the covenant that God spoke to Abraham, the burnt offering and the grain offering were presupposed.

      Today, we know and believe that God promised Abraham through circumcision that He would be God to him and his descendants,

      and this was foretelling the truth of salvation in the sacrificial law of the Tabernacle, in which sins are passed over to the sacrificial offering by laying on of hands to cut off sins.

      We also must know and believe that this shows how, in the New Testament era, Jesus received baptism from John and bore the sins of the world.

      

      God promised Abraham, “And I will make My covenant between Me and you, and will multiply you exceedingly” (Genesis 17:2), and again God promised, ‘And behold, the word of the Lord came to him, saying, “This one shall not be your heir, but one who will come from your own body shall be your heir.” Then He brought him outside and said, “Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to number them.” And He said to him, “So shall your descendants be”’ (Genesis 15:4-5).

      

      The promise that God established with Abraham and his descendants was made through circumcision.

      This circumcision was the laying on of hands performed in the sacrifices of the sacrificial offerings inside the Tabernacle that were to come.

      Also, in the New Testament era, it was the washing away of sins accomplished by Jesus bearing the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John.

      We must properly know and believe that the circumcision that God promised Abraham in the Old Testament represents the spiritual circumcision of the washing away of sins that was carried out in the New Testament by Jesus Christ through baptism.

      And we must understand that even in the sacrificial offerings inside the Tabernacle, the same kind of faith as Abraham’s was well shown to be necessary.

      

      God said to Abraham, “And you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and you. He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised, every male child in your generations, he who is born in your house or bought with money from any foreigner who is not your descendant” (Genesis 17:11-12).

      Therefore, it means that God made the promise to Abraham and his descendants through circumcision. “He who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money must be circumcised, and My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant” (Genesis 17:13).

      

      So, in the old days, among all the people in the world, only the Israelite men were circumcised.

      Today, many people perform circumcision because it has been revealed to have medical benefits, but at that time, only the Israelites and the males belonging to them practiced circumcision.

      That was the promise that God made to Abraham, and God let the sign of the covenant He made with Abraham and his descendants, the people of Israel, be in their bodies.

      

      “And you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and you” (Genesis 17:11).

      Circumcision is the sign of the covenant.

      To summarize the words in Genesis 17:4-14:

      God said to Abraham,

      “How will it be known that you are My people?

      By seeing that the foreskin has been cut.

      From now on, among those who are born, every male shall cut the foreskin.

      Thus, My covenant shall be in your flesh as an everlasting covenant.

      I have promised that I will be your God and the God of your descendants.

      And I promise to bless you, to multiply you greatly, to let you enter and live in the land of Canaan, and to raise up kings from among you in all the nations.

      The kings who rise up in all the nations of the world, I will raise them up through your people.”

      God promised this.

      

      God said that all the covenants He established with Abraham and his descendants were in their flesh.

      The mark of circumcision received by the Israelite males contained God’s promises.

      In the Old Testament, God made a covenant with the people of Israel through circumcision, and through that covenant, whether or not they had received circumcision determined whether they were considered descendants of Abraham.

      Those who were circumcised were acknowledged as descendants of Abraham and were given blessings, and those who were not circumcised were not acknowledged as descendants of Abraham.

      • IN FACT, TO THE PEOPLE OF ISRAEL, ABRAHAM IS AN EXTREMELY IMPORTANT FIGURE

      To the people of Israel, the father of faith, Abraham, is an even more important figure than Moses, the father of the Law.

      While there are many among the people of Israel who do not know Noah, there are almost none among the people of Israel who do not know Abraham.

      If Shem, Seth, and Methuselah remain in the memories of only a few people, Abraham remains in the memories of all the people of Israel as the unforgettable ancestor of faith.

      The people of Israel all acknowledge Abraham as the founder of their nation, and they believe and follow him in that way. That is why the word that God promised to the people of Israel through Abraham is still valid for them even now.

      

      In the hearts of the people of Israel, there is a firm belief in themselves, saying, ‘We are descendants of Abraham. There is the mark of circumcision on the flesh of our people. Therefore, God is our God, and we are God’s people.’

      The reason there is the idea of being the chosen people in the hearts of the people of Israel is because there still remains in their hearts the faith that believes in the covenant that God made with Abraham through circumcision.

      

      Abraham had a principal wife and a secondary wife. Abraham’s principal wife was Sarah, and his secondary wife was Hagar, who was Sarah’s maidservant. Since it seemed that Sarah would not be able to bear a child, she tried, by human thinking, to have a child through Hagar (Genesis 16:1-4).

      However, God clearly spoke. Since Sarah was Abraham’s primary wife, He said He would give many nations as numerous as the stars of heaven through the child born from Sarah’s body (Genesis 17:1-4).

      Because God promised that only the child born from Sarah’s body would be acknowledged as God’s people, Ishmael, who was born of the concubine Hagar, was not acknowledged before God.

      

      If the people of Israel had not received circumcision, the promise that God had set for them would be invalid. God commanded them to perform circumcision as the sign of the covenant so that the covenant would be in their flesh.

      Therefore, if the people of Israel did not perform circumcision, God’s promise could not exert its effectiveness, and for that reason, they necessarily carried out circumcision.

      There was probably no one among the people of Israel who did not undergo circumcision.

      That is because they knew very well that one who was uncircumcised was like a Gentile who had no part in God’s promise.

      • SPIRITUAL CIRCUMCISION

      The covenant of circumcision that God established with Abraham and his descendants was, in the New Testament era, the removal of sins that was fulfilled when Jesus Christ came to this earth and received baptism from John the Baptist to take upon Himself the sins of humanity.

      

      God commanded that blue, purple, and scarlet thread and fine twisted linen be woven to make the entrance curtain or the veil of the Tabernacle (Exodus 26:31, Exodus 27:16), and through this model of the Tabernacle, He taught us about the salvation that comes through Jesus Christ.

      Those who believe in the truth that the Lord came to this earth, received baptism at the age of thirty to take on the sins of humanity, died on the cross, and rose from the dead to remove all our sins — they are the spiritual descendants of Abraham.

      God has become the God of those who believe in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen revealed in the Tabernacle.

      

      We must receive spiritual circumcision by believing in the baptism that Jesus received. This spiritual circumcision means cutting off the sins of one’s heart by believing that through the baptism Jesus Christ received, all our sins were passed onto Him.

      

      Therefore, today, those who have received the removal of sins by believing in the gospel of the water and the Spirit revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread and the fine twisted linen used in the Tabernacle are kings and sons of God before God.

      Just as He promised, “kings shall come from you” (Genesis 17:6), God’s people are arising by faith all over the world.

      

      If we want to become descendants of Abraham, we must believe in the baptism and the blood of the cross that Jesus Christ received when He came to this earth. Therefore, it is impossible to overstate how important it is to know and believe in this baptism that Jesus received.

      Jesus Christ is the King of kings. He is Jesus Christ, the King of kings who came wearing a purple robe. Jesus Christ is the King of the universe and the Creator who created the universe.

      However, because He is the only begotten Son of God, He obeyed the will of the Father and came to this earth, received baptism to save us from sin, and took on our sins all at once.

      He received baptism to remove our sins, completely cutting off our sins, carrying them all upon Himself, and shedding His blood on the cross to receive the judgment for all sins. Therefore, those who believe this truth become the descendants of Abraham.

      

      Abraham, his family, and his descendants all received physical circumcision.

      God also commanded that those bought with money from foreigners should receive circumcision. When they also believed in the covenant and received circumcision, they received the blessing of Abraham’s God becoming their God.

      Therefore, it is by faith that we become children of God, by faith that we receive God’s blessings, by faith that we go to heaven, and by faith that we live as royalty on this earth.

      This refers to the faith of those who believe in the fact that Jesus took on the sins of the world through the baptism He received from John in the New Testament.

      

      However, some people say that the baptism Jesus received when He came to this earth is not very important. This is because they believe that they received the remission of sins only by believing in the blood that Jesus shed on the cross.

      Therefore, they believe in the laying on of hands on the head of the sacrificial offering in the tabernacle of the Old Testament, but do not consider the baptism that Jesus received to be very important.

      So, they say that Abraham’s faith was recognized even before Jesus gave Moses the tabernacle, so even without the exact word about baptism, one can be saved from sin by believing only in the word about the blood of the cross.

      However, we must keep in mind that in the Bible, in order to let Abraham know that God would give the land of Canaan to him and his descendants as an inheritance, God told Abraham to take a three-year-old heifer, a three-year-old female goat, a three-year-old ram, a turtledove, and a young pigeon, and in God’s heart, He had in mind the sacrificial burnt offering or the fellowship offering when He said this.

      “And it came to pass, when the sun went down and it was dark, that behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces” (Genesis 15:17). God said that the faith based on the sacrificial burnt offering that Abel offered was right, and the faith of Cain, who did not believe in the sacrificial burnt offering, was not right.

      

      Today, among those who believe in Jesus, there are so many people who misunderstand and believe that they have received salvation just by believing in Jesus, without receiving spiritual circumcision by faith.

      They do not believe in the fact that their sins were transferred through the baptism that Jesus received, but only believe in Jesus who was crucified, and such people can never become God’s people. This is because by believing in that way, the sin in their hearts cannot be removed.

      Just as God said that the sign of His promise is on the body of the one who is circumcised, those who are not circumcised have nothing to do with God’s promise.

      

      Can one be saved from sin, become a child of God, go to heaven, or become royalty without believing in the baptism that Jesus received from John the Baptist at the age of thirty when He came to this earth? The answer to that question is a definite ‘No.’

      The word we have heard today tells us the exact evidence for this.

      The promise that God established with Abraham is the same as the promise He makes to you and me today, who have received the removal of sins by believing in Jesus Christ as the Savior and by believing in the baptism Jesus Christ received and the blood of the cross. The words of blessing that God spoke to Abraham apply in the same way to those who believe this.

      • THOSE WHO BELIEVE IN JESUS DO NOT FOLLOW DOCTRINES MADE BY MAN

      The Word of God revealed in the Bible is, the more you look at it, an even clearer and absolutely evident truth of salvation.

      Today, among those who believe in Jesus, there are people who believe and follow according to their own mistaken thoughts, not even knowing that they are believing in something false. Such a person has come to have a wrong faith from the very foundation of faith.

      If one simply thinks, ‘Jesus saved me,’ and believes that way, it may be sufficient for themselves, but they must know that God does not acknowledge that person’s faith.

      

      The Lord said that whoever wants to believe in and follow Him must first deny themselves, take up their cross, and follow Him.

      Whoever believes in the Word of God must lay down their own thoughts and believe according to the Word of God.

      Today, you and I must believe in the removal of sins that Jesus Christ, who came to this earth, gave us by receiving baptism, taking away the sins of the world, shedding His blood on the cross, and rising from the dead.

      

      Today, there are so many people who do not believe this way, but just cling to the name of Jesus and believe in their own way.

      Their faith has nothing to do with the gospel of water and the Spirit that Jesus gave. For example, if someone says that while praying on a mountain, Jesus appeared and said, ‘I have saved you,’ and so they believe they are saved, that person is exactly such a person.

      Or, if someone realizes their own worthlessness, repents, and because they are so tormented by sin, comes to the church, fasts, and prays all night, and then believes that all their sins have disappeared, that is also such a person.

      That is not salvation by believing in the gospel of water and the Spirit given by the Lord.

      Where in God’s Word does it say that if you do such things, your sins will be removed?

      They vaguely know that God is the Absolute One and that Jesus is the Almighty, and they borrow that name, add their shallow and trivial knowledge, and combine it with their unsaved thoughts to call on God in vain. For those who claim to have been saved from sin in this way, it only brings more of God’s wrath.

      Such people have created their own version of Jesus, fabricated their own salvation, and are believing in that.

      

      “And the uncircumcised male child, who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant” (Genesis 17:14).

      

      God has clearly promised that He will save you and me from sin through spiritual circumcision. And God has clearly promised that only those who are born again of water and the Spirit become children of God.

      Therefore, those who do not believe in the baptism that Jesus received but believe only in the blood of the cross cannot become children of God. This is because they have not believed in the gospel that God promised, and thus they have betrayed God, and because of that, they will be cut off from God and come under a curse.

      

      The foundation of faith for being saved from sin is the gospel of water and the Spirit. Only when the gospel of water and the Spirit is laid as the basic foundation can one fully believe in the Word of God.

      How can Gentiles, whose hearts have not even received spiritual circumcision, hold the Word of God in their hearts? They cannot.

      The gospel of the water and the Spirit allows one to receive spiritual circumcision to become a child of God, so if this foundation is not in place, one can only listen to God’s Word as mere knowledge.

      

      Therefore, only those who fundamentally believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit can receive spiritual words. And only those who are born again of water and the Spirit can understand the Word of God.

      When I meet those who do not know the gospel of water and the Spirit and claim to be born again only by the blood of the cross, although they say with their mouths that they believe in the same God, it feels as if they are each talking about a different person with the same name.

      Which one is the true God? It is the God who gave the word of promise to Abraham who is the true God.

      

      God promised Abraham and his descendants, “My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant” (Genesis 17:13).

      Where is the sign that you and I have received the removal of sins? It is inside our hearts.

      We have become children of God as those who have the heart that believes in spiritual circumcision by believing in our hearts in the baptism that Jesus Christ received.

      We have received spiritual circumcision because we believe in our hearts that the Lord received baptism because of our sins and took upon Himself all our sins.

      With the faith that believes in the truth, we passed our sins onto Jesus, and Jesus Christ carried our sins, died in our place, and rose from the dead to save us from all sins.

      We have become children of God by faith. We have become those without sin by faith.

      Everyone, do you have sin? No, you do not. The fact that there is no sin in our hearts has been accomplished by the truly amazing truth of the gospel.

      • HOW WERE YOU AND I ABLE TO BECOME DESCENDANTS OF ABRAHAM?

      It is because we received spiritual circumcision by believing in the ministry of Jesus revealed in the blue, purple, and scarlet thread.

      Because we believed in the baptism Jesus received when He came to this earth and in the blood of the cross, we received spiritual circumcision and became children of God.

      Because we believed that Jesus bore our sins through His baptism and that He received judgment for our sins through the cross, we received the removal of sins.

      Therefore, you and I have become, spiritually, the descendants of Abraham.

      

      Now, those who have been born again of water and the Spirit must clearly recognize who they are.

      You and I, who believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit, are God’s children and God’s people who have received spiritual circumcision by faith. We are those who, in the future, as kings in the Millennial Kingdom, will rule over all God’s creatures and enjoy glory. Our status has now been changed in this way.

      Can the people of the world recognize us? No, they cannot.

      We are those whose status has been changed by believing in the Word of God. Therefore, we now clearly know, spiritually, who we are.

      

      Those who have been born again by the Word of God know their status well and live accordingly.

      We are fundamentally different from those who, within the religions of the world, boast of themselves, spread false doctrines while knowing nothing, and live far from being God’s people.

      Just as the Israelites dealt with the descendants of Ishmael, we, the spiritual children of Abraham, as God’s children, are worthy to have a sense of being the chosen people.

      Our status is that of Abraham’s descendants, born again of water and the Spirit, and having received spiritual circumcision.

      

      We, who believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit, are fortunately able to become descendants of Abraham by faith.

      We can go to Heaven by the faith that believes in the gospel of the blue, purple, and scarlet thread revealed in the Tabernacle.

      And, just as God promised Abraham that He would make his descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky, we will see that this covenant is actually fulfilled for us. This is the blessing that God has given.

      God has saved us from the sins of the world through the circumcision of the heart. The materials of this circumcision of faith are the blue, purple, scarlet thread, and the finely twisted linen.

      < Isaiah 52:13-15, 53:1-9 >

      “Behold, My Servant shall deal prudently; He shall be exalted and extolled and be very high. Just as many were astonished at you, So His visage was marred more than any man, And His form more than the sons of men; So shall He sprinkle many nations. Kings shall shut their mouths at Him; For what had not been told them they shall see, And what they had not heard they shall consider.”

      

      “Who has believed our report? And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed? For He shall grow up before Him as a tender plant, And as a root out of dry ground. He has no form or comeliness; And when we see Him, There is no beauty that we should desire Him. He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him. Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted. But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the Lord has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. He was oppressed and He was afflicted, Yet He opened not His mouth; He was led as a lamb to the slaughter, And as a sheep before its shearers is silent, So He opened not His mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment, And who will declare His generation? For He was cut off from the land of the living; For the transgressions of My people He was stricken. And they made His grave with the wicked—But with the rich at His death, Because He had done no violence, Nor was any deceit in His mouth.”

      • THE GOSPEL IS BEING SPREAD THROUGHOUT THE WHOLE WORLD

      Now this era has entered the last days.

      The climate, the world situation, the economy — everything is moving toward the end.

      Now the world is talking about nuclear war, selfishness is rampant, climate change is occurring at a disaster level, and the development of AI is making ordinary people like little children.

      It seems now that there is nothing that can stop all of this.

      

      We must pray every day — praying that we can still spread the gospel further.

      It is not because we are afraid of dying.

      There are still countries where the gospel has not yet entered, and now is exactly the time when the flowers of the gospel are blooming. When the sprouts of the gospel are emerging and the flowers are blooming, we want to be able to spread the gospel even more.

      Because we still need to spread the gospel further.

      

      Of course, God is the God who works all things together for good, but still, what causes worry is that in people there is so much foolishness and evil.

      People truly do not know when or how they will die, yet they threaten the lives of others, and there are even those who truly try to kill all people.

      

      In this era, the people of Israel are waiting for the Messiah they are expecting. They must know the fact that the Messiah is Jesus. And they must recognize and believe in Jesus as the Messiah they are waiting for.

      Now, even in the nation of Israel, and indeed in countries where the gospel has still not entered much, this gospel that the Lord delights in will soon blossom.

      In fact, the gospel is being spread so well throughout the whole world right now that in these last days, the flowers of the gospel will bloom in full.

      

      At a seminary in Bangladesh, it was said, ‘You must read and refer to our English Book 1 in order to receive a degree.’ Now, the students attending this seminary will receive the remission of sins even before they are surprised by encountering the gospel of water and the Spirit for the first time.

      

      In this way, all theologians around the world must first know and believe in the gospel of the water and the Spirit to receive the removal of sins. And we, who have received the removal of sins first, must continually pray for this. Not only prayer, but we must also live by faith.

      • THE MESSIAH CAME TO THIS EARTH 700 YEARS AFTER ISAIAH’S PROPHECY

      The prophet Isaiah was a prophet from 700 years before the birth of Jesus Christ on this earth.

      In fact, Isaiah was a man who lived 700 years before Jesus Christ came to this earth, but because he knew many parts about the Messiah, it was as if he had actually seen the Messiah with his own eyes, and he prophesied in detail how the Messiah would come, what appearance He would have, and by what method He would carry out the work of salvation.

      From Isaiah 52:13 through chapters 53 and 54, he continuously and specifically prophesied that Jesus Christ would save mankind from sin.

      He was a man who lived 700 years before Jesus Christ came, yet he truly prophesied that Jesus Christ would actually come to this earth, receive baptism for all sins, and give salvation by shedding His blood on the cross.

      And after 700 years had passed since the prophecy of the prophet Isaiah, Jesus Christ actually came to this earth.

      He actually came to this earth and fulfilled all the works exactly as they had been prophesied.

      

      The prophet Isaiah prophesied, ‘Jesus Christ will act wisely when He comes to this earth.’

      In Isaiah 52:13, it is prophesied that God said, “Behold, My Servant shall deal prudently; He shall be exalted and extolled and be very high” says the Lord.

      In the actual New Testament era, Jesus Christ came to this earth in the body of a human, and because He took on the sins of all mankind by actually being baptized, He was able to receive the judgment for all the sins of mankind by giving up His life on the cross.

      Because He truly fulfilled it in this way, He truly prospered just as Isaiah had prophesied.

      Truly, through Jesus Christ, all the sins of mankind were removed, things became prosperous, and His name was lifted high and exalted among all nations, just as was prophesied.

      Just as the prophet Isaiah prophesied about Him, it was truly fulfilled.

      

      In fact, when our Lord came to this earth, the people of Israel did not properly recognize Him.

      Even though the Lord came to this earth, bore the sins of the people of Israel, died on the cross, and rose from the dead, the people of Israel did not believe in the baptism the Messiah received and His shedding of blood.

      In reality, the people of Israel do not know the fact that this Messiah was born in the land of Israel, and that through His actual baptism and the cross, He bore not only the sins of the people of Israel but also the sins of all mankind.

      Truly, they did not know that this Jesus Christ is the Son of God and indeed the Messiah of the people of Israel.

      Now, the people of Israel must truly come to know that Jesus is indeed the Messiah whom the people of Israel have been waiting for.

      • THE HUMILIATION JESUS SUFFERED WAS FOR THE REMOVAL OF THE SINS OF THE WORLD

      In fact, when Jesus came to this earth, He truly suffered so much pain. Truly, as shown in the main text of Isaiah chapter 53, the Messiah was someone who went through very much suffering.

      Because He came to this earth and suffered so much humiliation to bear our sins of the world, it was said that He became like one who hides His face from us.

      

      However, in reality, there were hardly any who recognized Jesus as the Messiah. Even though He was not actually hiding His face or disguised, many people did not recognize or believe in the Messiah Jesus Christ as the Savior.

      Truly, the Lord came to this earth by the command of God the Father in order to complete the work of saving mankind from the sins of the world, and to accomplish this work, He truly endured much humiliation.

      Not only did He come into the world of the creatures He Himself had made, taking on the body of a human, but He was also scorned, mocked, and humiliated by those creatures; because of that humiliation, He became like one who could not bear to reveal His face, as it is said, He became like one who hides His face.

      On this earth, He was not exalted as the Messiah, but rather was treated like a madman and suffered humiliation; that shame was such unspeakable humiliation that it cannot fully be expressed in words.

      Just as when we feel so ashamed and embarrassed about ourselves that we cover our own face, the Messiah suffered humiliation before us, His creatures, like one who hides His face.

      

      What was the appearance of Jesus when He actually came to this earth? In reality, when the Messiah came to this earth, His appearance was gentle like a new leaf of tender grass, and He was the main character whose appearance was just a little tall like a shoot coming out of dry ground.

      Among humans, He did not have a distinguished appearance. In fact, even when compared with other humans, the Lord was a Messiah who had nothing strong or outstanding. The Messiah had an appearance in which there was nothing to boast about.

      

      In reality, the Messiah came in a form that was not worthy of human respect and, regardless of His appearance, as our Messiah, He received the laying on of sins upon His body according to the sacrificial law set by God, was hung on the cross shedding His blood, and rose from the dead to deliver us from all sins.

      

      In reality, that Messiah was able to be nailed to the cross and shed His blood for us because He received baptism from John the Baptist to take on the sins of mankind.

      Isaiah 53:3, “He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him.”

      In reality, the Messiah had to come to this earth, receive the laying on of hands, and shed His blood to take away the sins of the world, and for that reason, He had to suffer such humiliation from the people of Israel and the Roman soldiers.

      • THE HUMILIATION THAT THE MESSIAH WOULD SUFFER WAS PROPHESIED 700 YEARS EARLIER

      Truly, the fact that the Messiah would come to this earth, receive baptism from John the Baptist, be hung on the cross, shed His blood, and rise from the dead was already prophesied 700 years before through the prophet Isaiah.

      Indeed, 700 years after the prophet Isaiah prophesied about the Messiah, Jesus Christ came to this earth.

      As Isaiah had prophesied, Jesus was born in a humble form in a manger, received baptism from John the Baptist to bear the sins of the world, went to the cross, shed His blood, died on the cross, and resurrected three days after His death.

      

      Just like on the Day of Atonement in the Old Testament, when the sacrificial offering received the laying on of hands, shed its blood, and died for the atonement of the year, Jesus truly, according to the prophecy, bore our sins through the baptism He received from John and shed His blood and died on the cross.

      In reality, Jesus, who received the sins of the world through the baptism given by John the Baptist, went through three years of public ministry and suffering after that.

      The reason that Messiah Jesus was nailed to the cross was because He received the sins of the world through the baptism given by John the Baptist, and for that, He was despised, suffered, and humiliated by all people.

      

      In reality, Jesus did not only suffer hatred from people. In fact, most of the Jews and the Romans hated Jesus very much.

      People hated Jesus, so Jesus was rejected and despised by people.

      And later, before shedding His blood and dying on the cross, He even ended up covering His own face.

      It was said that the Messiah became “like one who hides his face” before people. This was because it was so shameful to be turned away by His own people.

      

      In reality, Jesus received baptism from John in the Jordan River and took on all the sins of mankind at once, and He shed His blood on the cross.

      The Messiah received baptism from John and shed His blood on the cross in order to fulfill the will of His Father.

      Jesus was stripped naked on the cross and was spat upon.

      All kinds of people mocked Jesus, saying, ‘If you are the Son of God, come down and save yourself first.’

      

      In reality, from the moment Jesus began His public ministry by being baptized, He had to suffer many hardships from mankind.

      In reality, Jesus Christ received baptism from John for the sake of mankind and took on the sins of the world, but people who did not know this hated Jesus, who came as the Messiah, and persecuted, tormented, criticized, and insulted Him countless times.

      In reality, it is said that Jesus, who was the Messiah, was so hated that He was treated like a worm on this earth.

      In reality, the Pharisees hated Jesus very much. In fact, they could not just stand by and watch the Messiah, who threatened their popularity.

      So they hated the Messiah and tried to find fault with Him; when their own plans were not fulfilled, they resorted to all kinds of personal attacks.

      The Messiah received one-sided and malicious insults and all kinds of slander from people.

      Isaiah prophesied about the humiliation that the Messiah would suffer in the future.

      Even now, we can see that Isaiah the prophet prophesied in detail 700 years ago about what kind of treatment the Messiah would receive in this world.

      • HAVE YOU BELIEVED IN JESUS CHRIST THE MESSIAH WHO CAME BY WATER AND THE SPIRIT?

      However, in reality, Messiah Jesus quietly carried out and accomplished His work regardless of such humiliations.

      Now, the people of Israel and all people around the world must know and believe that such a Messiah is Jesus Christ.

      In reality, the Messiah received baptism from John the Baptist and was nailed to the cross in a miserable appearance, suffering all humiliation in order to take away the sins of the people of Israel and all people, and He completely saved those who believe from all sins, making the faith of the believers perfect.

      The Messiah came to this world in a humble appearance, received baptism and died on the cross to take away the sins of all people, and rose from the dead, but there were few who believed this.

      Now, not only the people of Israel but all mankind must believe that Jesus was truly the Savior Messiah of humanity in order not to perish but to have life.

      

      Truly, Jesus took on our sins through baptism, and took on our sorrows, our diseases, and our curses, but we think, “What sin did He commit that He suffered such humiliation?”

      In reality, Jesus is the Son of God who has no original sin and did not commit any sin.

      As the Messiah, Jesus bore our sins and suffered all the curses, all the sorrows, and all the humiliations for our sins.

      Jesus came to this earth and, through the life He lived for 33 years, suffered all humiliation and saved us who believe from all sins.

      

      At that time, did the people of Israel listen to the words of the prophet Isaiah and believe in Jesus Christ the Messiah who would come by water and the Spirit? Who has believed in this gospel of water and the Spirit that we are preaching now?

      Even now, many people say they believe in Jesus, but they have no interest in the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      The prophet Isaiah prophesied that the Son of God would come to this earth, take on all our sins with His wisdom, receive all the judgment, and save us.

      In reality, in the last days, all the people of the nations of the world will recognize Jesus Christ the Messiah and exalt Him.

      Everyone, do you realize that Messiah Jesus suffered humiliation for the sins of the people of Israel, for your sins and mine, and for the sins of all mankind?

      The prophet Isaiah, who hoped that you would know and believe this, prophesied the work of the Messiah in this way.

      • THE MESSIAH WAS LIKE A SHOOT COMING OUT OF DRY GROUND

      The prophet Isaiah prophesied that in the future, when the Messiah Jesus Christ would come to this earth, He would come in a very poor appearance.

      The Messiah, who is the Lord, would be like a shoot coming out of dry ground, and would be like a tender sprout on this earth.

      When Jesus Christ came to this earth clothed in human flesh, He was truly not someone whom people found desirable or admirable when they saw Him.

      He was not like American movie stars such as Arnold Schwarzenegger or Sylvester Stallone, with a muscular body and a large, imposing figure.

      In reality, Jesus looked so pitiable and poor, and so pitiful that there was nothing to admire in His appearance. However, His words were like a double-edged sword.

      

      Not only the personal appearance of Jesus, who was the Messiah, but also His life circumstances were not good.

      In fact, as we have heard by word of mouth, Jesus’ earthly father was a carpenter. Even now and in the past, the house of a carpenter is not in a rich or affluent situation. In reality, carpenters had to work hard just to avoid starving.

      

      The Messiah could not have attended school when He came to this world.

      That was why the Pharisees also tried to slander Him over this, but the more they tried, the more it was revealed that Messiah Jesus Christ was the Son of God, so they could not slander Him for that.

      At that time, Jesus had never been under the teaching of Gamaliel.

      The school of Gamaliel was the most university-like place at that time when there were no proper universities. It was a place where a great scholar of the law taught the law and other languages.

      If you went there, you could learn not only the knowledge of the world but also the law of God from a great teacher of the law.

      Jesus was not from the school of Gamaliel. There is no record anywhere that He registered at a school.

      Nevertheless, the Messiah knew everything about the law of the Old Testament, and according to the Scriptures, He had broad knowledge and faith.

      In fact, there was nothing illogical or contrary to God’s law in the words He spoke.

      • WHY DID THE MESSIAH HAVE TO RECEIVE SUCH HUMILIATION, SHAME, AND CONTEMPT?

      In reality, the Messiah, as the true Messiah for the people of Israel, came to this earth as Jesus to save them from all their sins and make them God’s people, and willingly accepted all suffering, insults, slander, and mockery.

      In fact, the suffering and humiliation that the Messiah accepted for humanity were so sacrificial and humiliating.

      The humiliation that the Messiah endured for us was so great and severe that it was enough for Him to hide His face before people.

      Because Messiah Jesus was the Messiah who saves us from sin and judgment, He endured all the humiliation and contempt before all people to the point that there was no more humiliation or contempt left to bear, and He delivered us from sin.

      Jesus suffered humiliation in this world.

      

      The humiliation and contempt that Messiah Jesus endured were so, so great and heavy that He rather hid His face.

      Messiah Jesus came as the Messiah to save you, me, and all humanity, and in order to fulfill and complete the role and ministry of the Messiah, He endured much humiliation and saved you and me from sin and the judgment for sin.

      We must not forget this fact.

      

      Even when the Messiah was hung on the cross, people did not stop mocking Him.

      They mocked, saying, ‘Come down once. If you are the Son of God, come down from the cross. What kind of Son of God are you? If you are the Son of God, come down, save the thief next to you, and then come down from there yourself.’

      They said, ‘And turn these stones into loaves of bread. If you are the Son of God, show proof that you are the Son of God. Show us something so that we can believe. If you can’t even do that, how can you call yourself the Messiah? What a joke.’

      In this way, people despised, slandered, and mocked the Messiah.

      And they stripped Him of His clothes, struck His cheeks, and spat on Him.

      He endured unprecedented mockery, shame, and insult, such that nothing more disgraceful or shameful could be seen.

      

      Even the Messiah received the punishment of the cross, the harshest punishment given to the worst criminals of that time.

      The Messiah was scourged by soldiers and nailed to the cross through both feet and both hands, pouring out all the blood from His body.

      

      Truly, He endured such disgrace, such suffering, and such humiliation for us to fulfill the ministry of the Messiah.

      He took upon Himself all our sins, all our curses, all our diseases, and all the punishment for our sins, being nailed to the cross for us.

      Truly, He endured such humiliation, such pain, and such suffering for us in order to fulfill the work of the Messiah.

      The Messiah truly became the Savior of those who believe that Jesus is our Savior.

      He willingly became our Messiah.

      He came to this earth in obedience to His Father’s will, bore all our sins, and endured the punishment for those sins on the cross, not only saving us who believe but also giving us eternal life by rising from the dead.

      

      Everyone, do you think it is an easy thing to endure such things for people you don’t even know?

      Not for family, not between a husband and wife, not even for someone truly loved, but to be stripped of clothing, to be despised, to suffer, and to be crucified before enemies for us sinners—if it were us, perhaps our minds would have broken down first.

      

      He was nailed to the cross so that all people could see, not set up in a corner, but lifted high, high up, so that everyone could point fingers and everyone could spit on Him.

      

      In fact, even more suffering, hardship, and difficulty came to Jesus before He was nailed to the cross.

      Before being crucified, He went through countless hardships.

      He was brought before people for trial, spat upon, and the servant of the high priest slapped Jesus’ cheeks.

      They spat on Him.

      They slapped His cheeks, scourged Him, and threw stones at Him.

      Messiah Jesus endured such humiliation for us.

      

      The reason He endured such humiliation was because “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities.”

      The Messiah endured this suffering to save all humanity from sin and judgment.

      The Messiah received baptism from John the Baptist, took on the sins of the world, and suffered the judgment for those sins on the cross, and by suffering humiliation from His own people, the Roman soldiers, and many nations, He completed the work of the Messiah.

      

      In the Old Testament, it was prophesied that Messiah Jesus would save humanity from all sins that oppose God, that is, from all the sins committed by all mankind.

      As prophesied, Jesus Christ came to this earth as the Messiah, took responsibility for all your sins and mine by receiving baptism, and shed His precious blood to save us from the judgment for our sins.

      

      In fact, the salvation that you and I received by believing in the Messiah and being saved from sin and the judgment of sin is not a salvation that was given freely without cost.

      Because Jesus Christ came to this earth and suffered such humiliation for us, we are now able to receive the removal of our sins, and because the Messiah received all the judgment for our sins, we were able to become children of God by simply believing in our hearts and receiving the gift of salvation, the removal of sins.

      Because of the Messiah, we were able to become such happy people.

      

      We must give thanks before the Messiah who has given us our happiness and blessings.

      The salvation that the Messiah has given us is because the Messiah paid such a great price before God the Father, so even if we have no offering to give to God, we are saved only by faith.

      We must believe and give thanks that God suffered such humiliation for us and saved you and me like this. Do you understand?

      • O PEOPLE OF ISRAEL, TURN BACK AND BELIEVE IN JESUS CHRIST

      Now the people of Israel must believe in Jesus, who is the Messiah, as their Savior and repent. The people of Israel still do not acknowledge that their Messiah has already come.

      According to the prophecy spoken by the prophet Isaiah in the Book of Isaiah, the Messiah was to come to this earth.

      And according to that prophecy, the Messiah came to this earth, took on the sins of humanity through baptism, and was crucified to bring salvation.

      The people of Israel must turn back, understand this correctly, and believe that Jesus Christ has fulfilled this salvation.

      They must acknowledge the sin of having handed over their own Messiah, Jesus, to be nailed to the cross.

      And they must realize that they are the nation that crucified the Messiah, and even now, they must believe in the Messiah who came long ago so that they can receive salvation from all sins and the judgment of sins.

      

      Now, there is no other Messiah. Since Jesus Christ has already come as the Messiah, there is no other Messiah.

      Everyone, can there truly be another Messiah? Can there truly be another Savior?

      In reality, those who believe in the Messiah are not afraid of death. Rather, they are waiting more for the happiness of heaven and the resurrection that comes after death.

      In fact, when this gospel is clearly preached to all, the Messiah will come again.

      Because Jesus went through such extremely dreadful humiliation in order to save us from sin and judgment, we must absolutely believe in Him, and those who do not believe must repent, turn back, and all believe; and with faith, we must spread this truth.

      

      In fact, the people of Israel are afraid right now. Therefore, they must listen to the word of the tabernacle that God actually spoke to the people of Israel.

      The fact that we have actually been saved from all sins and the judgment of sin is not like a letter that came to us by chance.

      It is not a salvation like a chain letter that says misfortune will come if you do not forward it to 20 people within a week after receiving it.

      It is not a salvation of the removal of sin like seeing a food flyer that says, “Boneless fried chicken, enjoy two for the price of one,” which is posted on every house’s front door, and ordering and eating it to become full.

      In fact, God the Father sent His own Son to us, made Him receive baptism to transfer all our sins onto Him, and had Him suffer as the payment for all our sins, made Him face death, and thus saved you and me — and because of that, you and I must truly believe and be thankful.

      

      How could we treat this salvation that was given to us — as if it were an old straw shoe to be thrown away, or shoved away like a borrowed sack of barley, or treated with disdain like an adopted child?

      

      Everyone, are there any among you who come to God’s church but have not received the removal of sin? Are there any who do not believe in the gospel of water and the Spirit? If there are actually such people, I hope you will turn back, repent, and believe in the Messiah.

      Whoever does not believe is rejecting the love by which the Son of God endured such humiliation and saved that person.

      

      To those who devalue the worth of the love that Jesus accomplished, to those who reject that love, a curse will follow. It is said, “For love is as strong as death, Jealousy as cruel as the grave” (Song of Solomon 8:6).

      In reality, if a person dies with sin still in their heart, that person will suffer the cruel torment of hell, which is as cruel as the grave. Hatred is as cruel as the grave.

      The Messiah loved you so much that He was baptized, shed His blood, and suffered humiliation to save you, but if someone does not believe in and rejects that love, that person will suffer cruel pain in the future. That is hell.

      

      Therefore, God said, “And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment” (Hebrews 9:27).

      When a person dies, their flesh ends, but before God it is not the end.

      God, in order to trample down those who reject His love, makes them never die and gives them cruel suffering forever.

      In reality, He throws them into a fire that never goes out, so that they will vividly and eternally suffer that pain forever and ever.

      Cruel pain—that is God’s cruel hatred. Do you think God would not do so? Do not forget that God is the One who can do anything.

      

      God’s exceedingly great love saved us from all curses, judgment, and sin by enduring suffering Himself.

      In fact, the thing that resolves all our problems was the love of the Messiah.

      There is nothing greater than the love of the Messiah anywhere.

      God’s love cannot be obtained without faith in the Messiah. That love was given only by our God, who is our Messiah, and it was His Father who sent the Messiah to us.

      The almighty Triune God loved you and me in such a way that He saved us from sin and judgment through the gospel of water and the Spirit.

      Therefore, you and I must believe in the Messiah, give thanks, give glory, and be satisfied simply by believing in the Messiah.

      

      How thankful are we for the gospel of water and the Spirit that the Messiah gave us?

      If someone does not know the value of that love enough to exchange it for anything else, truly, that person is an ignorant person who knows nothing.

      How severe was the suffering that the Lord bore for us?

      Because we are so thankful for that love, even though we are lacking, we spend the rest of our lives using all our strength to share this love with those who do not know it.

      To do God’s work, we too must go through difficulties and suffering.

      We must not live thinking only of our own well-being.

      If we have received this sacrificial love of Jesus and been saved by wearing that love, we too must become people who share love with others.

      Not fleshly love, but just as Jesus Christ endured suffering to remove our sins, we too, in order to help others receive the removal of sins, must voluntarily, by faith, endure hardships, hatred, suffering, and contempt.

      In the name of love, we must endure such hatred.

      Everyone, if you and I have truly received the removal of sin, then such love is in our hearts.

      

      And you must know how someone who is destined to go to hell has been saved.

      Everyone, those who are saved bear fruits worthy of that salvation. Those who are not saved also bear fruits accordingly. By their fruits, you will know the tree; those who are saved are trees that bear the fruits of salvation.

      You were completely covered with sin and were people who could not complain even if you fell into hell, but God, for such people as you, took on human flesh, came to this earth, endured humiliation, and became your Savior.

      You believed that God suffered for you and saved you from sin and judgment, and by faith, you received salvation.

      If you have received such love, then you and I must surely have the heart that desires to live for others as well.

      

      If there is no such heart, that person is not someone who has received the removal of sin. To be precise, that person is not truly someone who has received the removal of sin but is pretending to have received it.

      

      In reality, just as Christ loved us, endured humiliation, and saved us from sin and judgment, if we believe in that love and have received salvation, we also have in our hearts a desire to live for others. This is because He is in our hearts.

      Just as He endured humiliation and loved us, we also have a willing heart to live while enduring difficulties for others.
